STRUCK BY LIGHTNING
SEVKKAL BUILDINGS IN THE CITY. HIT DURING YESTERDAY'S

STORM

NOBODY SERIOUSLY INJURED

A Bolt Entered the Houses of Jo-
spph Ritter and Gilbert Tes.sier,
on West Fairfield Avenue—
pants Receive a Shock —St. John's

Parish. School House Fired and

Con.sidera.ble Damage Done.

Lightning played rome queer pranks In
"West St. Paul during the pevere storm
about , 11 o'clock yesterday, morning. ; It
struck two houses, shocked. three ueople,
but did not set- either of ;! the buildings
afire. The escape of two- of those who
felt the force of the bolt from instant
death was almost miraculous, as the
electricity seems to have played^all aroat
them._X;i;

The same bolt seemingly struck both
houses. The home of Joseph Kitter, 119
West Fairfield avenue, was the worst
damaged, though the track of tho holt
at the home of Gilbert Testier, 115 "West
Fairfleld avenue, is shown by a shat-
tered window sash. The lightning struck
the Ritter home near the kitchen chim-
ney. Mrs. Ritter was standing almost
under the spot. She felt Iho house trem-
ble and at the same instant there was a
blinding flash, apparently on all sides of
her. She was dazed for several minutes,
and then found that a numbness had pet-
tied over her that rendered walking im-
possible. Sinking into a chair she be-
came semi-conscious. When she regained
her senses the clock showed that she had
been sitting" in the chair lifte&n minutes.
The force of the bolt had by- this time
in a measure passed away and she found
herself able to walk about the room.
Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Ritter still felt
the effects of the severe sho-:k, but was
able to be about.

The ceiling and rafters of the house In
the course traversed by the lightning
were torn and shattered. A heavy beam
In the attic was splintered and the pieces
scattered about the floor, while several
yards of plastering and laths were tern
from the kitchen ceiling. After pene-
trating the kitchen the bolt seems to
have darted about the ruom and then
into the rear wall, where a hole was
torn in the plastering, thus passing down
on the outside to the ground.

Almost at the same instant that tlielightning struck the Ritter house the
window in the rear of Gilbert Tester's
home, by which thirteen-year-old Ida
Tcssier, was standing, was shattered.
The child held several plates in her hand.Accompanying the flash some invisible
fcrce grasped the plates, seemin.-jly, and
tore them from the girl's hands. The
girl screamed with pain and fright, and
the powereful current effected her body,
but an examination afterward tailed to
show any external evidences of injvuy.
The effect on the child was like thatupon Mrs. Ritter, only in a less marked
degree. There was a numbness for a
time, which finally passed away.

Amos Tessier, a fifteen-year-old brother
of the girl, was in the cellar, directly
under the window. He felt the shock and
says the sensation was as though a lot
of red-hot balls were whirling about hisbody. The boy was not seriously effect-
ed. There was no evidence of fire in
either building after the lightning si ruck

BLAZE IN A RESTAURANT.

Two Pieces of Fire Apparatus Jn

The Court Apartments, at St. Peter and
Fourth streets, were seriously threatened
with destruction by fire at 7 o'clock yes-
terday morning. Ihe fire started in the
Boston restaurant, 319 St. Peter street
under the apartments. With the arrival
of the fire department the blaze was
largely confined to the restaurant, which
was damaged to the extent of $500. The
fire was caused by the explosidn of agasoline stove.

Collision Oetting There.

The stove exploded while Frank Fisher,
proprietor of the lestaurant, was absentMany of the lodgers up stairs were stillasleep. Fisher lighted the stove and
then went to market. The explosion oc-
curred a few moments after he left.When he returned he found the interior
of the restaurant blazing fiercely. Before
the department arrived a can of gasoline
also exploded, adding to the fury of the
lire. Meantime the lodgers up stairs had
been aroused and sought escape from thebuilding. When the firemen got to work
it was but a short time until the blasewas under control.

In running to the fire truck No. 1, from
headquarters, and chemical engine No. 1,
stationed at Seventh and Wacouta.
streets, collided at Seventh and Cedar
streets. The firemen on the truck saw
that a collision was inevitable and jumped
off. The two pieces of apparatus came
together :_ sideways, as. both drivers
swerved aside in time to avoid a head-on
crash andthus prevented a more serioussmash-up. Driver Davis/of the chemicalwas thrown to the pavement and was'
stepped on by one the horses, escaping
however, with but slight injuries. Thetwo lead horses on the truck went down
and one of the animals was somewhathurt. The pole of the truck was brokenoff, while the front axe of the chemicalwas broken. The chemical was going up
Seventh street and the . truck coming
down Cedar when the accident happened.

STRUCK A SCHOOL, HOUSE.

Fire Follows, Causing- a J.omn to St.

"The sign language has been blamedjustly oi unjustly, for the failure ofmany deaf to master the English lan-
guage..

notice a growing tendency to suppress
the sign language in some schools. Su-
perintendents are hardly to blame if on
finding themselves unable to restrict It to
its proper place, they go to the extreme
of proscribing it entirely.

"It is not necessary to tell you it would
be most unfortunate if a considerable
number of schools should follow the ex-
ample of a few and proscribe signs. Notonly would it. as pointed out In the able
paper by Prof. Draper, produce dialects
at different schoojs, but it would tend to
tke degeneracy and possibly the ultimate
destruction of our 'beautiful sign lan-guage. The remedy lies with the deaf
teachers at the schools. As a rule they
are more Interested' ; *n the deaf children
than the hearing teachers. Ifthey take
bold, I believe they, can solve the prob-
lorn. If they don't, either the sign lan-
guage must have'tnll sway or it must b*
suppressed.

During the year ending June 30, 1898, the

collections for beer stamps aggregated

$592,875.39, for cigar stamps 056.24, and
the special tax $87,910.54. A portion of the
total for the year, however, was collec-
tions frcm spirits. ,This year the sum
derived from that source Is comparatively
light, so that, as Deputy Collector Vara
says, the true gain approximately under
the war revenue bill is about $1,700,000.

The demand for documentary stamps

has been the greatest for the 2-cent va-
riety, of which there were 11.739,321 sold.
There were also 8.4G1.532 2-cent stamps Im-
printed, principally on check 3, in the dis-
trict of Minnesota. Th« documentary
stamps were In demand in the 1-cent do-

nomination to.the extent of 10,005.423. .
In proprietary stamps the greatest de-

mand was for the %-cent stamps that
are used on bottles that selll for 25 cent*.
There were 2,399,753 of these sold, and only
1,439,454 of the I^4-cent stamps.
