Lydiard has the backing of
President Crosby, of the city council,
who, by the way has the ambition to be
mayor some day. No man has ever grad-
uated from the city council to the office
of mayor. The most deserving and at the
same time the most popular man of that
body that eve* attempted this Impossi-
bility—Mr. E. E. Webster—was defeated
by the present mayor. Had Mr. Webster
been outside the pale of the city council's
influence at the time he ran for mayor,
there is little doubt he would have been
successful. The fight he made against
monopoly in the matter of telephone serv-
ice was enough to send him to congress.
IJx' succeeded in pawsing an ordinance giv-
ing a telephone company the privilege of
doing business in ihis city, which of itself
is said to be a saving to the people of
Minneapolis. But an ungrateful public
turned him down because he happened to
tie, a rhort time previous, a member of
the city council. The Republicans had no
other fault to find with him. They ac-
knowledged he had lots of backbone—a
necessary qualification for a man In the
office of mayor—but the fact that he
was once an alderman condemned him in
the eyes of the voters. There are many
now who wish he had been successful.
The same fate apparently awaits Mr.
Crosby.

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Isaac R. -Beery and J. S. Homan, who
have been associated together in the con-
struction of the Paris flats, on Harmon
place, came in for a scathing arraign-
ment by Judge McGee in an order which
he filed yesterday in the case of^J. H.
Seymour against I. R. and Ella Beery,
Reuben S. and Martha Goodfellow and
the St. Paul Fire and Marine Insurance
company. The suit was brought to es-
tablish a mechanics' lien upon the flats.
The court substantially declares in his
memorandum that Messrs. Beery and
Homan are guilty of a much graver of-
fense than that for which culprits are
now serving time in the state's prison.
To "block the game" Mr. Seymour's
lien was granted only as against the
Beery interests. The interests of the

; Goodfellows and the St. Paul Fire and
M&rine company are thus protected.

"Within a year," reads the order, "I
have sentenced a man to the peniten-
tiary for a term of live years for work-
Ing what is known as the 'lock game'
swindle, by which he obtained $85, a
swindle that in moral turpitude dwindles
Into insignificance compared with the
one perpetrated in this case by men who
parade as law-abiding citizens of this
city."

The court finds that according to the
evidence Beery and Roman, in the fall of
18S7, concocted 1 a scheme to select some
persons who had land in Minneapolis
suitable for the construction of flat build-
ings and to select a contractor to erect
buildings thereon. They decided to se-
cure a contractor to fleece the land own-
er, after which, alleges the court, they
were to fleece the contractor. The land
owner selected was Reuben S. Goodfel-
low. Under a lease delivered May 24,
IS9B, the premises in question were trans-
ferred to Beery and wife for thirty years,
with a right of renewal of sixty-nine
years, Goodfellbw and wife agreeing to
mortgage their property for $24,000 to
aid in the construction of the flat build-
ings by Beery, Homan being unknown to
Goodfellow in the deal.

"The contractor," continues the order,
"was the plaintiff, Seymour, who was well
and favorably known to Goodfellow. Sey-
mour represented to Goodfellow that he
had a contract with Beery for the con-
struction of the fiats, and that he was to
receive $24,000 in cash and $13,500 in real
estate. The copy of the written contract
between Beery and Seymour for the con-
struction of the building, which was
shown to Goodfellow, bore out the rep-
resentations made by Seymour. As a mat-
ter of fact the provision as to the $13,500
real estate payment was a bogus one, in-
serted for the purpose of misleading-
Goodfellow. Seymour testified in the trial
of this case that the building, constructed
strictly in accordance with the plans andspecifications, only cost him $23,014. Sey-
mour was used in the came way to se-cure the $24,000 loan from the insurance
company. The deal involved the sale of
the property when the fiats were com-
pleted and occupied by tenants, and a
division of the proceeds.

"From first to last Beery hadn't a dol-
lar to invest, and Homan was not to and
has not invested a dollar in the property.
Yet he testified on the trial that he was
to receive one-third of the proceeds of
the sale.

"When the building was completed, the
second part of the scheme, to fleece Sey-
mour, the contractor, was put into
operation. Beery and Homan went upon
the stand and testified that the written
contract was abandoned, and that an oral
contract had been made in its place by
which Seymour was to get 5 per cent for
his profits, plus one-half of what Homan
was to get for the part he took in the
nefarious scheme—one-sixth of the profits.

