BOZXING NOW A COMMODITY

Green Grocer Brady Is in Earope

of Celebrities
for Circus Purposes—Jim Jeffries

Securing a Stock

Becomes a Puppet in the Hands
Man Who Palmed Off Cor-
bett as a Real Prize Fighter.

Laurel wreaths crowned the brow of
the ancient gladiator who staggered to
the forum to -reccive the prize and the
plaudits of hls kind, after having dis-
posed of an antagonist with the cestus,
instead of the padded ‘‘pillow” of today.
Those wreaths were green, and in that
sole respect the reward of the modern
glove gladlator {is slmilar. He, too,
strives for the green—the ‘‘long green.”
Glory no longer forms a part of boxing—
or pugilism. 1t is a question of dollars
and cents—principally dollars. The shrill
shouts of the ““fakir” who stands before
the tent of the sideshow of the circus
and tells of the llving skeleton, the fat
woman and the wild man of Borneo is
no longer -the pastmaster shell man of
the rubes. The boxing promoter has him
“faded.””” The Billy Bradys and Tom
O'Rourkes can give the ordinary circus
“fakir’” cards, spades, big and little ca-
sino and four aces, and then beat him
out. He simply isn’t in {it.

JEFFRIES A PUPPET.

Just as suggested at the close of the
famous meeting between Jeffries and
Fitzsimmons, the new champion has
proved one of two things—not a second
John L. Sullivan, but the pliant tool and
“Jack-in-the-box’ for Billy Brady. Jef-
fries, poor, deluded simpleton, told the re-
porters after his victory over Fitzsim-
mons that he dld not propose to become
an actor—that he was in the fighting
business, and that he would be ready to
meet any aspirant for the title of cham-
plon. Then everybody shouted *“Bravo!
Here is a second John L. Sullivan. Now
will we return to the enjoyment of a real
fighting champion.”” But, alas! Poor Jef-
fries! He had signed a bit of paper hand-
ed him by Billy Brady—‘just a matter of
form, you know''—in which he promlsed
to be good, and not fight save when Bllly
Brady said for him to do so. Corbett had
his “‘theatrical engagements.” Jeffries
has his contract with Brady. Neither
could fight without the consent of the cir-
cus man, and he says fight only when
there is & wreath of “long green” in
sight for his man—and another for Mr.
Brady.

JEFFRIES CALLED DOWN.

There is a big fellow out West who
bears a name similar to that of the new
champion. It is Jefferds. Jeffries has
met Jefferds. He knows that Jefferds is
not “‘easy.” Sam Thall, who was Brady's
Man Friday when the circus director had
Corbett, and who is also Brady's employe
in charge of Jeffries, made a little match
for Jeffries. He arranged that the cham-
pion should stop Jefferds in four rounds.
Jefferds was willing. Brady was cabled.
‘*Not for Brady,”” was his response. And
it is said that he at once wrote a letter
to Sam Thall, asking that worthy if he
had suddenly gone “daffy’”’—if he wanted
to get Jeffries whipped before they got
their money out of him, etc. At any rate
Jeffries was compelled to back down.
He, the champion, the alleged new Sul-
livan, to use plaln words, “crawled” out
of a meeting ‘with a man the people who
are “interested in boxing searcely. know.
Not a second Sullivan, that. All the
Bradys in the world could not have -in-
duced, or forced, Sullivan to back out of
a match once made.

CIRCUS IN THE FALL.

Billy. Drady is now in Europa arrang-
ing for the giving of a circus In the fall.
it will' be a hummer in its way. True,
there will be every evidencs of an o’er-
weening desire for wreaths and other
forms of “long green,” such as were
not given gladlators of old—but that
will disturb Billy Brady, not. William is
long since passed disturYances of that
sort. He has his conscience in leash,
and there is no likelihood of its breaking
away. Brady has arrangel for a meet-
ing between his mon3av-maker, Jeffries,
and Charley Mitchell, to occur in Lon-
don, or *hon the hothar side,” Sapt. 1.
Jeffries is to  ‘‘stop’”” Mi‘chell inside of
ten rounds. It doesn't imake any differ-
ence to Brady wheth2: he does or does

not. The money will he “cut.” Ask
Mitchell. He 1s In tha circus business
himself. He is not a living skeieton,

but has a neat way o? expressing his
views on the duties of & prize fighter—
especially one named Mitchcll. ‘‘Hi loikes
rare beef,” says Charley. ‘“Hand hit
takes coin to buy beef.” In other words,
when Mitchell ““fights,” there must be a
“cut.”” That sults Brady. There must
also be a ‘“‘cut” when Brady fights.

