ed and thousands are being expended in
track improvements. The cascade tunnel
will be completed by fall.

The track improve-
ments near Minot are nearly completed
and put the road in better condition than
it has ever been.

“Seattle is the buslest city on the coast
at present.

'TROUBLE IS PREDICTED.

P. C. Stohr Doesn’t Like the Looks
of Things South.

P. C. Stohr, general traffic manager of
the Great Western, has returned from
St. Louis, where he attended the recent
freight conference. He predicts a gen-
eral rate war between the rail and water
lires in the South, unless the Kansas
City, Pittsbumig & Gulf retires from its
present position. The conference resulted
in opening the eyes of those In attend-
ance to the growing power of rail and
water competition. The results were not
satisfactory. The present conditions In
territory south of St. Louis are such that
unless speedy measures are taken to ad-
just present differences, a rate war, which
will affect even the Northern cities as far
as the head of the lakes, is predicted. The
point of contention is the fact that the
Pittsburg & Gulf, the road recently com-
pleted from Kansas Chy to Port Arthur
on the gulf, is knocking all rail rates on
the head by publishing a rail and water
rate, New York to Kansas City of 80
cents. This is 67 cents less than the all-
rail rate. As a result, the competition
has cut into the business of the all-rail
roads in an alarming manner, and a gen-
eral rate war is promised unless the low
rate Is withdrawn or the road agrees to
a compromise.

Charged Against a Couple of St.
Paul Sidewalk Inspectors.

The protest of the St. Paul Sidewalk
company and the affidavit by Andrew J.
Hoban alleging that Inspectors Hickey
and Bantz, of the engineering depart-
ment, had neglected their duties, was
brought up at the meeting of the board
of public works yesterday.

Hoban contends that the company he
represents Is-being discriminated against

in favor of the Portland Stone company,

which has the contract of laying the ce-
ment sidewalks for the city.

“Since June 1,”" he told the board, “I
have -had a man in my employ whose
business it has been to keep track of
these two companies. While the other
concerns were compelled to comply with
the provisions of the city- contract, as re-
gards the excavation ‘and the material,
the Eureka and Portland people appear
t> be such favorites that they can use al-
most anything and put it down in any
manner they choose.

“I am prepared to show that July 6 City
Ergineer Rundlett was notified by a side-
walk inspector that the Eureka people
were using inferior material, and doing
their work in a defective manner. The
engineer repHed that Uttley B. Curtis, of
this company, was honest, and that the
class of work being done by his concern
could be relied upon. This inspector later
nctified the Eureka people that they were
violating the specifications. After that he
has not been sent out to do inspecting. Is
not that strange? I claim that in most
cases the work of the Portland and the
Eurcka companies is not inspected until
forty-eight hours to four days after the
jobs have been completed. This is not
idle talk, but I can produce the proof,
dates and lccations. On the other hand,
an inspector is placed in each of my
shops and T am compelled to abide by
the exact letter of the specifications. I
claim, in effect, that all the city contract’
is being done in inferior style.

GRIGGS, COOPER & CO. PROPOSH
TO COMPETE WITH THH
CRACKER TRUST

WILL SOON BE IN OPERATIGN

Manufactory Will Give Employ-~

ment to a Force of Fifteen Men
With a Capacity of
Fifty Barrels ¢f Flour Per Day—
Everything Demanded by the
Trade in This Line to Be Supplied.

Constantly,

A cracker factory supplying every va-
riety of goods manufactured by the lead-
ing biscuit companies is an innovation in
the business of Griggs, Cooper & Co., the
Third street wholesale grocers, which will
be in operation between the 1st and 15th
of August. Though the idea of manu-
facturing different lines of goods for the
trade in large wholesale establishments
is not a new one, the St. Paul firm is the
first to apply it to Northwestern business.
J. W. Cooper, a member of the firm, was
seen yesterday, and gave an interesting
account of the new departure. In speak-
ing of the conditions which have brought
about the innovation and the firm's plans
regarding it, he said:

“Our biscuit manufactory will be in
operation within a few weeks. The fac-
tory will occupy part of the first and sec-
ond floors of our building, and will give
employment to a force of about fifteen
men constantly. The department will be
in charge of George C. Pettigrew, and
will have a capacity of fifty barrels of
flour per day. The output can be judged
by the amount of flour used.

