An advance of $1 per "thousand feet on

all grades of white pine lumber will go
into effect on Thursday of this week. The

Globe last week announced that this

advance would be made on the Ist of Sep-

tember. Since the announcement the lum-

bermen have come to the conclusion that
they will have to advance the price right
away.

A nmber of the biggest lumber concerns
in the city sent out postal cards yester-
day canceling all previous quotations and

the remainder of them will notify their

customers and salesmen today. None of
the lumbermen will sell at the old list
price at the present time.

The manufacturers claim that the ad-
vnnces are warranted by the conditions of
trade. At the beginning of the present
year the stock of lumber in the Minnesota
and Wisconsin valleys was 500,000,000 feet
smaller than at the opening of the pre-

vious season. Since that time the ship-

ments have been improving continually
and the stocks going down until at the
present time there is very little dry lum-
ber on the market and a considerable

C. M. FOOTE'S FUNERAL.

Ceremony of the KIKn Conducted by
the Grand Exalted Rnler.

The funeral of C. M. Foote was held
yesterday afternoon at 2:30 from the
Church of the Redeemer. Services were
conducted under the auspices of the
Elks,and the remains were escorted from
the residence to the church by about
300 members of the order, gathered from
nearly all of the lodges in the North-
west, a large number of St. Paul mem-
bers being present. The active pall-
bearers were Mayor James Gray, A. T.
Williams, James W. Lawrence, E. W.
Goddard, F. E. Wheaton and John E.
King.

The services were conducted by the
grand lodge members, the grand exalted
ruler, Judge M. B. Allen, of Birmingham,
Ala., having come from his home for
that purpose. The ceremony of tho
Elks and the ritual of the order were
deeply impressive. Beautiful floral de-
signs were sent from every lodge repre-
sented, and from many that could not
attend. The music was also highly
suitable to the occasion, especially the
quartette, rendered by the fraternity
brothers of the deceased.

After the ritual, an eloquent eulogy
was pronounced by Grand Exalted Ruler
Allen. The remains were then escorted
by the Elks marching in line on Eighth

street to Hennepin avenue, where cars
were waiting to carry the delegations
to Lakewood cemetery. At the grave
the remainder of the ritual of the ord_r

was pronounced, which was beautiful
in the extreme. Each member present
was provided with a sprig of amaranth
and at the proper time, following the ex-
ample of the officers, they marched by
and deposited the same on the coffin in
the yet open grave, each member saying
audibly as he did so, "Peace be with
you." After this the members returned
to their former position, forming a cir-
cle around the grave, and, after a few
moments of impressive silence, the
grand exalted ruler announced "Lodge
closed," and, with this simple eulogy,
all that was mortal of a valued and loved
brother was covered from view.

There were many tributes of flowers
sent from several cities, notable among
which was a iarge elk's head, twined
beautifully in vines and Farnese ferns.
This was given by the grand exalted
council of the order. The local lodge
presented a large design representing
the well known emblem of the order, the
face of a clock, the face being- white car-
nations, and the figures and frame in car-
nations and roses ot deep red. The St.
Paul lodge also contributed a handsome
wreath. Zurah Temple, Nobles of the
Mystic Shrine, gave a huge bunch of
'American beauty roses. The Duluth
chapter sent a handsome "gates ajar"
four feet in height, and both emblematic
and beautiful. In addition there were
large numbers of wreaths and symbolic
designs.

Many telegrams of condolence which
had been received in the city by the
family and friends since the demise of
Mr. Foote were quietly passed about
among the members at the Holmes hotel,
where the members had congregated be-
fore the march to the residence, and
were read with many expressions of re-
gret, as if lor the loss of a real brother,
which Mr. Foote was held to be by all
Elks in the Northwest.

UNIVERSITY TO BUILD.

Site Has Been Secured for a N«w
Clinical Building.

The University of Minnesota yesterday-
purchased a piece of land on Washington
avenue south just below Cedar avenue,
for a site for the new clinical building,
which is to be erected at once. Two lots
were secured, the price paid being $3,000.
A first-class clinical building, to accom-
modate both the allopathic and homeo-
pathic free dispensaries, will be built at a
cost of $12,000, making the total cost of
the improvement $15,000.

