1capolis, Duluth, Kansas City
180 met yesterday at the Job-

bers’ union with representatives of the
freight department of the Western roads
reaching points in Montana, to urge their
claims regarding changes in rate differ-
entials ¢n hardware from Chicago and
Missouri river points into Montana. The
conference occupied the greater part of
the morning and adjourned at 1 o'clock.

Poth sides of the question were argued
and present rates discussed to the small-
details. The matter was left in the
hands of the roilroads for consideration,

and a decision will be announced as soon

as they have an opportunity to confer.

The St. Louis jobbers arranged to have
thelr claims presented by James J. Wait,

of Chicago, and no representatives were
present in the conference from that city.
Owing to the position of the two cities

with reference to the Eastern sources
of supply and the rail connections with
Montana points, their claims were prac-
tically the same. The session opened at
10 o'clock, and the Chicago jobbers, rep-
resenting the faction wishing for changes

in the present differentials, were allowed
to present their claims first.
The opening argument was made by

James J. Wait. He gave an extended ex-
planation of the position and views of
the jobbers from Chicago and the terri-

tory southwest, stating that under the
present conditions they were put at a
grave disadvantage in competing with

Northern jobbers in Montanaand adjacent
territory, on account of the lake and rail
rates available to Twin Citles and Du-
luth “jobbers, which are lower than all
rail rates. To Montana points, he stated,

Chicago jobbers pay 60 cents more
than is charged from Missouri river
points. Chicago jobbers complain of the
rates from Cleveland and points East,
territory including the sources of sup-
ply, the distance being approximately

the same to Montana points as via Du-
luth, The transportation companies’

rates to Western points are very low,
and Chicago objects to having this busi-
ness pass at rates lower than are avail-
able to their jobbers.

As a remedy to the present unfavorable
conditions the suggestion was made that
the rates from Cleveland West be raised,
and, failing in this, the rail rates from
Chicago and St. Louis to Montana points

be reduced. This would place Chicago
and St. Louls on a footing enabling them
to compete with Duluth, Minneapolis, St.

Paul, Kansas City and the jobbers at
Missouri river gateways.

The argument of the Chicago and St.
Louis jobbers was continued by several
other members of the delegatlion, but

was not accepted by the Twin City and

Duluth representatives. R. A. Kirk,
Frank Hurty and T. G. Walthers opened
the case of the Northern shippers, claim-
ing that the method proposed, that eof

lowering the Chicago rates, was unfair,
unless the rates from the Twin Cities
were proportionately reduced. The main-
tenance of the present differentials was
insisted upon, and the claim advanced
that a change such as proposed by the
Chicago jobbers, would react upon the
hardware merchants of the cities and Du-
luth in a manner even more decided
than the effect of the present rates on
the market south of St. Paul and Min-
neapolis.

After the presentation of the claims
of the opposing delegations a general dis-
cussion was opened, in which nearly
every one present took part. Ralilroad
men are of the opinion that the present
differentials are allowable, and that St.
Paul, Minneapolis and Duluth, as well
as Kansas City and Missouri river points
are entitled to them. The Chicago deal-
ers have presented the same claim be-
fore, and the effort to secure the change
in rates gives little prospect of success.
The arguments submiited were taken
under consideration and will be digested,
after which the railroad officials will hold
2 conference and announce their decis-
fon.

GRAIN RATE RULING.

Important Case Passed Upon by In-
tersiate Commerce Commission.

WASHINGTON, July 18.—The inter-
state commerce commission, in an opin-
ion by Commissioner Proutty today, an-
nounced its decision in the case of the
Grain Shippers’ Association of North-
west Iowa against the Illinois Central
Railway company and others.

The commission finds the transportation
of grain eastward from Kansas City and
from Sioux City and other points in the
territory adjacent to Sioux City is sub-
ject to competition between the carriers,
but, while reduced rates have resulted
from the competition at Kansas City,
the competition in Northwest Iowa has
been more effectively restrained by an
agreement formerly in effect, and since
such agreement was canceled by contin-
uance of rates without substantial reduc-
tion. The rate on corn to Chicago from
most points in West Iowa is 17 cents per
100 pounds.

