BIG RAILWAY DEAL.

i1t Involves Four of the Prominent
Roads of the Couniry.

NEW YORK, July 20.—A deal is under
e ing the combination of at
Jeast prominent ruilruud§ and per-
haps two or three more, m:kag a (‘({m-

trunk line from the Atlantic to the
x['m'x:ev. The scheme involves a merger
of several properties in which E. H: Har-
riman, Kuhn, Loeb & Co., ung Speyer
Co. are interested and with their friends
exert a controlling imi‘.u-nr_c. Amt_mg
these properties are the Union Pacifie,
the lllinois Central and the Chicago
& Alton, the Chicago Terminal Transfer
ccmpany, the Oregon Shore Line, the Ore-

gon Railway and Navigation company,
and the Baltimore & Ohio. It is asserted
in some quarters that the Great Northern

will come in, but this is considered doubt-
ful, although James J. Hill is closely as-
jated with several of the gentlemen
~ho are prominent in the railroads men-
ticned. This combination will give a
compact system, and will bring about a
revolution in traffic alliances. The Union
Pacific is the keystone. its close con-
nection at present 1s the Chicago &
Northwestern, and for a long time it has
bcen the prevailing opinion in Wall street
that the Vanderbilts would attach both
the Northwestern and the Union Pacific
to the growing New York Central system.

The new alliance assures unusual inter-
est when it is borne in mind that the
Vanderbilts are represented on the board
of directors of the Union Paclific,
were not aware untll a few weeks ago
of what was goilng on.

2 Northwestern directors have hur-
riedly considered the advisability of ex-
tending their Fremont branch to Ogden,
to a connection with the Central Paclfic,
which is controlled by the Southern Pa-
cific. Cut off from the Unicn Pacific the
Northwestern will find no road to turn to
for Pacific coast business that does not
parallel it for a considerable distance.
with tha Northwestern extending
remont, Elkhorn & Missourl River

ailroad from Fort %asper to Ogden, in
order to fight the U'nion Pacific and the
Northern Pacific, and to protect itself

gainst the Oregon lines, which have re-

Spe-
clal trains will include day coaches and
tourist  sleeping cars from Sioux Falls
and Willmar., Tickets will be good re-
turning July 30. A rate of $5 for the
round trip has been made from BSioux
Falls, $3 from Alexandria, $2.50 from Mel-
rose, $2.50 from Spicer. A special train
will leave Duluth on Sunday, July 30, to
accommodate the returning excursionista,
The road ran a similar excursion in July
of last year and carried about 4,000 peo=
ple into Duluth. This year both Due
luth and West Superior will provide spe-
clal attractions for the occasion and the
event {s expected to attract a larger
number of people than ever before.

PETITION IS DISMISSED.

Crookston People Fall to Secure the
Privileges of a Y.

The railroad and warehouse commission
vesterday filed a decision in the matter
of the petition from Crookston asking
for transfer facilities between the Great
Northern and Northern Pacific at that
point. The commission announces an une
favorable opinion and decides against the
petitioners. The decision is as followst

“The petitlon 1s dlsmissed. The evi-
dence of the hearing had at Crookston
shows that the petitoners, the Vance
Brick company and the Ray Bros. Mer=-
cantile company being the principals,
might be benefitted by the construction
of a Y between the tracks of the North-
ern Pacific and Great Northern at that
point.  'With the construction of such a
', drayage for seven blocks might be
saved the Vance company and for the
distance of five blocks to the Ray Bros.
company.

““The proposed point at which the Y
might be located is two and one-half
miles from Crookston, and would neces-
sitate the laving of about seven miles of
{ track. ‘t'ne commission does not consider
| that the benefit of such a Y to the gen-
, eral public would be great.”
{ The following note is added to the de-
| cision of the commission.

“The commission is of the opinion that
the law does not contemplate saving mer-
cantile companies drayage. This is ap-
parently the greatest benefit which would

| result from the construction of the trans-
fer facillties asked for.”

Milwaukee Line to Duluth.

An official of the Millwaukee, who was
in the city yesterday, was approached cn
the question of the road's plans in the
northern part of the state. He replied
that the line to Duluth is assured, the
surveys being completed and estimates
vrenared.

“Regarding the reports of a possible
absorption of the St. Paul & Tuluth,there
is little to say beyond that so far as is
yvet known no move in this direction has
ever been made. The report has little
foundation except in imagination.”

RAILWAY NCTES.

| Albert S. Nash, general agent of the
| Omaha at Helena, has been appointed to
| the position of general traveling agent of
the road, made vacant by the death of
Capt. M. W. Wheeler. Official announce~
ment of the change was made yesterday.
A. E. Grey, traveling agent, has been ap-
pointed to fill the vacancy at Helena
made by Mr. Nash's promotion.

The Northern Pacific coast traln yes-
terday was one of the heaviest brought
| in over the transcontinental lines this
summer. It consisted of twelve cars in
all, four of which were baggage cars,
one mail and seven day coaches and
sleepers. The train was pulied in over
the coast line by heavy passenger engines
now in use on the system, and arrived
in St. Paul fifteen minutes late.

The railroad and warehouse commis-
sion has received a petition from Sauk
Center merchants, headed by the Central
Minnesota Power & Milling company,
asking for a Y between the tracks of the
Northern Pacific and Great Northern at
that point. The commission has set the
hearing on the petition for August 2, at
Sauk Center.

ROUND ROBIN BOMB.

Its Explosion Arouses the Support-
ers of the Administration.
NEW YORK, July 20.—Senator Platt
has given out the following statement on

the war in the Philippines:

“It should be borne in mind in the first
place that the government’'s means of in-
formation concerning what has occurred
in the Philippines are not confined to
Gen. Otis. The navy department has its
agents there. The president is directly
represented by Mr. Denby, who was for

fourteen years our minister to China,
and by Prof. Worcester, who resided in
the Fhilippines for four or five years,

[ ard who knows the native character and
hibits. The Philippine campaign is re-
ceiving the president’s constant personal
attention. He is in direct cable com-
! munication with Manila, and receives
daily reports from all sources.

PRESIDENT NOT MISLED.

“The possibility of his being misled about
the facts in the case is scarcely worth
considering. The precise fact as he ob-
tains it, not only from Gen. Otis, but from
each of a dozen or more of his ofiicial in-
formants, is that for a distance of fifty
miles north of Manila, and of twenty
miles south of Manila, and eastward in
Laguna province, our armies hold the ter-
ritory; that the insurgents are scattered

about 4,000 men, who are encamped in
Northern Pampange. The southera army
of insurgents, possibly 2,000 strong, is
badly demoralized by recent defeats. The
president’'s advices report to him that
within a number of cities In the American
lines local governments have been foemed,
which are discharging their functions
competently and to the satisfaction og the
people; that the mass of the people de-
sire peace and American protection; that
they no lenger flee on the approach of gur
troops but heartily welcome them; that
the population within the American )wes
is dense, and grows larger all the walle,
and that land cultivation is going on ex-
tensively.

“Nor is it an especially optimistic view
of the situation. It shows, indeed, that
a great work has yet to be done.”
