NAVY DEPARTMENT MAKES PUB-

LIC THE REPORT OF THE COM-

MANDER OF WILMINGTON

HIS TRIP PHOVED OF VALUE

Much Was Learned That Americans

Can Take Advantage Of—Protec-

tion of the Rubber Industry One

of the Suggestions Made by tlie
Wilmington's Captain — Climate

Is Oppressive, FlooMs Frequent.

WASHINGTON, July 22.—The navy
department has made public the report
received from Commander C. C. Todd,
of the Wilmington, relating to the
cruise of that vessel up the Amazon. The
Wilmington proceeded 2,300 miles up the
river, investigated the topography and
natural resources of the country, made
a collection of animals for the zoological
park in Washington and secured a series
of photographs of the towns along the
river, the natives, and the most im-
portant features and scenery. Com-
mander Todd's report is very lengthy
and includes reports from his subordinate
officers who were entrusted with special
investigations.

The valley of the Amazon, according

to Commander Todd, is an immense area
of low-lying land, interspersed with in-
numerable waterways, which, during the
rainy season, from "May to December,
overflow almost all of the intervening
country. The towns, of which there
are few of large population, are built
on the higher bluffs along the river, and
at certain points where the country is
above the average high water level there
are small plantations, where cocoa, grain i
and vegetables are grown for local con- I
sumption. Nearly all of the native j

houses as far west as the Peruvian are |
built upon piles, to raise them above the {
flood level. I

The valley, strange as it may seem,
does not produce foodstuff sufficient for
the support of the people. The foreign
residents of all the large towns rely
largely on canned goods and other im-
ported foods for subsistence.

The climate was found to be oppres-
sive and humid. The annual range of
the thermometer is from 72 to 92 de-
grees, and the whole valley is the seat
of tropic malaria, which is exceedingly
dangerous to unacclimated visitors.
Great care was taken of the health of
the men on shipboard. None of the of-
ficers or men were allowed to reir.|n on
shore at night. " The result waau the
health of the ship's company was good
throughout the voyage, only a few cases
of mild malaria developing.
It was found necessary to engage river

pilots for almost the whole voyage. This
service was expensive, but efficient, as
the ocean-going steamers which ply up
the river as far as Manaos have a fine
corps of pilots, who are familiar with
the changes of channel that come with
very high water. The Wilmington
grounded but once on the whole trip ot
4,100 miles, and returned to Para in con.
ditlon to proceed immediately to sea.

The treatment of the United States ves-
sel and her officers by the local authori-
ties was courteous throughout, although
at one point in the Peruvian section of
the upper Amazon a whole military post,
composed of six men, 'led to the bush

to accord the Wilmington official sanction
to proceed up the river to Iqultos. This
city was the farthest point reached by the
Wilmington on her long inland voyage,
although she might have proceeded about
400 miles further had there been a sup-
ply of ccal accessible.

The most important city along the river
above Para is Manaos, close to the junc-
tion of the Rio Negro and the Amazon.
This is the seat of government of the
state _f Amazon, and is the distributing
point for the immense trade of the interi-
or Amazon basin. It is here that the
ocean going steamers tranship their car-
goes to the smaller river boats. It is
looked upon as an important post for our
consular service, in view of the opening
for American imports.

CHANCE FOR AMERICANS.
The difficulty in securing coal suggest-

ed also that this is a good opening for
American enterprise. Pocahontas coal
brings $10 a ton, laid down in Manaos.. Further up the river Napo, beyond the
city of Oultas, in Peru, it is said there
are gold deposits which are worked by
the. natives. No one has ever worked
them, so far as can be ascertained, and
their extent is purely speculative. It is
said, also, that there are large deposits
of coal on the eastern _lope of the Cor-
dalllos, but at present no attempt is made
to work them.

The one product of importance in the
whole valley of the Amazon is rubber,
and the status of this industry is a seri-
ous problem. No systematic attempt is
made to cultivate the rubber trees, and
tho methods employed by the Indians
kill all the trees operated on each sea-
son. The officers of the Wilmington are
sure that there are Immense forests of
rubber trees, and that they grow singly
or in small groups close along the banks
of the streams. The trees closest to the
water are being rapidly destroyed, and
how far inland they may be found no one
knows. Commander Todd suggests that
it would be the part of prudence for the
governments of the various states in the
Amazon valley to take measures for pre-
serving the forests and cultivating the
trees in plantations, in order to guard
against the serious results which would
follow a sudden collapse of this great in-
dustry.

The animals secured by the Wilming-
ton for the National Zoo, at Washington,
include a two-toed sloth, a peccary, three
agoutis or small ground hogs, a South
American tapir, a harpy eagie, one coati,
one tiger cat, a macaw, two death's headmonkeys, one night monkey, one howling
m< nkey, two macaco monkeys and a num-
ber of parrots. Several of the animals
either died or escaped on the trip down
the river. The remainder hive been ship-
ped to Washington.

MINERS SEEK AID.
One Thousand Stranded in the Kot-

r.ebue District.
SEATTLE. Wash., July 22.—Passengers

on the steamer Brunswick, from Alaska,
report that a messenger Is on his way
from Kotzebue sound to Washington, D.C, in behalf of 1,000 miners said to be
stranded in the Kotzebue district. Themessenger will ask the government to
send revenue cutters to Kotzebue sound,
and he is provided with proof that unless
government help is given many lives will
be lost. Twelve hundred people went Into
the Kotzebue country well outfitted for
the search for gold. Two hundred suc-
ceeded in getting over the snow last win-
ter. Many died en route. There are now
nearly 1,000 people on the shore of the
sovnd, waiting for a chance to come
home. No merchant vessels will run to
the district this year, and the whalers
which call in there for fresh water will
not take passengers.
