RUN DOWN BY A TRAIN

MICHAEL MEYER AND AN ©UN-
KNOWN COMPANION ARE SE-
+ ° VERELY INJURED I

LATTER PERHAPS FATALLY

Were Walking on the Track Under
the Mississippl Street Railroad
Bridge—Unknown Man at the ley
Hospital in an Unconsclous Con-
dition—A Number of Parties Have
Called to Idemtify Him,

‘While returning from work last even-
ing Michael Meyer, living at the Market
hotel, 448 St. Peter street, and an un-
known companion, were run down by a
Great Northern freight train, under the
Mississippi street bridge. Both men were
badly hurt. The unknown man is terribly
cut about the head, and it is feared may
be fatally injured. Meyer was also hurt
about the head, but his injurles are of a
less dangerous nature. The unknown
man was taken to the city hospital,
where, up to a late hour last night, he
remained in an unconscious condition.
Meyer was taken to St. Joseph’s hospital.

Several persons visited the city hospi-
tal last evening to, if possible, ldentify
the unknown. No one, however, was able
to say who he was, and as he remalned
unconscious nothing could be learned of
his identity. Meyer may know the man,
but having himself been unconscious
when removed to the hospital, nothing
could be learned from him regarding his
companion while he was in such a con-
dition later that it was deemed unwise to
question him. The Injured man at the
city hospital is a laborer, judging from
his dress. He 1s a large man, about five
feet ten inches tall, weighing about 130
pounds.

He is apparently about thirty-five years
of age, light complexion2d, smooth shav-
en, and had light colored hair. He wore
dark clothes, a straw hat, a colored cot-
ton shirt and carried a dinner pail.

The accident happened almost directly
unde: the bridge. Meyer and the un-
known man were walking westward on
one of the tracks, following the usual
course which Meyer takes in going home
from Hamm’s brewery, where he is em-
ployed as a bricklayer. From the fact
that the two men walked closely togeth-
er and appeared to be occasionally in con-
versation, it is belleved that the unknown
man is a fellow workman of Meyer’'s.
As the couple came within the shadow of
the bridge an engine was seen approach-
ing from behind them upon the track
where they were walking. Beth men
stepped to an adjoining track to allow
the engine to pass. Neither saw a freight
train coming eastward on the track where
they stood. Before either realized the
danger the freight train was upon them.
The unknown man was struck first and
his body hurled against Meyer. Both
were thrown from the track, thus escap-
ing the wheels. Neither arose from the
spot where he fell. Several persons near
at hand rushed to the scene of the acci-
dent and it was at first feared that both
men were killed. The unknown man had
a frightful gash reaching almost entirely
arouvnd the crown of his head, from which
blood poured, while his face was cut and
bruised. From appearances he seemed
to have been struck full upon the side of
the head. Meyer was also bleeding from
wounds about the head.

Foth the Margaret street police and the
central station were Immediately notified
of the accident and the patrol wagon
from each station hurried to the scene.
Meyer was taken by the central wagon to
St. Joggph’s hospital, while the Margaret
wagdn conveyed the unknown man to the
city hispital. Meyer regained conscious-
ness a short time after reaching the hos-
pital, but he is said to be badly hurt.
He has a bad wound in the bach of his
head, and it i{s feared he may have sus-
talned a fracture of the skull. The phy-
sicians could not definitely ascertain the
extent of his injuries last evening. No
brecken bones were found and it is be-
lieved Meyer escaped without internal in-
juries. The physicians hope for his re-
covery. The condition of the man at the
city hospital is serious. His scalp was so
badly cut that the entire covering of hair
could be almost lifted clear of the skull.
His skull, the physicians fear, may be
fractured. He sustained a severe concus-
sion of the brain and besides the large
cut extending almost all the way round
his head, there is another deep wound
directly in the back of his head and a cut
across the face. As in the case of Mey-
er, there appear to be no broken bones,
but the man’s body is bruised and he may
be internally injured. '

Meyer is a single man, twenty-five years
of age. He came to this city from Au-
rora, Ill., two months ago. He has Dbeen
In the employ of Contractor Yaeger, and
was working on an elevator being con-
structed near Hamm's brewery. It is be-
}ie\'ed that the man who was with him
Is a fellow workman on the elevator
though his companion may have been
merely some one he met while w
along the railroad tracks,

It was reported later that the name of
the unknown is W. Richeson and that he
was employed with his companion on
some work at the Hamm brewery.

FEDERAL BUILDING,

Work Completed to Be Inspected by
Supervising Architect Taylor.

Supervising Architect Taylor, of the
treasury department‘ will arrive In St.
Paul tomorrow to inspect the work done
on the new federal building, and bids for
the erection of the Sixth street addition
to the structure will be opened on Aug. 3.

The addition, according to the plans at
the office of Architect Bassford, is thirty-
five feet deep and the same height as the
main structure. The entrance on Sixth
street will be through two handsome
arches, ten feet wide, into a vestibule
thirty-six feet four inches square. The
work on the decorating alone for the
building, which is advertised for sepa-
rately, it is expected, will take over a
yvear, although it will be pushed to com-
pletion.

FELL TO THE GROUND,

Northwestern Telephone Exchange

Lineman Severely Injured.

Bert Sexton, a llneman in the employ
of the Northwestern Telephone Exchange,
received a bad fall yesterday afternoon,
while working near the top of a pole, at
Farrington avenue and Carroll street. The
pole was an old one, weakened at the
base, near the ground. Sexton’s weight
caused it to break and the lineman fell to
the ground, a distance of thirty feet. His
severest Injuries are to his back, which
gave him considerable pain.

NEW YORK FIRE.

A Dozen Firemen Injured and Val-
uable Property Destroyed.
