Looks as if He’s Going to Break the
1,000-Mile Record.

If A. A. Hansen, the Minneapolis cy-
clist, can keep up his terrific gait for two
days longeér there is little doubt that,
barring accidents, he will succeed in
breaking the world's road record for 1,000
miles. .

At 8:44 last night, just 38 hours and 34
minutes from the time of his start, Han-

sen had covered the first half of his ride.
The 1,000 mile record is 105 hours and 19
minutes, made by T. A. Edge, an Eng-
lishman. Hansen, therefore, has 66 hours
and some minutes left to complete his
ride, and still keep within the record.

After completing the first five centuries
last night, Hansen left the road to take
his first snatch of sleep since the race
began. He slept until 3 o’clock this morn-
ing, when he again resumed his task of
grinding off centuries.

No accldents were encountered during
the day, although Hansen was handi-
capped by unsatisfactory pace. At the
time he left the road he was sore and
stiff from his fall Sunday, and felt the
need of sleep badly. His arms were

strained and sore from the Jar of crossing-

the rallroad bridge at Minnetonka. Never-
theless, he seemed strong and expressed
himself confldent of keeping up his pace
until the 1,000 miles were completed.
