Remains of Frank Millman Found

Near Wayzain.

LIFE IN DAWSON CITY

CONSUL M’COOK’S LATEST OFFI-
CIAL REPORT ABOUT CON-
DITIONS THERE

THE PROBABLE GOLD OUTPUT

Ten Million Will Fully Cover the
Amount—Alaska Is Richer Than
the Klondike—There Are Several
Hundred Destitute People at the
Little Town on the Yukon, and
the Place Is Overcrowded.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 1.—Consul Me-
Cook sends, under date of May 24, June 8,
and June 20. reports in regard to con-
ditions in Dawson City and vicinity.

There is a great deal of actlvity in ship-
ping at present; at one time there were
seventeen steamers at th various land-
ings. The boats are providing improved
accommodatiors for passengers. end I'do
not see why excursion parties are not or-
ganized to come and see this land of
gold, now that traveling is made so com-
fortable. I should think a trip up the

Yukon would be more interesting to
Americans than a trip up the Rhine.
The bulk of passengers and frelght

traffic will hereafter come by the upper
river route, several lines of steamers eon-
necting this port with Lake Bennett.
The rates from Dawson to Puget scund
are: First class, $185; secend class, $160;
but these will probably be reduced one-
half as the season advances. The rates
charged by the companies running boats
to St. Michaels, there to connect with
ocean steamers, are 3150 first class and
$100 steerage.

Instead of $20,000,000, which was report-
ed as the probable output of this dlstrict
for the past twelve months, I am in-
formed that $10,000,000 will fully ccver the
product. Reports from Alaska indicate
that more gold will be found there than
will ever come from this territory.
Alaska is rich In placer mines, but re-
quires development. Very litile prospect-
ing was done here last winter. The min-
ers simply ate up thelr grut and walted
for some one else to report discoveries
of gold. If the indications are good, they
go on a stampede, dig a hole or two, and
if they cannot find pay dirt at once, they
say the creek is no good and return.
This country requires indomitable pluck
and energy. It is very difficult to take
care of cne’'s health, as the canned food
and poor cooking are hard on the sys-
tem. Typhold fever has already broken
out—six weeks earlier than last year.
The ground upcen which the eity is bullt
is being drained, $13,000 having been spent
on this work. There are several hun-
dred destifute persons In Dawson, who
want to get out of the country and have
not the mecns.

The city is overcrowded at present,
most of the work on the mines having
ceased for the season, and the gambling
frazternity and saloons are reaping rich
harvests. At the junction of Eldorado
and Bonanza creeks, fourteen miles from
here, quite a town has sprung up sirce
last year, chiefly compesed of gambling
hcuses. All sorts and conditions of men
are found in this country—doctors, law-
vers, poiiticlans—working at anything
they can find to do. At one gambiing
table there sat recently four men, three
of whom had been chiefs of police in
cities in the United States, and the fourth
a well-krown PFinkerton detective. The
authcrities are now fining the gambling
houses, however; and, in spite of all the
drinking, etc., order prevails. Dawson is
comparatively quiet and safe, and the
laws are enforced.

MORE HAIL REPORTS.

Additional Damage Done to the

Growing Crops.

CROOKSTON. Minn., Aug. 1.—Hall de-
stroyed crops over an area of fifty square
miies in Polk county late yesterday. The
storm followed Red Lake river from
Maliory to Crookston., thence southeast
ten miles. The most damage was done
north of the river. Nesbit was cleaned
out entirely, and Fisher, Fanney and
Crookston a quarter to a half destroyed.

ST. CLOUD. Aug. 1.—A heavy rain and
wind storm passed over St. Cloud and
vicinity last nizht and as the wind blew
very hard it is feared considerable dam-
age was done to the crops.

STEPHEN. Minn.,, Aug. 1.—A terr bie
hail storm struck this place last evening
at 5:30 o'clock. It was about eight miles
wide and has ruined thousands of acres
of growing wheat. It came from the
northwest from Dakota and was accom-
panied by a terible rain and thunder-
storm.

DAWSON, Minn, Aug. 1.—A severe
storm passed over this section last night.
Considerable damage was done grain by
wind and rain. and several farmers are
reported to have lost their crops by hall
in a district south of Dawson.

