CANADIAN BOAT WON.

Glencalrn Took Third Race for the
Sonwaiilinka Cup.

DORVAL, Qae., Aug. !.—With weather. favorable to his boat and good seaman-
ship, Duggan, the skipper of the Cana-
dian defender, Glencairn, won his first
race and the third of the series for the
Seawanhaka cup, this afternoon. From
the very start, when the Glencairn. cross-
the line nine seconds ahead, it was ap-
parent that the Canadian boat was at a
very much greater advantage toward the
American challenger than she had been
yet during the present races, and while
on the firSt leg, which was a beat to
windward, tho Constance rounded the
buoy fifty-three seconds ahead of the
Glencairn, the spirits of the supporters of
the Canadian boat rose high. It was
either to be a Glencairn victory or else
a very close finish.
It had been thought that the Constance

would have gained more on this leg, as
yesterday she had shown pretty conclu-
sively that she could beat to windward
better than the Canadian boat. After
rounding the first buoy the Constance set
a spinnaker well forward, using it as a
balloon jib, while the Glencairn held on
under reaching jibfor quite a time, when
she followed her rival's example. Heresomething seemed to be the matter with
the Glencairn's foresail and Duggan took
in his large jib. Both boats carried full
mainsails, and the Glencairn appeared to
gain slightly, and when the second buoy
was rounded by the Constance at 2:06:20,
It was shown that the Glencairn was
thirty-five seconds behind, having reduc-
ed her rival's lead eighteen seconds.

On the first leg of the second round,
which was another beat to the wind-
ward, the Glencairn held well on to the
American boat. Sometimes one seemed to
be gaining and then the other. The
Glencairn was now sailing much belter
than before, and she rounded the six-
mile buoy just forty-one seconds after
the Constance, having lost only six sec-
onds on this leg to windward.

The Constance now followed new tac-
tics by trying to force the Glencaim Into
the shores, so as to prevent the Cana-
dian boat from blanketing her, but the
Glencaim went right on and finally did
succeed in blanketing the Constance. The
Gtencalrn began to pull a little ahead
and as she neared the eight-mile buoy
she slowly increased the distance be-
tween her and the Constance, rounding
the buoy at 2:31:37, just twenty-two sec-
onds ahead of the Constance, having
gained one minute arid three seconds in
this two-mile run before the wind.

The wind had now dropped somewhat
and the hopes of the Canadians ran
high. That their hopes were-well founded
was shown by the fact that on the last
leg to the windward the Glencaim gain-
ed thirteen seconds on the Constance,
During this leg both boats jockeyed, going
about and about in ,an effort to blanket
one another. Glencaim finally passed
the ten-mile mark at 3:22:20, the Con-
stance following thirty-five seconds later.
It was now a sure race for the Canadian
boat, the only question being the amount
of the lead. The wind was becoming
lighter, and this run before the wind was
the slowest of the day. The Glencaim
gradually forged ahead, and finished
three minutes and six seconds ahead of
the Constance. Following is the official
start, finish and elapsed time:

A diver who had found two old bells in
the Delaware went before the public as
a 'driver" who had found "two old bills."
The scripture allusion to the leaven that
"leaveneth the .whole lump" was pervert-
ed into the startling agricultural an-
nouncement that the leaven had leavened
"the whole turnip."

A foreign editor who wrote that the
British lion was "shaking his mane" waa
edified the next morning with the an-
nouncement, on his authority, that the
national animal In question was 'skating
in Maine." A more natural error was
that which called "a member of the leg-
islature" a "member of the liquor store."

One of the Philadelphia morning papers,
which formerly gave close attention to
marine news, informed its readers on
one occasion that the bark Betsy Jane
had arrived at Honolulu 'with an oil well
on board." Investigation proved ; that
there was nothing in the report except
"all well on board." An old-time inn
named the "Star and Garter hotel" was
once rechristened by a printer as "the
Shoe and Garter hotel.' A foreign dis-
patch about the war between Russia and
Turkey contained an allusion to trans-
ports convoyed by gunboats, which was
turned into the novel announcement that
the transports were 'conveyed by goats."
