CRITICISM IS MISDIRECTED

Connemiu of Opinion to the Effect
That Gen. Otis Him Mismanaged

Affair*In the Philippine*—Arthur

O'Brien Arrive*In St. Paul From

Manila and Goea Immediately to
White Bear With His Father.

"Ipass."

This was the reply of Private Frank
Keogh Jr., Cotnpay D, Thirteenth Minne-
sota volunteers, on his return yesterday
afternoon from eighteen months' service
In the Philippines, when questioned le-

gardiiifc- the.opinion generally entertain-
ed by the volunteers of the general com-
manding the' United States forces. Pri-
vate Keogh returned home In company
with Privates Arthur C. O'Brien, a son
of C. D. O'Brien, president of the Thir-
teenth Regiment Auxiliary association,
and Max Hampf, Company E, of Minne-
apolis. He left Manila July 18, on the
troop ship Indiana, and returned to San
Francisco via the Northern route, touch-
ing at Nagasaki, Japan. J*; ; - ;

"There has been so much criticism of
Gen. Otis," said Private Keogh last night,
when seen at his residence, 176 Summit
avenue, "that Ihave a great deal of hes-
itancy In saying anything about him.
Every volunteer who has returned has
contributed to the popular demand for a
criticism and I couldn't say anything

new. The opinion is general that as the
general commanding he has mismanaged
matters and has made a failure In many
ways. There may be matters which the
men in the ranks havo not taken Into con-
sideration, however, which have contrib-
uted to the state of affairs.

"Almost immediately after returning I
saw criticisms of Col. Ames' conduct dur-
ing the campaign, some of which were
very drastic. This was a great surprise to
me, for there was nothing In the colo-
nel's conduct previous to his leaving the
Philippines which would have indicated
that his record had not been entirely sat-
isfactory. I understand that charges have
been made here in Minnesota that his re-
turn was due somewhat to cowardice, in-
stead of physical inability to remain long-
er with the regiment. I wish to say, in
this connection, that I taw Col. Ames'
only the day before he left Manila, nnd
there was every indication that he was a
very &ick man. He had been suffering

from dysentery and his remaining longer,
in the face of the hardships and climate,
would have given him little chance of
ever recovering his health. On my arri-
val in San Francisco, three weeks ago
last Friday, I saw him agrain. He had
improved in health considerably. His ef-
forts during the time since his return
have been directed towards caring for the
sick and wounded volunteers and in look-
ing after their welfare. He goes to the
Presidio hospital every morning and
makes it his duty to personally attend to
the wants of the boys. He was very
popular with the regiment and his return
to the United States caused general re-
gret. I am certain that the criticism
which he has suffered is misdirected. He
is one of the finest gentlemen I ever met,
and a good soldier.

"The general health of the Thirteenth
during the campaign in the Philippines
has been good. Our sick lists have made
a very favorable showing when compared
with those of other volunteer regiments.
"When I left, there were but few sick,
though the regiment had lust returned
from a long march and the boys were
completely fagged out. The regiment was
stationed along the railroad after return-
ing from the march and was under com-
mand of Maj. Bean. Lieut. Col. Freder-
icks has t^ince taken command."

••How did the Thirteenth take the re-
turn of Gen. C. McC. Reeve?"

"Without complaint. It didn't bother us
a bit. We respected him as a leader and
he was an excellent soldier, but he was
not popular with the rank and file. He
was a martinet in every sense of the
term, and for this reason lost favor with
his men. Col. Ames was the opposite in
every respect and had the kindliest feel-
ings of everyone. Gen. Reeve might
have held the respect of the boys, as a
man, if he had not been so theoretically
military.

"The campaign has developed first-class
fighting men of the Minnesota volunteers.
Capt. Metz in particular has won honors
time and time again. On the night of
April 10, his promptness and generalship
saved C and D companies from being
completely wiped off the map. We were
on outpost duty along the railroad at
Bacano, and Privates Engle, Conley and
I were on sentry duty. Near midnight

there was a silent attack from both sides
at once, and we were completely sur-
rounded. Private Conley fired and ran
for the reserves, and Engle and I fired
and stopped to load again. Before we
could blaze away again the action was
general all around us, and we were cut
off on all sides. For a few minutes it
looked as if we were it, but Capt. Metz
came to the front in the emergency and
by prompt action and a few shrewd
moves routed the enemy and saved his
company. Lieut. Snow, who was in com-
mand of G company that night, showed
sterling stuff also, and ably seconded
Capt. Metz. Both officers are exceeding-
ly popular and their men would follow
them through fire.

MORE ENERGY DEMANDED.
"During the rainy season, when we

first entered the Philippines, the work
was most trying. We went knee deep
in mud most of the time, and all the
drudgery of campaigning in a new coun-
try against every conceivable difficulty
made it very hard. After the rains things
became better, and we have not found it
so trying. There has been much hard
work, but enough sharp fighting to keep
the blood moving, and enough new ex-
periences to make it interesting. The
campaign in the island could be brought

to a close in a few months, I think, if it
were properly conducted and directed by
a man with energy and snap. The isl-
ands will form a valuable acquisition
when brought under American control.
They are naturally rich and productive,

and contain much mineral wealth. The
United States has the natives to deal
with, however, and this will present a
problem for the wise men In Washington

to solve. The Thirteenth has seen about
all there is to see, and has been mixed
In almost all the trouble. However at-
tractive Luzon may "be, there won't be
many Minnesota men who will regret
leaving there"

Arthur O'Brien, of C company, was met
at the station by his father, and went
out to White Bear lake immediately. He
brought with him several captured Span-

ish weapons as souvenirs, and seemed in
the best of health and spirits. Private
Hampf left the party In Minneapolis.

