PLATTSBURG, N. Y., Aug. 8.—The war
in the Philippines is to be prosecuted with

a vigor that ought to result in speedy
cessation of hostilitles there. The cor-

respondent of the Assoclated Press saw
Becretary of War Root tonight in the
office of the Hotel Champlain, just after
he had said good-bye to the president and
wias prepared to take the 9:45 o'clock
train for Washington. The secretary re-
ferred to his visit to Plattsburg barracks
this afternoon, where he witnessed a regi-
mental drill of the Twenty-sixth regulars.
This regiment has been recruited and
organized within six weeks, and they drill
like veterans.

“The s which the officers and
men of the Twenty-sixth regiment have
made in drilling in short a time Is
marvelous,” said Mr. Root. *“It
shows the wonderful power of the United
States when ten regiments of volunteer
soldiers be recruited, drilled and
equipped for active service in the field
in so short a time.”

The Filipinos use their old argument
that they had conquered the sovereignty
of these islands from Spain before the
signing of the treaty of Paris and,
therefore, Spain was in no position to
cede them to the United States. They

argue that the possession of 7,000 Spanish

prisoners, captured, with their arms,
fighting against the Filipinos, *“is elo-
auent proof of the nullity of Spanish
soverelgnty, as when they =zurrendered
Spain's hold was irrevocably lost. The

document then says:

“Replyving to the Spanish commission’s
requests to release the prisoners becaus
Bpain no longer has polftical

interests

in the islands, we asked for a treaty of |

reace and friendship between Spain and
the Fillpinos, whereby the prisoners
would be released. But, the commission-
ers refused, because it would mean re-
cognition of our independence. This is
equivalent to saying that the prisoners
must stay in our hands indefinitely, be-
cause their possession is our most effica-
cious method-to adjust our account with
Spain and obtailn from her recognition of
our independence.”

The Fiiipinos claim that they ccnquered
all the country except Manila and that
they co-operated in securing the latter's
capitulation by surrounding it at the cost
of thousands of lives. They also claim
they conquered the country unassisted,
except for sixty guns that Admiral
Dewey gave Aguinaldo, and that Admi-
ral Dewey and the British and Belgian
consuls recognized the Fillpinos’ sove-
reignty by asking for passports to visit
the country. They repeat the claim that
they have letters from American consuls
and generals recognizing their sovereign-
ty, and promising that the Americans
wourd recognize their independence,
*which was at the disposition of the
powers."”

The Filipinos attempt to make capital
of the statement that Admiral Dewey
had such confidence that Aguinaldo
would observe and fuifil the rules of war
that he gave him 100 Spanish prisoners
whom the American navy had captured.
iinally, the Filipinos appeal to the
powers to Infiuence Washington to bring
to a termination *‘the unjust war which
is devastating the country.”

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8—The state de-
partment is entirely without information
as to any address by Aguinaldo to foreign
powers for *cognition of the Fili-
pinos, elther as belligerents, or us con-
stituting an independent  government.
The. appeal is looked upon, however, as
creating no particular change, as it has
been the desire of Aguinaldo and his as-
sociates from the first to secure such
recognition. Tke appeal puts this desire
into rather formal shape, and it may
bring to an {issue the attitude of outside
governments. There is no apprehension,
however, that any foreign government
will heed the address. The international
vsege as to recognition was quite fully
developed during the Cuban fnsurrection,
at which time the situation was ex-
haustively discussed in congress, and was
the subject of lengthy consideration in

It has been recelved by |

the messages of the president. The gen-
eral view at that time was that recogni-
tion of belligerency in itself was not a
casus belli. Up to the present time there
has been no Intimation to the state de-
partment that any foreign power enter-
tained even the remotest idea of glving
recognition to Aguinaldo and his asso-
ciates. On the contrary, there has been
a most friendly feellng maintained be-
tween this government and foreign pow-
ers throughout the Philippine conflict.
The state department does not share the
apprehension which is said to have arisen
among army officers that China has given
indirect recognlition to the Filipinos. This
apprehensfon grew out of a report from
Gen. Otis that horses could not be se-
cured for cavalry use from China because
they were ‘“‘contraband of war.”

