Isbell is restored to favor. He pitched
the Saints to victory yesterday and

turned the trick under circumstances that
made it all the more a credit to him, for
no less thai; seven errors were made behind
him. and that more of these errors did
not turn into runs was remarkable.

WORLD'S CYCLE MEET
FIFTEEX THOUSAND PEOPLE WIT-

NESSED THE EYEXTS OP THE

CLOSING DAY

ONE RECORD WAS BROKEN

Sport of the Day Wa* Marred by the

Refusal of Maj. Taylor to Meet
Summcrsg-ill in a Match Event,
Which Went to the Latter by De-

American , Riders Score a
.Victory—The Summaries.

MONTREAL, Aug. 12.—The last day of
the world's bicycle meet was attended
by fair weather and a crowd of 15,000 peo-
ple. Only one record- was broken—the
five-mile amateur tandem unpaced,
which Hooper and Nelson reduced to
10:14 1-5.

What was expected to be the star
event of the programme, the champion-
ship match between the winners of the
mile amateur and mile professional
championships, turned out a disappoint-
ment. Maj. Taylor refused to ride
against Summersgill, the English cham-
pion. • There was nothing in it for the
colored flyer, and with no money in sight,
without pacing, he refused to take any
chances, as Sumersgill took the world's
championship by default, riding in
2:18 3-5.

The only other championship event on
the programme, the 100-kilometer profes-

sional race, was an easy thing for Har-
ry Gibson, of Cincinnati. The Salton-
stall trophy, awarded 'to the country
making the most points. in all champion-
ship events, was easily won by the
United States representatives.

In the five _ kilometers international
team race for the "Cyclist" challenge
shield, only two countries were repre-
sented, the United "States and Canada. .
The United States team-was made up of
Moran, of Chelsea, Mass.; Ingraham, of
Lynnfield, Mass.; "Wilson, of Pittsburg,
and Peabody, of Chicago. For Canada
the riders were Drury and Boisvert, of
Montreal, and Sherritt: and Axton, of
Brantford. The race was a tie, each
team scoring eighteen points. In the
run off the United-States team won
easily, Wilson, Ingrah_m and Peabody
finishing among the first four. The
points were fourteen for the Americans
and twelve for the Canadians.

In the trial heats of two-mile profes-
sional, McCarthy, of St. Louis, won the
first heat in a good finish, beating out
his namesake, of Toronto, by a wheel.
Nat Butler was shut out. The second
heat was an easy thing for Maj. Taylor.
He walked away from Frank Butler in
the stretch. Tcm Butler won the third
heat handily from Bouter, of Chicago.
In the final It looked as If an attempt
was being made to get the major in a
pocket. Down the back stretch he at-
tempted unsuccessfully to pick his way
through. When they rounded Into the
stretch the major gave up his attempt
to get near the pole and pulled for the
outside.

COLUMBIA WINS FINAL.

Xew Cup Defender Closes Series of
Races Without a Setback.

NEWPORT. R. 1., Aug. 13.-The NewYork Yacht club squadron rides at an-
rp°i-qo" - the harbor here' and the cruiseof 1899 is at an end. During the cruise
of twenty-two miles from New Bed-ford, the wind held on longer than yes-
terday, but the yachts ran into soft spots,
and five miles from the finish the entirefleet was becalmed for half an hour. TheColumbia kept up her record for victorieswon, not only leading the yachts over the
line, but defeating the Defender 19 min-
utes and 4 seconds elapsed time. The ac-
tual distance, however, between the boatswas less than two miles, for the old boatcame up very slowly in the light air be-
sides being somewhat delayed by a shortluffing match with the schooner Colonia,
which finished about the same time. The
Columbia's victory was, nevertheless,
perfectly legitimate, and she showed her-self a marvel in light weather. •

The wind was light throughout and atone time failed altogether, but it treatedboth boats alike, barring a short spelljust before the finish, when the Columbiacaught the breeze a few minutes before
her rival. It was a spinnaker day al-
most from the start, and the yachts car-
ried their -light sails throughout.

Few mistakes were made on either
boat, and both were certainly sailed for
all there was in them. The Columbia's
sails were shifted frequently to catch fa-
vorable breezes, and the men handled thegreat sheets of canvas quicker than theyhad ever done before. In fact the new
boat was well managed all during the day
and seemed to have a surprising faculty
of picking up a breeze and keeping it on
all occasion.

Were it not for the fact that both Co-
lumbia and Defender had entered the race
for the Astor cup tomorrow, the event
would be almost featureless, for tonight
out of about sixty sloops and schooners,
only about six yachts have signified their
intention of entering.. Still the race will
be witnessed by a great crowd of yachts-
men and will probably be as Interesting
as in days gone by. A victory for Co-
lumbia over a course of thirty-eight miles
by five or six minutes ; will suffice every-
body. The contest, called this year for
the second time the Astor cup race, was
instituted many years ago by Ogden Goe-
let, who offered two cups, one for schoon-

era and another for sloops. John JacobAstor came promptly forward two yearsago, after the death of Mr. Goelet. andoffered cups that the race might be per-
petuated.
