Many of the fans were discouraged
on his first appearance, but yestecday he
demonstrated to the entire satisfaction
of all that he is not only a good man
In the infield, but one of the mcst capable
on the team at bat. Six times he took his
place at the plate yesterday and four
times he placed the ball safely out of the
reach of the Blsons, one of the hits being
a corking three-bagger. But better than
all this it was one of his drives that
brought in the tying run in the ninth
Inning and another that sent the winning
run across the plate in the eleventh. Hart
s certainly a comer in the base ball
worid and is fully capable of holding
his own in good fast company.

The game was little less than a slugging
match, In which Buffalo wasted two
pitchers and in which errors followed
each other in rapld succession. Shugart,
at short, had a miserable day and three
of his four errors were directly responsi-
ble for runs. He had but seven chances
and failed on four of them. Errors by
Lally, Geler and Katoll also sent runs
across the plate. Indeed, the Saints were
all more or less sloppy in the field, but
while some were letting the Biscns across
the plate with bad plays others were hat-
ting the Saints around the diamond In
a way that more than cvened matters.
Frank was unfortunate enough to suffer
a palr of strained legs in the first inning
and TIsbell replaced him in right field
and played the position very acceptably.
He also batted opportunely, except in the
last Inning, when he let Fertsch retire
him on strikes, Lally's two three-baggers
Incre than made up for his errors in the
feld, the last one sending across the

plate two of the three runs that were
feeded In the ninth to tle the ecore.

KEARNS TO THE BENCH.

Kearns was selected by the Bisons to
represent them in the center of the dia-
mond, and, although he was decidedly
wild, he dld very well until the sixth
inning, when three three-baggers sent
him to the bench in a hurry. He was
succeeded by Fertsch, for the Bisons
were leading, and wanted to save the
game, but the Saints toek almost as
kindly to his curves as they had to the
twisters sent across the plate by Kearns.
Had the Saints played perfect ball after
the change they would have won In a
walk, but bad plays In the field let two
ien across the plate, and that made
necessary an eleven-inning contest. Gar-
ry and Knoll played star ball for the
Bisons. The latter made flve hits and
four runs in six times at bat, and ac-
cepted three chances in right field, while
Garry made a home run and a hit, and
dragged nine flles out of the skies out
in center, and some of them were de-
cldedly difficult chances.

The run-getting started briskly in the
first inning, when four of the hits made
off Katoll were secured. Knoll was first
up and sent a short fly to center for a
base. He stole second, and crossed the
plate on Garry’s two-base drive a mo-
ment later. The batting order called for
Dillon next, but McKivitt faced Katoll
and fined out a three-base hit. This by-
play on the part of the Bisons was not
discovered until the next inning, so that
the hit had to be allowed, although the
batter should have been called out and
the hit thrown out. Garry had scored
on the hit. Dillon sent the ball to Hart,
and that young man promiptly lined it
back to Sples, cutting off McKivitt, and
sending him back to third. Heinie had
plenty of time to have caught Dilion at
first, but missed the chance. Hall reach-
ed first on Shugart’'s error, which also
scored McKivitt and sent Dillon to sec-
ond. As yet there was no one out, and
things looked ecritical, when Cockman
bunted the ball in Shugart's direction and
beat it out. Grimminger flew out to
Houtz, scoring Dillon, and Diggins forced
Cockman at second. Xearns hit a little
one to Hart and was thrown out at first.

The first three Saints up, Houtz, Geler
and Frank, were given free transporta-
tion to first. Houtz scored on Lally’s
fly to right, and Geler crossed the plate
on Vaughn's fly to center. Frank scored
on Hart’s safe hit to left center. Shu-
gart ended the run-getting for the in-
ning with a fly to Knoll. During the
next four Innings the Salnts were sent to
the bench almost as fast as they faced
Kearns, while the Bisons piled up two
runs on errors by Shugart and Katoll, a
sacrifice by Grimminger and hits by
Cockman and Knoll. In the sixth the
Bisons added one more run, with a three-
bagger by Knoll and a long fly by Garry.
It wase in the sixth that Kearns was giv-
en a severe drubbing. Lally was the first
man up and he hit the ball far into left
field.

Former Idol of the Aurora Park
Bleachers Leaves His Desk at a
