B. F. IRVINE DIES FROM A STROKE

SYLVANIA

News was reczived vesterday of the
death from parciysis of B. ¥, Irvia2, an
cld pionesr of St. Paul and well known in
a large circle of acquaintances and

friends. His death occurred at Punxsu-
tawney, Pa., yesterday, where he was
visiting with friends. He suffered the

stroke of paralysis on Tuesday, of last
week, an account of which was published
in the Globe at the time. He was a
brother of John R. and George Irvine,
and leaves a wife and ramily, who reside
at the corner of Mackubin and Iglehart
streets.

Mr. Irvire was born in the village of
Dansviile, Livingstone county, N. Y., on

SUCH IS MR. LOUIS MARR’S OPIN-
ION OF MR. BREWSTER’S
CHICAGO TRUST

WAS MERELY A COMBINATION

Attended the Last Convention of the
Photo-Engravers in Chicage and
Presented His Plans to Maintain
Prices, Which, Acc‘ordlng to Mr,
Marr, Are Now at a Level That Is
Not Justified by the Times.

The reported arrest at Chicago of W,
B. Brewster, the St. Paul attorney, on a
charge of viplating the state law against
trusts by attempting to organize a com-
bination of photo-engravers, was recelved
with surprise by the local photo-engrav-
ers. The general belief is that there
must have been a misconception on the
part of the Illinois authorities as to what
the combination proposed really meant.
Referring to the matter, Louis Marr, of
the Art Engraving company, sald yester-
day:

“Of course I am unfamiliar with the
circumstances that led to the arrest of
Mr. Brewster at Chicago. I believe, how-
ever, that his intention was harmless,
although he never explained his plan in
detail to the local firms. Mr. Brewster
went down to the last convention of en-
gravers and there presented a plan for a
combination to maintain prices. Not to
raise charges materially, but to prevent
any rurther undermining of the possibili-
ties of the business. Prices are now at
a level that is not justified. '"he matter
has been considerably talked over by the
St. Paul fdirms, and wg have felt that
there exlists a necessity for us to unite
for self-protection. It is not a trust, in
any sense of the word, that is proposed,
as I understand it.””

Mr. Brewster went to Chicago several
days ago and submitted plans to the
local firms for an orgamzation. He ob-

tained many signatures, but one of those
who refused to join swore out a com-
plaint for his arrest on a charge of vio-
lating the anti-trust law.

According to the ariicles of agreement
submitted to those asked to join the
combination the members are divided
into three classes, as folrows: Class A,
those who employ twelve men or less;
Class B, those who employ between thir-
teen and twenty-five men; Class €, those
who employ over twenty-five men.
of these classes selects three trustees,
all to appoint a  general manager, who
shall receive a satary of $4,500 or $5,000.
The capitalization of the classes for the
purpose of assessment for a general ex-
pense fund 1s given as follows: A, $2,500,
entitling the members to five votes; B,
$5,000. ten votes; C, §10,000, twenty votes.

According to the agreement, when two
or more firins competie for a large con-
tract the firm securing it is to pay 2
per cent of the contract price to the gen-
eral fund. In addition to this the classes
contributz to this fund as follows: Each
member of Class A, 375 annually; B, $150,
anc C, $200. Al of the classesigive guar-
antees to carry out the ;ﬁ_gx‘xrﬁ{- f the
agreement. S

Members of Class A g‘f\fs what are
termed bonds, or notes, for $200, on which
a 10 per cent payment is made to the pro-
moter, Brewster. Members of Class B
give notes for §500, with a payment of $25
to Brewster, and Class C, notes are for
$1,000, the promoter’'s share being $50 for
each member. 1f any member s detected
cutting prices the penalty is the for-
feiture of the unpaid balance of the notes.

It is said the new organization is to be
known the Photo-Engravers’ Asso-
ciation of Chicago. Directors were de-
cided upon, but oflicers have not been
selected. The opening sentence of the
articles of agreement is, “We, the un-
dersigned, agree to combine to protect
prices of the photo-engravers' business,”
ete,, and it is largely on this the prose-
cution bases its claim that an effort has
been made to form a trust.

