SWORE NOT TO TELL.

Jennie Johnson Died With the Se-
cret the Authorities Couldn't Learn.
Coroner Nelson, of Minneapolis, and

jury yesterday afternoon. Inquired into
the death of Jennie Johnson, the young
girl whose home Is at 6.1 Sims street, St.
Paul, who died Saturday at the Minneap-
olis city hospital.of blood poisoning fol-
lowing a criminal operation. The girl,
two weeks ago Saturday night, went to
the home of Mrs. Ida Johnson, a nurse,
at 923 Fifth street south, and asked for a
room and board, paying $5, and complain-
ing of feeling ill. A week from Sunday,
oj; a week ago last Sunday, Dr. Samuel
Friedlander was summoned by Mrs. John-
son and cared for the girl.until Thursday,
when he said she could not live, and Mrs.
Johnson notified Dr. Henry Cotton. Dr.
Cotton declined to take the case, as the
girl was beyond medical aid, and ad-
vised that Dr. H. S. Nelson, the coroner,
be called. Dr. Cotton said he saw that
the case was one calling for an investi-
gation, and he thought that by the cor-
oner being called as physician it would
aid him somewhat In getting at the facts.

Dr. Nelson had.the girl removed to the
city hospital She told him her name and
residence, but refused to tell who had
operated upon her, saying she had taken
an. oath not to tell. The coroner's jury
was reasonably well satisfied as to, the
identity of the guilty ones, but lacking
direct evidence returned a verdict to the
effect that the girl came to her death
as the result of a criminal operation per-
formed by parties unknown to the jury.

EXPLOITS A NEW LAMP.

NATIONS GENEROUS
TWELFTH, : THIRTEENTH - AND

FOURTEENTH REGIMENTS WILL

RECEIVE DOUBLE PAY ~

SAID BY ADJUTANT GENERAL

Are Entitled to Payment From the

-Federal Government Irrespective,

of What They May Have Received
From the State for Their Service-
Prior to the Time of Actual Mus-
ter In— Of Congress Is Quoted.

: "Allmembers of the Twelfth and Four-
teenth regiments are entitled to pay from
the Federal government lor the time
spent at Camp Ramsey between enroll-
ment and actual muster Into the volun-
teer service, Irrespective of any pay they
may have received from the state for thi3
service. ] Every member of these two regi-
ments who has not received pay for this
time from the government can send h'.s
claim to the war department and it will
be honored," said Adjt. Gen. Lambert
yesterday.
.This statement was made by the adju-
tant general yesterday in explanation of
'the question which has been the subject
of more or less unintelligent discussion.

"There has been a great deal of doubt
jas to whether the Twelfth, Fourteenth,
-and Thirteenth, for that matter, wou'd
be paid by both the state and govern-

'• ment," continued the adjutant general,

j "and I think we have at last straightened

| the matter out. When I go to San Fran-

jCisco I will pay the Thirteenth boys their
! share of the $30,000 fund, for the t'me they

i were in camp here, and also call the at-
jtention of the paymasters to the amount

i due from the government. Under the
: present construction put on the law by
; the comptroller of the treasury, the gov-
i ernment will pay all volunteers from the
I time of their enrollment and the statejwill also pay the boys up to the time of
