Officials Predict a General lftite

CHICAGO, Aug. 31.—A1l the Western

lines forming parts of established routes
to California will pay commissions of *5
on each ticket sold by agents of connect-
ing lines. This sum is mure than double
the usual commission which all lines
agri ed to pay. Recently the passenger
department of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
6t Paul road issued a "confidential" cir-
CUlar'to ticket agents of connecting lines,

ntially offering to pay them higher

commissions than any other line. A sim-
ilar scheme was worked very successfully

last year by the St. Paul road, but the

other roads are wiser now and are deter-
mined to allow the St. Paul to secure no
undue advantages.

The Burlington was the first to an-
nounce that, in view of the St. Paul's

secret offer, to pay excess commissions, it

would pay a commission of $5 on every

ticket sold via it to California. All the
other lines to the " Pacific coast were

forced to make the same offer. The pay-

ment \u25a0of excess commissions last year,
which was started by the St. Paul line,

cost all the roads not far from $200,000,

which might have been saved as well as
ii.it.

The responsibility for starting another

commission war between the Western

lines cannot be,.denied.. by the St. Paul
road. It issued the "red circular" about
commissions on•-•California business on
Aug. 15. Itis a question whether the St.
Paul road can be fined tor violating the
agreement of the Western Passenger as-
sociation. The road will be in the as-
sociation until Sept. 6, or fifteen days

from the date of Its notice of withdrawal.
Th<j "red circular" was issued at least
two weeks before the notice of with-
drawal from the association. To say that
the other roads do not feel kindly toward
the St. Paul is putting it very mildly.
Many passenger officials predict a gen-
eral rate war on account of the policy
which has" been adopted by the. St. Paul,
road.

GULF REORGANIZATION.

Plan us Formulated by the New York

Committee.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—The plan of re-
adjustment of securities of the Kansas
City, Pittsburg & Gulf railway, formulat-
ed by the.; New York committee, Ernest
Thalmanii,. chairman, is^made public. The
plan' provides for ' the" formation of a
new company, issuing $15,000,000 prior lien
mortgage; 4 "pteT-cent gold bonds, $15,000,-
--000 adjustment mortgage .gold, 4 per cent
bonds, interest non-cumulative until 1905;.
$20,0CW,0e0 4 iit=-r' non-cumulative stock,
and $25,0U0,0Q0,.c0mm0n, stock.

The; present bondholders there will be
given 50 per cent in new first mortgage
bends. The treasury will , retain $500,000
of them, and the balance is being under-
written at par. The present bondholders,
will also receive 4 per cent in new ad-
justment bonds, and 30 per cent in new
preferred stock, as "well as $25 cash for

The present stockholders,-, for an as-
sessment of $15 a share, will receive par
in new common stock, $7.50 in adjust-
ment fours and $7.50 preferred stock.

WILL DIVIDE BUSINESS.

Truer Patched Up Between the Par.
.<*'- J** u-llel'Lines.

Work on the -branch lilies of the Ore-
gon Railroad and Navigation company
from Wallula Junction . and on the
Northern Pacific from Lewiston' into
the Clearwater valley wheat fields will
be dicontinued during the next thirty
days. The truce which terminated in
the beginning- of practically parallel line*
has been patched up successfully with a
View to effecting a settlement of the
long continued fight between the two sys-

tems. A division of business in tho dis-
puted territory is probable, by which
agreement both roads will be gainers.
The termination of the war is sequence

to the arrangement entered into by the
Union Pacific and Northern Pacilic after
the conference held between Mr. Mellon
and Mr. Harriman on the coast three
weeks ago.

A. Morehouse, contractor for the Ore-
gon Railway and Navigation company,
has received intruction from the presi-
dent of the road to discontinue ' work.
The Oregon Railway and Navigation
company has an annual -meeting on
Sept. 9, and the new officers which will
be elected may continue the work.

NEW TRAIN SERVICE

Inaugurated by the Omaha Front
Head of the Lakes. .

The Omaha inaugurates a new train
service today from the head of the lakes
into the cities, which will be known as
the "TwilightLimited." The change in-
volves the cancelling of the trains leav-
ing Duluth and St. Paul simultaneously

at 11 o'clock at night, substituting two
new trains, leaving St. Paul at 4:4s.every
afternoon, and arriving in Duluth at
9:45 p. m. The train from Duluth will
leave there at the same time in the after-
noon, arriving in St. Paul at the time

the train in the other direction reaches
Dululh.

The "Twilight Limited" service will
connect With fast train to and from Ash-
land and will also connect with the South
Shore for Marquette and the copper re-

\u25a0 gion. This will make the time from St.

Paul to Marquette twelve hours. The

trains for this service will be entirely

new and of the most approved-design.
They will include buffet, chair and day

coach cars and will be thoroughly up to

date. The service makes an excellent
companion for the Chicago trains now in
operation by the road.

