MATCH FINALLY MADE

JEFFRIES AND SHARKEY ARBE TO
FIGHT BEFORE CONEY ISLAND
CLUB OCT. 23

BIG PURSE IS GUARANTEED

Principals Are to Receive Sixty-Six
and Two-Thirds Per Cent of Re-
ceipts, With a Guarantee of $30,-
000 — Men Will Begin Training
the Present Month—Fitzsimmons
to Chiallenge the Winner.

James Jeffries and Tom Sharkey are
finally matched to battle for the heavy-
weight championship of the world. The
battle will take place before the Coney
Island Athletic club on Monday, Oct. 23.
The final arrangements for the meeting
were perfected in New York Friday,
respective
zladiators met and opened the bids for
the battle. There were but two—the
Coney Island and the Lenox clubs. The
former had inserted in its proposition the
guarantee clause of $30,000, and that is
gained for that organization tha
The Lenox club, of
which Tom O'Rourke is manager, was
willing to give as great a percentage
as any organization, but did not offer a
guarantee. There is little difference,
however, in the selection of a club, as

{ O'Rourke is directing matters for Shar-
| key and will virtually be a part of the

Coney Island club, as was Billy Brady
in the Fitzsimmons-Jeffries affair.
SHARKEY IS PLEASED,

The sturdy sailor is delighted that the
match has been made. He is also pleased
that it is to occur in New York state.
Sharkey has stated that he would go
anywhere to meet Jeffries, but would
prefer that the battle occur in-the East,
as he believed that there would be more
in it for the principals, and there was
absolutely no question as to receiving
fair play there. Jeffries is still abroad,
and nothing has been heard from him,

! though it is presumed that he will bs

perfectly satisfied, as his intercsts wers
zuarded by Billy Brady, who, likely, got
none the worse of the pecuniary or other
arrangements. Jeffries will soon re-
turn and will likely begin work for his
meeting with the sailor about the latter
part of September. Sharkey declares
that five weeks will be sufficient for
him.
MEN COMPARED.

What difference there s in the physical
development of Jeffries and Sharkey {is
largely in the former’s favor. Jeffries
He
weigh, In finest shape, above 200
pounds, while Sharkey tips the beam at
about 180. If Jeffries persists in resort-
ing to the crouching attitude in which
he fought Fitzsimmons, then there will
be little advantage in his excess of
height over Sharkey. Thera is little dif-
ference between the men in method of
battle. Each is aggressive, and each
is on the knockout order. It cannot be
said that either Jeffries or Sharkey rank
high as skillful boxers. They do not de-
pend upon their skill anywhere near as
much as did Corbett in his fighting days.
While the big ones may not draw as
great a crowd to Coney Island as did
Fitzsimmons and Jeffries, they should,
for it ought to prove battle royal

SHOULD BE BRIEF.

The contest will ‘likely be bhrief. If
Sharkey starts in to fight, as he usually
dces, and Jeffries presses him, as he did
Fitzsimmons, whom he gave no rest from
start to finish, then the battle should ter-
minate quickly. Sharkey has asserted
that Jeffries will “break ground’ before
he does. That may be true, but it is
doubtful if Jeffries, the champion, can af-
ford to take such chances of an &adverse
decicion in event of a battle to the limit
and a ruling on points. 'That means that
the man who hopes to win without a
knockout must keep going from start to
finish. There is reason to believe that
the fight will be of the hurricane order.
If it should so prove, it will be a corker
while it lasts.. What Sharkey lacks in
avoirdupois he makes up in combative-
ness. He is absolutely without fear, and
fights with all the coniidence of a veter-
an. Sharkeyv is not a pretty boxer, yet

! he is a hard hitter and a dangerous man

in a ring. Among the known fighters of
the class Sharkey is the most likely to
mateh against the conqueror of Fitzsim-
mons. .

METHODS OF TRAINING.

There is little difference in the way in
which the men prepare for a battle. Shar-
key is so fond of hard work that he keeps
his trainers in absolute misery. They
seek to persuade him that he is overdoing
it, but the sturdy sailor will have none
of° that, and keeps his workers trotting
aiong after him. There is less of the en-
ergyv shown by Sharkey in Jeffries at the
outset of work for getting inte shape for
an important contest, but the big Califor-
nian eventually gets down to business and
then there is no loafing for him. Neither
of the men, however, are ihe giuttons for
hard work that Corbett was in kis days
of preparation for battle. Corbett was
well aware that he was not so robust as
the average fighter. He hoped by such
violent methods as he adopted during a
course of training to harden himself, and
he accomplished much in that direction,
though his nervous temperament prevent-
ed his becoming as thoroughly seasoned
as he desired.

LIKES HARD WORK.

