Yesterday was South St. Paul, as well
as Farmers' day, at the state fair. Pos-
sibly the latter were out in larger num-
bers, but the ltve stock men were certain-
lv more in evidence and presented the as-
sembled city and country folk with a
sight that was well worth seeing. The
commission men, employees of the Union
Steck yards, representatives of Swift &
Co., W. E. McCormick, Haas Bros., South
St. Paul Horse Exchange &and other
South St, Paul industries, assembled at
the stock yards main gate at 12 o'clock
ond, headed by the Minnesota State
band, the services of which were ten-
dered by Lennon & Gibbons, who have it
engaged for the week, paraded up to the
West Side, across the Robert street
bridge, up Robert street to Seventh, up
Seventh to Wabasha, and from there on
out to the failr grounds over the Como
Avenue route.

The spectacle was an imposing one as
it passed through the streets of the city.
At the head was a squad of mounted po-
licemen and following them came the
Minnesota State band. Then came car-
riages with the older commiseion men
preceding the wagons of the business
iilrms and the carriage of the Globe, the
only daily im the Twin Cities that pays
special attentlon to the local live stock
markets and prints a complete and accu-
rate account of each day’s business. Fol-
lcwing all this came the commission man,
thelr employes, and the employes of the
stock yards on bronchos.

STATE RECORD GONE

GILES NOYES DOES THE TRICK BY
PACING AT THE STATHB
FAIR

EIGHTEEN THOUSAND SAW IT

Although Carded Second, the 2.07
Pace Was Called First, and Tom
Ogden Drew the Pole, but With-
out Reaping Any Benefit From It
—At the Wire Noyes Showed a
Clear Nose.

Some of the fastest racing ever seen
in the Northwest made Frlday-,'
usually dull after the excitement of in-
terurban rivalry on the two days preced-
ing at each annual fair, this year one of
the best of the week, and the 18,000
people present, or a laige share of them,
saw the track pacing record in a race
broken twice, while the second crash
carried with it the state record.

A wind, almost due west in its course,
had thoroughly dried the track which
had been heavy for the earlier days ot
the meeting from recent rains, and yet
few looked for Giles Noyes, even with
his splendid 2:05% performance at Du-
buque, to get within two seconds of it
on a track that has generally been con-
sidered fully that much slower under
ideal meteorological conditions.

But Noyes won the race, and while he
did not get within his former record
by a quarter of a second he gave the

{ ecrowd two pleasant surprises and gave
| the Hamline track and the state of Min.
! nesota lower race marks than they have

ever before known.

Although carded second, the 2:07 pace
was called first. Tom Ogden drew the
pole, but it proved of little advantage to
him, as Sally Toler went ahead in the
first turn, and they made a pretty drive
down into the wind. As they entered
the back stretch, however, Noyes came
to the fore and held the lead all the
way around to the wire from the first
quarter, although Ogden came up brave-
ly in the finish and gave the Caffrey
blood plenty of action to keep warm
the rest of the way. Down the stretch
they came at breakneck speed, seemingly
neck and neck, and the siizht:s. mishap
would have proved fatal to either’s
chances. But Ogden was unequal to the
task set for him and at the wi.e Noyes
showed a clear nose and ears in front,
and Carnathan’s fine drive profited him
but second. The announcemer.t that the
time was the fastest ever paced in a
race on the track was greeted by en-
thusiastic cheers, and while scme were
disposed to cavil at the truth of the
statement, Noyes’ honors were worthily
won, for Directly fixed the record at
2:07Y% Friday of the 1898 fair, both per-
formances disputing the truth of the Fri-
dy and ill-luck superstition, at least so
far as concerns the horse world.

The large
fleld promised a good race, and the prom-
ise was in a measure fulfilled, as the
heats were split up when dusk settled
over the track and the conclusion of the
race was postponed until this afternoom.

