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contrast to the ominous background of
the threatening heavens.

Along the shore to the south of Manila
faint glimpses of the villages of Las
Plr.as, Paranaque, where- we landed more

than a. year before; Bacoor, Cavite and
Viej could be seen through the tropical

foliage.

r by was Cavite, in her trimming of

white, the most conspicuous structure be-
ing that of the old arsenal, whiGh suffered
so from the guns of Uncle Samuel's sea
dogs on that memorable May day, and
near the shore around the town and Sang-

ley Point, the station of the Spanish fleet
that essayed to do battle with the fleet
of Dewey, protruded from the blue water

of the bay a reminder of the awful fate

that befell so many hundred of the haugh-

ty dons. Rocky emera.'d-crested Corregi-

dor was passed at about 8 o'clock, and
soon we were out upon the rolling China
sea, which wa3 unusually rough.

A HEAVY SEA.
The following afternoon, Aug. 13, the

anniversary of the fall of Manila, the

liorthv.-est point of Luzon was left be-
hind and we were steaming along small
rocky islets which dotted the sea on eith-

er Mile of the boat.

Smooth sea and line weather was the
order until the morning of the 16th, as we
neared Nagasaki, when a heavy sea
struck us, and under a strong wind, the
boat rolled and pitched, and the first men
to become sea sick made their way to
the railings. It was about 1:30 p. m. when

the Sheridan steamed Into the narrow
mouili of ttie haibor of Nagasaki and
anchored a half-milo from shore. Scores
of sampans were bobbtog up and down
alongside the Sheridan ere permission
•way granted at 3 o'clock to men to go
ashore. Not many minutes elapsed be-
fore the jinriksha men were doing a
rushing business, and blue coats, and
brown coats, too, for the South Dakota
men wore, khaki uniforms, were to be
seen all over Nagasaki.

Nagasaki is a pretty place to look at
from the bay, snugly hogging the spten-
dld harbor, with tall bluiTs, almost: moun-
tains, towering up above It on all sides.
It ha.s a pretty park upon the bluffs over-
looking' the city and the harbor, and Its
temples are many and wonderfully odd.
There were many interesting sights about
the city and the men visited them all,
Baw everything that was to be seen, and
camti away with a good opinion of the
Japanese people, especially the women,
whom they voted as very pretty, bs-
witching little ladles.

VISITOR FROM SHANGHAI.

Consul John Goodnow came In on the
City of Rto Janeiro from Shanghai Aug.
17 to see his regiment, as he expressed it,
and spent the time, up to his departure
the following day, in renewing old ac-
quaintances.

Three days were spent in Nagasaki to
allow for coaling the Sheridan, which was
done in the most primitive manner by
men, women and children, who passed
baskets oi.' coal from one to another Into
the. ship from barges.

Before arriving at Nagasaki the men of
the two regiments wore informed that any-
one desiring to go overland by rail to Yo-
kohama might do so. A number of officers
and men took advantage of the oppor.
tunity and were repaid by a very pleasant
trip, stopping at the more important
points and places of interest Those
who remained aboard ship have no occa-
sion to regret not having taken the
overland trip, for the course was through
the inland sea of Japan, than which
there Is no finer scenery In that part of
the globe.

Leaving Nagasaki at 4:40 o'clock on tha
afternon of Aug. 19, the straights were
passed before daybreak the following
morning. It was with a sense of re-
gret when, at last on the evening of
Aug. 21, the panorama passed from view
like a dream.

Passing out into the Pacific again, as
the stars began to twinkle, the good
ship Sheridan plowed the briny deep foi
a few hours and then came to rest in
the outer harbor of Yokohama, at about
8 o'clock on the morning of Aug. 22.

