Irman Head delivered an address inexplanation of the call for the confer-• He said in part:

"The Civic Federation of Chicago is a
j organization, embracins init;- membership a goodly proportion of theactive business and professional men ofour city. Some months since it reali-iedthat no topic seemed so widely discu^seias what was designated by the general

titlo ot 'trusts'-and that, too, upon no
current topic was there so widespread
and general an ignorance and confusionof idea?. There seemed to us a cryingneed for education upon the subject- of
hi. education which would show the broaddistinction between the various tradecombination and trust, and to promo'e
Bucn education this conference is now Insession.

"It is not a trust or an anti-trust con-ference, but a conference in eearch oftruth and light. With this end in view,the nttondanco has boen solicited of menof every shade of opinion upon the gen-
eral subject; from the men who regardtrusts ana trade combinations a« thestanding menace to our national prosper-ity, and even to the perpetuity of our
FVfUem of government; to those who feelthat trade combinations and large aggre-
gations of active capital are slmplv" a-iactive evolution In the development ofour industrial and commercial life, ann
that such aggregations are absolutoiy
necessary to compete with the vast accu-mulations and experience of the older
nations, and their almost total controloutside of food products, of the marketsof the world. TVe are also to hear from
those holding: views between either ex-treme; those who believe In the value of.combinations Pfop&rly organized, but•who recognize }n the reckless and exces-
nive capitalization of many of such com-
binations &. psnl loading "to widespread
panic and distress from such Inflated
Stocks being &bsorbed by the small in-
vestors, whose savings may be thus in
Rreat measure lost.

"We hopo to hear the general subject

discussed from all possible standpoints—
from the view not only of the organizers
of the combinations, but also from the
workmen and customers of the industrial
corporations. We hope that light will bo
thrown upon the difference between the
class of trusts which tend to monopoly
and the industrial combinations which in
many cases seem to be to the advantage
of all."

Prof. Jenks followed, with a paper
under the caption "Problems Before tho
Conference."

It was 1 o'clock before the paper was
finished, and an adjournment was taken
until 3 o'clock.

Chairman Head requested the delegates
to remain a few minutes in order to or-
ganize more completely, and to decide
upon the committeemen.

The afternoon session opened with a
paper by Prof. Adams on the same sub-
ject as his predecessor, Mr. Jenks.

These addresses were received atten-
tively, but it remained for Dudley

Woo;en, of the Texas delegation, to stir
up enthusiasm of the camp meeting
variety. He was frequently interrupted
by cheering. He spoke in part as follows:

"Accepting in good faith that amend-
ment which the heroic legions of the
South resisted unto death on a thousand
battlefields, we believe that "neither sla-
very nor involuntary servitude, except as
punishment for crime, shall exist within
the United States or any place subject to
their jurisdiction.' And we confidently
assert that the commercial and industrial
bondage being rapidly imposed upon the
toil and talents of seventy million Ameri-
can citizens by the syndicated wealth of
a few gieat corporate monopolies, is more
dire and dangerous than the slavery
which bowed the heads and burdened the
bucks of 4,000,000 Southern b'.ackmen.

"And above and beyond these great un-
written guarantees of equality and jus-
tice, we look to the lessons of history and
appeal to the authority of experience.
When we are told that commercial com-
bination promises golden iewards to the
present tendencies of our economic sys-
tems, we remember that no republic has
ever survived the mercenary despotism
of merchants and money changers."

STICKLER FOR FACTS.
John Graham Brooks, of Cambridge,

Mass., in "Sticking Close to Facts," as
he prefaced his address, spoke in part a?
follows, and was received with consid-
erable applause:

"We do not say a corporation is good
or bad until we know what the corpora-
tion is or does. If the business is prop-
erly safeguarded the corporation renders
a social service as essential as the col-

ge, the library, or the church. If the
larger combinations now under discussion
can be so far controlled as the Boson
street railway and, indeed, most Massa-
chusetts roads are controlled. I should
say the trust is not to be feared, but to
be welcomed. The supreme question that
confronts us is that of possible regula-
tion.

