SHAW FACETIOUS.

Gov. Leslie Shaw, of Iowa, then took
the fioor and, what seemed to many,
facetiously derided the remarks of Gov.
Stephens at the mnrning'sossion. Be-
fore delving into his subjeet he paused
and made 4 motion that the governors
of" Missouri, Tennessee and Texas be ap-
pointed to draft and formulate a biil such
as in their cpinion may safely and ad-
vantageously be passed by the legisla-
tures of the several states, and which
will, in their copinion, ag far as possible,
remedy the evil go universally- acknowl-
edged. The motion was tabled. Gov.
fhaw said in part:

“I regret that the call for this confer-
ence did not include all that is in the
mind of him who issued it. It was evi-
dently the purpcse to make it not only an
anti-trust conference, but an anti-expan- |
sion and a_free trade and free silver csn-
vention.

have been secured, for certainly it would
have then embraced subjects upon which
there are greater differences of opinion
than upon the question of trusts alone. I
was interested and diverted by the ad-
dress of the governor of Missouri, indeed,
for he stated that his state had triumph-
antly exterminated the octopus. I was di-
verted as he told of the downfall of Rome
caused from evils such as now confront
us. I was made to regret that in the ex-
pansion policy of old Rome she did not
acquire some territory as productive of
statesmen as the Louisiana purchase; and
which might then have produced a gov-
ernment of sufficient foresight, a legis-
lature of sufficient wisdom, an attorney
general of sufficient courage and a su-
preme court of sufflclent erudition and
fairness to have successfully coped with
multi-millionaires and bankers which it
was claimed infested the empire, to the
great damage of the common people.

“The remedy suggested by implication
in the two speeches of the forenoon ses-
sion—that of the repeal of all tariff pro-
vigions and through the free coinage of
silve, would, in my oapinion, effectually
break the back of. every trust in the Unit-
el States. It would accomplish this much
in the same way that a fire in a wheat
field temporarily destroys Canada this-
tles, but I have learned from observation
that these pests will spring up again as
soon as conditions are favorable to the
growth of another crop of wheat. I had
hoped that this conference would evolve
some method of effectively dealing with
the evil without resorting to a pralrie
fire so soon upon the heels of the last.

“If a bill should be formulated I shall
give it most careful consideration, and 1f
I consider it feasible, recommend its
adoption in my state,

IOWA EXECUTIVE REBUKED
Gov. Daniel W. Jones, of Arkansas,

being called on, arose, and in vigorous
tones scored Gov. Shaw for his facetious-
ness, sayving this was no time and place
for remarks not tending to a furtherance
of the business before the conterence.
He then made a speech agaiast ‘‘the
monsters,” termed trusts, he having felt
their power among his people. In his
opinion the trusts should be annihilated.
He sald in part:

“I protest against anything like parti-
san politics in this conference. No man
who loves his couatry can fuinish any
defense of these trusts. 1 cannot sce
how any man who loves his country ard
the blessings of iibe'ty, woiuld make any
defense of the tiusts, and still morve,
why any man should induige in anything
like irony and sarcasm. 1 would as soon
laugh over the girave ol my f{reid; &s
soon make merriment in the house of
mourning.

“These gentlemen come here to confer
as to what can be dene for our country.
I can add ncthing to what the governcr
of Texas said this morning., nor a word
to those uttered by the governor of Ccl-
orado. 1 can see but one result, becaurse
when the money of the courntry combincs
to reduce the price of labor and put up
the price of the produ:ts of the combine-
tion I cannot see why there should Le
any difference of opinion But, bevond
that, deeper and broader, is the destruc-
tion of the manhcod of this country, be-
cause it {s proposéd to make machines of
men. When it is propozed to reduce men
to penury and want, it is time to ac-
knowledge the condition of affairs. This
is no time for levity. Tt is a time for
serious consideration, I have not comre
to the conclusion that the Anierican peo-
ple have cr ed a civilization which they
cannot contro!, and the man who so ccn-
tends does not know what he is talking
about. If we have built uo cirperations
through the instrumentality of our ad-
vanced civilization, and if they have be-
come destructive of our form of govern=-
ment, it is time to shear them of their
power, even to destroying them.

“T came here to consult with vou g=n-
tlemen as to what is hest. I propose io
go as far as 1 can, rot oaly In ragulat-
ing, but in absolutely annihilating thece
trusts.”

