Conflicting Statements as to His Be-

havior Under Fire— Capt. Metz, of

Company I>, Proclaimed a» Min-

nesota's Real Day-In-aml-Day-

Ont Hero — Praise for Bjorn-

stad.

Dr. Rudolph Schiffmann and Fred C.
Schiffmann, who went to San Francisco
with the Commerkal club delegation to
meet the Thirteenth regiment, returned
homo yesterday morning. Some of the
other members of the delegation re-
turned yesterday and some today. They

had engaged Quarters at the Occidental
hotel in San 1-Vancisco, and when they

arrived fourd in front of the hotel a
large banner which announced in flaming

letters that there was the headquarters

of the St. Paul Commercial club. Over
the stairway was another banner of the
same import. The Minneapolis delegation
was located at ihe Palace hotel. The
Commercial club rooms were very pop-

ular with the returned soldiers and offi-
cers, as either Fred Schiffmann or Dar
Reese, ard generally both, were con-
stantly on hand to dispense hospitality

In real old St. Paul style and chat with

the boys ah.iut those at home.
Fred Schiffmann, chatting with a

Globe man about affairs in the regi-

ment, said: "j talked with as many as
100 of the boys and -some of the officers
in regard to the charges against Col.
Ames, and as far as I couid ascertain
the feeling against him exists almost en-
tirely among the off'eer.-i. The privates

and non-commissioned oilirers to whom
I talked could not say of their own
knowledge whether the allegations of

"cold feet" were well founded or not.
In regard to that pha93 of the question
they would pimply say they did not know,
but all of them agreed that while Anios
was with the regiment and In command
the boys were well treated, and their
comfort was looked after bc-tter than at
any other time; and, therefore, they de-
clare they will stand by him. They are
inclined to believe that Ames was really
eick when he left the regiment. Only one
of the men to v. horn I talked remembered
to have seen Ames on the firing line, and
he assured me that, althcueh in the
thickest of it Ames was perfectly cool
and showed no evidences of "co.d feet."

"One of the officers, however, told me a
very different story. He said that the
first charges of cowardice against Col.
Ames were made by a private who came
from Minneapolis, and one of Ames'
brother Elks in that city. That man, the
officer stated wrote home, and stated that
he had aeen Ames, on the field, run be-
hind one of the companies, and get be-
hind a stump. An officer also told me
that when Ames was on the sick list at
Manila, he agreed with several of the
officers that if they would use their in-
fluence to have Gen. Otis send him home
as an invalid he would retire as soon as
he reached San Francisco. The fact that
he has not done so is mentioned as
one of the reasons why the officers feel
coolly toward him."

"From what I heard concerning Col.
Reeve I should say that, as an officer,
he had the respect, but not the love of
his men. He certainly was unpopular
with the enlisted men of the regiment,
but I did not hear any of the men say
he lacked bravery. The boys appeared to
think that he was too severe and rigid in
his discipline, and too much inclined to
assume the position of an officer of the
regular army toward his subordinates."

Specking of what occurred after the ar-
rival of the regiment. Mr. Schiffmann
said: "I don't think Gov. Lind and his
staff increased their popularity much by
tendering a banquet to the officers, and
leaving the men out in the cold—in fact
there was considerable unfavorable com-
ment. The soldiers got plenty of ban-
quoting, as it was, and have been hand-
somely treated ever since they have been
at San Francisco, but that slight coming
from their own people was felt."

Mr. Schiffmann stated that Capt. Metz
is by common consent of the men the
hero of the regiment. "All of the boys
unite in saying that Metz is the real
fighter of them all," said he, "and that
he was always in the thickest of it, and
never tired of fighting. Capt. Bjornstad
is also spoken of in the highest terms
for bravery."

GEN. POPE'S STATEMENT.

All His Transactions at r Nankato
Legral and of Record.

Gen.E.M.Pope,state public examiner and
superintendent of banks, returned yester-
day from a fortnight's trip through Wis-
consin and up Lakes Michigan and Su-
perior lr> search of health.

During his absence the 'St. Paul Dis-
patch published a long article relating to
what it pleased to terra, "A Peculiar
Transaction" on the part of &lr. Pope,
while a member of the Mankfcfto library
board, the evident purpose of which was
to place the public examiner' in a bad
light before the public.

Yesterday the Dispatch, Kthro.i;gh one of
its reporters, asked Gen. Pope for a state-
ment in regard to the matter, and was
furnished with this statement, which did
not appear in the issue of that paper last
evening:

Internal Revenue Job.

CLOSE TO A THOUSAND
RAPID PROGRESS BEING MADE BY

THE FORTY-FIFTH

INFANTRY

RECRUITING GOES ON APACE

It Is Possible That the Raw Troops

May Get Some Rifle Practice at

Lake City, bat It Is More Probable
That They Will Be Taken on
to San Franclaeo for That Prac-

tice.

One hundred new recruits were en-
rolled upon the roster of the Forty-fifth

regiment at Fort Snelling yesterday, and
several large squads from various sec-
tions of the country were reported on
the way and will arrive at the camp to-
day.

It is expected that a large number will
visit the camp today, as It la close to the
government road, which is one of the
most popular drives in the vicinity of
St. Paul. Col. Dorst has, however, given

orders that no one lie allowed to pass
the lines and enter the camp unless a
pass is shown, and permits will only be
issued to these who have business In-
side ths lines. The camp, as viewed
from a distance, furnishes a fine per-
spective for the ambitious camerian en-
thusiast. Everything about tho camp is
in perfect order. The grounds are kept

perfectly clear of papers or other rub-
bish, and special attention is paid to
sanitary conditions by the officers.

Capt. B. F. Patrick, who has been se-

lected as acting adjutant, has opened
headquarters on the west side of the
camp, and is a very courteous and effi-

cient officer. All the detail work de-

volves upon him, such as making out en-
listment papers and descriptions, which,

to the uninitiated, does not signify as
much as to the army olllcer who has been
all through the mill. A corps of assist-

ants are at work early anl late, and so
far the work lias been kept right up to
date, so when the regiment leaves Its

records will be complete, and there will
be no back work to catch up.

Col. Dorst stated yesterday that he did
not believe the regiment woula be or-
dered to San Francisco until it had a
full complement of men. But it was

lU'ite certain that it would not remain In
camp at the Fort long after the number

of men necessary to complete the muster
rolls are received. The men are being
trained every day in nearly every branch
cf the drill, with the exception of marks-
manship,, and this branch of their mili-
tary education will be temporarily neg-
lected until the command reaches San
Francisco.

Only men who have served in some
branch or other of the army are assigned

for guard duty until a little more prog-
ress is made In tho drill Fortunately,
however, there are a great many who
have served before.
