Why do we stand idly by and let a
great opportunity pass us? China, repre-
B( nts ai this moment a tide in the af-
fairs of nations, which we allow to flow
slowly by us. Unless the incoming con-
ns ess gives us some relief England will
have done in the Orient what she has
.1' ne in every other section of th,- world
when- she has sought supremacy. She
will have elbowed all her competitors
aside, and will have buttressed her mer-
chants and manufacturers in the newly
acquired position by the judicious us"! of
tndhetary and political power so a <s to
render her dislodgment impossible.

The people of the Pacific states simply
show a true understanding of their own
interests in turning their eyes from thj

isthmus of Panama and fastening them
on the Orient. It is from thence their
future greatness has to come.

STATE ACTION FIRST.
A good deal of criticism has been aimed

at Attorney General Griggs because of
his statement that the regulation of the
trusts is a matter more peculiarly for
state authority. His position, as stated
in hjs original communication on the sub-
ject, is sound; and his letter to Gov. Pin-
grca merely restates that position.

The Globe has not observed any dis-
position, even on the part of Democratic
newspapers, to criticise the strange dispo-

sition shown by men like Mr. Bryan to
run to federal legislation for relief from

what Is essentially a matter of state do-

mestlc policy. Yet no true believer in

the fundamental Democratic doctrine re-

garding the relative functions of state

and Federal authority will fail to find

occasion for such criticism.
The several states have it in their power

now to substantially regulate the trusts,

and to put an end to monopolies main-

tained through the agency of trusts; and

no Democrat will appeal to the fed-
eral power tor interference In any direc-

tion so long as the state power is capa-

ble of action. It Is capable of_ acting in

the present emergency, and of acting

effectively for all present purposes. Not

until one or .more states show a disposi-

tion to embarrass others in their enforce-
ment of anti-trust legislation will it be-

ccme necessary to appeal to congress.

No substantial*occasion has been shown

as yet in the conduct of the business of
trusts not immediately related to inter-

state commerce for invoking federal aid.
So that the great concern shown, especial-

ly by certain men who profess to speak
for the national Democracy, about secur-

ing federal anti-trust legislation is at

leasl premature.

There can be no denial that both state

and federal, interference may and prob-

ably will become absolutely necessary

ultimately. But there is no urgent oc-

casion for the latter at this time; and

there is practically no occasion at all
so long as the attempt of the several
states to apply and enforce the needful
remedies remains as it Is today, practi-
cally a mullity.

When all Is said that can be said on

this subject of the trusts, the situation
in the last event resolves itself practi-
cally into this: That there is no such
condition of public, sentiment manifest-

ing itself in the country today against

the trusts as we all know to be indis-

pensable to the application of adequate

remedies. The Globe believes that it
is left to the Democratic party to arouso

the public to the gravity of the danger

which threatens it. and to apply and
enforce the needed remedies when the

proper time comes.

So effectively did the ex-czar, Thomas

B. Reed, conceal the expression of his

contempt and scorn toward the imperial-

ist promoters that it has taken some time

to unearth the sarcasm of his recent let-

ter to his former constituents accom-

panying his. resignation.

Mr. Reed, on being asked by some ex-

traordinarily venturesome reporter for

his opinion of the Philippine business,

shortly after his return from Europe, is

known to have replied that he believed in

the American Declaration of Independ-

ence. In his letter of withdrawal—a let-

ter, by the way, indicating plenty of good

sense as well as of good taste —Mr. Reed

makes another contribution, to the liter-

ature of imperialism of the same general

character. He closes his letter by saying

that the First Maine"district can always

be relied upon to be true to the principles

of liberty, self-government and the rights

of man.

KEISD'S RIGHTS OP HAN.

Now, there is not within the broad ex-

panse of this union of states a man less
likely than Mr. Reed to give himself over

to the consideration of mere abstractions
such as liberty and the rights of man.

But the- -exact application of the lan-

guage to the existing situation was not

made plain at the outset, because of, as

the ex-czar would doubtless say if asked,

the hopeless stupidity of the average

newspaper reader.

