Ahhlysis of the Vinegar by the State
Cliemint Questioned.

The case against F. H. Splnk and A. J.
Gauthier, charged wilh violating the

dairy and food laws, was dismissed in the
police court yesterday on motion of the
county attorney's office. Ten days ago
the defendants in the case were arrested
on warrants issued on complaint of In-
spector Gibbs, of the state dairy and
food department, charged with selling
adulterated vinegar to Peter Anderson.
The defendants entered a plea of not
guilty, and their attorney, Stan Donnelly,
asked for a continuance of the case.

When the case was called yesterday As-
sistant County Attorney Zollman re-
quested that the case be dismissed and
the defendants discharged, and Judge Orr
granted the request. Mr. Zollman, seen
later, said that Maj. Bowler, the state
dairy and food commissioner, had re-
quested that the case be dismissed, and
he had simply done as the commisloner
had requeted. Pressed further, Mr. Zoll-
man said he understood that the analysis
of the vinegar which it was alleged in
the complaint was not up to standard had
not borne out the allegations In the com-
plaint, and for this reason a dismissal
was asked for by the dairy commissioner.

Attorney Donnelly, who represented
Spink and Gauthier, said, had the case
gone to trial, he was prepared to show
that an analysis of four samples of the
same vinegar was up to standard and
that three of the samples had been pass-
ed upon by the chemist employed by the
state dairy and food commission.

SCREENINGS SENT UP AGAIN

MILLERS HAVE RAISED THE PRICE

ON SHEEP FEEDING

MATERIAL

South St. Paul Industries Affected
This Year as Lnst by the Action

of the Millt-im—TraliiliuiiN of

Sheep Sidetracked.

On the road between Pendleton, Ore-
gon nnd South St. Paul, Rea Bros., of
the latter place, have about 35,000 sheep.

Rea Bros, are among the most extensive
sheep feeders in the country, and for sev-
eral years have had thousands and thou-
sands of sheep at South St. Paul during

the feeding season. This year when they

started their sheen from Pendleton it
was the intention to bring them to South
St. Paul as in the past, but they have
been stopped at an Intermediate point,

and there is more than an even chance
that they will not come to South St.
Paul. This change of plan Is due to the
jump in the price of screenings that has
taken place within the past few weeks.

Last season the sheep feeders at South
St. Paul had quite a little trouble with
the business firms controlling the screen-
ings. The matter was given in detail in
the Globe at the time. It was alleged
then that the screenings people had form-
ed a combination, and that the high price
of screenings that prevailed was due to
the combination. Whatever the cause,
screening's were advanced to such a point
that it was impossible to uss them as a
food for sheep with profit, and, not only
were the feeders compelled to resort to
corn meal, but one of the biggest Indus-
tries of St. Paul was threatened. Feed-
ers then threatened to pass by South St.
Paul and other points In the near vicin-
ity and take their Bhesp to some other
feeding ground, and they are carrying

that throat into execution, for at this
time last year there were more than 100,-
--000 sheep feeding at South St. Paul alont,
and as many more at other near-by points.
This year there are less than 35,000 sheep
at South St Paul, and but few at the
other feeding points. Those feeders that
have not already shipped to some other
points are, like Rea Bros., holding off
and watching the dealers in screenings.

Until1 a few years ago screenings were
almost a total loss to the mills. It was
discovered that they could ot fed to
sheep with profit, providing the purchase
price was not too high, an/l then South
St. Paul, one of the nearest convenient
points to the mills ber-ame one of the
biggest sheep feeding points In the coun-
try, and has been growing steadily until
this year. Gen. M. D. Flower, president
of the Union stock yards; the live stock
men of South St. Paul, and the sheep
feeders have devoted themselves to fos-
tering the industry, but they say that it
is impossible to combat the people who
control the screenings, and now the in-
dustry that bid fair to make St. Paul
known a.« the greatest pheep feeding sta-
tion in the world is dwindling away at a
much faster rate than 5t grew.

TOLD OF AX ASSAULT.

Annie Broclinow Relates n Peculiar
Story to the Police.

