AUCTION  GF 0D  BAGGAGE

GREAT NORTHERN HAD ITS AN-
NUAL HOUSE-CLEANING YESTER-
DAY AT THE FREIGHT SHEDS

Baby Carriages Shaky at Sixty-Five
Cents, but Trunks Firm and
Leather Goeds Lively, at Figures
According to Looks.

| The Great Northern held an auction
sale of unclaimed _baggage yesterday
at the freight sheds In lower town, at
| which the accumulated lost and strayed
baggage collected during the. past two
years was disposed of. The sale in-
cluded 1,500 pieces of baggage of every
iimaginuble kind and description, from
| umbrellas to trunks and from baby car-

| riages to overshoes.
It is the practice of the road to return
to St. Paul such baggage as is left un-
| called for at stations alonz the line, to-
| gether with such articles of wearing ap-
parel as are left in the cars owned and
operated by the road. A common source
of supply to the unclaimed list is the
| collection of articles left behind in sleep-
| ing and dining cars. These are at once
| sent to the superintendent of s'eeping
| and dining car service and are held for
a certain length of time awalting claim-
ants. When two years pass and such
articles are not found by their owners
an auction sale is held, at which all are
disposed of to the highest bidder.
Several hundred people attended yes-
terday’s sale and the bidding was sharp,
though the average of prices paid was
smaller than would have been expecied.
The fact that not one of the railroad
officials or the prospective purchasers
knew what the varied assortment of
trunks, grips, telescopes and packages
contained lent additional in‘erest to the
| sale. When articles unclaimed are re-
| turned they are sealed and are not
| opened until bought up at auction. No
|

one knows what they may contain.
Several of yesterday's purchasers
| made remarkable bargains. A drayman
{ living on Sibley street, who dropped in to
| watch proceedings, bought a sma’l Glad-
| Stone bag, in which he found two excel-
j lent razors and a shaving outfit, a silver-
| mounted hair brush and comb, and best
| of all, a leather bill book in which was
i found a small roll of  greenbacks
amounting to $27, lawful money of the
| realm. Another purchaser bought a
| baby carriage in good workirg order for
65 cents, while the number of those who
| bought valises, bags and packages of
| different kinds for prices ranging from a
quarter to a dollar was unlimited. A
teamster from the West side bought a
| whole wagon load of bedding in bundles
| evidently the property ociginally of
transient immigrants, for $6.50.

Every article offered for sale found a
ready purchaser and the road cleaned up
2 neat sum of money from the proeczeds
of the sale.

BRIGHT FOR SCHOOLS

SUPERINTENDENT SMITH CONSID-
ERS THE PRESENT SITUATION
¥FULL OF HOPE

BETTER THAN FOR YEARS PAST

This, However, Is Contingent Upon
a Favorable Decision From the
Supreme Court, Through Which
Money That Is Needed Can Be
Obtained—Good Health the
Teachers and Scholars,

of

“The annual report of the school board
is now in the hands of the printer and
will be ready for distribution within a
short time,” sald Supt. A. J. Smith yes-
terday, while discussing school affairs
with the Globe. ‘“The last year has
been a very successful one, especially so
when the existing stringent cenditions
are taken into consideration. The whole
situation is full of hope. If we secure a
favorable decision from the supreme
court, the schools of this city ‘will emerge
upon a season of progress and prosperity
that has not been rivaled since 1880.
During that vear an ecra of prosperity
seemed to sweep over the city, and the
schools were necessarily benefited. In-
deed, it was a banner year. We find,
upon looking up the records of the past,
that this condition existed in a measure
until 1892, when the depression came on
and the people commenced to feel the
stringency of the times. Feople com-
plained about fads, claiming that there
was too much in the scinools that was su-
perfiuous and not germane to the com-
mon school course. In 1893 the schools
passed under the cloud of depression,
but I think we can say with assurance,
if the supreme court upholds the valid-
ity of the 134-mill additional tax levy,
we will again pass out frem under the
cloud which has hung over us, particular-
ly during the last five years.

“The needs of the schools are mani-
fold. The crowded conditions of nearly
all the buildings have been pretty thor-
cughly discussed through the papers, and
I think the public are awake to the con-
¢ition that our schools are in. The mat-
ter of repairs is one of great importance,
as there is not a building that dates
back before the nineties that does not
need in the worst way extensive repairs.
Since 1895 practically nothing has been
put on the buildings in the way of re-
palrs. rom year to year improvements
have been made only in cases where the
sanitary conditions of the school demand-
ed such an outlay. Every year that this
matter has been delayed Increases the
demand for a large expenditure in this
direction, and makes it more expensive
in the end.

