PLAN O THE™ BISHOP.
1i VMeets With  the of

The Kvangellcal conference yesterday
adopted, almest unanimously, the church
extension plans advocated by Bishop
Ereyfogel, and embodied in a report sub-
mitted to the conference by the commit-
tee on ways and means, calling for the
establishment of a board of church ex-
tension incorporated by law. The final
adoption of the plan was not secured
without considerable discussion and de-
bate, however.

The plan includes a board of church ex-
tension, to be incorporated. IL wlill con-
sist of the bishops, eight elders, elected
by districts, and four laymen, also
chosen by districts. The first district in-
chosen by districts. The First district in-
cludes the state of Pennsylvania and alt
conferences east of it. The Second in-

cludes the states of Ohlo, Indlana, and
Michigan and Canada conference. The

ThLird includes Tllinols, Towa, Wlisconsin
and Nebraska. The Fourth includes Min-
nesota and all states west and southwest,
not otherwise specified. The term of
office of the board shall be four years.

The board will manage a foan and an
annuity fund and take and hold in trust
for the assoclation real and personal
property.

Every grant shall be in the form of a
lean, except that money may be appropri-
ated upon work in districts outside of
any conference.

Yesterday's sessions were presided over
by Bishop Bowman, and but little busi-
ness additional was done because of the
debate and consideration of the church
extension work. On motion of Bishop
Breyfogel, Rev. W. Yost and Rev. R.
Yeakel were received as advisory -mem-
bers on all subjects which they represent
by appointment of the church.

At a special meeting of the board eof
public works held yesterday afternoon
the clerk was instructed to advertise
for bids for paving the intersection of
Sixth street and College avenue with
sandstone.

W. H. Grifiin Wants Some Rejected
License Money Returned.

W. H. Griffin is having a little argu-
ment in the civil branch of the municipal
court with the Pabst Brewing company,
having sued the company for $360, which
he claims to have paid the firm for a
Hcense which he clalms was never se-
cured. The license was to have been pro-
cured for the place formerly conducted
at 33 East Seventh street by the “mayor.”
The brewing company deposited $1,000
for the license, but a protest against
granting the lcense was made to the
council, and the matter hung in abeyance
for some time, finally resulting in a re-
fusal to issue the license to Griffin. " Mean-
time the ‘“mayor’” had been conducting
the saloon and paying the brewing com-
pany $20 a week, he claims, until the
sum aggregated $360.

Griffin’s contention is that as there was
no license during tkEes time he conducted
his saloon business, he is entitled to«the
return of the money paid the company
by him, because the city wouldn't ac-
cept the Hecense which the company of-
fered. Since thz company does not have
to pay anything, he claimed he should not
have been compelled to pay the company.
