Krom
this the lecturer deduced that the next of
the series would be worth going miles to
hear.

After touching briefly on the ancient
cities of Ninevah, Babylon, Thebes and
Memphis, and the later cities of Athens
and Rome, the speaker took up the sub-
ject of modern cities. He spoke in part

as follows:
"This century has been the great cen-

tury for the growth of cities. The city is
a modern creation. The first foundation
for a city is the growth of population.
The absence of war, pestilence and fam-
ine accounted for a rapid growth of pop-

ulation. The growth of cities has been
ltu-ger than the growth of population. One
hundred years ago 3 per cent only of the
population lived in cities. In ISOO the five
largest cities in the United States had
only as many people as St. Paul has at
present. In li.r;0 12 per cent of the popula-
tion lived in cities, and in 1890 27 per cent
lived in cities. France had an urban
population of 37 per cent, Spain, Greece
and Turkey only 3 per cent. Russia, with
a population of 126,000,000, but 12 per cent.

China 22, Japan 13 and India 10 per cent.
The United States tends to the making

more than any other country in the world.
One reason for the growth of cities is
changes of agriculture. The matter of
transportation also figures largely in the
growth of cities. Cities that grow most
rapidly are those situated on water. St.
Paul would have been one of the largest

cities in the country had the Mississippi

river flowed east and west rather than
north and south. As it was, the river did
not flow where the people wanted to go.
Had its course been east and west, St.
Taul would have been a port of lading

for the country.
"Between ISBO and 1890 there was the

most rapid growth of cities In the United
States, and this was partly clue to the in-
creased miles of railroad, as the total
mileage in 1880 was 87,000 miles, and in
IS9O it had increased to 167.000 miles. The
growth of cities in England between 184i!

and ISSO was particularly noticeable, and
was owing to the same cause. In 1840 there
was but £00 miies of railroad in England,
while at the close of 1850 there was 7,000
miles. The development of steam is an-
other factor in the making of cities. Com.
merce and manufacturing also assisted the
growth. Cities are magnets, the larger
they are the more rapi-1 their growth.
Legislation and centralization also had a
deal to do with the growth of large cit-
ies. The social causes also tend to the
growth of cities. .The rural resident, after
making his money, comes to the city to
give his children" better advantages in the
way of schools. The standard of living

is also higher, there are more places of
amusement, and all these tend to the
growth of cities.

"Cities are more favorable to women,
for statistics show that more boy babies
die under six months m cities than girl

babies. Families, according to the sta-
tistics, are larger in cities than in the
country. There are more marriages in
proportion to the population in cities than
in the country, and also more divorces.
The foreign population in cities is being
eliminated, and in twenty years from now
we shall practically have nothing but
American cities."

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EPISCOPAL. CONGRESS A UNIT OX
ONE SUBJECT OF. DIS-

CUSSION

COMPARISON OF THE BIBLE

Greetings .Received From the Lon-
don Church Congress—Rev. Dr.
Tiffany Before the Adjournment

Paid a lli^li Compliment to
Bishop ExprcsHcd Com-
mittee's Thank* for Hospitality.

The Episcopal church congress, the
nineteenth session of which has been held
in this city covering the past four days,
adjourned yesterday afternoon. The con-
gress passed no resolutions, took no vote
on any of the subjects which were dis-
cussed, and in no way endeavored to
effect legislation. The delegates to the
congress included some of the more prom-
inent churchmen of the Episcopal church
in the United States, and the list em-
braced those whose names are a house-
hold word in the church organization.

The Right Rev. Henry B. Whipple, D.
D., bishop of Minnesota, presided at the
sessions of the congress. The topics dis-
cussed ranged from "National Expansion
and Imperialism" to "The Prayer Book
in the Life of the People," and the pa-
pers read and the discussion which fol-
lowed each were interesting and ably
handled.
At the opening of the session yesterday

Bishop Whipple read a cablegram from
the Lord Bishop of London in response
to one sent by the congress Thursday.
The bishop of London replied to the greet-
ings of the American church congress in
the following:

"London church congress sends warm-
est thanks for the kindly greeting of the
American church congress,which it heart-
ily returns."

PRAYER BOOK LAUDED

The usual devotional exercises, con-
ducted by Bishop Gilbert, were followed
by a farewell speech by Rev. C. C. Tiffa-
ny, D. D., of New York, general chairman
of the congress. Dr, Tiffany expressed
surprise at the attendance at the con-
gress and the greeting extended the mem-
bers and delegates by the people of St.
Paul and Minneapolis. He paid a high
compliment to Bishop Whipple who, he
said, was one of the fathers of the church
congress and had stood for what the
church congress had done for many years.
Bishop Whipple had for years, in the
eye of the Episcopal church, striven for
unity. His name was known throughout
the breadth of the United States and
even across the water, where his name
was a talismanic word with all classes.
On behalf of the general committee Dr.
Tiffany extended thanks to the various
local committees for the cordial greeting
and hospitality with which the dele-
gates had been received and their visit
made pleasant.

