VISITORS THIS AFTERNOON

Relatives, Friends and Others Will

Be Allowed in the Camp TOday

From Noon Until Sunset — Regi-

ment Is Now Only Waiting for the

Completion of Contracts for

Transportation to San Francisco.

One week from today the Forty-fifth

regiment will foil its tents and depart

for the Presidio, San Francisco. Con-

tracts for the transportation of the regi-

ment will be made tomorrow, and It is

regarded as very likely that the business

will be divided if a uniformly low rate

is made by all the roads.
Today being the last Sunday in St.

Paul the regiment will be on parade and

an opportunity given all the relatives

and friends of the volunteers to visit the

camp during the afternoon.
Visitors will be allowed in camp between

noon and sunset. The regimental band

has been organized by Bandmaster Hill

and during the last week has participated

in guard mount each afternoon at 4.

The regiment is now thoroughly organ-

ized and equipped in every respect. Four

hours drill during the twenty-four has

made trained soldiers out of men, many

of whom never before had any army

weapon in their hands. It is especially
notable that in a little over a month
an organization of over 1,200 men should
be capable of executing with very little
fault, the manual of arms and battalion
drill with such precision that many com-

pliments have been heard from ex-
perk need army men.

The regiment has fifty officers, but ten

have not reported to Col. Dorst and are
expected during the week. The morning

report yesterday indicated a total of 1.250
men in camp, or about 125 men to eaojh
company. The maximum strength of a
company under the army regulations is
117.

An order has been recently issued by

the war department requiring the ap-
pointment of men from the ranks to fill
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vacancies occur. This should be an in-
centive to many, as men from the ranks
can work up to important positions on
the line. In the regular army this is not
possible except in cases where an exam-
ination is taken and the test so severe
that few gain shoulder straps in this way.

The Twelfth and Fourteenth
looked sick and in bad form, while the
men of the Thirteenth looked well and
strong.

There is a spirited rivalry between Com-
panies A and C of the First battalion
for the distinction of being the crack
company of th? regiment. Company A.'in
command of Capt. Eugene C. Monfort,
of this city, and Company C, in charge
of Ca.pt. Rickeman, have been vying with
each other for the best mastery of the
drill. The former has more old and ex-
perienced soldiers than Company C, but
there Is little vantage on either side.
The regiment makes a fine picture when
executing battalion drill. The guard
mount at 4 p. m. is easily the feature of
the day's routine.
. At the post hospital fifteen are reported
sick, seven of which are typhoid cases.
There are quite a few cases of grippe
and bad colds at the camp hospital, all
the serious cases being taken to the
post hospital building at the upper post.
The sick men are all reported to be do-
ing nicely.

Will Appoint Guardians Free for
Minor Depositors In Saving* Bank.

Probate Judge Bazille has come to the
relief of the minors who are depositors
in the Savings Bank of St. Paul In order
to save them expenses attendant upon
the withdrawal of the savings that they
had on deposit in the defunct institution.
• It seems that' of the depositors about
1.000 are minors, who had on deposit
from $5 to $50 apiece. In order to sign
a release of their claims against the bank
it Is necessary that a guardian be ap-
pointed for each of the minors, and this'
In the ordinary course of events through
the intermediation of a lawyer would
cost about $25 in each case. After con-
sultation with Judge Brill, of the district
court, who has the closure of the bank
In charge, Judge Bazille has offered to
appoint guardians for the minor deposi-
tors without charge and without inter-
mediation. Applications are beginning -to
come in and the judge stated yesterday
that it would probably be necessary to
ask the county commissioners for the
services of an extra clerk for a month
to attend to the additional work incident
upon the work assumed" by the court.

He Is Considered by the Board to Be

Morally Incapable—He In Defect-

ive Physically Also— Dr. Tomlin-

ports on Condition of Prisoner.

George J. Ferguson, sentenced to hang

for the murder of a man named Noggle,

in Itasca county, will go to the state
prison for life, the state board of par-

dons having commuted his sentence yes-

terday in special session. His youth, the
boy being but a few months past eigh-

teen, was a powerful factor in securing

the commutation.
Gov. I.lnd stated that the man was not

Insane because he was incapable of in-
sanity. He practically had no mind; he

was afflicted with eurvatuce of the spina

and other physical defects, and his nor-
mal sensibilities were a complete blank.

The fact that he had left his lumber-
man's sack by the body and a paper

trail leading to it, and had taken no pains

to conceal his crime, convinced Attorney

General Douglas that he had no concep-

tion whatever of its enormity; that the
killing of his companion was nothing to
him, as shown by his conduct since his
arrest.

