NEWS OF RAILROADS
GENERAL MANAGER BIRD, OF ENG-

LAND'S GREAT EASTERN,

IN THE CITY

IS STUDYING OTHER SYSTEMS

Surprised at the Progress 'Made In

China and Amazed at the Building

In Japan American Roads In

Many Respects He Admits to He.

In Advance of Those In Great

Britain.

One of the Vmost prominent railroad
men in Great Britain was in St. Paul
yesterday, returning to England after a

trip almost around the world, made for
the purpose of inspecting the railway

systems of other countries and partially
for rest and pleasure. 'General-Manager'
E. 3. Bird, of the Great Northern railway,

lias his -headquarters, in London and is

considered one of the best posted and at

the same time one of the most progressive
.of English railway men. He left St. Paul
last night for Chicago and .will spend

several days inspecting the yards and
transfer facilities there, afterwards going

to New York, where he will make a study

of the immense terminals at -Whitehall
station and of the methods of operation
in vogue with the Eastern roads. >

Though" • the Great Eastern manager is
a firm believer that English roads are
very near perfection, he readily admitted

that the systems over which he has trav-
eled during' his stay in the United States
have many features: which English roads
would do well to copy. In speaking of
the results of his"trip, he said:

"Many new ideas have been brought to
my attention during my trip, which will
be of great service to me In future work
at heme. I spent some time in £hlna be-
fore coming to this country, and while of
course railroad development in that land
is in Its first stages, I was surprised at
the work which has been done. i found
American engineers holding positions of
responsibility and many Ameriotn men
in charge of the business of such roads
as have already been built. Many English-
men have also found employment there.

"While the development in China sur-
prised me, what 1 learned- of railroad
building in Japan" where I spent some
time, has been a constant source of
amazement. Americans probably have
little idea of what that little nation has
done since it first Took up civilized ways.
I foutid several lines of road which would
be considered unusually good in either
the United States or England. American
and English engineers have projected
roads through many different parts of the
empire and . I have seen;roadbeds and.
tracks there built in as substantial and
scientific a manner as any In the world.
Several of the Japanese lines have Amer-
ican and European equipment and their
service is excellent. Some of the railroad
engineering work which has been done
In the mikado's kingdom would stand on
a par with some of the famous achieve-
ments of your own engineers in the
Rockies.

'-'Concerning your own American roads, I
have seen -enough jto convince me "that
we in England have yet much to learn.
Your train service, methods-of operating,
equipment and rolling stock is as good
and in many instances better than that
of the English roads. I have been greatly'
Impressed with the tremendous achieve-
ments of your "Western rarilroad mag-
nates, in successfully operating lines run-
ning half way across the continent and
successfully crossing sections of country
presenting engineering- obstructions and
problems more difficult to solve than any j
which we old world railroad men have
had to meet with. There seems no situa- j
tion too difficult to be met, and your rail- |
road engineers are certainly marvels ofingenuity and skill. .In some particulars
however, I- have found chance fdrcriti-,
nism. Your^roads are not- equipped with
block systems in many instances', and
lack safety appliances which would be
considered imperative in England. I am
astonished that with such evidences of
skill shown :; in some particulars, your
roads are not better equipped in others.

"I understand "that I have yet much to
see and am making the trip east in ex-
pectation of finding roads on which these
defects which I have mentioned have
been ' remedied. We English ' have yet
much to learn from you in many partic-
ulars, yet- I think there are some things
in which we can yet give -you. instruction
An instance' of this occurs' to-me" now.
I have recently traveled ' over a roadwhich is just putting In the semaphore
system. It was considered; a- great -"im-
provement, I was: told. Yet I can callto mind English roads .which have hadthe same system in use for twenty yearsThe carelessness of your companies-in
protecting your terminal tracks also as-
tonished me.- In England there is' hardly
a mil© of road which does not "have aguarded right of way. We have veryfew crossings and in most instances road-ways intersect the line of our tracks withbridges

spection trip over the line. '-"Every mile of
track owned by the company, was gone
over, and the party returned much
pleased with conditions as they found
them and with the outlook for the fu-
ture. President Hayes expressed himself
as perfectly, satisfied with the showing

made by the road during the past year.
He commented on the construction work
which has been done, pointing out that
the road has been immensely improved
during the year and is now in as good

condition as any in the state. Regarding
the work for the coming year, he stated
that extensions' and" spurs would be built
at Rice Point and "West ..Superior, ena-
bling'the road to reach" the large, eleva-
tors at these points with improved facil-
ities.

FEATHERS FOR TRIMMING.
Majority From Food Birds Son-
g Feathers Not Much ÜBe d.

New York Sun. .V
The amount spent by American women

on two articles of their headgear, viz., \u25a0

flowers and feathers, is estimated at.
about $10,000,000 a year. The center of the
Industry in the United States is New»
York, where it engages the services, of
10,000 women. Of this number over 2,000 '

are "employed by the thirty Importers
of feathers in New York at an average .
weekly wage of from $10 to $15: In col-
lecting statistics on this industry, a fact*-
pleasing to those who sympathize with
the Audubon crusade against the use of
birds' feathers in women's hats. was
brought out. Many feather houses will
not permit'the use of a single song bird.
The song bird is not bright and attract-
ive enough to make his killing worth -
while, without artificial coloring. The
feather-makers rely very largely on what
may be termed waste material, i. c., the -skins and wings of game .birds, plover, a
partridge,' grouse,'-- woodcock' and other>
edible varieties, the color of which is so --'
desirable* for walking hats... that there is
little need to change it. But one of the
most Interesting things about the indus-
try; Is the fact that the great mass of the
"material used in constructing the beawtt--,
ful little birds,.downy breasts, pompons
and other modish articles which appear
on women's hats is simply, chicken feath- .
ers, which are dyed and shaped into
brightly tinted" breasts, blackbirds or os-•
trich plumes, as the case, may be. The
feathers of which a breast of. rich plum-
age of apparently a white and brown
bird is composed may "originally have
been a drab brown from a very common
type of chicken, growing under the wings
and around the breast and back. The
feathers of the blackbird .are generally.,
from a pigeon. The long, fine cock feath-
ers are taken from the tail of the bird.
One of the novelties of the year in the
trade is a feather designed as a substi-"
tute for an . ostrich . plume. It Is long,
rich and lustrous, with curled edges, and
it Is difficult to believe that it is 'made
from the neck feathers of certain breeds
of roosters. There is scarcely any differ-
ence in the thousands of strands compos-
ing the plume, and each is put in place by

skilled fingers. The great bulk of the
crude material comes from Germany. --France and 'Italy. Texas sends large
numbers of gulls into the market, and
Japan and China/ contribute pelican and
turkey quills. Russia and California-sup-
ply Immense quantities of South Ameri-
can grebes, and tropical countries export
bright-plumed birds in greaj quantities.
The ostrich feather production seems to
vary little in years. The entire crude out-
put of Africa, which is exported from the
Cape of Good Hope, is $3,000,000 a year,
and the additional $1,000,000 worth pro-
duced, by Egypt, constitutes the whole
ostrich crop of the world. The importa-
tion of ostrich feathers In their crude
state into the Tinted States probably does-
net exceed a values of $1,250,000. While -
some ostrich plumes sell as high as $30
each in this country, many houses find
there Is scant sale for any feather worth
more than $7.

Adulterated Beer.
An English chem'st recently examined

8.165 samples of beer, of which 421 we
found to have been adulterated, and the
fact was also discovered that he adultera-
tion of beer Is almost exclusively confined
to London. Of 157 samples of tobacco
analyzed twenty-six were found to vbe
adulterated.
