The board oUal'dermen^at it's meeting

last night passed "resolution vacating

that portion of Hatch street between
Kent and Mackubin streets, on the pay-

ment by the 'Minnesota ...

the company in enlarging its plant.

Buildings costing $70,OQO: arc-to be erected,
and :machinery ..valued at $250,000. Is to be
placed in* the "samel v The: company now
has on Its pay rolls SOO employes, and as

soon as the new buildings are completed
COO additional employes will be put to

work. The street was extended through

the"- property now owned by the com-
pany in ISB7, but has never, been graded

or improved, and is not used by the pub-
lic.
, Herman nheim, representing prop-

erty owners in the ____S_JUof Smith ave-

nue and . \u25a0-.-:! nut Street, -appeared be-
fore the*-%__re%-iia *pr_§.nted a petition

asking, lor..th.t? Repeal* \u25a0' 'in ordinance
granted to th- lPeo-pie-?s* tee company
several weeks ago. The ordinance al-
lowed the company to erect a large ice-
house on Smith avenue, near Chestnut

street. The petition was referred to the
committee on streets on motion of Aid.
Reeves. Mr. Oppenheim informed the
council that he arso had a resolution dl-
recting thai the ordinance be repealed,

but he had been unable to secure any
of the aldermen to introduce it. The
ordinance passed, he declared, was illegal

in that it .allowed an icehouse to be
erected in the fire limits. Aid. Murphy

rose, to the occasion and placed his name
to the resolution which Mr. Oppenheim
desired to have introduced. This hav-
ing been done the resolution followed
the petition asking for the repeal of the
ordinance to the committee on streets.
As the committee does not meet again

for two weeks, and the company intends
to commence building today, Mr. Oppen-
heim stated an injunction restraining
the company from building would be
applied for in the courts today.

1 he veto by the mayor of the resolu-
tion authorizing . Lennoh & Gibbons to
erect a fence ten feel by seventy adjoin-
ing the library building, .on Wabasha
street, was referred to the committee on
streets. The mayor took the ground
that tin- fence would be an aggravated
case of bill board on the principal street
corner of the city. .. *.

The' ordinandi providing for the erec-
tion of bill boards only after permission
has been received from the aldermen of
the wards In which they are to be placed
was referred to the committee on streets.

The resolution passed by the trades
and labor assembly protesting against
the passage of the fast line interurban
ordinance was. sent to" the committee on
streets. . , .. :

Ordinances were passed changing the
names of Dawson and Francis streets
to East Sixth and East Fifth streets.

An ordinance was passed prohibiting
the riding of bicycles on the sidewalks
on the north side of Fairfield avenue, be-
tween Wabasha and Ethel streets, and
on the north side of Winifred street, be-
tween Ohio and South Wabasha-streets.

The resolution, directing .the.' payment
of $50 to allow the city to join the-League
of American Municipalities was-the sub- !
ject of much contention. The committee

.on streets recommended an adverse re-
port on the proposition. A.d. 801 lsaid
it was time the city joined the league.
Aid. Reeves called attention to. the fact'. that Minneapolis belonged, as well = as
other, progressive cities. Aid. Dona-
hower favored the city joining the
league, as it was one of the most pro-
gressive organizations in the country.
Aid. Murphy said some of the aldermen
who were anxious to take $50 from, the
contingent fund .were, the ones who had
objected to spending any of the fund
for the reception and entertainment of
the convention of German* Catholic so-
cieties recently held "in the city, and for
this reason -he should not vote for the
expenditure- A I'd. Bell said the case was
not similar. The $50 would be spent for
educating the city officials, while in the
other, instance it was for entertainment.
Aid. Kenny said he would be willingto
vote for the $50 ,if the expense would
stop there, but it would.-not. Five or
si* of the aldermen'would want to- at-
tend, the next; convention at the expense
of the city, and the result would be a
cost, of several hundred dollars.'. ;:

DES MOINES, 10., Oct. 17.— Is stat-
ed the extension of the Rock Island road

The Rock
Island controls -the Burlington, Cedar
Rapids & Northern, and the Sibley line
will connect with it, giving direct com-
munication from Rock Island points to
South Dakota territory.

FIGHT TICKET SCALPING.

Senator -Depew Is Expected to-Put a
Dill Through.

CHICAGO, Oct. 17.—George 11. Daniels,
the veteran passenger agent of the New
York Central, declares the war against
ticket scalping will be renewed in the
next congress. If Mr. Daniels does not
want to prejudice his case he will not
call as witnesses some of the passenger
officials 'of Western lines, who are now
using scalpers as their agents, and pay-
ing them regular commissions on the sale
of tickets.

The lower house of congress has twice
passed-an anti-scalplng bill, but the sen-
ate either could not or would not take
action. Mr. Daniels believes that Senator
Depew will be able to secure the passage
of an antl-scalplng bill by the senate.

.Local ticket scalpers say they have no
fear that any attempts to legislate them
out of business will be successful, for
the simple reason that too many of the
rallorads have need of the brokers. "Ev-
erybody knows that the ticket brokers
would be 'broke' in thirty days if the
railroads united to drive us out of busi-
ness," said a Clark street broker yester-
day.

So-o Letting- Contracts for Some of

Large Dimensions.

The Soo has recently let a contract to
the American Car and Foundry company,
of Chicago, for fifty refrigerator cars
with a capacity of 50,000 pounds each.
Specifications for 1,000 box cars, 60,000
capacity, are now out and the contract
will be let within a couple of weeks.
These cars are to be delivered. some time

The capacity of these cars attracts at-
tention. It wasn't so very long ago that
30,000 pounds was the maximum for
Western roads, but here is the Soo taking
1,000 60,000-pound cars. .—

Come Here for Good Engines.

The Canadian Pacific Railway company
has placed' orders for thirty or forty new
locomotives with several of the leading,
locomotive, manufacturers in the United
States.* This is the' first large order for
locomotives that the Canadian Pacific
has placed outside, Canada for many
years. It has been the policy of.the com-
pany in the past to turn out the engines
required on Its line from Its own. shops.
Some time ago all the machinists in ;the
employ -of the company, from Fort Wil-
liam, to the Pacific went out on strike
because the officers of the company re-
fused to recognize their labor union. With
the exception of its- repair shops, it is
understood that-the-company will- close
all Its locomotive shops and in future or-
der -the-locomtives if requires from firms
in the United States. ..\u25a0';.
