WORK THAT IS TO BE

DEVELOPED

WORK OF THE CONFERENCE

.Illusion to Ke Located in China as

Soon as PoNHlble—lt Is Thought

the Hniilnpiis of the Conference

Will He Concluded Tortny—Hoard

of Appeal Was Chosen Last

Mltht.

The ESvangeUoa] conference took action
yesterday towards improved methods in
the course of training of ministerial can-
didates. The committee on schools and
education presented an exhaustive report,

railing1 for more stringent requirements

from young men anticipating the min-
istry a» their lifework, and, to the end
that those in need be furnished with the
means of securing the proper education,

recommended action towards scurlng

means for the establishment of a fund

for ministerial Btudent aid. The neces-
sity of a theological course was em-

phasized, and the conference went on

record as opposed to the admission as

pastors in future of men who have not

completed a full course, including in-

struction in the theological seminary.

The educational commission was au-

thorized to grant the degree of bachelor
of divinity to students over thirty years

of age who have completed the course
required in Northwestern college or an

educational institution of similar require-

ments, and the course prescribed in the
theological school. The- committee on

education formulated a request to the

Union Biblical institute, that they con-
fer the same degree on students who
have completed the Institute course and
who have completed a three months'
course in the correspondence college.

The committee on Sunday schools pre-

sented a report calling attention to the
need of satisfactory equipment for study

of the schools under the direction of
the church, and advising that teachers
and others in control work to the end

that all schools be conducted according

to the law and discipline of the church.
The further suggestion was made that

especial care be exercised in the selec-

tion, of Sunday school teachers; that

those who have the training of youth in

hand be proven worthy of their priv-

ilege.

Missions were given a considerable por-

tion of the morning session, and Rev.

F W Vogelein, of Japan, made a stir-

ring address, calling upon the conference

to take measures at once to further the

spread of Christianity among the heathen.
He stated that during the year he had

visited China and found the need of mis-

sions and workers both pressing and im-

perative. He gave many instances of op-

portunities for service which had come to

his attention. Following his address a

general discussion gave opportunity for
Bishop Horn and Bishop Bowman, with
Revs. Spreng, Yaegel. Meckel, Haug,

Heinmiller and Lingelbach, to express

their views. Rev. Vogelein's appeal met

with general approval, and several of the
delegates volunteered to give $100 an-

nually for a period of four years to sup-

port a mission in China. The following

resolution was adopted:

"Resolved, That the board of missions

be authorized and empowered to locate a
mission in China as soon as practical
andassoon as a sufficient fund, shall have
been secured for this purpose.

The mission committee reported its
financial condition, as follows:

"We are gratified that, during the past

quadrennium. the receipts of the mission-
ary treasury were better than in any pre-
ceding quadrennium in the history or
the church. Only four years ago we un-
dertook the liquidation of the mission

debt in the midst of the financial depres-

sion of our country. Not only was tnia
debt wiped out, but all other needs of
the general treasury were met. For the

sionary treasury Is fr«e otaew. v.n\u0084'-c"

Rev. S. P. Spreng, editor of the Young
People's Evangelical Messenger, was
elected by the conference to fill the office
of president of the Young People's al-
liance. Rev. G. H. Heinmiller was elect-
ed as corresponding secretary. Elections
to fill three vacancies on the conference
board of control, which has general
charge of the young people' 3 work, re-
sulted in favor of Rev. C. F. Zlmmer-
mann. Rev. J. H. Lamb and Rev. J. C.
Hornberger.

After almost a week's constant work
the changes in the discipline of the
churuoh, recommended by the committee
on revision, were finished and adopted.

The petitions of the different confer-
ences for lay representation in the annual
and general conferences were brought up
for consideration with the result that the
following resolution was passed upon and
adopted:

"Inasmuch as a petition asking for lay
representation in our annual and general
conference?! has been presented to this
body, numerously signed in various parts
of the church; therefore,

"Resolved, That we recommend this pe-
tition to the general conference for fa-
vorable consideration, and that a commit-
tee of nine be appointed, consisting of five
preachers ai?d four laymen, with a bishop
presiding, which committee shall prepaie
a practicable plan, and submit the same
to the next general conference."

A special business session was called
lasl night, at which the .election of a
board of appeal consisting of fifteen mem-
bers, chosen from a field of candidates
made up by the choice of two members of
each of the different conferences in the
United States, was held. A large amount
of minor business was disposed of. It
is thought that the conference will be
able to dispose of the remaining busi-
ness at this morning's session!

IRON MM ORANT TAXABLE

aiPKEMB COIRT SO HOLDS IN A
DECISION FILED YES-

TWHDAI

iMxrn of 1878 and 1875 Are Both
Held to Be I'nconHtltutloiial In Ho

Far as They Conflict With Con-
stitutional Amendment of 1871.

Although it brought sorrow to the cit-
ies of St. Paul, Minneapolis and Duluth
by one decision yesterday, the supreme,
court saved some consolation for the
last named city in a decision sus-
taining the validity of ihe law taxing the
Duluth & Iron Range land grant. The
Duluth & Iron Range company claimed
an exemption from taxation on its lands
under the law of a special law of 1873,

which provided that railroads accepting it
should pay gross earnings tax in fleu of
all other taxes. The court holds, howev-
er, that in so far as the special law in
question was repugnant to the constitu-
tional amendment adopted in 1871, the

law of IS7B did not confer on the company

any rigrht in the nature of a contract
that suoh method of taxation should nev-
er be changed.

The read also claimed exemption from
the taxation of its lands under a law of
1575, which exempted' its land grant from
taxation for twenty-five years, but the
court holds that this, too, was Invalid so
far as lt involved any conflict with the
constitutional amendment of 1871, and that
consequently when the bill taxing railroad
lands was passed in 1895, the Iron Range
grant at once came under its provisions,
without regard to the exempting law.

