A very large amount of through freight
comes to the roads out of the cities from
connecting lines, iIn thelr own freight
cars. The expense of transshipping at
the transfer or In the cities prevents the
roads from making any change, as well
as the difficultles commonly presented
thrcugh inability to - break seals on
bended freight. It s imperative that the
shipments be forwarded without loss of
time and in the original cars. A system
Is generaily In use in the United States
whereby forelgn cars are accounted for
through a special force and credits or
debits made against the roads from which
they come as foreign and home rolling
stock fluctuate from the initial to foreign
lines.

In Minnesota at present every road is
making all possible haste to equip freight
and passenger cars with improved auto-
matic couplers and safety devices. While
Minnesota rolling stock is as a whole in
excellent condition for operation, the

there are usually*a number of cars prac-
tically an unknown quantity. From the
Southern lines especially freight cars are
sent out in poor condition, liable to break
down and practically worn out.

The lack of automatic devices, bad ]
order and general conditlon of these cars
furnishes a frequent cause of railroad
accidents which are practically unavold-
ahle. Several of the Twin City roads are
seriously considering the advisability of
formulating rules governing the accept-
ance of foreign cars and Imposing a strict
system of inspection to prevent cars in
bad order from other systems from being
sent out. The two transcontinental lines
especially have felt the effect of this
peculiar phase of the freight business.
The heavy grades on the Western divis-
fons have proved particularly destructive
and the majority of foreign car accldents
have occurred there. The trains hauled
over these divislons and over lines In
territory east of the Rockles being as a
rule much heavier than those hauled in
many other parts of the United States,
causes a strain on cars of other lines
which in many cases they are unable to
withstand.

CALLS THE CAPTAIN

THE “LIGHTWEIGHT” IN THE
“NINE-SPOT OFFICE” GETS AFT-
ER COMPTROLLER M'CARDY

AUDITOR FINDS AN ERROR

At Least Thinks He Has, and When
He Directs the Mayor's Attentlon
to It the Watch Dog Says That
a Smaller Levy Will De for the
Particalar District—It Is
to the Council.

Now Up

County Auditor Johnson Is not perfect-
ly satisfied with the resolution passed by
the council fixing the city tax levy. The
official copy of the resolution was fo-
warded to the county auditor's offlce
yvesterday. On its receipt Mr. Johnson
looked over the figures and ascertained
that there was something of a mistake
in the figures for the Eighth assessment
distict. He immediately indited the fol-
lowing letter to Mayor Kliefer:

I am in receipt this day of assembly
file No. 4324, being the annual tax levy
for the city of §t. Paul. I note that the
amount required to be raised in Eighth
assessment district for interest and sink-
imxt fund is $47,509, and, as the total val-
uation s $15,115,610, it would require a
leyy of 3.1 mills to raise that amount.

The amount to be raised in the first
five assessment districts for the inteyest
and sinking fund is $187,314, and. as the
total valmation of these districts id $32.-
847,995, it will require a levy of 3 mills
to raise this amount, or one-tenth of a
mill less than reqaired to raise the
amount for the Eighth district.

As the Eighth district is exempt from
the taxation of cetain bords which are
assessed to the first flve assessment dis-
tricts, the rate of taxation shoyld he,
and always has been, less for the Eighth
district than for the first five districts.
Fearing that there might have been a
clerical error in this, I take occasion tO
respectfully call your attentlon to the
situation to the end that {f so {t may be
corrected, as the extension of the taxes
must be commenced at once.

The mayor, as soon as he received the
letter from the county auditor, sent for
Comptroller McCardyv, who prepared the
resolution which the council passed. At
the conclusion of the conference between
the mayor and comptroller the county
auditor was Informed by the mavor that
the comptroller had said there was no
need of levying for $47,500 for interest and
sinking - fund In thé Righth assessment
district, as only about $40,000 was needed,
and, if more was necessary, he could se-
cure it in some way.

This explanation only served to increass
the. ire of the county auditor, who de-
clared last evening that he would not
make the levy until the matter had been
adjusted by the council. If the comptrol-
ler, who prepared the resolution, made
a mistake of $7,500 in his flgures in the

Eighth district, the county auditor in-
tends that the mistake shall be corrected,
and the taxpayers of the district not be
required to pay four-tenths of a mill
more than is necessary.

A letter of similar purport to the one
sent to the mayor will be laid before the
councll at the next meeting of the hoad
of aldermen and assembly.