"The persons defrauded were the Good-
fellows and the insurance company, and
the Judgment In this case absolves their
property and interests in this property
from any lien in favor of the plaintiff.
For the part that he took In the transac-
tion he should be denied any relief a"
against the persons whom he aided in
defrauding.

"It would be more satisfactory to my
mind to order judgment for the defend-
ants, were it not for the fact that that
would enable Homan and Beery to walk
off, with the aid of a court of equity,
with the entire fruits of their fraud.

"The Judgment ordered punishes Sey-
mour to the extent of denying him a lien
upon the Interest of the Goodfellows. andsubordinating the lien decreed him to the
lien of the mortgage of the Insurance
company; but reaches the interest of Ho-man and the Beerys by fastening a lien
in favor of the plaintiff on the leasehold
interest, for the unpaid part of the con-
tract price thereon."

AID STILL, NEEDED.

The People tut New Richmond Are
In a Deplorahle Condition.

Rev. J. M. Cleary, who visited New
Richmond Tuesday and returned to Min-
neapolis yesterday, says of conditions
there:

"To my mind the people of New Rich-
mond are worse off today than they were
the morning after the cyclone... The con-
ditions are very deplorable, and the needs
are great indeed. It will require all theirIngenuity, all their energy and industry
and all the outside aid that kindly dis-posed people can give to enable them toprovide for the poor, and have the citi-
zens generally properly sheltered before
the cold weather sets in.

"While in New Richmond I spoke with
a great many representative citizens, and
they all agree that a great deal of money
will have to be spent and a great deal of
work done before the town can again be
put upon any hind of a proper footing.

"The state of Wisconsin has not yet
come to the aid of the sufferers, but the
citizens have not lost hope. There is a
great deal of feeling against the state of-
ficials, and it is a fact, I am sure, that If
the state does not soon take hold and do
what it seems it should do, the town can
never be rebuilt."

ATTORNEY EXPIRES SUDDENLY.

Hli.-uiuati.Mi* of the Heart.

Death of AriuHtrongr Taylor Due to

Armstrong Taylor died at his residence,
3037 Calhoun boulevard, ut 3:30 o'clockyesterday morning, supposedly of rheu-
matism of the heart.

Mr. Taylor had long been a great suf-
ferer from a form of rheumatism which
Inflamed the membranes lining the joints
r.nd caused the latter to swell. Bern?
warned by his physician that further
work on his feet would lead to serious re-
sults, Mr. Taylor retired from active busi-
ness two months ago, and for four weoks
remained in his bed. Then, feeling him-
self well on the road to recovery, he once
more came to his office fh the Guaranty
Loan building, and for the past two weeks
had taken an active part In the business
of the firm. He tried a case with Mr.
Webster last week and Tuesday was par-
ticularly cheerful, venturing the asser-
tion that he would surely get weu jn a
few weeks.

Early Tuesday night he was seized wiUi

nausea, which continued until 3 o'clock
yesterday morning. At that time he ask-
ed for a cup of malted milk, which he
drank without assistance. While return-
Ing the ,cup to the kitchen Mrs. Taylor
heard a peculiar sound, and, hastening to
her husband's bedside, found that life
had, departed.

Mr. Taylor was born In Franklin coun-
ty, Vermont, In 1850, and studied law with
Davis & Adams, of St. Albans, Vt. He
came to Baldwin, Wls., In 1875, where he
practiced law until he removed to Minne-
apolis In 1882. He was associated with
the firm of Spencer & Taylor for a num-
ber of years, afterwards continuing prac-
tice alone until the law firm of Webster
& Taylor was established about one year
ago.

Funeral arrangements have not yet
been perfected, but the funeral will prob-
ably be In charge of the Scottish Rite Ma-
scns, of which Mr. Taylor was a member.
He was also a member of the Minneapolis
Bar association.

TEN-YEAR SENTENCE.

Convicted Burglar Goea to Still-

tvater for a Long? Terra.

John Dahlgren, the man who burglar-
ized the offices of Drs. O'Brien and Bach-
man in the Medical block, was yesterday
morning sentenced to ten years In StiH-
water. Dahlgren was practically caught
in the act of burglary by police inspectors
who were waiting. Two indictments were
returned against him, and he was tried on
both, in both cases being convicted. His
attorney, T. A. Garrity, last Saturday
argued motions for new trials, both of
which were denied by Judge McGee yes-
terday.