SHARKEY, THEN CORBETT.

After Jeffries has ‘“‘met” Mitchell, he
will be pitted asgainst one Geoffrey
Thorne, another English boxer, of later
day than Mitchell. 'Thorna weighs less
than 160 pounds, and as there is no chance
for Jeffries to be beaten by Mitchell, Le
will likely return to America hide-wnoie.
Then he is to meet Sharkey, the sailor-
man. He should beat the sailor—a* least
that is the way the astute Brady figures
it, and then—yes, Corbett is to have the
call. That will be an insult to the fol-
lowers of boxing who have not forgot-
ten the Corbett-Sharkey fasco—but they
will have to stand for it if Brady says
so—and Brady will likely say so. There
will be some more ‘“green” for the win-
ner, and for Brady. There is one chance
of another upset of the cireus combina-
tion headed by Brady, and tla‘ is de-
feat of Jeffries by Sharkey. And that is
not impossible—perhaps not improbable.
Jeffrles is acting queerly for a great
fighter. He doesn't seem o bhe pining
for a fight—on the contrary, ha is being
accused of getting as far away from fight
as it Is possible for a real champlon to
get. Already 1s heard expressed hope
that the new prize ring combination of
“long green” seekers, headed by Brady,
be burst wide open by the defeat of Jef-
fries by Sharkey, as it was by the de-
feat of Corbett by Fitzsimmons.

REAFING THE HARVEST.

But Brady will not stop at the blg fel-
lows. He proposes to get all there is
in ths fighting business out cf it before
the lawgnakers step in and change the
game. He will brirg over a raft load
of fighters. Among them will be Ben
Jordan, Dick Burge and Bobby Dobbs.
‘With this array of talent Brady will pro-
ceed to bring cff prize fight circuses in
the East and in the “West, if the latter
will stand for it, and when the blue-
birds once more warble Rilly will have
lined his nest with “green” of brighter
and more beauteous hue than that em-
pleyed by the frisky bluebird in lining
his. Jeffrics may lose his popularity,
but Brady will not lose his opportunity,
And Jeffries's popularity will have to
take the upper berth so long as Brady's
opportunity wants the lower. America
is about to have the biggest boxing shows
on earth—a la Barnum.

ONE GREAT EEVNT.

There will, however, be one battle that
will attract much attention. Terry Me-
Govern, the wonderful little man who
has trounced all the good bantams In
America, is to have a try at the famous
Pedlar Palmer, scknowledged to be the
best In his class in the o!d world. Pal-
mer will come to the Vnited States and
will meet McGovern in the arena of the
Westchester Athletic club, New York,
on “Sept. 1. The battle will ba at il§

CHAMPION ERNE,

Sam Austin Ranks Him as
Greatest of Lightweights.

“Kid"” Lavigne -encountered many ob-
stacles before he acquired the distinction
of being the best lightweight fighter in
the world, says Sam Austin. He fought
gallantly and courageously to defend his
title of champion, and the difficulties
which he had to contend with can only
be appreciated when we pause to remem-
ber the marvelous battles he fought with
“Joe”” Walcott and “Dick” Burge, the
famous champlon of England, and fifty
others. But he has at last met the fate
of many an illustrious predecessor, and
the laurel crown which he wore so proud-
ly now adorns the brow of another.
Frank Erne, of Buffalo, fought him one
of the greatest championship battles in
the annals of pugilistic history and only
defeated him by reason of hj@ ability to
demonstrate the superiority of the meth-
ods of the new school over the old. La-
vigne was and is today a great fighter;
Erne is a greater one. He proved that he
is incomparable in his class. He is a le-
gitimate lightweight, and in analyzing
the claims of every aspirant in that divi-
sion I fail to discover one who has a logl-
cal reason for presuming that he can
beat him. Xis work in the ring is an ob-
ject !esgon in the beauties of scientific
pugilism and the acquired art of fighting.
"I have seen all the great, pugilists who
have bloomed, blossomed and faded since
John L. Sullivan first leomed up on the
horizon of pugilistic prominence. I have
studled them, made the study of them
and their methods in fact the object of
my work for almost two decades. When
Corbett first came amongst us and dem-
onstrated that the old school slugging
type of fighter was no match for the
skillful boxer who utilized intelligence
and carefully planned and studied meth-
ods, he was looked upon as something phe-
nomenal, but his followers have been
many. Others have utilized his methods
with success. Some have improved upon
them. Among the latter 1s Frank Erne,
and I venture to say that no man in that
arena at Cheektowaga’' derived more
pleasure from waftching ¥Erne than Cor-
bett, notwithstanding that his sympa-
thies were with Erne's opponent.