“We do not intend to fight the cracker
trust particularly. In fact we will not
compete with them in the least, except
in our own territory. We shall supply
our customers with:-our own goods, manu-
factured and put up under our own super-
vision. A general salesman will be em-
ployed throughout our territory, and will
care for our sales. We shall make every-
thing in this line demanded by our trade,
and shall put on the market a superior
class of goods.

“The reason for this departure from
accepted methods is that the American
Biscuit company did not distribute its
product on a plan at all satisfactory to
the wholesale grocer. They made uniform
selling prices over their whole territory,
disregarding freight charges, so that a
wholesale grocer in this market was
placed at a serious disadvantage. We
were unable to hold our business under
the American Biscuit company's law, and
so entered the field with a concern to
provide for our own trade. We intend to
use our own goods in all our natural ter-
ritory, and have engaged the best men
we could secure to make the goods.

“We are the first to make a move of
this kind, but the idea is all right, and
there is no doubt but that it will mean
a saving of money to us, as well as being
in every way more satisfactory than de-
pending on the biscuit company’s scale of
prices and output.”

CROPS ALONG THE N. P. ROAD

ARE PROGRESSING FAVORABLY,
ACCORDING TO THE REGULAR
WEEKLY BULLETIN

Grain Cutting Has Begun in Some
Localities—Only Unfavorable Re-
port Comes From the Mandan-
Dickinson Territory.

The Northern Pacific yesterday issued
a crop report covering conditions in terri-
tory tributary to their lines for the ten
days ending July 17. Crops are progress-
ing favorably znd grain cutting has be-
gun in some ;ocalities. Wheat is begin-
ning to fill and in most localities shows
a fine stand. The only unfavorable re-
ports come from the Mandan-Dickinson
country in North Dakota, where hot, dry
weather has caused a set back. The re-
port is as follows:

Minnesota Division—Considerable rain
fell at intervals during the week, the
showers being followed by warm weather,
which has caused rust to appear in some
places, but not enough to hurt the grain
any as yet. Farmers have commenced
cutting rye, which, although thin on the
ground, is well headed out, with a good
berry, and the yield will probably be up
to the average. Wheat and oats continue
to do well. Haying is in progress with
good prospects for a large crop of tame
hay and upland, but many acres of low-
land will not be cut on aceount of the
wet season. Some new hay is in the mar-
ket. The grain that was beaten down by
the wind and rain storm of the previous
week has about all straight=ned up azain.
Considerable improvement is noted in
corn, which has made good advancement
of late and is now expected to make
something more than half a crop.

Little Falls and Dakota Branch—A lit-
tle too much rain fell during the past
week, and farmers complain of rust in
the wheat, although no damage is ap-
parent, and the wet weather has also
interfered with the cutting of hay. But
on the whole all small grains are doing
nicely and a large crop of wheat and oatls
is expected. Rye is about ready for cut-
ting. Corn is now growing rapidly, but
somewhat uneven. Complaint is heard
of potato bugs, but farmers are diligent
in their efforts to get rid of them.

Fergus Falls Branch—Numerous rains
have fallen during the week, but none
so heavy as to be in any way detri-
mental to the growing crops, and the re-
ports of rust are very few, with no like-
lihood of damage. The week has been a
good one for the crops, and farmers begin
to feel that a bountifur harvest is as-
sured, especially of wheat, which is no%
beginning to fill and shows a fine stand.
Rye, oats and barley are also in flourish-
ing condition.

Manitoba Division (South of Canadian
Boundary)—Weather conditions have
been quite favorable all along this branch
during the past week, and much im-
provement is noted in the condition of
the growing grain. Wheat is heading out
nicely, although one report states that in
lecalities it is heading in patches, so that
trouble is apprehended when harvest time
comes, as portions of the wheat may be
over ripe. Crops are now thought to be