The university has long been in need of
such a building, the former free dispen-
sary being situated in unsatisfactory
sites, and not being as modern as de-
sired. The college of medicine is also in
need of the room occupied by the allo-
pathic dispensary in the medical build-
ing. The homeopathic dispensary has
been and is now located at the corner of
Washington and Thirteenth avenues
south in an old frame structure.

The clinical building will be completed
by the Ist of November. The contract
will be let some time the latter part of
the week. The plans drawn by c. R.
Aldrlch, the university architect, have
been completed and work can commence
just as soon as the contracts are let.

BOXELL IS HOT GUILTY
JURY BRINGS IN A VERDICT OP

ACQUITTAL. LATE LAST ....'.
: NIGHT ,

FOUR HOURS' DELIBERATION

The Day Wa« Spent by the Lawyers

In Presenting: the''Evidence to
' the Jury The Outcome Was Pop-

ular With the Crowd That Filled

the Co/art House When the Result

Was Announced.

BUFFALO, Minn., July 18.—(Special.)—
The jury in the Boxell murder case, after
being out about four hours, returned a
verdict of not guilty at 10 o'clock. The
news that the juryhad come to an agree-
ment spread like wildfire, and even at
this late hour the court room was soon
filled with people, and when the verdict
was read they could not restrain them-
selves, and there was prolonged applause

and excitement.
Every one rushed forward to congratu-

late Joe Boxell. After shaking hands
with his attorneys and the jury, he was
then the recipient of "many congratula-
tions from .his friends.

This will probably end the murder cases
as far as John Boxell and George Taylor
are concerned, as they have no further
testimony to offer against them than they
did against Joe.

BUFFALO, Minn., July 18.—(Special.)—

F. E. Latham at 8:30 this morning com-
menced his argument for the defense, and
for two hours reviewed the testimony in
the case. He showed by connecting the
evidence of the different witnesses that
it would have been utterly impossible

for Joe Boxell to have committed the
crime with which he is charged. That he
left Ferrell's place, where he had been
working that day, and drove to the rail-
road crossing with Ferrell, where they
arrived at about 8 o'clock. He then went
to McClay's, where he stayed a short
time, and then went home and did the
chores. He then went to the depot to
meet his wife's cousin, and helped load
the trunk into the wagon, and when he
got home, immediately afterward, he
found the house locked, and his wife said
she had heard some noise and seen men
running. His connecting of each testi-
mony was good and showed that unless
the state proved that Joe and his wit-
nesses had been lying, would clear Joe of
the crime.

J. H. Wendell, who has been assisting
the state, commenced his argument a
little after 10 o'clock this morning, and
finished it at 3 o'clock this afternoon.
By a careful and painstaking review of
the testimony and in connecting link
after link of the evidence of each wit-
ness he made a much stronger case for
the state than was expected. All or
nearly all the witnesses for the state are
very highly connected and respected by
every one, especially Mr. and Mrs. Fer-
rell, whose testimony was a flat contra-
diction of Boxell, and who have no inter-
est in the matter in any way, and were
only witnesses in the case simply because
Joe happened to have been working for
them the Saturday before the murder,
and he stated that he had worked after
supper that night and that Ferrell drove
him to the crossing. Both Ferrell and his
wife swear positively that Mr. Ferrell did
not drive him down that night, and that
he, Ferrell, could not have told him the
time, as he had no watch.

After reviewing many other statements
made by the defendant, and which were
contradicted by the state's witnesses,
and after giving reasons for the commit-
ting of such a crime by defendant, Mr.
Wendell closed. He was followed by W.
H. Cutting for the defense, who also re-
viewed the case from beginning to end,
and who spoke esjeclally of the reputation
borne by defendant up to the time of his
arrest. There was not one word against
Joe, as to being a law-abiding citizen
and well liked by his neighbors. The
judge's charge was brief and right to
the point. He Instructed the jury to pay
no attention to the evidence of Mrs. Oli-
ver and Rev. Murray. The jury went out
on the case at 5:30.

censorship denounce the conduct of the
American Philippines campaign as It has
been managed by Secretary Alger and
Maj. Gen. Elwell S. Otis. The St. James
Gazette says:

"The great American people have been
hoodwinked by its general and its ad-
ministration, who have kept up a series
of suppressions of the truth and sug-
gestions of the false of Russian ingen-
uity and thoroughness."

The Pall Mall Gazette says: "The cor-
respondents have done their duty to the
public as journalists and gentlemen."