Examination @f the rates and rate
changes for a period of years indicates
to the satisfaction of the commission
that a rate of 15 cents on corn from Kan-
sas City to Chicago should be applied at
all Missouri river points, but they con-
clude that the evidence is not sufficient
to enable a definite conclusion. It does
not appear, they say, however, that the
rates on grain from Sioux City and other
points in -a limited section of Northwest
Jowa are too high. The commission de-
cides that the 19-cent rate on corn from
Sioux City and other points in adjacent
territory should be reduced; that the 17-
cent rate on corn now in effect from most
points in Western Iowa should be ex-
tended to Sloux City and points in Towa
on the east of the Sioux City and St. Paul
road (now part of the C., St. P,, M. & O.
system), and that corresponding reduc-
tion should be made from other points in
Southeastern South Dakota.

The commission further held that while
no opinion is expressed as to what Is the
proper relation of the rates on wheat and
corn from Sloux City and adjacent terri-
tory, the difference of 4 cents, which now
prevails from most shipping points in
that section, should not be exceeded.

The complainants also demanded repa-
ration, but this was denied upon the
ground that there is no proof that the
rates were unreasonable at the time they
were paid.

Incidentally, the commission, in passing
upon the case, decided that the capitall-
zation of a rallroad to have consideration
in cases involving the readjustment of
rates should be accompanied by a hlg-
tory of the capital account, the walus of
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the stock and various securities and the

actual cost and value of the property it-
self. They hold that to make the capital
account of railroads the measure of le-
gitimate earnings would place, as a rule,
the corporation which has been honestly
managed from the outset under enormous
disadvantages.

MAY MAKE A CHANGE.,

Rumor Concerning Assisiant Gena
eral Passenger Agent Lynch.

T. B. Lynch, assistant general passen-
ser agent of the Great Northern, may
leave that line to become general pas-
senger agent of the Cotton Belt lines.
E W. La Beaume, general passenger
agent of that road, has resigned to take
a similar position with the Kansas City,
Pitisburg & Gulf, made vacant by the
resigration of H. C. Orr. Mr. Lynch has
seen considerable service in Southern rail-
road circles, having been at different
times chief clerk of the pagsenger depart-
ment of the Missourl, Kansas & Texas,
assistant general passenger agent of the
Newport News & Mississippi valley, as-
sistant general passenger agent of the
Ohio Valley, general passenger agent of
the Chesapeake, Ohio & Southwestern and
connected with the St. Louis Southwest-
ern. His connection with the Great
Northern extends over two years, during
which time he has shown marked execu-
tive ability and enterprise. Rumors to
the effect that he will fill Mr. La
Beaume's position have been current
among Southern railroad men for sev-
eral weeks. Mr. Lynch stated yvesterday
that he had nothing to say regarding the
reported change to be made and that he
had received no official notification of
such an appointment.

QUESTION OF
Western Trunk Lines Agsociation to
Meet in St. Paul.

The Western Trunk .Lines association
will hold a monthly meeting at the Hotel
Aberdeen on Thursday. Several import-
ant matters will come up for considera-
tion and the docket is a large one. Among
the matters to be considered are freight
rates on brick from St. Paul and Minne-
apclis to Iowa, Minnesota and Dakota
points; potato rates from Wisconsin
pcints to Chicago and Milwaukee; lumber
rates from points on the St. Paul, Minne-
apolls & Sault Ste. Marie; rates on
bridge and structural iron from
St. Paul and Minneapolis to Iowa and
Mirnesota points: freight rates between
Cairo, Ill., and St. Louis, to Duluth, and
proportional rates, Chicago and St. Paul
to Duluth, on shipments originating in
territory covered by the Central Freight
association.

The discontinuance of the practice of
stopping transcontinental freight to part-
Iy unlcad en route, will also come up for
consideration. This is a subject upon
which there has been some difference of
opinion and the trunk lines will take ac-
tion in the matter,