REDWOOD FALLS, Minn.,, Aug. 1.—
Reports of damage done by the hailstorm
of last Friday evening are just com-
mencing to come in, and they are to the
effect that the damage was more serious
than at first supposéd. The hailstorm
came in the northwest corner of the
county, skipped some farms, spent its
fury on others, before ceasing its work.
The crop of John Ilett, in Sheridan town-
ship, was completely ruined, and, strange
as it may seem, not a farm around it
was injured. But a mile or two away
the farm of F. W. Muetzel was visited,
and the partially ripened crops were
nearly all destroyed. Several other farm-
ers in the path report heavy losses, and
it is probable that the wind of an hour
earlier -and the hailstorm caused at 10
to 15 per cent loss of the crop in Red-
wood county.

MADISON, Minn., Aug. 1.—A severe
hailstorm passed over Garfield, Hamlin,
Madison and Riverside townships last
night, causing an immense amount ot
damage to all crops and breaking a large
number of window lights where the
storm was most severe. In some fields
the loss to grain will be total, but in the
greater part of the territory a loss of
about one-half was sustained.

IPSWICH, S. D, Aug. 1.—A disastrous
hailstorm passed through this section
last evening, doing considerable damage
in Huntly, Cleveland, Harmony and
Powel townships. Crops were exceeding-
ly fine In those townships, and wheat
that would have harvested twenty to
twenty-five bushels to the acre, is dam-
aged from 15 per cent to a total loss.
Many of the farmers affected, however,
carried hail insurance. Powell townshlr;
suffered the greatest loss, from the fact
that it was almost solid In wheat,

GARY, 8. D, Aug. 1.—There was a big
hailstorm last night and the losses are
many and heavy. The teritorv damaged
is four miles wide by twelve long.

DESMET, 8. D., Aug. 1.—A terrific
hailstorm passed over this section last
night, totally destroying crops on 2000
acres and severely damaged Crons on
several thousand acres more, very little
grain in the track of the storm had been
cut.

FREDERICK, S. D., Aug. 1.—The most
destructive hail and wind storm that has
visited this reglon since 1891 was experi-
enced Sunday evening. In some of the
fields every particie of vegetation was
obliterated where fine crops were stand-
ing a few minutes before.  The follow-
ing farmers are reported as having lost
all their small gfain: Ed Johnson, Gust
Larson, John Peschel.

GRANDIN, N. D., Aug. l—-Quite a ge-
vere storm passed east of, Grandin last
evening and it is feared that there has
been additional loss from hail, as some
hail fell here. Several fires from light-
ning could be seen from the village.
Griffith Humphrey's house and Alex
Armstrong’s barn are reported burned.

NORTH DAKOTA. SOLDIERS,

State Will Make Preparations for
Their Return.

BISMARCK, N. D., Aug. 1.—(Special.)—
Gov. Fancher has called a meeting-to be
held at Fargo, Saturday next, at which
there will be present one representative
of each town having & company in the
returning state volunteers, and the gov-
ernor and adjutant general to formulate
some definite place for the reception of
the soldiers. The governor has also
wired Col. Ames at San Francisco, to
look after the North Dakota troops iIn
the hospital there and inform the ex-
ecutive if anything is needed for their
comfert and welfare.

The state board of eqaulization met at
the capitol today with Treasurer Driscoll,
Auditer Cariblom, Commissioner Thomas
and Attorney General Cowan in atten-
dance. Gov. Fancher was unabhle to at-
tend the first day’'s sesslon because of
fllness. The beard organized with the
election of Treasurer Driscoll and chair-
man pro tem and Auditor Carlblom as
secretary. 3

The matter of railroad assessment will
be first to come before the hoard, and it
is probable that the assessment of the
roads will remain the same as last year
at $5,000 a mile through the state, al-
though the representatives of the com-
panies argue for a reduction on the val-
uation of some branches and on the valu-
dtion of sidings.

LAND OFFICE BUSINESS,

That’'s What They Did at St. Cloud
Last Month.

ST. CLOUD, Minn., Aug. 1.—The officers
of the United States land office have re-
ceived advices from the commissioner of
the general land office, Washington, to
the effect that he has declined to accept
tke application of A. A, White to file
traders’ script ¢n the Casg lake dispuied
townsite. The application was made here
and while the register and, receiver had
little doubt, ther forwarded it to Wash-
ington for a ruling. ,/Their views were
found to be held correct by the depart-
ment. :

The receipts of the land office for the
month of July were the largest of any
single month since the days of the great
pine land sales In the seventies, and
eighties. The total was $21.737, and the
large proportion of this sum came from
the Treland lands in Traverse county,
which had some months ago been held
to belong to the general government in-
stead of Archbishop Ireland, of St. Paul.
Occuparts are now buving in the lands
at the government price per acre, $1.25.