WAS BOUND TO ENLIST.
Private Keogh was granted a discharge

from the Thirteenth regiment to enable
him to bring back to the United States
the body of his younger brother, Harry
R. Keogh, E company, First South Da-
kota volunteers, who was killed In ac-
tion. When the older brother enlisted
with the Minnesota troops the younger
was at home In St. Paul. Wishing to
go to the front with the Minnesota troops,
he hastened to San Francisco in hopes

that D company would be able to enlist
one more man and that he might accom-
pany his brother to the front. In San
Francisco he found that the Thirteenth
had been filled to a man and would take
no more recruits. The young man took

hla disappointment -with good grace, and
at one© went to the Quartern of the South
Dakota regiment, which needed men, and
offered his services. He was taken, and
went to Manila at the same time th«
Minnesota troops left. He served with
marked credit, and won a name for
bravery and unflinching obedience, and
after being several times under fire, re-
ceived hla death wound at Marlllel.

The young man's father spent the great-
er part of the night following the action
In the offices of a city newspaper, waiting
for the cables to flash the message tell-
ing of the dead and wounded. Three
hours passed and no word came. Then
a messenger brought ltt a bunch of yellow
messages, among them a list of the killed.
Harry Keogh's name was the first on
the list.

Again on the following day came the
news that the Thirteenth had seen action.
In which they had lost many hilled.
Dreading to learn the details, yet eager
to know of his elder son s welfare, Mr.
Keogh spent another night waiting for
the tardy report, but this time the news
was favorable. Having lost on» son In
the service, Mr. Keogh is able to rejoice
In the return of the other In a way euoh
as but those who *aye experienced the
real desolation of war can.

STAND BY COL. AMEJS.

Sick Members of the Thirteenth
Deny the Reports Abont Him.

There were no developments in the Col.
Ames sensation yesterday, and probably
will not be for some time, unless furnish-
ed by Washington. The San Francisco
Examiner published the story of the
trouble Saturday morning, and it is re-
ported that It caused intense indignation
among the fifty or sixty Invalid Minnesota
soldiers at the Presidio. They are rep-
resented as standing by their colonel to a
man. Sergeant Joe Strachan, of Com-
pany B, one of the reliable and trust-
worthy non-commlssloned officers of the
regiment, who is in charge of the detail
of sick men, says:

1 was in a number of battles with Col.
Ames, and in a position to observe his
actions closely. He was always a brave
soldier, with the tenderest solicitude for
every man in his command. The only
fault was he was too honest and straight-
forward.

There is not a man in Minnesota, I be-
lieve, who will credit this cowardly at-
tack for a moment. I know that Col.
Ames was a very sick man when he left
Manila. None of the men here ever
heard a breath of these charges before
reading them in the Examiner yesterday
morning-. I know all about the telegiam
in regard to the wishes of the regiment
about being mustered out. Col. Ames
was acquainted with our wishes in the
matter, and when he could not get the
message cabled from Manila he sent it
to Consul Goodnow at Shanghai. I be-
lieve the Minnesota regiment is one of
the most intelligent bodies of young men
that ever volunteered to tight for their
country. You see them all about you In
this room now. I believe I can speak for
every one of these boys when I say that
no colonel in the Philippines is more be-
loved by his men than is Col. Ames,
There was some talk, after he went away,
that as long as he had returned to Amer-
ica he should resign, so that other offi-
cers could be promoted. Perhaps there
is another motive behind these charges.

On April 15, or thereabouts, Dr. Ritchie
wired to Manila from Bigaa that Col.
Ames was a very sick man, had high
fever, and was generally debilitated. Dr.
Ritchie stated that Col. Ames should be
relieved and be allowed to return to the
states. I never heard of any subsequent
medical examination by the board that
declared Col. Ames was shamming. None
of us ever heard of this until published
this morning. When the news came back
to us that Col. Ames would remain in
San Francisco and be mustered out, the
boys of Company E cheered the reading
of the telegram.

Private Scott, of Company B, says:
I was running an engine at the front,

and was well acquainted with the opinion
held regarding Ames by the men and
officers of nearly all the volunteer regi-
ments. The charge of cowardice is new
to me. I have seen. Col. Ames in action,
and his conduct was -always that of a
gallant soldier. I was engineer of the
train that carried Col. Ames to Manila
after he was taken 111 with fever. I took
him from Guiguinto to Manila. I never
heard of any charges of cowardice until
I read it in the Examiner yesterday. It
Is a shame and an outrage. If any state
in the union has a right to be proud of a
commander, Minnesota has a right to be
proud of Col. Ames. I have fought under
him for a year, and- eoi willingto fight
wherever he will lead: 'You will not find
a man among the Minnesotans who dooa
not feel personally insulted over these
charges. On April 25 I was in the battle
of Maraguina. and near Col. Ames. Isaw nothing but the bravest of conduct.
He has ever treated his men like a kind
father. If the boys could only get hold
of the men who inspired this attack they
would get their deserts in short order.