At the state department it Is said that
the matter has not assumed a form in-
volving the recognition of a state of war,
but that Minister Conger reports China's
course is due entirely to certain domestic
regulations prohibiting the exportation
of horses or ponies.

The course which the foreign consuls
at Manila will pursue in connection with
Aguinaldo’s communication is a matter
of some conjecture among officials here.
At the state department there Is no dis-
position to limit the consuls in forward-
ing the appeal to their respective govern-
ments. As a rule it Is juite unusual for
consuls holding exequaters from a friend-
ly government and having official relation
with it to carry on communication with
an insurrectionary leader. But it is ap-
preciated that in this case the consuls
are the innocent victims of Aguinaldo's
letter writing. As military authority 1s
supreme in the Philippines, any questions
arising as to the course of consuls would
probably be referred to Gen. Otis, but
there is no intimation here that he has
advised of the address or that he will
have any objections to its transmission
by the consuls. It is rather expected,
however, that the consuls will take oc-
casion to advise with the military au-
thorities as to the proprieties of the sit-
uation before taking final action.

AN UNFORTUNATE INCIDENT.

Filipino Women and Children
Shelled by a Gunboat.

MANILA, Aug. 2.—(Via Hong Kong)—
The gunboat Rapidan last week shelled
Paete, on the lake, near Santa Cruz. The
town was full of people who had been
encouraged to return after Gen. Law-
ton’s expedition, having been assured
that they would not be molested if they
peaceably attended to their business.

Lieut. Copp, .who was in command of
the Napidan, heard that the insurgents
had reoccupied the town, and steaming
close in, opened fire with his six-pound-
ers, without warning. The people, see-
ing the boat approaching, fled to the
hills in a terrified condition, and with
barely time to escape. One child was
killed and many buildings were dam-
aged. The authorities express great re-
gret on acccunt of the incident.

Arter taking of Calamba by the Amer-
icans, Gen. Lawton ordered that Capt.
Otis, of the Washington regiment, be re-
lieved of his command and placed under
arrest on account of slowness and seem-
ing reluctance of the company under his
command in obeying the order to dis-
embark from the cascoes and wade
through the marshes under fire. The
men say that a majority of them have
been sick and unfit for duty and were
given to understand that they would not
be asked to do any more fighting.

PHILIPPINE COURTS,

War Department in Receipt of Gen.
Otis® Orders,

WASHINGTON, Aug. &.—The orders of
Gen. Otis establishing courts in the Phil-
ippines have been received Wy the war
department. On June 5 an ocrder was 1s-
sued in which courts in the province of
Manila, and the courts of peace in the
city of Manila, were re-established as
they were prior to Aug. 13, 1898, “in so far
as compatible with the supremacy of the
United States in the Philippine islands
and the exercise of military government
therein.”” The province is divided into dis-
tricts and the judges, district attorneys
and Justices of the peace are named. All
of these have Spanish names. The sec-
retaries of the courts are directed to
report to Lieut. Col. E. H. Crowder, judge
advocate of the army in the Philippines.

An order dated June 26 directed the con-
solidgation of the offices of copyrights,
patents and trademarks, administered as
separate bureaus heretofore, and Capt.
George P. Ahern, Ninth infantry, is plac-
ed in charge.

GUNS FOR GEN. OTIS.

All That He Has Asked For Will Be
Sent Him.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8.—The war de-
partment is making every effort to com-
ply with Gen. Otis’ recent request for a
number of machine guns, in order that
they shall reach him in time for the cam-
paign expected to open with the dry sea-
son. The department has decided not to
scnd to the Philippines the Sims-Dudley
guns, but will confine the selection to the
types now in use in the army.

THIRTEENTH AGAIN DELAYED.

BRANDED AN ATROCITY

REPORT OF THE ITALIAN INVES-
TIGATORS INTO TALLULA
LYNCHINGS IS MADE

ITS ALLEGATIONS ARE GRAVE

Claimed That Extenuating Circum-
stances Were Blotted Out by Aects
of the Lynchers After the Real
Culprit Had Been Hanged—Re-
port Has Been Forwarded
Italian Foreign Office,

to

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8—The state de-
partment has received from the Itallan
authorities a copy of the complete re-
port made by the Marquis Romano, secre-
tary of the Italian embassy here, on his
personal Investigation of the recent
Iynching of five Italians at Talulah, La.