PRISONERS EIGHT MONTHS.

Capt. Horn Tells of His Experiences
in the Frozen Klondike Country.

Capt. B. F. Horn, who arrived yester-
day at the Windsor., direct from the
Klondike country, where he has under-
gone the experience of being frozen in
for eight months on the Yukon river, tells
a very interesting story of his experience.
The captain registers from Plerre, S. D.,
but previous to his departure for Alaska,
a year ago, he was engaged in Missis-
sippi navigation, and is well known on
the river. Capt. Horn went up to as-
sume command o the P. B. Ware, -a
Steamer running on the Yukeon; between
St. Michaels and Dawson. He says that
his vessel was frozen in on the river
about 300 miles above St. Michaels from
Oct. 2 to June 1. There were twenty-
five men on board, including the ecre w,
and just provisions enough to enable
them to pull through-on short rations
part of the time.

“We were never gladder of anything in
our lives than we were when the ice
broke up and set us free,” said Capt.
Horn, “It was a decidedly trying expe-
rience and disgusted me with Yukon river
navigation.”

He
in turn called Dr. Nelson, who obtained
such facts as he ¢ould and promptly or-
dered the patiept taken to the city hos-
pital.

Their se-
lection as superintendents of the several
divisions of the fair has been made with
reference to their pecullar fitness. For
instance, Col. Liggsatt 13 in charge of the
cattle division, and will be as long as he
is a memmber of the board—which every
one hopes will be as long as he lives in
the state. Col. Liggett could well take
charge of any division of the fair, for he
knows every detail by heart, but his spe-
cial love for cattle and his wonderfully
complete krowledge of everything per-
taining to stock raising maokes it a fore-
gone conclusion that he will look after
the cows and -bulls.

So
Leslie Parlin, of St. Paul, will manage
the poultry department again; B. D.
White, of St. Paul, will have charge of
dairy produce; Luman C. Pryor, editor
of Farm Implements, will be superin-
tendent of the farm machinery division:
W. J. Monro, of Morris, has charge of
privileges, and O. C. Gregg, as usual, of
the farmers’ institutes. The cash will bz
handled again by that veteran and ex-
perienced treasurer, F. J. Wilcox, of
Northfield. Few, if any, of the men in
charge of the divisions but have special
experience and fltress for the work. And
this may be said with special emphasis
of E. W. Randall, the secretary and ex-
ecutive head of the fair. Mr. Randall has
been connected wilh the fair in various
capacities for, perhaps, ten years past,
and knows everything about the institu-
tion, almost to the ve
of the buildings. Before he became see-
retary he was for several years in charge
of the premium list, and entered on his
duties as executive with a most intimate
acquaintance with the exhibitors at the
fairs. Born on a farm in the state of
Minnesota, he knows the conditions sur-
rounding farming in this section perfect-
ly. "He knows the needs of the farmers,
the possibilities of development, the best
educational methods and above all the
men themselves. Combining with his gen-
eral knowledge of the state, its people
and {its resources, the rare knack of
handling men and managing all sorts of
people under all sorts of conditions, Mr.
Randall has qualifications for the posi-
tion of secretary or executive of such an
institution as the state fair which few
men possess. All this can be said with=-
out the suspicion of flattery, for thes:
qualities are so well recognized in Mr.
Randall by those who know him, and
have seen his work, that the statement
here made may seem very mild praise.

We
only charge five cents, except on S:»\lpr-
days, for the swimming poel, and five
cents extra for the shower baths. Ve
give away from three to five thmm;md.
baths every year, withcut one cent of
charge. If the city council or any other
parties think they can dos better .th:m
that, the BRethel associotion will willingly
turn over the bath boat te the city free,
which cost the Bethel assoclation more
| than was received from the city. We
commend Dr. Ohage's efforts to get frea
| baths, but think he will find it impracti-
| cable in the river. We have tried to get
the park commissioners to open free
baths at Cemo iake, but so far they have
been unable to do so. The Bethel asso.
ciation will be found ever ready to do all
it can 1o promote ail such schemes to
help the people, in spite of the fact ihat
some people are cver ready to report
falsehoods about the association and its