BUYING THE SHORT LINE,

Vast Scope of the Last Deal of the

Union Paciiic.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.— action of
the directors of the Union Pacific rail-
way in voting to ' increase the - capital

stock of the company to absorb the Ore-
gon Short Line and the Oregon Railway

and -Navigation company is considered in
Wall street as a further step toward the
formation of a Vanderbilt trans-conti-
nental line. With this, transaction the
exclusive ownership of the entire line op-
erated by the Union Pacific from the
Missouri river at Omaha and Kansas
City to Portland. Ore., will be vested in
th-3 Union Pacific.

W. K. VandefJbflt, who, with J. P.
Morgan, put through the deal, has been
in the Wall street district during the
last two years. How fur along the plans
are for consolidation of the Eastern lines
of the proposed. line has not been , an-
nounced. The Eastern lines will, of
course, be the Chicago & Alton from
Kansas City to Chicago, the Chicago &
Northwestern from Omaha, and the Lake
Shore-New York Central line from Chi-
cago to the Atlantic seaboard. The ac-
tion of the directors was at the dictation
of Mr. Vanderbilt and his associates.

They r decided to recommend to ! the
shareholders an increase in the preferred
stock of $25,000,000 to $100,000,000, and an
increase in the common stock of $7,800,-
--000 to $95,000,000.

Have Choice of Roads.

The Grand Trunk has served "" notice
upon the St. Paul-Chicago lines that the
department commander, of the G. A-R.
in South Dakota has'issued- a circular
stating that comrades going to the an-
nual encampment from that state may
obtain a choice of roads returning by de-
positing $3 with the joint.agent in .Phila-
delphia. The statement has not been au-'
thorized. and still further complicates the
present G. A. R. situation. The Grand
Trunk has served notice that it will not
be a party to any such agreement.

War, accompanied, by delegations . from
the 'Northwest, will leave St., Paul this
evening over the Milwaukee* and other.
Chicago lines, and the Soovia St. Ignace
and Detroit, for Philadelphia to attend
the annual encampment.

LEGAL SHOOTING OP PRAIRIE

CHICKENS BEGINS TODAY IN

MINNESOTA

DUCKS CAN ALSO BE KILLED

Quail and Partridge Supposed' to Be

Safe for Another —Execu-

tive AKent Bentner Says There Is

More Big ' Game in Minnesota

Thin Year Than for Many Seasons

Past.

Yesterday was the last day of the re-
stricted season on prairie chickens and
ducks, in fact all feathered game birds
excepting quail and patrtridges. From
the reports received by Executive Agent
Buetner during the last two weeks,
chickens and ducks are unusually plen-

tiful in some localities, and of the latter
there appears to be a great many in all
parts of the state. The heavy rains of
the spring and early summer were very
destructive to the chicken crop.

Ducks are reported as most plentiful
in the Red River valley district and
chickens are likewise very numerous
along the great wheat belt.

Mr. Beutner stated yesterday that he
would seize any game shipped into St.
Paul today. It is an old practice of the
market hunters of shooting several days

before the season open and shipping in

their spoils on the days that the season
opens. This the game warden refuses
to stand for.

Among those who have already left
for the chicken fields, or who are booked
for an early departure, are Fred Schiff-
man, W. L. Perkins Jr., Attorney General
Douglass and "Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral Donahower, - State Auditor Dunn,

Charles E. Gooch, George Bobleter,
George Thomas, 'Eli Warner, Sam Ful-

lerton and a host of others.
The season on quail and partridges

opens one month from today. Illinois and
some of the prairie states have always

been noted for the quail, but Southern
Minnesota every year is the point visited
by a number of the Twin City sportsmen

who delight in hunting the little bird.
The season on aquatic fowl and prairie

chickens closes Nov. 1. '

Speaking of big game yesterday, Mr.
Beutner ventured the assertion that
there were more deer and moose in the
woods this year than has been known for
several seasons. Mr. Beutner recently vis-
ited his home at Proctor Knott, and while
there two large moose were killed on the
right of way of the railroad by the trains.
He has traveled over a greater part of
the state, and is very emphatic; in the
statement that .Minnesota's game ..has'
been better protected this year 'ever,
.before in the history of the state, and the'
violations have been reduced to a mini-
mum.

"I believe that there are more moose
in St. Louis, Beltrami and Lake county
than, any other place in the United
States," said Mr. Beutner. "During the
warm weather the . flies and mosquitoes-
drive them into. the water, and any one
going up any of the branches or tribu-
taries of the St. Louis is sure to see them
standing in the water. * While the cows
are a little shy,, a bull, will often stand
in the water and watch- a canoe go past
within a very few yards without moving.
The season on moose is from Nov. 5 to
Nov 10, and every hunter is restricted to
one moose, and must accompany th? game
if it is shipped: With deer the season is
a little longer, lasting trom the first to
the twentieth of the same month. No
hunter is allowed to kill more than five
deer, and none can be shipped during the
first five days of the season."