“I like hard work,” said Sharkey, dis-
cussing the training question ‘it hardens
a2 man, and makes him equal to great
physical effort. 1 like long work, and
quick werk, and never listen to my train-
ers when they seek to impress me with
the idea that I am overdoing it. I sus-
pect that they are not always disinterest-
ed. They get a bit tired themselves, and
would like a little less of 1t, but I keep
them going so long as I feel In the humor.
They have never complained of e being
lazyv. How glorious one feels after he
has rounded into form. The work is not
work, but pleasure. Your step indicates
vour condition. There is an elastic swing
to it that you fail to notice In the man
who is physically out of shape. And then
you feel like doing something to tax your
strength. You are not afrald of man or
anythng. You want violent exercise. You
are ready to box, wrestle, run, swim,
jump—do anything to give vent to the ex-
hilaration caused by perfect physical con-
dition.

JEFFRIES DIFFERS LITTLE.

Jeffries 1s also fond of hard work, and
takes plenty of it when fitting himself
for a fight. He takes long runs, rows a
beat, skips the rope, punches the bag,
wrestles, rides a bicycle and boxes for
quickness, Unlike Fitzsimmons, Jeffrieg
takes his boxing exercise with a view to
increasing his skill and speed. Fitz goes
at it rough and tumble. When at the
bag, however, Jeffries cut loose, and
shows his tremendous hitting powers.
Jeffries is probably the most careful of
all the pugilists In his eating and drink-
ing, Water is his favorite beverage, and
he gquits the table before his appetite
has been fully gratified. He s a bit
slower than Sharkey, due to his tre-
mendous welght and physical develop-
ment. For it must be remembered that
since the days of Sulllvan, Jeffries is the
heaviest good man the ring has seen.
He is even bigger than was John L. in
perfect shape, Sullivan was best at a
bit below 200. Jeffries goes into the ring

a few pounds above those figures.

HONOR TO THE THIRTEENTH
MINNESOTA

POPULAR WITH THE PEOPLE

Made by the

Visit to the Golden Gate—List of

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal, Aug. 28.—Al-
though San Francisco is practically worn
out by the last four days of festivities in
welcoming the men of the California regi-
ment, she 13 doing all she possibly can
to recover from the exhaustion and ac-
ecrd a warm welcome home to the brave
men of the Minnesota state, who are due
here on the Sheridan early next month.

Of all the volunteer regiments which
passed through San IFrancisco last year,
en route to the Philippines, there was not
cne which made a greater impression on
the people here than the brave men of
Minnesota. “When:they arrived here they
were distingulshed for the fact that of all
the régiments Minnesota was the oanly
one which was thoroughly equipped. Dur-
ing their stay in camp here the soldiers
from the middle West quickly earned the
respect of the citizens of San Francisco,
and ‘it was a rare thing to hear of a
single man of the Minnescta regiment
who forgot the dignity of his state, or his
profession, by getting into trouble, de-
spite the many pitialls of this metropolis.

It is fer the splerdid behavior of the
Minnesota regiment, in marked contrast
to the actions of some of the other or-
ganizations last year and its gallant con-
duet during the campaign in the Philip-~
pines, that the people of San Francisco
are preparing a hearty welcome to the
returning command.

This morning I visited the Presidio for
the purpose of seeing the sick Minne-
sota men and also of inspecting the camp
which will be cecupied by the regiment of
Minnesota men when it arrives home on
the transport Sheridan. Col. Ames, who
is residing in the countvry, is Jooking out
for the comfort of the sick mien who are
new in the hospital, and iIf any proof was
needed that the charges made against
that officer were false, one has but to lis-
ten to the comments of the men of his
regiment who are in the Presidio hos-
pital.

I could write a column of the words
of praise which these brave fellows lav-
ished today on Col. Ames, and I have
no doubt but that they speak in the same
terms in which the entire regiment would
ioin if it was here. It Is a very easy
thing for a few disgruntled men to make
charges against their superior officers,
and naturally these charges grow as
they are spread around.

Of sixty-seven slck Minnesotans who
arrived from Manila on the hospital ships
Relief and Morgan City, twenty have
been discharged in the past two weeks,
and the balance will be on their way
home inside of a few days.

MINNESOTA MEN.
Col. Ames today wrote a letter to Col.
Girard, of the United States hospital

corps, who Is in charge of the division
hospital at the Presidio, asking him to
discharge the men of the Minnescla reg-
iment as soon as possible, as he had been
authorized by the governor of Minnesota
to furnish transportation home to these
men.

After seeing Col. Girard T went over
to Ward I, which Is the headquarters of
the Minnesota sleck men, and told them
that their discharge papers would be is-
sued in the course of twenty-four hours,
and that Col. Ames would start them for
home this week. The men clustered
around me and cheered with delight when
they heard the news, not that they are
sorry to leave the Presldio hospital, but
that they are eager to get home to their
loved ones.