Ina King ingratiated herself a hot fa-
vorite by going out and winning the first
heat *with comparative seae. The mare
held the lead from the start, but was
given an exciting brush in the stretch by
Mollie O, Tim Donovan and Dan Patchen,
who came along close behind, well to-
gether. The rush came too late, however,
and Ina King landed a winner by a
length. Moilie O was second, Tim Dono-
van third and Dan Patchen fourth, with
the others strung out from one to half
a dozen lengths apart.

PARACHUTE WOULDN'T WORK.

Looked for a While Like Another
Balloon Fatality.
it

More than the usual excitement attend-
ed the balloon ascension yesterday, al-
though fortunately it was not attended
by serious personal injuries to the aero-
naut, Victor Francis. So high was the
wind during the early afternoon that
many doubted the hardihood of the bal-
leonist to make the ascent, and when the
big sack was finally inflated, nearly every
eye In the ground was tyrned on it.

The ascent was entirely successful in
spite of the gale blowing, the big airship
striking off to the southeast and rapidly
upward. Soon it reached the limit of its
upward rise, apparently, and began to
sail almost at a tevel.
was not cut loose. Some thought that
the balloonist was over the river and was |
waiting to get out of range of the water,
but the onlookers who had equipped
themselves with field glasses insisted that
they could see the aeronaut tugging in
vain at the rope which should cut his
.umbrella-like safety device loose. The
huge vessel grew larger in the sight, and
its descent became easily measurable to
the naked cye: And yet the parachute
wag not cut adrift. Rapid, too, was the
descent of the balloon. The parachute
bagged a little as it hung looszely below
the descending alirship, but not enough
to break the rapidity of the fast accel-
erating descent. Fortunately for the
aerial passenger, however,his descent was
in an open field southwest of the North-
ern Pacific shops, and what otherwise
might have been a serious accident was
ma®e much less serious by dropping in a
field. Down eame aeronaut and para-
chute, and on top of both the now nearty
collapsed balloon. ; :

There was a moment of terrible sus-
pense in the graad stand, and along the
brow of the ridge facing the Snelling
avenue gate, from which vantage points
alone the descent was visible, but in a
fraction of a minute, perhaps, that seem-
ed much more, the tiny black speck that
represented the aeronaut could be seen
bobbing around looking after the air en-
gine.

“l1 couid not get the parachute cut
loose,” said the aeronaut, a half hour af-
ter his descent, ‘‘the ropes having become
entangled by the wind. But I fared very
well as long as the balloon rose steadily,
and while I came .down more rapidly
than wuas really comfortable and struck
the ground a little harder than usual,
no bones were broken: I was shaken up
somewhat, but only for a little whire.”

SUDDENLY ' CALLED.

One of the Fair Officiais Dies at St.
Luke’'s Hospital.

Charles T. Fish, for thirty-five years
a traveling man for Northwestern agri-
cultural houses, dled at'St. Luke’s hos-
pital of hemorrhage of the lungs shortly
before noon yesterday. “He had been
troubled for years with ‘tuberculosis and
locomotor ataxia, which had compelled
his retirement from “the road,” and after
e term as manager for the Racine Wagon
and Carriage company, ' with headquar-
ters at Fargo, he retired from active
business life. His familiarity with all
branches of farm machinery had qualified
him for selection as assistant superin-
tendent of machinery of the state fairs of
1804, 1895 and 1896, and this year his
health, being considerably improved, he
became a marshal at the grounds.

On his arrival at the fair grounds yes-
terday morning he complained of feels
ing unusully tired and sat down on ths
sidewalk, near Snelling and Langford
avenues, where he shortly after suffered
a severe hemorrhage. Patrolman Der-
rick, of Minneapolis, removed him at
once to the women’s hospital in the fed-
erated club building, and he was taken
soon to St. Luke's hospital, where he
died almost immediately on his arrival.

Mr. Fish lived at 770 Rondo street with
his mother, Mrs. Nancy Fish, He leavea
a brother also, Leslie B. Fish. The
fmily was related to the late Hamiiton
Fish, of New York.

Coroner J. C. Nelson, who had been
the family physician for a number ot
vears, viewed the remains and decided
that no inquest was necessary.