Pleasant was the surprise that was
In store for the* men when they got
ashore. Cards with the following an-
nouncement printed in neat American
style were handed to each man when
the steamer was yet In the outer harbor:
"Bureau of information. The American
ladies of Yokohama, under the. auspices
of the American Asiatic
have established a bureau of information
at No. 16 Bund, to which the officers
and soldier 3of this transport are In-
vited. Any desired information may lie
obtained regarding- objects of Interest In
the vicinity of Yokohama, Tokio, etc.
Some of the particulars of which are
given below." Then follows rates of fares
for hire of jinrlkshas, railway time ta-
bles, Yokohama to Toklo, Yokohama to
Kamakura and sampan fares.

Arriving on shore and visiting No. 10
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Bund the soldiers were surprised to find
the building decorated with United States
flags, bunting, etc., and were met by pret-
ty American ladies, who made them feel
at home. Inside the building %vere chairs
and tables, and information regarding
Yokohama and vicinity were available
by means of maps and other printed
matter at one's disposal. A very neatly-
engraved "plan of Yokohama" presented
by the ladies' committee to the American
volunteers enabled one to search out all
the points of interest in Yokohama. Aft-
er getting your "fill" of information you
were respectfully invited to "step around
the corner" and get your "flll"of edibles
at a large tent at the side of the bureau
of information.

Lunch waa served from 11 to 1 o'c?o:k
for the two days that the soldiers *vere
given short leave and ice cold drinks
were available all day. Among the many
thoughtful arrangements for the soldier*
comfort were washstands in the rear of
the building. The generous hearted la-

dies had also hired a public bath house
for the exclusive use of the soldiers,

and a little slip with an inscription in
Japanese and a jinriksha was all that
was necessary for one to find his way

to the place where a hot or cold bath,
with soap and towels, was to be had for
the taking.

All this true patriotic American hospi-
tality was* furnished by the American
ladies of Yokohama to the men of the
South Dakota and Minnesota regiments,

as it had been to every regiment that was
so fortunate as to visit Yokohama since
the Hancock passed there. The American
Asiatic association was formed by the la-

dies of Yokohama, for the express pur-
pose of looking to the welfare of the
United States volunteers and regulars

who were returning home after their term,

of service in the Philippines was at an
end.

LADIES' COMMITTEE.

The idea of organization was conceived
by Mis. Gowey, wife of American Consul
Gowey, after the transport Hancock had
been In port. A call for a meeting of
the American ladles of Yokohama was

made In the local press, and at the meet-
ing held at the consulate fifty ladles were
present, the organization was formed and
the work taken up enthusiastically by

all. There are only about fifty families,

or 467 Americans, in Yokohama, and the
work of attending and providing for the
comfort of several thousand men is no
small undertaking, but the work has been

carried out admirably by these magnani-
mous ladles, and too much praise cannot

be bestowed upon them. Appended are
the names of the ladies to whom the sol-
diers, their families, the state from which
they come and the nation are indebted
for such royal hospitality as was accord-
ed Uncle Sam's soldiers in that far-away

land:

Ninth and Nlcollet, in the See block, Min-
neapolis, while tha latter has a brother
who is one of the proprietors of the Hack-
ett Hardware company, St. Paul. The

Coltons have been in Japan ten years,
Mr. Colton being engaged in the mercan-
tile business.

The two days spent in Yokohama, Tok-
lo and vicinity were enjoyable ones,
passing all too quickly.

FAREWELL TO YOKOHAMA.•
Aut;. 24 at 10:20 a. m. the Sheridan

weighed anchor "and steamed out of the
harbor. As we glided by the training: ship
of the Argentine Republic, which was an-
chored in the outer harbor, the band on
that ship struck up tfie "Star Spangled
Banner," and received rousing cheers in
return. The weather in Yokohama was
extremely hot and oppressive to the Mln-
nesotans, dreß3<Ml In their blue uniforms,
but when the ocean was reached a de-
lightful cool breeze was blowing, which
continued the following day and gradual-
ly increased into a gale from the north-
east on the 26th of August

Tho temperature fell materially, and
everybody put on all their heavy clothing
they had. Blankets were not enough cov-
ering at night, and overcoats w.ere
-brought into requisition. Some even had
to sl^ep with their coats on to keep
warm, On the 27th it was colder and the
sea wa.3 very rough, only 278 miles being
traveled in twenty-four houra. In addi-
tion to the Jisagre«abls cold weather rain
fell, which was succ«?dod by a cold misty
fog. Aug. 2& the sea had become calmer,
only to be succeeded the following day by
a heavy gale, which lastel until Aug. 31.
The big ship lay in the trough of the
sea, and was tossed and thrown about
like an eggshall on tho huge waves,
which broke over the ship and washed its
decks.