"I submit that the time is at hand for
some kind of wide, thorough and effect-
ive organization. Xor do I believe it open
to doubt that the immense pressure of
this necessity is producing the so-called
trust. It makes itself far more than it Is
made. Men will fight it as they fought
McKinley and with precisely the same re-
sults. I believe it to be the beginning of
practicei sense to understand that the
new combinations can in no sense be per-
manently smashed. The party which pro-
poses to do this, in the sense of abso-
lutely checking them, will have plenty of
leisure to regret it. The real problem,
immediate and imperious, is how to regu-
late and guide the new force that stands
merely for the latest stage of industrial
SToWth."

Mr. William Fortune, of Indianapolis,
president of the Indiana state board of
commerce, made an earnest plea for con-
servative procedure as a more hopeful
course than the application of revolution-
ary or too radical measures to an evolu-
tionary problem. He indicated a grava
doubt of the usefulness of the doctrinaire
in arriving at a rational solution of the
question, lie guardedly suggested the
danger capital may bring to itself by

heedless abuse of its power, and indicated
the importance of it of seeking propei
regulations which will make trust
methods acceptable rather than obnox-
ious to the people, by whose permission
and toleration only can their existence
continue. His speech was a plea for tha
practicable rather than theoretical ap-
proach to the subject, which, in its pres-
ent stage, the speaker believed to be too
Immature to give basis for conclusive
judgment as to the extent of either its
harmful or beneficial effects.

BOERS TO ACCEPT
PEACEFUL SOLUTION OF THE

TRANSVAALTROUBLE AGAIN

SEEMS PROBABLE

XOT A CLOSE TJSE LIMIT

GREAT BRITAIN DOES NOT DE-

MAND a:v answer be made in

FORTY-EIGHT HOURS

REASONABLE TIME TO THINK

All That England Asks Is That Mat-

ter Be Settled as Speedily as Po«-

--stole, la Order That Tension May

Be Removed —Influence of Orange

Free State Being Made Manifest

In Negotiations.

CAPE TOWN, Sept. 13.—1t is asserted
In Afrikander circles here that the Trans-
vaal government will accept the British
note, leaving the question of suzerainty

on the basis of the convention of 1894.
The report as to the time limit of forty-

eight hours arose from the fact that the
British diplomatic agent at Pretoria,
Conyngham Greene, in presenting Mr.
Chamberlain's dispatch expressed a hope

that a reply would be given by the Trans-
vaal government by Thursday.

The Cape Times and the Cape Argus
both consider the British note generous
and conciliatory, and all the papers, in-
cluding the Krugerite organs, assume
that the Transvaal will comply with tha
British demands.

It is believed that the Orange Frea
State volksraad will be summoned to
consider the situation.

Military developments continue and the
work of preparing for emergencies goes
on.

Upon the arrival of the next batch of
British troops the headquarters staff of
the royal artillery will be transferred to
Klmberly, whither a battery will proceed

to protect the diamond mines.
A dispatch from Pietermaritzburg, capi-

tal of Natal, says that the outlanders'
council expresses great dissatisfaction
with the British note, claiming that the
imperial authorities are willingto accept
inadequate concessions in order to avoid
war.

CALMER IN PRETORIA.
PRETORIA, Sept. 13.—A communication

has been received from the imperial gov-
ernment stating that, although anxious
for a prompt reply, the imperial authori-
ties do not desire to tie the Transvaal
authorities down to forty-eight hours.
The reply will possibly come before the
volksraad tomorrow. The decision of the
executive will undoubtedly be Influenced
by the action of the Orange Free State.
The government is still willingto attend
the joint commission originally proposed.

The Transvaal war office denies any
knowledge of the reported offer of 10,000
Irish-Americans to fight against Great
Britain.

The imperial government, when esti-
mating that it did not desire to fix a time
limit, pointed out that its chief desire wa3
only for "reasonable promptness In order
to put an end to the tension."

It is understood that President Kruger
Is awaiting the arrival from Blomfontein
of Mr. Fisher, of the Orange Free State
executive council, before drafting his
reply.

BRITONS ENDORSE NOTE.
LONDON, Sept. 14.—The Times regard?

Mr. Chamberlain's dispatch as "clear,
resolute and earnest, without being per-
emptory, not necessarily an ultimatum,
but a prelude to an ultimatum should the
Transvaal's reply prove unfavorable."

This fairly represents the feeling of the
London morning papers to-day. Even
the Daily Chronicle, which is virtually
pro-Kruger in its sympathies, urges th' 3
Boers to accept "the imperial govern-
ments' reasonable demands, which
threaten no ulterior danger to the inde«
pendence of the Transvaal."