Gov. Jones was followed by Aitorney
General Edgar C. Crow, cf Missouri, who
spoke to the question frcm the view
point of .a lawyver. He favored the en-
acting of a law In every state, so that
when trusts are organized the quality of
the law shall prevail.

TRUSTS STIFLE INDIVIDUALISM.

W. L. Taylor, attorney general of In-
diana, followed. He said in part:

“I do not join in the sentiment that the
general government and the states can-
not control combinationg of capital. Such
a sentiment is a reflection «¢n th> ability
of the American people for s:lf-gove n-
ment. There is an abundant virtue inp the
people to elect legislatures that will e1-
act ample laws to rezulate or destroy
trusts. The American judiciary can le
relied upon to faithfully construe legis-
lation aleng cons:itutional lines.

‘“We are here by invitarion, to devi e
such laws and to suggest such legis a-
tion as will control or prevent the ¢:m-
binations of capital to the detrimeat of
the peonle, and that will preserve to ite
people the benefits of cormpztition. We
are not here to advocate exparsion cr
anti-expansion, protection or free trade
the £old stadard or the retiring issue of

BATTLE IN A BANK

AN AGED CASHIER IS ATTACKED
AND PROBABLY FATALLY BEAT-
EN BY A STRANGER

CAUSE OF ASSAULT A MYNTERY

ASSAILANT MEETS HIS MATCH IN A
' FARMER, WHO FOUGHT HIM
UNTIL ARRESTED

PRISONER FATALLY WOUNDED

In the Struggle With the Man Who
Came to the Rescue of the Bank

Cashier He Is Shot in the Abdo-

men—Little Town of Palatine, Ill.,
Wildly Excited Over the Peculiar
Affair,

CHICAGO, Sept. 20.—Frederick A. Fil-
bert, the aged cashier of the Palatine
bank, in Palatine, Ill., twenty-six miles
north of Chicago, Is lying close to death
as the result of an attack made upen
him today by a young man who gives
the name of Walter Lawton. The latter,
who is unknown In Palatine, and ap-
parently of good education, is in the
county jall suffering from a bullet wound
in the abdomen which will probably prove
fatal.

Henry Plagge, seventy years of age, &
farnier, whose intervention at a critical
moment prevented the outright murder
of the cashier, is at his home, west of
the village, cut and brufsed and disabled,
as a result of his struggle with Lawton,
whose motive for the assault, according
to his repeated statements, was not rob-
bery.

The attack upon Filbert was made with
a tack hammer, and the aged cashler was
struck at least a dozen times before
Plagge interferred.

The attack occurred at 3 o'clock in the
afternoon. At this hour many of the
residents of the community were thrown
irto a tumult hy hearing the report of a
revolver and the noise of a flerce struggle
in the bank rooms. William Garms, a
farmer, was among the firat to reach the
bank. As he entered he almost stumbled
over the form of Cashier Filbert, who,
with torn clothing and bleeding head, was
feebly endeavoring to crawl through the
open deor. Garms turned and ran into
the street, shouting ‘‘murder,” and then
returned to the bank. Sounds of strug-
giing still came from tlie rear room and
Garms kurried to that apartment. As he
pushed open the glass door he found the
c¢ld German farmer, Plagge, bleeding
from a number cf wounds, but l(ighting
vigorously with a stalwart young man,
who lay or the floor with- Plagge on tcp
of him. A bloody tack hammer and a
revolver with a broken butt lay on either
side of the struggling men. The young
man’s clothing was stained with blood in
the region of the ahdomen.

The crowd which l:ad gathered rapidly
after the alarm had been given, sepa-
rated the two men and took the supposed
robber to the lockup. He was too severely

weunded to offer any resistance, and this |

fact saved bim from violemce at the
hands of the excited crowd that followed
him to jail.

FIGHT IN THE BANK.

Cashier Fiibert was alene In the bank
when Ianwton, whom he recognized as a
visitor of last Friday, who had sought
a loan an a supposed farm, entered. Law-
ton calied Filbert inio the outer office to
consult a4 map which nung on the wall,
and started a quarrel. (iibert is amall
and feeble and could offer little resistarce
to Lawton, who pounded him savagely
cn the head with a small tack hammer.

Repeated blows from the sharp hammer
sent the old man 10 the !loor, but his cries
attracted Farmer Plagge. As the latter
entered he was met by Lawton, who sald:
“Filbert is in the back room, and I guess
therc is somethin:g the matter with him.”