If the Republicans of the First Maine

district can be relied on in the manner

indicated by their former congressman,

there will be trouble for the imperialist

clique up Mainewiards. For there are

matters of much more pressing concern

engaging the faculties of our imperialist

statesmen these days, than the Declara-

tion of Independence, the rights of man or

such things. They are struggling to hold

their grip on their jobs and on the
Philippines at the same time, and it Is a

much tougher job than they had bargain-

ed for.
Messrs. McKinley and Hanna and their

associates will now breaths much more

freely than the// did. while the matter re-

mained undetermined regarding Reed.

Now that he has spoken—shot his bolt,

so to speak—and that he is shown to have
nothing more serlqus.,to disturb him than

the Declaration of Independence and the
rights of man, he can safely be allowed

to pass inlo the same limbo of forgotten

statesmanship into which John Sherman
descended the result of the neat little
plot set up by these gentry to shoulder
him out of Ohio and national politics at

one and the same time.

It was an Ohio preac-har who, in h-j

eagle nights on behalf of Imperialism,

showed that the Declaration of Independ-

ence was an absurd and lying document,

and that Thomas Jefferson was an old

fogy at best, viewed from the exalted
heights of modern progress. And the

preacher was right. Only dough-faces,

copperheads, traitors and friends of

Aguinaldo it is who are foolish and ma-

levolent enoug-h to nrate about such

things In these exciting times.

Strange, isn't it, that the ex-czar should

be mentioned in an enumeration of such
cattle?

I>OTH PROTEST TOO LITTLE.

Mr. Wayne Ma.cVesgh is much given to

protestation these, days in his character
as counsel for the distinguished military

gentleman, Capt. Oberlin M. Carter. His

latest protestation against the injustice

done him and his client is due to the
stiHoment. which somebody is alleged to

have made, that his client has already

paid him $10,000, and promises to pay him

$50,000 additional in case- he takes the

captain out of his present hole with a

whole skin.
The right of Gen. MacVeagh to protest

Is secured to him just as positively as

the same right is secured to his fellow

citizens, either In the aggregate or in-

dividually. Yet, while the general may

see fit occasion for objection and protest

on account of such a statement as that
recited, it remains true that the fee men-

tioned does not seem at all unreasonable.

Gov. John Lind and his staff reached
St. Paul yesterday afternoon over the
Great Northern at 4 p. m., from San
Francisco, after an absence from the
slate of twenty days. The party was
somewhat fatigued after the long trip

across the Western country, which in-
cluded a very rough passage from San
Irancisco to Portland by steamer. The
personnel. of the party was the same as
when it left St. Paul, except that Col.
.1. M. Hawthorne, who accompanied the
governor and his staff as far as Portland,
will wait there and come home with the
Thirteenth regiment.

None of the party cared to discuss the
Ames affair, and the governor, when seen
ac his home on Fairmuunt avenue last
evening and interrogated by the Globe
upon the subject, said:

"All that I can say Is that whatever
differences there may be among the offi-
cers, it Is tacitly understood that it would
be unfar to the regiment and not courte-
ous to the people of the state to make
public property of any dissensions that
may exist.

"I found the regiment as a whole in
much better shape than I had expected.

There were a few sick, but not many,
and the boys all feel Jubilant over the
fact that they will soon be home among
their friends. The men feel compliment-
ed by and grateful to the people of the
state for the provision of their transpor-
tation. They appreciate the spirit quite
us much as the actual help which it gives
them. When I left, the understanding
regarding the transportation of the regi-
ment was that the Northern Pacific
would bring two battalions and the Great
Northern one. The Northern Pacific will
bring the boys from Portland to St. Paul,
and the Great Northern from Portland
over the Oregon Railway & Navigation
to Spokane, and thence to St. Paul.

\u25a0'The men look well indeed and conduct
themselves as gentlemen. The regiment
is very highly regarded on the coast.
There is no regiment in San Francisco
that has been more generally favored by
the people of that city than the Thir-
U-nth, and it is equally well regarded at
Portland. The boys were in the field with
the Oregon regiment and Quite a warm
feeling of friendship and comradeship ex-
ists between the boys from each state,
and this, of course, is especially true of
the California voluntesrs. The latter were
constantly tarque.ing the Minnesota b >ya
and the compliment was as often return-
ed.