Annie Brochnow, a domestic emp'/oyed
at 126 Kent street, was the victim of an
unprovoked and brutal assault last even-
ing while walking- on Third street, near
Pleasant avenue. Miss Brochnow was
brought to the central police station by
an employe of the street railway com-
pany with whom she has been keeping
company for some time, and told her
story to Capt. Rouleau.

She said she left the house where she
is employed about 7:30 o'clock in the
evening and walked to Selby avenue and
Kent street, intending to take a car down
town. There was no car in sight and
she started to wai'k. As she left the cor-
ner mentioned she noticed a man in a
dark, long coat, who started after her.
No car overtook her and she noticed
that the fellow kept about ten feet be-
hind her. She became somewhat fright-
ened, and especially as when she turned
to get a look at the man he would turn
his head the other way, as if to prevent
her getting a good look at his face.

When she reached a point near the cor-
ner of Third street and Pleasant avenue
the fellow stepped quickly to her side,
grabbed her by the hair with one
hand, mumbled "Good evening" and
then struck her a hard blow in the
mouth. The blow felled her to the side-
walk, and while she was down her as-
sailant kicked her in the side and then
walked off.

Questioned by Capt. Roulern, Miss
Brochnow said she was too frightened to'
cry out when the man first put his hands
on her hair, and the blow in the face
and a kick in the ribs put her out of
wind so that she could not make an out-
cry. Her assailant she described as be-
ing about five feet seven, and wearing a
long black overcoat and black hat. Fur-
ther than this she was unable to give
any description. The point where the
assault—occurred is weil lighted and is
much frequented by pedestrians about
the hour Miss Brochnow says she was
attacked. Capt. Rouleau directed Ser-
geant Davis and a couple of detectives
to investigate the case.

The men will be lined up on the drill
ground on the west side of the camp, and
every name checked as present or ac-
counted for on the rolls. Campaign hats,

blue blouses, trousers and leggins com-
pose the uniform that willbe worn on this
parade. Col. Dorst will also inspect each
company.

Nothing definite has been received as
to the future movements of the regiment.

While the men are all well pleased with
the camp and its surroundings, all are
anxious to get started for the Philippines,

which will be the scene of future activi-
ties. What the regiment needs worse than
recruits just now is a few more officers.
All absent are accounted for on recurit-
ing duty, and these comprise over one-
half the commissioned officers. Of neces-
sity the brunt of the work has come upon
the few now at camp. The first call in
the morning is at 5 o'clock, and from
that until 9 at night every one at the
camp is busy. Another drill has been add-
ed to the programme, making in all five
daily drills. When nightfall comes there
Is little inclination on the part of any to
try and evade the watchful eye of the
guards. Every one turns in and, as the
lamps have not been issued, 10 o'clock
finds every one asleep.

The weather of yesterday was a pleas-
ing contrast to that of the day before.
The wind occasioned no hardship, and the
men all discarded their overcoats during
drill and guard mount. Another fire was
accidentally started yesterday, which was
discovered just in time. The dry grass
around one of the cook tents became
ignited, and spread to the drill ground
with great rapidity. The soldiers soon
had the fire out.

A hundred or more recruits are expect-
ed to arrive today from oirtsid-e points.
As the regiment is nearly full, recruiting
officers have been ordered to report, and
several are expected to reach here during
the day and a number more before Mon-
day. A large squad is coming from In-
dianapolis tomorrow, comprising nearly a
whole company.

Strict rules nave been made prescribing
punishment foi any who do not report for
the drills unless either doing guard duty,
special detail work or on sick report.

Capt. Patrick, regimental adjutant, yes-
terday issued a statement of the seniority
of the sergeants and corporals.

From
this is is evident that some of the com-
panies have some very enterprising for-
agers, in fact last night it was reported
that six soldiers were caught in a neigh-
boring farmer's hen house, and, while
making a choice collection of Buff Cochin
pullets and bantams, Mr. Farmer locked
the door on them, and were only released
after each man had given up his ready
change. They were, however, it is report-
ed, allowed to take a fowl apiece.