““As has been stated our schools are
terribly overcrowded, but withall the
teachers have been very hopeful. There
has never been a tlme since I have been
in St. Paul that the whole course of
things moved as smocthly as at present.
The teachers were never so well and this
can be said of the scholars. There is lit-
tle or no sickness in the schools. During
the present week there has not been a
teacher sick out of the 510 that are on the
10ll. Only one has been excused, and
that was a case where there was a death
in the family.. The superviscrs feel bet-
ter and have had the hearty co-operation
of every teacher in the schools. At times
in the past there has been certain opposi-
tion to their work coming from the out-
side, but this ceems to have disappeared,
and they now apparently have the cheer.
ful co-operatior of all.

“Therc has been a number of changes
made in the teachers’
rules which promise well for the schools.
The changes will doubtless materially
raise the standard of the school. Under
the new regulations no ore will be al
lowed to enter who has not the best of
qualifications. 7This will give us a chcice
of the best material, and no one will be
permitted to graduate who does not mani-
fest ab.lity es a tezcher. These require-

ments will give us better results from this

school.

“The new manual will contain the
course of study for 18% and 1900. The old
course has beer considerably amended
and amplified to suit the growth and
changes in conditions. A report from
each officer of the board will be included
in the manual, embodying suggestions
that will be of interest to all connected
with the schools.”

MUSIC.

In the preparations for the coming mu-
sical season, the artists’ series of concerts
to be given under the Feople’s church
auspices holds a preminent place, and few
citizens will care to miss the pleasure and
profit that will accrue from hearing such
artists as Mme, Schumann-Heink, Alex-
ander Petschinkoff, David Bispham and a
half dozcn others whose names appear
in thc series.

The concerts will be given at the Peo-
ple's church, the first to occur Nov. 4.
Of special interest, hecause one of the
greatest novelties of the course, will be
the concert by the London Glee Singers,
composed of five soloists and ensemble
gingers and an accompanist. This will
be the popular concert cf the series and
will appeal, not alone to music lovers,
but to lovers of the picturesque as wel.
The suecession of historical costumes
worn by these ballad singers are said to
be correctly gotten up and to form an
effective setting for their cguaint songs.

Their programmes are divided into four
parts, the first composed of songs of
“Old England,” illustrated with costumes
worn in the time of the Stuarts; the sec-
ond rart {llustrating in song and dress
“Romantic England;” the third the life
of the sca and the fourth village and peas-
ant life.

CITY HALL CHAT.

Mayor Kiefer was not inclined yester-
day to discuss the order issued Friday
night ordering the saloons closed prompt-
ly at midnight. In fact he would not dis-
cuss the matter at all. -

“My chief of police,” he sald, “Issued
the order, and you had better see him
about {t.”

Chief Goss, when asked concerning the
order, sald the present session of the
grand jury had nothing to do with its Is-
suance.

“lI find,” sald Chlef Goss, “that the
patrolmen become lax about enforcing
orders issued to them, and about every
g0 often it is necessary to bring matters
to their attention in order to keep them
from forgetting their duties. It was sim-
ply for this reason that the order issued
some time ago was called to the atten-
tion of the patrelmen Friday night.”

The order caused consternation among
the saloon men. Although there has
been little or nothing said about the clos-
ing of saloons at midnight, few, if any,
of the resorts where liquor is sold have
been paying attention to the midnight
closing ordinance. Some of the saloons
closed the front doors, but did a thriving
business behind drawn curtains. BSome
always close at or about midnight. Others
made no bones about keeping open, and
in some the sound of piano playlng and
singing annoyed the patrolmen on the
beat as late as 4 o'clock in the morning.
Information as to persons who intend
bringing the violation of this section of
the law to the attention of the grand
jury now in session reached the ears of
the police, and this, it is claimed, is what
brought about the midnight closing or-
der.

The comptroller has al-
ways held In auditing the pay roll of
other departments that the amount of
the pay roils should not exceed the
monthly pro rata of the estimate fixed
by the council for the department. In
the case of the school teachers, how-