Bishop Whipple, in response to the
words of Dr. Tiffany and as chairman of
the congress, just before the final ad-
journment, said:

"I hardly know how to clothe in words
the thoughts that well up in my heart.
At this very hour forty years ago I knelt
at the feet ot Bishop Kemper and was set
apart as the first bishop of the diocese of
love to my Savior, and in this love to
love all that he had loved. I resolved,
and it has been my daily prayer, that
love should be the bond of union over
those whom he had made me the chief
shepherd. It has been a great blessing to
the clergy and laity to welcome the mem-
bers of the church congress to our hearts
and homes. I voice the thought of those
who have been interested in the church
congress from the beginning that it has
never reached a higher intellectual stand-
ing or devotion to the church than the
one we have had the honor to welcome.
You leave behind you memories that we
can never forget. That spirit of charity
breathed out here will be to us in the
coming days a blessing. In my Savior's
name I thank you all, and particularly
the representatives of the press. In the
darkest days of my mission when I was
thought to be a foolish enthusiast, the
press of this state stood by me in my
work."

The audience sang "Gloria in Excelsis,"
Bishop Whipple pronounced the benedic-
tion and the congress adjourned.

The topic discussed at the session yes-
terday was "The Prayer Book in the Life
of the People." The discussion was
opened by Rev. Alford A. Butler, of Fari-
bault, Minn., who said in part:

"The prayer book and the people are
two factors. The problem of life is that
God put us here and we must lead the
life. The prayer book is more than an
antiquated record. It is the manual of
public worship. It is this and more. It
is God's truth interpreted by the devo-
tional life of God's people. The Bible
Is the inspired record, the prayer book
is the human record. The church puts
the two books together. The book of
common prayer is an expansion of the
Lord's prayer. Outside of our own hearts
there is no such influence to shape our
lives as the book oT common prayer.
Earthly life needs the prayer book and
all that it can give. The prayer book
carries with it the honor, safety and
welfare of God's people."

Rev. B. W. R. Taylor, of Los Angeles,
Cal.," said in part: "The prayer book of
the church is not the property of the
priesthood, but all the church. It is a
possession, a sacred trust which the
church must hand down. The public
devotions of the church are contlnuallly
being brought nearer the people. It is a
holy book by which the clergy and the
laity are to approach their God. The
English prayer book of 1619 was the
strong guard against popery, and it has
proved the strong guard of the church
against sectarianism. The book of
prayer is a dividing line between the
Church of England, before and rafter the
Reformation. Not a word of the present
prayer book should be altered. Should
demand and occasion- arise we may see
changes, but only in its adaptability to

the needs of the peopi'e. The prayer book
is the church manual of devotion. It ap-
peals to the intelligent people, and it
would be a mistake to lay it aside for a
foreign manual. It was loved by the de-
vout churchman. Every year the church
is flooded with manuals, none of which
could ever take the place of the prayer
book."

Key. H. W. Jones, D. D., of Gambler,
0., said In part: "We think of what the
prayer book might do or ought to do.
When we go through the prayer book
we will find the material for courage,
wisdom and reality. The prayer book
hay an inspiration, the best life of the
Christian church has been put in the
book. 3 beiieve the book is an intel-
lectual one. On every Sunday there are
thousands of worshipers whose ideas are
in advance of It. The prayer book as
literature has never been considered, it
has its place in literature, it contains
defects and it might be improved. It is
Ihe book of the people. It is the book of

the middle classes. The great victory of

the sixteenth century was a victory of
the middle classes. It brought the serv-
ices of the cloister QU-t into the church.
It is historically the work of the people."

Rev. Nathaniel S. Thomas, of Wheel-
ing, W. Va., said the prayer book ought

to be and will be the future guide of the
people. He #declared the prayer book was
the Ideal of the Christian life and the
realization of that life. There were two
views of the Christian life. One was to
take care of your own soul and God
would take care of the other man. The
other v.as to take care of the soul of
the other man and God would take care
of yours. These were diametrically op-

posed to each other. The prayer book

said '\Love thy neighbor as thyself."

Not more or less. The prayer book rep-

resented the Ideal of Catholic life. It

was the Ideal for Christian people and
the means whereby the ideal could bo
practiced. The appeal of the prayer

book was to the intelligence of the
churchman.

Rev. Francis J. Hall argued that the
prayer book was a - means of bringing
the people in touch with God. It was
the guide of the people in worship. The
Lord's prayer was the germ of the book
of common prayer.

Rev. W. K. Knowlton, of St. Paul,
said as a leading document to be spread
among the people there was nothing like
the prayer book. The prayer book scat-
tered broadcast would return seed in