The reasons for the pardon were offi-
cially stated by the beard as follows:

A careful examination of the evidence,
and of such of the exhibits in the c?se

as were deemed material, convinces the
board of pardons that the defendant is
technically and legally guilty of the
crime of which he stands convcted. and
this notwithstanding the fact that the
board is of the opinion that other a.r-
sons. whose identity is unknown, were
either parties to the crime or cognizant
of Its commission. The defendant is a
mere* boy. past eighteen. The record.and
other information before the board also
discloses that, he is defective physically,
mentally and.morally. This is evidenced
in part by the utter absence of any ef-
fort, design or act on his part to conceal
his connection with the crime, or to re-
move the evidence of his connection with
its commission, except his bare denial of
the killing, and also by the utter ab-
sence of moral judgment as to the char-
acter of his act from that standpoint,
and the consequences of it. Convinced
of these facts, the board nevertheless de-
sired the guidance of such further light
as scientific investigation might afford,
and accordingly requested Dr. Tomlinson.
superintendent of the St. Peter hospital
for the Insane, to carefully examine and
report upon the prisoner's condition. Such
examination was made, and a report of
the same has been filed with the board.
In his report Dr. Tomlinson. after ex-
plaining the physical defects of the de-
fendant (among which curvature of the
spine), and mental peculiarities, corrob-
orates the conclusions of the board pre-

viously formed, by. the following stflTe-
ment in his report: "So far as any one
is justified in saving so of another. I be r
lieve him to be fully able to appreciate

the consequence of his acts: but morally
Incapable of appreciating anything ex-
cept in Its relation to his own comfort,
pleasure or convenience, and that he
cannot understand any rule of conduct
which would require anything else of
him."

Believing, that it is not the design of
yae law that capital punishment should
be inflicted upon a being lack'.ng the fac-
ility of forming \u25a0or exercising a moral
judgment upon the character and conse-
quences of his acts, and in view of the
defendant's age and all the circumstances
of the case as disclosed by the evidence
before the board, his sentence Is com-
muted to Imprisonment for life.

Action In the Matter Is Deferred

Until Property Owners Can lie

Heard From Sixth Street Bridge

to Be Opened for Travel This

Matters Before the Board
of Public Work*.

The board of public .works will listen
to the owners of property to be taken for
Phalen park at a meeting to be held to-

morrow afternoon at 2 o'clock. It has
been claimed by President Wheelock, of
the park board, that the land to be taken
for the park can be secured at a much
lower figure than when the proceedings
looking to its condemnation a year or
so ago were started. The best evidence
as to the correctness of this claim will

be the value placed on the \and by the
owners at the meeting tomorrow. The
order from the park beard contemplates
the condemnation of 120 acres, about

seven acres less than was ordered con-
demned in previous proceedings. The
park board has $22,000 in the park fund
applicable to the purchase of the land

needed. The balance will have to be
raised by assessing the property bene-

fited.
The preliminary order for the paving

of Rice street, from College avenue to
Front street, was taken up by the board
yesterday. The estimate of the city en-
raised as to the paving with asphalt,

sandstone ani brick is as fellows;
Asphalt—To be assessed against the

property, $64,326; to be paid by the street
railway company, $33,270; total, $97,596.

Sandstone be assessed against the
property, $61,995; to be paid by the street
railway company, $31,939; total, $93,934.

Brick— be assessed against the prop-
erty, $51,505; to be paid by the street rail-
way company, $25,950; total, $77,455.

Commissioner Mabon was ready to vote
for sending a final order to the council,
with the understanding that the contract
was to be let next spring. President Pott-
gleser thought there was plenty of time

before spring to take such action, and
wanted to hear from the property owners
before any action was taken. This was
agreed to.

President Pottgieser raised the point
that the board was passing final estimates
on contracts where the work had not
been completed in the time specified in the
contract and without deducting the pen-
alty provided. City Engineer Claussen

Informed the board that in none of the
cases where such action had been taken
was the contractor responsible for the de-
lay. He had investigated each case, and
Where it was considered that the penalty

for non-completion should be enforced it

would "be recommended.
The engineer gave notice to the board

that when the final estimate for the con-
struction of the Sixth street bridge came
up he would demand that the contractors,

the Chicago Bridge & Iron company, ex-
plain the delay on the contract. It was
hardly possible, the engineer said, that
the city could enforce a penalty on this
contract, for a clause in the contract pro-
vided that if there was any delay, owing

to the congestion of the labor or iron
market, then the time for completing the
structure should be extended. If the
company could show that the delay was
owing to inability to get the steel work,

then no penalty could be exacted; but, if
not, the damage the city had sustained by

reason of the structure not being com-
pleted should be deducted from the con-

tract price of the work.
The bridge will be opened for travel

some day this week.