The syllabus of the decision is as fol-
lows:
County of St. Louis, plaintiff, vs. Duluth

& Iron Range Railroad Company, re-
spondent.
Syllabus—Chapter 111, Special Laws 1873,

providing that railroads accepting that
act should pay a gross earnings tax In
lieu of all other taxation on their prop-
erty, is unconstitutional, so far as it is
repugnant to the constitutional amend-
ment of 1871 (section 32 of article 4), and,
as that amendment reserves the right to
amend or repeal all such gross earnings
laws, the railroads hi accepting said chap-
ter 111 did not acquire any contract
right that such method of taxation should
never be changed,' following state ex rel.
Marr vs. Steams County, 72 Minn. 200.

The provision in chapter 54, Special
Laws 1875, exempting from taxation for
five years the lands granted to the Du-
luth & Iron Range Railroad company to.
aid In the construction of its road, is also
unconstitutional, so far as it is repugnant
to said constitutional amendment of 1871,
and after chapter 168, Laws 1595, took ef-
fect, the lands were taxable from and
after the time the patent issued. Order
affirmed. Canty, J.

The alternative writ of mandamus in
the case of the United States ex rel.
Lamprecht Bros. & Co. against the City
of South St. Paul came up for hearing
yesterday in federal court before Judge
Lochren, who issued a peremptory writ
ordering the payment of the money de-
manded by the relator.

The relator is an Ohio corporation that
purchased the bonds Issued for the con-
struction of the South St. Paul bridge.
Afterwards the validity of the bonds was
questioned and sustained by the courts.
The petitioners alleged that they re-
covered judgment against the city for
$4,796.26 for interest due upon the bonds.
This had not been paid, and there was
no provision for Its payment made in the
1899 tax levy.

At the hearing the city represented that
it is hard up; furthermore, that an ar-
rangement had been made with tho bond-
holders in Boston that 4 per cent interest
was to be paid instead of 6 per cent.
It was claimed that this agreement had
not been lived up to, and that the tax
levy for the current year has already
been made, so that there can be no pro-
vision made for settling the claims of
Lamprecht Bros.

According to the decision of the court,
provision must be made in the tax levy
to meet the judgment.

POWDER LEFT A SCAR
F. F. SALISBURY'S NECK MARKED

BY HIS NEIGHBOR JOHN GEB-

HARD'S REVOLVER

CLIMAX OF AN OLD TROUBLE

The Fuel Man Went Into the Tailor's
Shop to Complain About His Chil-

dren, but Whk Run Out Before

He Could Make Any Explanations

—< Inim That Blank Cartridge

Whs I'sed.

If there was a bullet in the revolver
that John Gebhard, a tailor living at 583
Lafayette avenue, fired at F. F. Salis-
bury, a fuel dealer living next door, at
579 Lafayette avenue, Saturday after-
noon, Mr. Salisbury says Gebhard at-
tempted to murder him. If, as Mrs. Geb-
hard claims, it was only a blank cart-
ridge, Mr. Salisbury says the powder

burns on his neck sufficiently warrant
the law in inflicting,some penalty upon
his neighbor. Consequently, Mr. Salis-
bury yesterday swore out a warrant for
Gebhard's arrest, charging him with as-
sault with a dangerous weapon.

The trouble between the neighbors is of
long standing. Mr. Salisbury says it dates
back to last winter, when he claims to
have caught Gebhard's son taking wood
from his woodyard. Since then the neigh-
bors have had several disputes, and it is
alleged that Gebhard has threatened to
kill Salisbury, showing the revolver with
which the shooting of Saturday was done.
To avoid a clash with his neighbor, Mr.
Salisbury built a fence between the two
yards. Trespass beyond this fence on the
part of one or the other of the neighbors
led to the trouble Saturday.

Mr. Salisbury says the affair grew out
of his discovery that two of Gebhard's
children were demolishing a wagon rack
belonging to him that he claims was on
railroad property near his woodyard. He
says he stopped the boys breaking up
the rack, and then went into Gebhard's
tailor shop to remonstrate with him over
the conduct of his children. As soon as
he entered the door, Salisbury says, Geb-
hard rushed at him and angrily ordered
him from the place. Salisbury says he.

tried to explain the object of his Intru-
sion, when he claims Gebhard turned to

a drawer in his workbench and pro-
duced a revolver, threatening to kill him
if he did not leave the shop. Somewhat
frightened at the sight of the revolver,

Mr. Salisbury says he turned to go out,

when he claims Gebhard rushed up be-

hind him, and, placing the revolver close
to his head, fired point blank at him.
Mr. Salisbury exhibits a rough scar at

the edge of the hair on the left side of
his neck, and says the scar was made by

the burning powder from the pistol. He
was not struck by a bullet, but saya the
stinging sensation from the powder led
him to think himself wounded, and he
ran out Into the middle of the street. He
says Gebhard fallowed him to the edge
of the sidewalk, flourishing the revolver.
Mr. Salisbury says Gebhard made a delib-
erate attempt upon his life. He says he

is positive there was a bullet in the re-
volver, and that his life was preserved
only by Gebhard's poor aim.

Gebhard was not at home last evening,
and, though the offense charged against

him is of a serious nature, the police had
made no attempt to serve the warrant
upon him. Mrs. Gebhard, however, who
says she knows all about the shooting,
says her husband could not have hurt
Mr. Salisbury, as the revolver was loaded
only with blank cartridges. She says her
husband has had the revolver since the
Fourth of July, and that she is certain

there were no ball cartridges in the
weapon.