Injnrlea Were Fatal.
Patrick W. Grogan, one of the earliest

settlers in Minneapolis, died Tuesday
evening at him home, 3133 Pleasant ave-
nue. The death of Mr. Grogan was the
result of an accident which occurred July
3. At that time he was driving down
town, when his horse shied, throwing Mr.
Grogan out. His collar bone was broken,
and the rtbs on his right side pressed in
towards the lungs. Although they were
not broken, hemorrhage of the lunge was
caused, and this resulted In death. Mr.
Grogan was seventy-seven years of age,
and came to Minneapolis when a very-
young man. He was a native of Kings
county, Ireland. He leaves an aged wife.

The groom is a paymaster in the navy
and was with Dewey In the Philippines.
He has been in the naval service for seven
years.

Will Make PnviiiK BricU.
Within one year, at a point fourteen

miles from the union depot in Minneapo-
lis, there will have been established a
plant for the manufacture of vitrified
paving brick of a quality surpassing any-
brick manufactured at any point in the
United States. The clay supply from
which these bricks will be made consists
of seventy-two acres in fee, located with-
in ten miles of the city limits, on two
lines of railroad The property has been
explored to a depth of ninety feet and
extends over a wide area, furnishing a
qt»antlty practically inexhaustible. It is
of the kind known as drift clay or red
till.

POSSIBLE PROTECTORATE.
Grave Condition of Affairs Artse*

NEW ORLEANS, July 12.—News of the
gravest import from Guatemala was
brought to this city by the passengers on
the Snyder steamship, Breakwater, which
touched at four or five of the leading
Central American ports before putting in
here late Monday night. The reports
seem to be authentic in the main, and
come from sources that are of the high-
est order.

"Just before sailing on the steamer for
New Orleans," said one of the passen-
gers, "I was informed by several per-
sons that England and Germany were
about to make a naval demonstration on
the two leading ports of the republic of
Guatemala. I learned that a large
amount of the government debt. In the
form of bonds issued by the government
of Guatemala, is held by English and
German interests. These bonds have been
practically repudiated; at least, the bonds
have sunk to nothing, and the German
and English holders have protested vig-
orously to their governments.

"Four warships are said to have been
ordered to Guatemalan waters, two Ger-
man and two English. One of each flag
will proceed to Puerto Barrios, and one
of each nation will be sent to San Jose de
Guatemala, which is on the Pacific side
of the republic.

"The point that most interests the
United States is that if this seizure of the

' customs house should result in a long
holding of those ports in order that the
amounts could be collected, it would be
necessary for a protectorate to be estab-
lished over the republic of Guatemala
while this was going on. In that case,
the natural course of affairs would be
to turn to either Mexico or the United
States for that protectorate. The first
proposition would hardly be probable,
because of the bad feeling existing- be-
tween Guatemala and the republic of
Mexico over the boundary dispute."

STICKS TO HIS STORY
JOSEPH BOXELL NOT SHAKEN BY

A DAY OF SEVERE CROSS-
EXAMINATION .

HIS ORDEAL NOT YET OVER

WIH Be Taken in Hand Again Tills
Morning: by i the!' Prosecution-
Apparent Wea*k I'ointu in the Di-
rect Story o/ the Defendant

, Sharply Attacked, Ihut Seemingly

to Little Purpo»e.

BUFFALO, Minn., -July 12.—(Special.)—
The whole day in the Boxell murder case
was taken up by the cross-examination
of the defendant, Joseph Eoxell. Assist-
ant County Attorney Wendell conducted
the examination and pressed the defend-
ant hard upon every point where it was
believed his direct story coiild be shaken,
but made little impression. The . whole
day of severe cross-questioning failed to
bring out any material point that was
new, and the Impression that Boxeil has j
made an exceilent witness in his own
behalf was stronger than 1 ever -when ths:
court adjourned this evening. \u25a0 " .;*

Perhaps the nearest Boxell came to be-
ing tangeld up in his testimony was when
he was asked to describe his father's
watch. He said that he did not think
he could as he was not familiar enough
with it, but when shown a watch and
asked whether or not that was the one,
he stated that he did not think it was,
as he thought the crystal was not as thick
as the one one on his father's watch.