Nobody could watch FErne fight and
fail to be satisfied. He has acqulred a
thorough knowledge of ‘every point of
the game. His methods are superior to
any boxer living, not eveepcdng Corbett,
the pioneer of the now picvauiling school
of pugillsm. Erne is admittedly clever
in more senses than onz he can adapt
himself to any style of fighting, and he
fights each opponent in‘a way entively
different from the other. He is graceful
in action, both when h<2 is fighting ag-
gressively or upon the defensiva. He has
a puzzling dellvery and a fast and ef-
fective method of getting over or under
his opponent’s guard. No matter how
clever the latter may be, Erne has not
vetfoughf -the ‘man wi@f he canmnt
reach with that marvelbus I2f{f hand
which he shoots to its mark with the ac-
curacy and precision of a Mauaser bullet.
He places the utmost depend2nce upon
his left hand, which he jabs and siabs
with murderous frequency, reserving bis
powerful right to administer ’the coup de
grace when the opportunity 13 afforded
him. His work is plcturésque and beau-
tiful—peculiar terms to use in connec-
tion with prize fighting, perhaps, but who
could fail to apreciate the merits of his
artistic endeavors as he glidad in with a
stinging left-hand jab, duckad to avoid a
counter, and nimbly danced away out
of danger almost In the twinkling of an
eye. Tvery Instant that he 1s in thke
ring he proves to you that he is a mas-
ter of his art; that he has analyzed the
sclentific possibilities of it, and only
utilizes that which is beneficial and uvse-
ful.

I was sorry, Indeed, to see Lavigne
lose his title, but he lost it as I always
believed he would, fighting gloriously in
defense of it. It was no disgrace to be
Leaten by a man of Erne's acknowledged
ability.

YACHT YANKEE AGAIN OU'I‘FOO'I“-
ED BY HER SPEEDIER FRIEND,
THE CAVITE

THE THIRD CLOSE VICTORY

White Bear Yachtsmen Experience
All Kinds of Weather in Their
Racesn ,on the Lake Yesterday
Afternoon — Baflling and Treach-
erous Breezes Keep Skippers and
Crews Busy.

Cavite, Capt. Douglass’ new twenty-
footer added additional laurels to her
already enviable record yesterday, by de-
feating Yankee by one minute and twen-
ty-five seconds, making her third close
victory over Capt. Ordway's last years’
champion. At no time during the contest
was the result certain, in fact for fully
two-thirds of the race the two yachts
traveled close together, alternating posi-
tions of vantage, and it was only on the
final leg of the course that the newcomer
succeeded In shaking the other boats of
the fleet before a freshening breeze, and
made good her third victory.

Yesterday’s contests between the fast
craft was a rather eventful one in so
much that Henrietta, a new twenty-one-
fgot sloop, a class that {s not looked up-
on as very speedy, completed the course
within- twelve -seconds as-fast time as
that made by Cavite. The weather condl-
tions, too, were rather peculiar. At times
it looked as if there would be too much
wind to safely trusc the expensive boats
to the mercy of the elements, and again
the compl'=ii:n of the race was in no wise
certain, owing to the calm which several
times settled down over the lake. The
breeze was baffling and treacherous.

Aurella and Akela, the two fast twen-
ty-three-footers, suffered defeat by Yan-
kee and Cavite, of the twenty-foot class.
It has always been thought that nothing
could hezd the twenty-three-footers in
any kind of a saillng breeze, and In last
year's races there was a wide gulf be-
tween the two classes. Strange, too, as
Yankee, last years’ champion twenty-
footer, and Aurella and Akela were in the
races yesterday. The conditions seemed
to have changed materially since last sea-
son. In every race since the opening of
the season the twenty-footers have sped
away from thelr long rivals, while not
by a very large margin have their vic-
tories been won, it has been sufficient to
give the honors to the newer boats of the
newer class. Henrletta, the new twenty-
one-footer that made its initlal appear-
ance notable yesterday by showing a
speedy pair of heels to all the competi-
tors in her class, and in fact to nearly the
entire fleet, was sailed by Samuel Shep-
herd, and is spoken of as one of the
speediest craft on the lake.

Akela made her last sall on the waters
of White Bear yesterday, and celebrated
it by defeating her old-time rival Aurelia,
after a hard race, which several times
looked Ilke a walk-away for McLarens’
yvacht.