The Times in its leading editorial article
today says: "Alger has run the war
office as a political machine. Military
posts have been bestowed upon political
friends without regard to fitness or the
interests of the country. Dishonesty and
corruption have been rampant wherever
there was public money to be handled.
American soldiers were killed by thou-
sands on American soil by such agencies
as embalmed beef and scandalous neg-
lect of elementary sanitation. As the
head is so we expect subordinates to be.
They were chosen without regard to fit-
ness, but with every regard to political
service. Naturally they act as the pol.
iticians they are, rather than as soldiers
and administrators which they are not.
The new imperial policy of the United
States is thus discredited by association
with a system of more than common
corruptness. McKinley, for some reason
or other, is incapable ot ridding himself
of the incubus of his secretary, who, evi-
dently regarding himself as having the
president in his pocket, serenely defies
the public indignation that has been
aroused by his mismanagement."

OTIS INDORSES OTIS.

Gen. Harrison Grey Cannot Agfree
With the "Round Robin."

CHICAGO, July 18.—In an interview to-
day Gen. Harrison Grey Otis declared his
inability to agree with the "round robin"
issued by newspaper^ correspondents in
the Philippines. Gen. Otis is on his way
to Los Angeles, having been in Wash-
ington, where he had a conference with
the president. He said:: —j

"Gen. Otis should be heard from be-
fore the 'round robin' is discussed as to
its fairness. The commanding general
has not been unduly optimistic—rather
the opposite. I know of cases where he
had opportunities of making highlyfavor-
able reports of his military operations,
but modestly refrained from doing so.
He and his officers do not look with favor
on newspaper reports, which, with all in-
tentions of being fair, are apt to be ex-
aggerated. I am satisfied that the official
reports from Manila in regard to our kill-
ed and wounded, as well as to deaths
from disease, have been accurate. I have
noticed nothing in the "newspapers to in-
dicate that there was any desire to sup-
press, information of this kind. -.. . .. :

"Gen. Otis has the situation well in
hand, as he has stated. From an army
of 30,000 men_ the insurgents have un-
doubtedly been reduced to a scattered
10,000, and Aguinaldo's capital is on the
back of a pony. What Otis started out '

to do he has done. He holds Manila and
all the strategic positions which he need-
ed, while the rebel force is held apart."

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IMTIKG TO REVOLT
INFLAMMATORY CIRCULARS SCAT-

TERED BROADCAST THROUGH-
OUT CUBA

AMERICANS AWAEE OF IT

Do Not Make Arrests for Fear of
Enabling; the Men Back of the

Movement to Pose as Martyrs—La

Lucha Deprecates the Action Be-
ing: Taken, Urging That Revolu-
tion Now I« Impossible.

HAVANA, July 18.—The truth regard-
ing the recent proclamation issued in
Matanzas shows that a regular revolu-
tionary party has been established, with
headquarters in Havana. Its object is
to incite Cubans throughout the entire
country. This party has agenta in every
large city, and also a junta in Mexico,
one of the agents of which is now here.
All this is perfectly well known to the
authorities, and no manifesto comes off
the press without the government re-
ceiving a copy of it.

Of course these inflammatory addresses
are hurtful to the peace of the country,
but it is generally considered that it
would work more harm to arrest the
leaders of the movement, who would un-
doubtedly pose as martyrs, which is
seemingly their desire, for, though they
must know that their machinations are
discovered, they persist in the agitation.

Each province has, «r will have, an ad-
dress widely circulated, signed by some
prominent name, sufficiently common to
be borne by many and thus to prevent
the accusation of forgery. One such ap-
peal recently issued in the province of
Santiago reads as follows:

"With my soul stirred with enthusiasmby your dignified action under the hu-miliating conditions in which we areplaced by the intervening gove.nment. I
raise my voice to you, bravo comrades,
and obedient soldiers of the immortal
Maceo, asking in glorious remembranceor his name that you again swear you
will die on the battlefield before you willlike miserable cowards, yoked and tied,
like the disinherited offspring of our fore-
fathers, allow a perjured foreign flag
to float where our shores should bemarked only by the blessed emblem of
the lone star.

"You who have turned your backs on
the vile metal which pretended to pay
for the arms which cost so many sacri-
fices, will know how to use them again
should it be necessary, in defense of ourjust rights, because the great and power-
ful are small and cowardly when theyface justice and truth. I shall always
be first to die for you or carry you toglory.

"Your brother and general,
—"Duany."