INDIANS KILL STOCK,

Canadian Creex Anmnoying Certain
Sections of Montana.

HELENA, Mont.,, Aug. 1.—The Canadi-
an Cree Indians, who have been infesting
this sgection since late in the winter, are
kililng game and stock, and neither the
state authorities nor the federal govern-
ment seems able to suppress them.

Dr. W. A. Allen, who has returned from
a trip to Fergus county, saild that two
different parties of Indians hkad been
caught killing stock on the range. He
met a cattleman who tried to steal up
on some Crees who were killing an ari-
mal, but they stood him. off with guns.
It is also learned that these Jndians have
exterminated a band of seventy-five an-
teicpe on Crooked creek, about twenty
miiles north of Billings. Sheep are meet-
ing the same fate as cattle and game.

LAURIER AND M'KINLEY.

Canadian Premier and the President
to Have a Conference.

HOTEL CHAMPLAIN, N, Y, Aug. 1.—
The news that there is a prospect of a
| conference between President McKinley
| and Premier Laurier, of Canada, on the
vexed question of the Alaskan boundary
caused much discussion here today. Tt
was announced here last night that
Premier Laurier will visit Hotel Cham-
plain for a stay of a couple of weeks
after the Canadian parliament adjourn-
ed, which will be in about a week.

This will obviate the necessity for a
meeting of the president and the premier
at some point near the Canadian line.

President McKinley refuses to discuse
the matter, but the fact that the premier
is coming here during his visit affords
ample corroboration to the statement
made upon high authority that the con-
ference will be held.

BAFFLED BY BOYCOTT

—_—
CLEVELAND STREET CAR COM-
FPANY RUNNING CARS, BUT PAS-
SENGERS ARE SCARCE

STRIKERS GROWING JUBILANT

Believe They Will Yet Win, Because
of the Success of Their Efforts
to Prevent People From Patron-
izing the Big Consolidated—Gen.
Axline Threatens to Take
ures to Punish Boycotters.

CLEVELAND, O. Aug. 1.—The strike
has practically been lost sight of
popular excitement over the boycott. Ev-
erybedy is talking about it and the news-
papers publish many stories illustrating
the methods that are being rescrted to in
the effort to prevent people from riding
on the cars of the Big Consolidated. Peo-
plz of all classes and all occupations and
walks of life are being affected more or
less, and are suffering greatly in conse-
quence. The street railrcad company
continues to operate its cars on all lines,
but many of them are run over the road
erapty, while on the other hand the cars
of the Little Consolidated and union bus-
ses are crowded to their utmost capacity.
Apparently the oflicials of the company
are not worrying over the situation, but
the strikers are jubilant, declaring that
they will win the fight and force the com-
pany to come. to terms.

Adjt. Gen. Axline said tonight he had
found a way to smash the boycoit so far
ag it affected the troops. Every day since
the soldiers arrived they have been sub-
jected to annoyances because of the refus-
al of merchants to sell them supplies.Gen.
Axline pointed out the other day that
these merchants could be prosecuted un-
der ‘he civil rights law, which requires
all keepers of inns, restaurants and places
of public amusement and accommcdation,
to serve all people alike. 'Tonight Gen.
Axline declared that if any more com-
plaints of discrimination against soldiers
came to him he would appoint a judge
advocate general to procced against the
merchants and thus seek to bring them to
time.

There seems to be a disposition to stir
up trouble among the employes of the
Littie Consolidated company. More than
half of them have been initiated into the
union of the Big Consolidated’'s former
employes and a dispatch has been sent
to Senator M. A. Hanna, who is in
France, asking him if he, as president of
the Little Consolidated company, will
recognize the union. No answer has yet
been received to the cablegram.

A prominent physician tonight gave an
instance of the way in which the boy-
cott is being enforced. He says he was
called to see a little girl, who was dy-
ing. He was met by two men who told
him he had better not attend the child
as Its father was a ‘‘scah.” He replied
that they ought to serve notice of
the boycott on the Almighty and inform
hira that they would not go to heaven,

for the child would be there in a short
time.

Ohio has no specific statute covering
boycotting or conspiracy, and it has been
questioned whether the boycotters can be
reached. Judge E. T. Hamiltan, who
stands practically at the head of the
Cleveland bar, said tonight that it would
be impossible to collect damages from
boycotters.