The report presents the affair in a se-
rious light. As a whole the Italian au-
thorities view the matter of the lynching
as one of unusual atrocity, and without
the mitigating circumstances which had
been urged in previous affairs of this

ind.

In describing the first affray, which led
up to the lynching, Marquis Romano's
report states that Dr. Hodges was the
first to draw his weapon, and not until
he had fired one shot and was about
to fire the second one at Charles Difata,
who was at that time prostrate on the
ground, did the brother, Joe Difata, fire
his shotgun from the store nearby. This
fast shot, it is pointed out, was in defense
of the fallen brother, and not a wanton
attack upon Dr. Hodges.

The circumstances leading up to the
affray
to this account Charles Difata was alone
when Dr. Hodges passed. There is no
effort made in the report to obscure the
fact that Charles Difata made the first
offensive overture. But it was contended
that this was not accompanted by the
use of firearms or even a movement to
draw them. It is sald, however, that
Charles Difata upbraided Dr. Hodges in
an offensive way for having killed an ani-
mal and accompanied this by a blow of
the fist. Then, It is stated, Dr. Hodges
shot at Difata. Whether or not the shot
took effect, it was not possible for the
italian authorities to learn, as the bodies
of the men after being lynched were dis-
figured and disposed of. But at all
events it is stated that Charles Difata
was on the ground following the shot
from Dr. Hodges' weapon. At this point
Joe Difata made his appearance and, see-
ing his brother down and a second shot
about to be fred, shot at Dr. Hodges.

BRANDED AS TRAITORS.

Then forlowed the lynching of the two
Ttalians, Joe Difata and Charles Difata.
The mob took them before they had been
arrested -

Up to this peint, according to the Ttal-
fan report, only these two ItalMans had
figured in the affair. The report goes
on to state that throughout the occur-
rence the three other Italians—Frank Di-
fata, Joseph Feducio and John Cerami—
were in enother street and did not know
what was occurring. It is stated that
they did not take part in the attack on
Dr. Hodges, and that they did not even
know of it until some time after, when
the local oificers came to arrest them.
This arrest was accomplished, and the
three Italians were actually placed .in
Jafl.

The report then brings out that the
mob, having already lynched Charbes and
Joe Difata, turned their attention to the
three Italians under arrest. Two of
these men, Joseph Feducio and Frank
Difata, were first taken from the officers
and lvnched. Subsequently, and some
little time afterward, the mob returned
and took John Cerami and lynched him.
In this clrcumstantial way the report
brings out that the mob made three dis-
tinet movements against the Ttallans, and
that there was sufficient time for the
blood to cool and for the anger of the
lvnchers to abate after they had disposed
of the-first two men.

Particular importance is laid on this
feature, for while it is satd there may
have been somé extenuating circum-
stances in visiting such summary punish-
ment on those Immediately concerned in
the affray with Dr. Hodges, yet the time
elapsing before the second and third
lvnchings is regarded as an element of
particular atrocity.

The full report has been forwarded to
the Italian foreign office and a copy of
it placed in the hands of the state de-
partment.

LIGHT ON A MYSTERY

THE ROBPERY OF MOLSON’S BANIK
AT WINNMPEG LAST YEAR
CLEARED UP

PLANT CF $62,000 RECOVERED

John W. Anderson, a Junior Clevi
in the Bank, Arrested, Charged
With the Theft—Clever Piece of
Detective Work on the Part of an

Ontaric Man May Be Rewarded

by $10,000.

WINNIPEG, Man., Aug. 8.—(Special.)—
The mystery of the robbery of $62,000
from Molson’s bank here between Sept.
28 and Oct. 4 last year has been solved
and John W. Anderson, a former junior
clerk In the bank, is now in jail charged
with the crime and the money has been
recovered and Is now in safe custody.
The Pinkerton detectives first sent here
were unable to unravel the mystery and
one by one took their departure from the
city.

Last March a dapper little chap named
Davis drifted info town and secured em-
ployment as clerk at a leading dry goods
stcre. He took up lodgings at some place
where Anderson boarded and the two be-
came intimate friends.  This intimacy
ted to the discovery of Anderson’s
crime, Davis through his frlendship suc-
ceeding in worming admissions from An-
derson and finally locating the cached
money near the city by shadowing An-
derson on one of his pilgrimages to see
that the money was safe.