1 asked the men if they had any com-
piaints to make of thelr treatment in the
hospital, and one and all were loud in
their praise of the kind actions of the
military surgeons. To my quesilons they
told me that they did not have to ask
for a single thing, and that thes dainties
of the season were supplied to them day
after day.

“You can tell the people home,” one of
the men said, “that we have been treated
as well as If we had been in the most
costly hospital in the country, and we
are deeply. Indebted to every one of the
doctors end nurges for looking after us.”
. The stay in the Presidlo has worked
wonders with the men, d they look
vastly different to what they dld when
they arrived on the transporis. Then
they were pale and sallow, and thelr
clothes hung loosely on thelr bodies,
while today ﬁk_xel fates show & healthy
glow, and their figurés fill thelr soldler
clothes completely. ey

Through the courtesy of ths colonel
and his aides I was able to seoure a list
of the Minnesota soldlery whose names
appear this morning on the books of the
divislon hospital. Thelr relatives will be
glad to know that all the men are in
gcod copdition and exbl%1 to ge goun

SHERIDAN'S AERIVAL.

The transport Sheridan is looked for
here about the tenth of next month and
all preparations are about complete for
the welcome of the Minnesota regiment
which is on board. Many of the decora-
tions which were put up for the recent
Lhome coming of the Caiifornia regiment
wil! remain in place, ‘but the eiectrical
display will be taken down in a few days,
as it would be too costly to maintain it
until the arrival of the Sheridan.

The plans for welcoming the Minneso-
ta regiment will include a bay welcome
by the officlal committees of the city and
state. As soon as the Sheridan is sighted
the news will be sent by telephone from
the lookout station to the city and the
people will know that the transport is
coming in by the blowing of every steam
whistle, ‘‘sirens” and ships’ whistles on
the water front for twenty minutes Of
course this is contingent on the trans-
port being sighted before sunset, and
should she come in during the night the
news will be announced the next morn-
ing at-sunrise

From the time of being sighted to en-
tering the bay four hours will elapse, and
thus the committees and the reception
cemmittee from Minnesota will have am-
ple time to get down to the water front
and go out to the incoming transport. The
tuge and ferryboats and launches will
proceed out to the bar and escort the
Sheridan up to the quaraniine station oif
Angle Island. As the parade moves up
the bay, every whistle in the city and on
the rront will join in a neisy welcome,
and carry across the water to the soldiers
on the transport an idea of the joy which
the people feel at the return home of an-
other organization of brave volunteers.

After passing quarantine the transport
will proceed further up the bay and an-
chor off Folsom street wharf, where the
United States transport dock s sltuaied.
The soldiers will remain on board during
{he day and that night, and will come
ashore the next morning. Tha citizens'
committee of San Francisco and the Red
Cross society have arranged to give the
scldiers a breakfast in the ferry depot
before the triumphal march thrcugh the
city to the camp at the Presidio takes
place.

Maj. Gen. Shafter informed me today
that he would make the same arrange-
ments for the parade to the camp as he
had formulated for all regiments which
have returned. There will be an escort
of cavalry and artillery from the Pre-
sidio, with the Third Artillery band, rep-
resenting the United States army.

GOVERNOR IN LINKE.

Following the regulars will come the
governor of Minnesota, with the reception
committee of that state in carriages, the
citizens’ committee in carriages, and then
the Minnesota regiment, led by its band
The rear of the procession will consist
of a volunteer regiment, but at present
it is impossible to say which one will
be selected, as it all depends on the mus-
ter out of the regiments now in camp.

A few days after the Minnesota regi-
ment goes into camp at the Presldiq the
entire regiment will be entertained by
the citizens of San Francisco at the vari-
ous theaters, and there will probably be a
supper served to the men on the same
night,

The camp at the Presidio is in marked
conirast to that of Camp Merritt, where
the Minnesota regiment and many others
lived last year. he criminal actions of
the officlals who placed the troeps in
Camp Merritt, which was formerly the
Bay District track, and part of which
was formerly a cemetery, resulted in the
death of many of the volunteers. The
Fresidlo could not be improved upon as
& oamp for the returning soldiers, for it
i{s hilly and drains well into the bay, and
there are thousands of beautiful shade
treeg that cut off the chilly winds which
blow at this time of the year. The gov-
ernment has profited by its experience
with the Atlantic coast camps, and the
Tegwt Js sbowy in

i uildings and other equipments now

t the Presidio. The voyage across the
Pscific will do wonders for the Minneso-
ta men and during the three weeks they
will be in camp here previous to the mus-
tar out the bracing air and delightful sur-
roundnge of the Presidlo wiﬁ help to
give them renewed health and strength

o réturn to thelr homes and once again
S%ﬁeg the work of civil life, which they

snderad eArly last year to go forth
in defense of the nation’s honor.