The good ship rolled over on her sides
until the main deck railings dipped In the
sea, and ofttimes It seemed doubtful tomany whether she would right herself
again.

During the nights of Aug. 29 and 30 thesea was so tempestuous and the boat
rolled, tossed and pitched so that every-
thing on board not fastened down was
thrown to the decks and rolled back acd

forth with t^te plunging of the boat. A
number of rmV« were more or le3g bruised
by being thrown on the deck, but none
seriously hurt. The weather was rough

and cold until after the 180th meridian
v.as crossed, when the temperature be-
gan to rise and except for occasional
banks of fog the weather was agreeable.

PRAISE TUB REGIMENTS.

San FrancUoo Newspapers Contain

(<»iiil)llmeu(»ry KditorinlM.

SAN FRANCISCO. Sept. B.—The San
Francico papers speak very highly this
morningr of the" Minnesota and South Da-
kota volunteers. The Call says under the
heading:

GALLANT MINNESQTANS: SPLENDID
WAR RECORD.

The Thirteenth Minnesota regiment
sailed from San Francisco on the City of
Para with the third military expedition
on June 27, 1898. Though half of the regi-
ment were recruits of but six weeks'
training when they arrived at Cavite they
soon proved that they were something
more than exhibition soldiers. In the as-
sault and capture of the city of Manila,
on Aug. 13, this gallant regiment led of
the columns in advance on the Spanish
works, and though twenty-six of their
number fell, three of whom were mortally
wounded, there was no halt or falter with
them until the sight of the Stars and
Stripes floating over the walled city an-
nounced the surrender of the foe. A well
merited tribute to the good discipline of
this regiment was its selection for pro-
vost duty in ihe city when the attitude of
the Filipinos began to indicate trouble.
They were employed on this duty under
the direction of Gen. Hughes, when the
outbreak came on the night of Feb. 4, and
!n the trying scenes of the three days and
nights that, followed they proved them-
selves tactful, vigilant and brave.

Soon after the regiment was sent to the
front and from that time on until the end
of May, they were on continuous duty,
picketing, marching or fighting, and the
roll of dead and wounded bears good evi-
dence of how faithfully they stuck to
their work. On Feb. 22 in the engage-
ment before Mafobon, they lost In a very
short time two men killed and ten wound-
ed, but they cleared everything before
them. On the re-brlgadlng of the regi-
ments, March 19, they were assigned to
Hall's brigade of MoArthur's division,
and took part in the long stretch of fight-
ing of March 24 to 27, from Malabon to
Mlralae, in which they lost three men
killed and 'twelve wounded. On April 10,
while in reserve at Miralae they repulsed
an attempt by a large force of the enemy
to break MacArthur's line of communica-
tion with Manila, losing three men killed
and fifteen wounded. Their conduct on
this occasion was that of veteran soldiers
and earned official mention.

When Gen. Lawton's flying column was
started from Novaliches northward the
Thirteenth Minnesota, with the Second
Oregon, marched from Miralao and Bo-
cave and joined him near Marunco. From
that time until the capture of Can Isidro
and return therefrom, they remained un-
der his command, taking part in the va-
rious fights at Balinag, Mansin, San Mi-
Kuel and San Ildefonso, with a loss of 7
men killed and 15 wounded, among: the
former being their brave and much la-
mented Maj. Arthur H. Diggles, who was
killed by a Filipino sharpshooter on May
8 at Balinag.