AMERICA INVOLVED.

Citizen of I'nited States Arrested in-
the Transvaal.

MAFEKING, Sept 13.—Mr. McArthur,
v.ho was recently arrested at Seerust, in
the Transvaal, as a spy, and sentenced
to a year's Imprisonment, claims to be
an American citizen. The United States
consul at Kimberly is investigating the
matter. Mr. Eliis, his former companion,
on being discovered at a Boer meeting
in Ladymlt, was tarred and feathered.

NOVEL PROPOSITION.

W. Bonrke Cockran's SunkpsHoii as
to Trnnsvanl Tronble.

NEW YORK, Sept. 13.—Ex-Congress-
man W. Bourke Coekran has written on
open letter to President McKinley about
the Transvaal. The letter in part is as
follows:

"It can hardly be questioned that a
proffer of friendly mediation by you
would suffice to delay, if not to prevent
the threatened invasion of the Transvaal.
A recourse to arms, which might result
in Kindling a fearfully destructive con-
flagration throughout Christendom, on
such questions as those at issue between
Great Britain and the Boer republic,
would be an inj.iry to civilized society
which all the forces cf civilzation should
combine to resist. A ft iendly but urgent
tender of your good ofiices would un-
doubtedly evoke a full and complete
statement of the grounds on which the
peace and integrity of the Transvaal are
threatened. Such a statement would be
a powerful obstacle to hostilities, for it
would enable the civilized world tv form
a judgment on the merits of the contro-
versy, and in all probability that judg-
ment would impose itself on both dispu-
tants. Public opinion is a force which in
these days no nation can disregard."

TARTAR HELD UP. _
Refused Clearance Papers by Brit-

ish Authorities at Honn Kong.
"WASHINGTON, Sept., 13.-The army

transport Tartar, Is detained at Hong
Kong by the British authorities. A
private cable message from Hong Kong
says that complaint was -made by the 400
discharged regulars on board the Tartar
of overcrowding, whereupon clearance
was refused.

The Twentieth Kansas volunteer in-
fantry, with Gen. Funston, is on board
the Tartar, but It Is understood that the
volunteers make no complaint and are
anxious to have a clearance granted the
ship in order that they may proceed
homeward.

The Tartar sails under the British
flag. It Is said that under these condi-
tions she Is subject to the British naviga-
tion laws, as being chartered by the
United States does not entitle her to
American registry. The British consul
can determine whether she complies with
the British navigation laws, and If she
does not he has authority to unload her.
It was stated at the war department

this afternoon that the Tartar matter
had been referred to Ambassador Choate.
which makes an international question
of it. Tha contention of the wax departs

ment is that, notwithstanding the Tartar
is floating the British flag, the assumption
of British authority over her Is unau-
thorized, as she is chartered by the

United States government.

WASHINGTON, Sept. i3.—Col. James

H. Tillman, of Smith Carolina, a nephew
of Senator Tillman, was at the White
house today, and nsked the president to
authorize the organization of an Inde-
pendent company of Indian scouts for

service in the Philippines. It is propos-
ed to make Mr. Tillman. who was colonel
of the First South Carolina regiment dur-
ing the Spanish war, captain of the com-
pany, and Joseph H. Woodbury, "Hole in
the Day," the chief of the Chippewa In-
dians, of Minnesota, first lieutenant, and
some member of the regiment of "rougii

riders" second lieutenant. It is said that
many more of Chippewas are ready to
enlist in case they are allowed to go to

the Philippines as an independent organ-

ization. The president referred his call-
ers to Secretary Root.

officers of the California regiment enter-
tained the Minnesota officers, and the
California companies took charge of the
corresponding companies of the Minneso-
ta regiment. The lunch, was given in the
camp of the Californians, the wives and
sweethearts of the soldiers contributing

to make the affair pleasant. The mess
halls had been cleaned and decorated with
flags, bunting, and a profusion of the
richest flowers. Both hosts and guests

sat down together. The spread was mo.-v
elaborate, and there were speeches of good
fellowship by the officers and men of both
regiments.