Plag::» pushed open the door and as he
stocped over the prostrate cashier Lawton
struck himm three times on the back of
the head with the hammer. The old
farmer turned and graspel his assaflant
about the knees. Both fell to the floor
and struggled for possession of the ham-
mer. Yach in turn veceivei blows with
it, until Lawton drew his revolver. "The
men then fought for the weapon, and in
the scuffle it was discharzed, the ball
striking Lawton in the abdomen.

Plagge sald he had v idea of how the
revelver was discharged. The wound
weakened Lawton so much that although
he still fought. Plagge had little trouble
in throwing him tc the :oor and holding
him until assistance arrived.

REVENGE HIS MOTIVE.

Lawton was brought to Chicago on a
late train, tonight, and placed in the
county jall. Although it was manifest
that the name of Lawton was assumed,
he having taken the precaution to cut
all initials from his linen before attack-
ing Fiibert,
insisted that he had given his actual
name. He denied that he had entered
the bank for the purpose of robbery, and

HINTS AT NEW HONOR.

Intimation That ArcEbishop Ireland
May Be Made @& Ca#dinal.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 50.—Blshops Mece-
Golrick and Cotter, of, Minnesota, reach-
ed New York a few days ‘ago, after a
visit of seven months in Rome. Bishop
McGolrick said, in speaking of his visit:

“I went in accordance ywith the usual
practice among Roman Catholic bishops
who pay a vislt to the Vatican at least
once In ten years. The ropean opin-
ion of the importanc¢e of thig country, in-
side and outside the Vatican, has won-
derfully changed since the events of the
past two vears. - Heretofore we have been
looked upon in Euraope &8s .a people with a
lot of money to spend. Now there is be-
ginning to be a realization that we are
of growing consequénce among the na-
tions of the world.” -

The significant part of Bishop McGol-
rick’s Interview, however, appears below.
In view of the fact that he Is fresh from
Rome, and, therefore, well Informed,
what he says, although it i{s said diplo-
matically and evasivel¥, about the possi-
bility that Archbishop Ireland is to be
made a cardinal in time, will' posséss in-
tense interest in the whole West. Here
is his exact language:

Archbishop Ireland is ¢verywhere re-
garded in Europe as one of the great
minds of the Catholic church. It may be
that when Catholics are more numerous
in the United States and another cardi-
nal is to be appointed, the cardinal will
be for the West, while Cardinal Gibbons
will continue to represent the Rast. -

This is the Impression which prevails
in Rome, and am B8ure Catholies of
Minnesota will he heartily glad of it.

LOSS OF FORTENES

MEANING OF THE GIGANTIC SPEC-
ULATIVE CONTEST WAGED ON
THE STOCK EXCHANGE

DAY OF DOUBT AND ANKIiETY

RAILROADS DID NOT FLUCTUATE
SO WIDELY AS DID THE LEAD-
ING INDUSTRIALS

NEW MILLING STOCKS OFF

Declined Twenty-Five Points With-
in a Period of Twenty-Four Hours
~No Important Developments in
the' Money Situation, Though Gold
Is Slower to Move Than Hereto-

fore at This Season of the Year.

NEW YORK, Sept. 20.—This was a day
of violent fluctuations and great specula-
tive activity upon the stock exchange.
The movement of prices was so feverish
and uncertain that the disposition among
professional operators was generally to
close up accounts with the day. As a
consequencé, net changes are astonish-
ingly small considering the wide vibratien
during the session.

hannesburg Continues — England

LONDON, Sept. 20.—Desplte all outward
show of calm, Great Britain is in practi-
cally the same condition toeday as was the
United States a few weeks before the
opening of the war with Spain. Beneath
the crust of diplomatic reserve the mili~
tary officials are working night and day,
preparing for the signal to begin hostili-
ties, whether that comes or not.

England {s not geing to be caught nap-
ping any more than the Transvaal. While
Lord Balisbury i{s quetly at home in Hat-
field house Mr. Chamberlain is buried in
work at the colonial office, and double
forces at the royal arsenal and dockyards
are straining every nerve to equip and
transport troops to the Cape.

It may be sat down for certain that
Great Britain will do nothing to precipi-
tate matters, and the colonial office is
far from admitting that the case is hope-
less, while the report that Great Britain
has demanded the dismantling of the forts
at Johannesburg, together with a material
reduction in the armament of the burgh-
ers, the colonial office today would nelther
confirm nor deny, although it is much
doubted.