Boxell will go on the stand again to-
morrow for further cross-examination,

but if the state does not get any more
out of him than it did today nothing ma-
terial will be gained.

The atiqpdance this morning when court
reconvened was very light, owing to the
storm and the darkness. The latter was
the cause of a short recess. When Joe
finally took the stand his attention was
called to Mrs. Oliver having been at his
'house the day of the .fuineral and to a
conversation between Joe's wife and Mrs.
Oliver in his presence in regard to Mrs.
Joe Boxell's doings the' night of the mur-
der. Witness was asked if his wife did
not say to Mrs. Oliver that she sat up
wafting for Joe that night reading a book
which Joe's step-mother had let her take.
Witness denied in Dart- this conversation.

In answer to another question Boxell
stated that when Vogel came to his hu*ise
and placed him under arrest he went up
stairs. Vogel following, while there he
\u25a0was looking around, and the constable
asked him what he was looking for, and
he said he was looking to see if the
overalls which McVeety asked him for
were there, but he could not find them.
They then went to Howard Lake, wj^rre
there was a conversation between him-
self, Ege and McVeety in Wooley's office.
They tried to have him tell who did
the murder, but he told them then that
he knew nothing about it. He also stat-
ed that he never said "that he thought
that George Taylor or John Boxell were
guilty of the crime."

The state's attorney asked if Boxell did
not tell some one that the overalls which
he had on were not hung up behind --the
horses In Ferrell's barn, and that they
fell down and were thrown out in the
hog-pen by one of his brothers, and torn
up, and he swore positively that he made
no such statement.

In re<«rence to the scratches on his
hands the witness was put through a
very rigid cross-examination. He ad-
mitted there were scratches on his hands
a week following the murder, and that
Ege talked with him about that. He also
admitted telling Ege that two of these
scratches were made by a cow kicking
him, and that one of them was reopened
after it had nearly healed by a calf
bunting his pail when he was feeding It.

Questioned in reference to his bloody
coat Boxell admitted that he never told
anybody before he told McVeety that, if
there was human blood found on his coat
that It undoubtedly came from his wiping
his nose on his sleeve while It was bleed-
ing. Questioned \n reference to whether
McVeety had ever told him that experts
cculd tell the diyerence between animal
and human blood, he '^aid he did not re-
member whether he had been so told.

Mr. and Mrs. Oliver, the parents of the
murdered Mrs. Boxell^ave attended the
trial from day to. day, and are taking
the greatest Interest. Mrs. Oliver, as well
as Mr. Robinson, joe's father-in-law, will
be a witness for the state in rebuttal. It
is rather noteworthy that neither Joe's
wife nor his children have attended the
trial and given him ''that moral support
and sympathy at this time which would
ordinarily be expected.

RAIN SERIOUSLY INTERFERED

WITH THE CEREMONIES AT
CAMP LAKGVI^W

REVIEW DESPITE DAMPNESS

Sham Battle in the Morning and the
Skirmish Run at the Rifle Range

CAMP LAKEVIEW, Lake City, July
12.—(Special.)— day for the
Third regiment was not a very pleasant
one, as the sun did not shine at all and
most of the afternoon and evening a
heavy rain fell. '

Gov. Llnd's stay in camp was short,
and he returned tonight to St. Paul. The
members of the governor's staff here
were: Gen. Ludwig, Winona; Gen.

On the governor's arrival The custom-
ary salute was fired by ;he detail of ar-
tillerymen. In firing the third gun one
of the windows in the dining car of the
train was blown in. The party that ar-'
rived with the governor were as follows:

Gen. Cleary, Gen. Keeve, Capt. Whit-
ney, Col. Montfort. Lieut. Smith, Capt.
Murphy, adjutant of the artillery; the
governor's secretary, Mr. Rosing; Lieut.
Coons and Mr. Brown. Col. Van Duzee
and. .staff and those of the governor's
staff who were in camp, were at the
depot to meet the arrivals and escorted
them to the headquarter mess building.

At 7:30 this evening a review was ten-
dered the governor. Although It was
very wet the boys performed the duties
called upon in a very effective manner.

At 9:30 o'clock this morning the com-
mand was called out to participate in a
sham battle, and to study out one of Col.
Van Duzee's problems. Lieut. Col. John-
son, commanding the Third battalion,
took the defense and located his forces in
the woods south of the parade grounds.