Nearly a hundred yachismen, with their
frlends, were assembled at the club house
when Starter Morton fired the five-minute
gun. There was a bustle on the dock, a
busy mix-up of duck-clad, bronzed sailors,
and a tightening of stays, hauling up the
main sheets and Jjibs, and a general
preparation for the contest across the
crest of the merry waves that was to fol-
low. Just then the lowering clouds in
the west were noticed and a sudden squall
struck the lake in the viclnity of the
boat house. The boats all rocked violent-
ly to and fro, and had it not been for the
timely action of the skippers in getting
their sails down, the entire f{leet might
have been capsized. The squall passed
nearly as quickly as it came up, but ow-
ing to the threatening aspect the race was
postponed fifteen minutes.

The twenty-three footers and twenly
footers were started together at 3:55.
Mahto, Yankee, Cavite, Aurclia and Ake-
la got over the line in order named, but
the first in the procession was caught by
a little squall and crossed the line a few
seconds before the gun and was called
back by the starter and requested to try
it over again. The crew executed the
movement as rapidly as possible, bul were
handicapped by about two minutes, and
did not finish the race. The seventeen
and twenty-one footers, including Xenia,
Gceblin, Falcon, Henrietta, Torpedo, Jen=-

nie and Pastine, were started five minutes
later and they all got off very close and
there was not much choice for position
as the wind had again fallen to a six-
knot breeze, which continued to lessen
until the last half hour of the race, when
& veritable gale sprung up, bringing all
the boats home before a spanking breeze.
Cavite finished within a minute of the
time limit and thus made a race for all
boats completing.

In the twenty-three foot class Aurelia
at the start took the lead and her larger
sails soon told as agalinst the smaller ones
carried by her rival. Akela, however,
stuck closely to her course and was over
two minutes behind when the Clark street
buoy was turned. After heading for Wild-
wood both boats shook out a couple of
reefs that were carried.

At Dellwood Aurelia had increased her
lead to three minutes and fifty seconds.
At Wildwood the craft put up spinnakers,
as It was at this juncture of the race that
the wind died out so suddenly. It was
on the final run to Dellwood that Akela
made up the distance between the leader
and after overhauling Aurelia crawled
steadily away and made good her victory.

In the twenty foot class Yankee led
Cavite a merry race during the early
part of the race. Yankee led at Clark
street by one minute and twelve sec-
onds, and at center her rival reduced this
to thirty-five seconds. From that time
until the completing leg*of the course
the boats salled neck and neck. Yankee
had the pole during the entire race and
made many apparent attempts to blanket
the Douglass craft. When the breeze did
come her crew put up its mackerel outfit
and left the other boat plcking flowers by
the wayside. i

Capt. Douglass rooted for his boat from
the judge's boat while “Milt"” Griggs sail-
ed her to victory.

Goblin and Xenila put up a fast
race, Xenia winning by a nar-
row margin. Henrfetta sailed far away
from the other boats in the twenty-one
foot class. Torpedo, Jennie and Pastine
finished in order named. M. Murphy Jr.
salled Gypsy, of the Lark class, across
the line first, winning against a field of
three.

BEATEN BY BRITANNIA.

Four of the Mahtomedi Fleet Follow
in the Procession.

The first race of the second serles of
the Mahtomed! Yacht ciub was sailed
in a moderate breeze vesterday after-
noon, six boats starting in the cat class,
and four in the larks. The wind for the
most part was uncertain, and at the end
of the first round went completely down,
coming up again in about twenty min-
utes. This lull made a considerable dif-
ference in the positions of the boats, some
being immensely beneflted when the
breeze sprang up.

The first gun was fired at 4 o'clock,
and six cats crossed the line close to-
gether. The Bonnle Castle had a slight
lead over Queen, followed in turn by the
Britannia, Marguerite, Swallow and Cid.
The run to south shore was made with-
out any change in position, with the ex-
ception of the Bonnle Castle and Queen
increasing their lead over the other boats,
On the leg te Wlildwood the Queen came
up alongsié: the Bonnle Castle, and
they turned the Wildwood buoy together,
About 100 yards from the buoy the Bon-
nle Castle broke her mast and was out
of the race. This was very unfortunate,
as the boat was In a good position, and
had a falr chance of winning. The Queen
soon left the Bonnie Castle In the rear,
hut on the tack to windward the Rrit-
tannia made a gain of about two min-

utes. At this point the wind went down
completely, the boats drifting for some
time. The Swallow and Marguerite did

well here, as they were salllng close to
shore, where occasionally a few puffs
would reach them. When the blow final-
ly came it found the Britannia in a fa-
vored position, and from this time on
she was never headed, the Queen trying
hard to overtake her, losing by forty-fiveg
seconds, making allowance for the time
handicap. The Swallow finished third.
The Marguerite came next, but was

beaten by the Cid on the time allowance.