‘“Boycotting is, however, a crime,” he
said, ‘“‘under the common law covering
conspiracy, and every person who is re-
fused goods by a merchant can cause the
arrest both of the person who asked that
the person be boycotted and also of the
merchant who refuses to sell goods, for
conspiracy.”

EIGHT HOURS A DAY.

Decision by Government That Will
Interest Workingmen Generally.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 1.—The navy de-
rartment has rendered a decision con-
cerning the eight-hour law that wiil be
of importance to all labor interests, as
well as to government contraciors.

The commandant of tne Washington
navy vard recently asked authority from
the department to permit the contractor
who is building the new. gun shops in
the vard to employ his workmen ten
hours per day. In support of this appli-
cation it was stated that during the
progress of the work the operation of the
machinery was to be stopped, and the
floor was being damaged by eXposure to
rains.

The judge advocate ger?eral's depart-
ment has pointed out that the law per-
mits the employment of workmen on gov-
ernment works for more than eight hours
per day ‘“only in casas of extraordinary
emergency,” and then lays down a new
deoctrine in the construction of this law as
follows:

of Santiago.
MADRID, Aug. 1.—The second session
of the court-martial of Gens. Toral and
Pareja, who are charged with surrender-
ing Santiago de Cuba to the Americans

without having exhausted all means of
defense, took place today.
Gen. Pareja, in his defense, said the

garrison of the city of Santiago de Cuba
lacked food, many of the soldiers having
died of hunger. Previously, however, he
added, the troops fought bravely ana
many officers and men were killed. In
addition, the hosnitals lacked medicines,
The general read several telegrams ex-
changed between the authorities at
Washington and Maj. Gen. Shafter, the
latter showing himself confident® of forc-
ing the surrender of Santiago de Cuba.

Gen. Toral made a similar defense. He
said Santiago de Cuba was defenseless,
and that it was impossible to hold out
longer. He read a telegram sent him by
Capt. Gen. Blanco who, after consulting
{ with the authorities at Madrid, approved
of the capitulation.

Another Spanish officer testified that
when he entered Santiago he founad
three-quarters of the troops sick.

Gen. Rubi gave testimony to the effect
that further resistance would have been
equivalent to the death of the remainder
of the troops.

John Anderson, C. M. G., principal clerk
of Joseph Chamberlain, secretary of state
for the colonies, says no such statement
has been issued by the colonial office to
the representative of the news agency,
and absolutly no particulars in regard to
the Alaskan question have been given to
hie representative of that agency, which
has, therefore, used the authority of the
British colonial office entirely without
warrant.

DEWEY AND GERMANY.

Though Displeasxed With Arrogance
at Manila, He Was Misgquoted.

LONDON, Aug. 2.—The Daily News
and the Standard, this morning, print
Vienna dispatches saying that people

who met Admiral Dewey are convinced
of the Incorrectness of the interview re-
cently printed in a New York paper, in
which the admiral was made to say:
“Our next war will be with Germany.”
They say that Admiral Dewey not only
said nothing pointing to strained rela-
tions between the United States and Ger-
many, but even denied that Capt. Cogh-

lan’s words could possibly have been
based on anything, which he (Dewey)
had said, as Capt. Coghlan had never

been in his company.

On the other hand Admiral Dewey does
not conceal the displeasure he feels over
the arrogant conduct of the Germans in
Manila.

READY FOR THE FRAY.

Towa Republicar Ccoavention Will

Begin Its Work Today.

DES MOINES, Io., Aug. 1.—A majority
of the delegates to the Republican state
convention, which meets tomorrow morn-
ing, have arrived in the city, and the re-
mainder will be on hand in time for the
opening of the convention, at 11 o’clock.
The new auditorium is ready for the con-
vention and is handsomely decorated.

The nominations for governor, lieuten-
ant governor, railroad commissioner and
superintendent of public instruction will
g0 to the presnt incumbents by acclama-
tion. On the supreme judgsship there is
a warm contest, and
nomination to be reached before the third
or fourth ballot. The friends of Judges
Robinson, Sherwin, Burnham, Fee,
Sloane and Giffen claim all the way from
150 to 350 votes each on the first ballot.
It will take 645 to nominate.

The platform will be in line with the
national administration on all issues.

Considerable work is being done on the
United States senatorial question. Both
Senator Gear and his opponent, Cum-
mings, are on the ground, and each has a
host of friends. Both sides are claiming
the advantage of the legislative nomina-
tions so far made, but the situation is
still in doubt.