The money, which comprised $42,000 in
non-negotiable or traceable bills and $20,-
000 in biils in ordinary circulation, was in
& valise buried-some depth in the ground
and was recovered Monday forenoon.
The money has not been counted but is
supposed to be intact.

Anderson was taken into custody this
afternoon after a warrant had been
sworn out by Davis. The reward of $10,-
000 offered by the bank for the recovery
of the money and apprehension of the
prisoner will go to Davis, who Is a Ca-
nadian from Thesselon, Ont.,, and a pri-
vate detective. Anderson came to Mani-
toba from Hastings, Ont., and is heir to
a large sum of money left by his father
who was a prominent banker., He is
about 22 years of age.

MR. LAURIER DENIES.

Did Not Decline, Beeause He Had
Not Received Invitation,
OTTAWA, Ont.,, Aug. 8.—Mr. Davin, in
the house of commons today, once more
brought the Fitzpatrick interview to the
attention of the premier. In reply Sir
Wilfrid Laurier sald there awas an inter-
view in a Washington newspaper which
attributed to him words of a certain
character, but he did not propose to notice
that. The interview was not published by
him, and Mr. Fitzpatrick put the words
in his mouth, for which he was not re-
sponsible. If he wished to say anything
to be published, he would say it himself
in his own way, and not through another.
So far he had received no invitation from
the Chicago authorities to the demonstra-
tion, but he had learned that one was
coming, and when it did come he would
certainly treat it with the courtesy that
was due it, not because of the position
he held, but “because of the relations

between us and our neighbors.”

GOLD FROM ALASKA.

Amount Reported Brought In Ag-
grezates £5,000,000.
WASHINGTON, Aug. S.—Reports re-
ceived by the dirsctor of the mint show
that so far this season the amount of
gold received at Seattle from the Alas-
kan gold fields aggregates about $4,900,-
000, of which $4,018,262 arrived during July.
The amount so far received at San Fran-
cisco is approximately $2,700,000. These
amounts, however, do not ‘represent the
entire output of the fields, as large quan-
tities are supposed to have®een held for
later shipment, and considerable amounts
are believed to have beern brought into
the states by other routes than San.

WAR NOW EXPECTED

BOERS ARE PREPARING FOR A
CONFLICT WITH THE FORCES
OF GREAT BRITAIN

INQUIRY PROPOSAL DECLINED

Volksraad Meets in Secret Session
for the Purpose of
Rejection of Mr. Chamberlain’s
Proposal—Uitlanders Are Greatly
Wrought Up Over the Critieal
Situnation.

Confirming

CAFE TOWN, Aug. & —A dispatch from
Pretloria, capital of the South African
republic, says that the volksraad has de-
clined to agree to the suggestion of Mr.
Joseph Chamberlain, British secretary of
state for the colonies, that the effect the
franchise concessions would have upon
the uitlanders be inquired into by a joint
commission. The volksraad, however,
will consider any friendly suggestion.

LONDON, Aug. 9.—All the dispatches
frem the South African correspondents
of the London morning papers take it for
granted that the secret session of the
volksraad called last evening will confirm
the rejection of Mr. Chamberlain's pro-
posal, but leave the way open to continue
negotiations. They also dwell upon the
serious situation thus arising, and upon
the consternation of the uitlanders over
the resolution compelling them to fight
for the Transvaal, which seems to indi-
cate that the Transvaal government is
expecting hostilities.

The daily Mail publishes the following
dispatch from Johannesberg:

“By a spectal article added to the
grondwe (the constitution of the Trans-
vaal) the president is authorized, in the
event of war, revolution or cther emer-
gency, to proclaim martial law and to
compel every inhabitant of the country to
bear arms in its defense. The Pretoria |
forts are being strengthened and the gov- '
ernment is buying up all the available
draught horses in Bechuanaland.

The Times correspondent at Pretoria
says:

“A gloomy view is taken here of tha
whole situation. The general impression
in Boer circles is that Mr. Chamberlain
is forcing on a war, and that consequent-
ly it will be futile to make advances.”

WILL BE NO WAR.