And this under "Brave Boys From the
Blizzard State:"

Not one body of troops among them
all comes back from the Philippines with
a finer record as soldiers and fighting'
men than the g-allant First South Dakota
regiment. From the inception of the Fili-
pino trouble en the night of Feb. 4. to
the capture of Calumplt on April 25, they
bore most gallantly their full part In <?h9
very forefront of the American advance,
as Is well attested by the official casualty
return from ereryone of the many hard
fought fields by which MacArthur won
his way from Caloocan to the Rio Grande
river.

Beginning with the fightinsr at Blnaldo-
church, between Santa Mesa and Oaloc—
can, on Feb. 5 and 6, when they lost 7
men killed and 8 wounded, until tke
former numbers 58 and the latter 89 men.
They suffered most severely In the en-
gagements Incident to the beginning of
MacArthur's advance toward Malolos,
Feb. 24 and 25, when between Cafoocan
and Palo they lost 12 men killed and 33
wounded, and on Hale's advance along
the north side of the river from Qulngua
to Calumpit and the capture of the latter
place, when their list of casualties was
34, of which 9 were killed and mortally
wounded. The death roll shows a lartre
percentage of non-commissioned officers,
with four lieutenants. Hartlnß', Morri-
son. Adams and Lien, the latter belnjr
the adjutant of the regiment.

The South Dakota regiment mustered
1.006 strone: on leaving San Francisco for
Manila. The first detachment, consisting
of two battalions, sailed on July 23 on the
transport Rfo Janeiro, and the remainder
followed on the St. Paul July 23. Though
coming- from a country of extreme cold,
where the blizzard often dragged the
mercury down to 6fl (?) degrees below
zero, these hardy, brave-hearted boys en-
dured the extreme heat Incident to their
passage across the Pacific without se-
rious hurt and without a murmur of dis-
content, and so did they all the hard-
ships of their camping and camnalsrninff
under a sweltering heat In the fever In-
fested fields and swamps of Luzon."

MORE PRAISE.
The Chronicle, speaking 1 of the work

of the regiments, says:
South Dakota on the firing line from

early till late and Minnesota dividlner her
time between policing plot-rWden Manila
and doing fighting at the front is the
story in brief of these two fine organiza-
tions from the Northwest.

It was the Minnesota regiment that
saved Manila from being burned by
treacherous Filipinos, who shot at sol-
diers as they were extinguishing the
flames. It was this same regiment that
prevented outbreaks and massacres in
the city, that guarded the prison and re-
strained native criminals. MaJ. Bean, of
the Thirteenth, formerly a sheriff In Min-
nesota, was in charge of the Presidio, in
Manila, and wrought marvelous changes
for the better in prison methods, expos-
ing corruption and thieving that had ex-
isted for years among the Spanish. It
was the Minnesota boys also that were
the best friends of the Californiana In all
the Philippines. The First and Thir-
teenth were together as brothers, and
together they will be again as soon as
the Minnesotas land.

STILLWATER DELIGHTED

With the 7fe\rm of the Arrival at the

dan at San Francisco was not generally
circulated in StiHwater until the arriral
of the morning- paper yesterday, and Still-
water people were more than delighted
when they learned that the Thirteenth
had arrived at San Francisco. Mayo*
Armson sent a telegram of congratula-
tions to Capt. E. M. Conrad, of Company
X, and told him of the good things in
store for the boys when they arrived
here.

The report that all were well on board
the Sheridan was exceptionally pleasing
to the anxious parents who had awaited
news of the arrival of their boys at the
Golden Gate. It was the principal taplc
of discussion yesterday and universal re.
gret was expressed because Gov. Lind
and his party had failed to arrive there
prior to the arrival of the transport

PLENTY OF FRICTION.

South Dakota Tieitlment's Officers at
Outs as "Well an Mlnne«otans.