Governor Lind this afternoon commis-
sioned First Sergeant Russell R. Bunker
as second lieutenant, vice Trowbridge,
who resigned in Manila to take a posi-

tion with the secret service. There will
be two other commissions for Gov. Lind
to present, as Capt. Bjornstad. Company
H, and Capt. Morgan, of Company L,
have been offered commissions by Pres-
ident McKinley to serve in volunteer reg-
iments. Bjornstad was offered a cap-
taincy in the Eleventh cavalry, now being
organized in the Philippines, and Morgan
in the Thirty-fifth infantry.

LIND WIRES TO WASHINGTON.
Gov. Lind telegraphed today to the sec-

retary of war for permission for the Min-
nesota regiment to take its arms and
equipments home to Minnesota, and sur-
render them there, the regiment desiring
to make a soldierly appearance in the
Twin Cities. Gov. Lind also telegraphed
asking permission for Bjornstad and Mor-
gan to resign now, and be given sixty
clays' leave before joining their regiments,
in which they have received offers of
commissions. Under the law they are
given thirty days to join their regiments

after being mustered out, and both desire
more time to consider the offers and visit
their homes.

Gov. Lee reviewed the South Dakota
regiment this afternoon at 4 o'clock. The
Minnesota and other regiments cheered
the South Dakota men as they marched

from camp to the Presidio parade
grounds. Gov. Lind and his staff went
out on the bay today as the guests of
Congressman-elect Julius Kahn. and in-
spected the forta and warships. Gov.

~Llnd has canceled his arrangements to
visit the state fair at Sacramento, Thurs-
day, but the members of his staff will
go. Many banquets to the Minnesota of-
ficer* and men are now being arranged

for next week.
MEN IN HIGH SPIRITS.

To-day was the first pleasant one en-
joyed by the Minnesota and South Da-
kota men since they arrivtd at th*
Presidio. The fogs of the last few days
were dispelled this morning by a hot
sun, and the camp was sultry. The en« \u25a0

listed men are in excellent spirits and
health. The Presidio camp is an 'deal
one. Out of 12.000 men there is only one
case of typhoid reported at the post hos-
pital this morning.

Gov. Lind was in camp this morning,

and went around the company streets
talking with the men. There is not a
sign of trouble in the Minnesota reglimnt

now over Ames. Officers and men are
most friendly to him.

Gov. Lind will banquet all the officers
of Minnesota at the Occidental hotel Fri-
day night.

The regiment will receive the August

pay Friday. The completion of muster-
out rolls is rapidly being finished, and
they will probably be turned over to
army headquarters early next week.

PREDICAMENT UNFORTUNATE

Proposition to Keep the Philippine*

as Part of the United State*, Says

the Governor, Is Contrary to AH

Principles of This Free Country—

People Should Be Ready to Meet

Issue at the Polls.

MILWAVKEE. Wis., Sept. 13.—Gov.
Scofield addressed a large crowd of peo-
ple at the state fair grounds today, the
occasion being state day at the fair. The
governor devoted a considerable portfen
of his remarks to the Philippine ques-
tion, taking occasion to criticise the policy
of the administration. On the subject of
the Philippines, the governor speke as
follov.s:

"I was among- those who did net be-
lieve this country should be pressed into
a war with Spain. I stiil believe that
that war might have been averted had It
not been for undue pressure on the part
of some of thu members of congress. The
present trouble has corac as a natmal
outgrowth cf the other, and our first
duty in the premises Is to accept the
responsibility. It is the extreme of folly
to talk of withdrawing our troops from
the Philippines at the present time. We
have certain duties to perform, one is
to suppress insurrection and to that end
an army large enough to do it i-romptly
should be furnished; and the next is to
see to it that as rapidly as possible a
stable government fcr the people of that
country is established.

"The president of the United States,
whose conduct from the beginning of the
unpleasant contrversy with Spain up to
the present time has been dignified and
statesmanlike, has recently expressed
some views concerning our future re'.a-
tions to those far-off islands which Boetti
to me to be significant. If the papers
have quoted the president directly as
saying the Philippine islands belong to
this country by right of purchase, and by
this U meant that v/hen the insurrection
is suppressed those Islands shall become
part of United States territory: and if
Ihp policy of the war while it i- in prog-
ress is to be shaped to that end, I believe
a very bc-1 ious mistake may b? made. I
do net think that thio country sho'ildattempt to attach to itsolf a territory
thousand? of miles nr/n--, and an n!i< n
race, that it would take centuri-
amalgamate with ours.