Mr. Choate Expresses an Opinion on
Alaska Boundary

LONDON, Aug. 8.—Joseph H. Choate,
the United States ambassador to Great
Britain, was interviewed today by a rep-
resentative of the Associated Press in
regard to the recent war or arbitration
speech delivered by Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
the Canadian premier. He said:

“There will be no war. It is safe to
say that noc amount of politics or poli-
ticians in either country could occasion
war in this connection.”

Mr. Choate intimated that Mr. Laurler's
recent remarks were a political dodge.

Regarding Mr. Choate’s statement, the
Canadian high commissioner, Lord
Strathcona and Mount Royal, said to a
representative of the Associated Press:

“Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s remark was mere-
ly a figure of speech, and not a political
dodge, as intimated by Mr. Choate. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier would not descend to
such a thing, nor did he in any way mean
to challenge the United States. No sensi-
ble man could regard war as possible,
but Canada Is simply taking a leaf out
of the United States’ book in demanding
now what the United States demanded
in the Venezuelan case. Canada is now
a nation, although closely allied to Great
Britain. As such, she must protect her
rights. We merely ask for an equal set-
tlement, through arbitration, following
the United States’ lead. We believe Presi-
dent McKinley is thoroughly in earnest to
have the question honestly settled. The
misrepresentation of Sir Wilfrid's remarks
by the United States press is unfortu-
nate. Any bitterness or abuse by the
Canadian press is entirely unauthorized.
The negotiations are progressing, and I
believe a satisfactory settlement of the
Alaskan question will be achieved.”

Great Comoro, otherwise Angaziya isl-
and, is the principal island of the Comoro
in- the Mozambiaue channel, 1,350
miles from the northwest coast of Mad-
agascar and 200 miles from the east coast
of Africa. The population of the group
is estimated at about 60,000 souls, mostly
Mohammedans. The island forms part
of the French colonial possessions.

DREYFUS IN AGONY

— e

PHYSICAL AND MENTAL CONDITION
WEAKENED BY PROLONGED
IMPRISONMENT

REALIZES HIS NEW DANGER

HAD FORMED A FALSE IDEA AS TO
THE ORDEAL HE WGULD BE
COMPELLED TO UNDERGO

SCANDALS OF FRENCH ARMY

Many of Them Will Likely Be Ex
posed During the Hearing of the
Dreyiuy Case—Generals Who Are

Perplexed by the Dangers That
Confront Advo-

cates Confident of Victory,

RENNES, Aug. 8.—(Special.)—Maitre
Demange, the principal counsel for Capt.
Dreyfus, expresses himself as well satis-
fied at today's proceedings. Col. Jouaust
had to play the part of a severe judge,
but if his voice was rude and his manner
rough toward the prisoner, his eye was
kind, and there was no attempt to press

home the stones raised by the indict-
ment,

M. Chanoine, the custodian of the fa-
moussecret dossier, said it would take four
days to examine it, as the examination
would be behind closed doors and most of
the witnesses have gone to the seaslde,
Gen. de Boisdeffre to Dinnard and Gen.

DREYFUS FATIGUED.

The rep-
resentatives of Nationalist journals here,
| who judge harshly in print, express ad-

{ miration for the unflinching constancy he
| has displayed.

| Leading personages here for the trial
| have much to say about the late Gen.

Annenkoff and Baron Fredericks in con-
| nection with Dreyfus, but Gen. Mercier
and M. Hanotaux, former minister of
foreign affairs, refuse to speak on the
subject. M. Hanotaux looks dismayed.
It will be curious to see whether he and
Mercier contradict each other.

There seems danger that all the evi-
dence relating to foreign diplomatists will
be given with closed doors. The public
trial will be resumed on Saturday.

Dreyfus, a member of his family tells
me, has not vet got over his Rip Van
Winkle feeling. He was lost, as he put
it. He remarked to his wife that he was
astonished to find himself yesterday
watched by the whole world, or its prox-
ies, though he showed no sign of astonish-
ment He was thrown in a heap by the
searching and, as he thought, unfriendly
examination of the president of the court.
MM. Demange and Laborl did not pre-
pare him for a hostile tribunal and a
scrutinizing public. He felt as if X-rays
were being cast on him all the time he
was under public gaze.