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. B.—Although
the troops on board the transport Sheri-
dan, which returned from Manila last
night, have not yet been allowed to land
several officers of both the Minnesota
and South Dakota regiments were given
shore leave today and gladly took ad-
vantage of it. From them it was learn,
ed there has been considerable trouble
between the officers of the South Dakota
volunteers, both in the Philippines andduring the voyage home, as the result
of which Surgeon Major "Warner, Lieut.
Col. Stover and Lieut. Horace X. Batesare now said to be under arrest awaiting
an official investigation into the charges
preferred against them by Col. Frost,
of that regiment. None of the officers
would discuss the affair, however, nor
could any definite information be ob-
tained on board the transport.

Considerable feeling was also erinced
by the Minnesotans against their former
commanding officer. Col. Ames, who was
invalided home Borne months ago and
has awaited the return of his -regiment
in this city since his convalescence.

He said they were recognized as
among the best volunteers', If not the best
there «nd when-difficult w;orl£ was under-
taken the Thirteenth was always in the
lead. He speaks highly of Its officers and
also speaks highly of Col. Ames, who
seems to have the good will of a'majorlty
of th« rank and file. M5. Whelan's wound
has healed and causes him little trouble.

SAMOA SENSATION.

British Corre»pom<fent Deprecates
American-English Actions.

CHICAGO, Sept. B.—John G. Leigh, who
has been in Samoa for three months In-
vestigating the political situation as cor-
respondent of the London Times, arrived
in Chicago today. In an interview he
said:

"My Investigations inspired me with
the shameful part played by the repre-
sentatives of my country and America
in the events which led up to the hos-
tilities of last winter. It seems to me
that Justice Chambers and Consul Maxse

tried to see just how offensive they could
make themselves to Consul Rose. They
systematically ignored him, and pursued

a line of conduct that it is difficult to
find any justification for. And Admiral
Kautz, on the arrival of the Philadelphia,
followed along in the same lines, seem-
ingly making no attempt to ascertain the
real .condition of affairs. The letters

which he and the English naval officers
sent to the Germans were enough to pro-
voke the latter to retaliatory action. In
my opinion the Germans showed a patient
and enduring spirit."

YELLOW FEVES.

Within Twenty-foar Hours.
Thirty Xew Cases and Two Deaths

KEY WEST, Fla., Sept. B.—Thirty cases
of yellow fever have been reported during

the past twenty-four hours, including

two cases previously omi-tted. The total
number occurring to date so far as is
known is 127. Two deaths have been re-
ported during the past twenty-four hours,
making the total number of deaths nine.
The weather is still very warm and
favorable for the spread of the disease.

PUZZLES POLICE.

Sensational Svlcide Case Is Agitat-

ing Racine, Win.

RACINE, Wis., Sept B.—A sensational
suicide is the absorbing topic here today.

An unknown woman committed suicide hi
East Park, last night. Today a man by
the name of Helling identified the body
as that of his daughter Amelia. So sure
was he as to identity that he made prepa-
rations for the funeral of the girl. Just
as the details were completed Mr. Hell-ing's daughter made her appearance. As
several of Helllng's acquaintances agreed
with him as to the suicide's identity a
great sensation resulted. The police are
now endeavoring to establish the true
Identity of the victim.

The cash price of
Brazilian coffee was yesterday the lowest
on record, being 5%c, or %c below any
previous figure. The low prices now cur-
rent are due to the enormous world's sup-
ply and the expectation that the new crop
will reach 11,000.000 bags.

WASHINGTON. D. C, Sept. B.—Presi-
dent McKinley may find it inconvenient
to go to Chicago in October to lay the
corner-stone of the new postofflce. The
attempt to make the corner-stone laying
an international event, with the president
of the United States acting as the mas-
ter mason, has enabled the union men
to involve the government in the contest
between the contractor arid the granite
cutters. The treasury department has

But the arrangements to have President
McKinley lay the stone has directly in-
volved the government so that it must
recognize the union or refuse that recog-
nition. The president is annoyed, and he
may find himself too busy to go to Chi-
cago.
