judges the working of the tribunals of
the country can no longer bo regarded

\u25a0with mere fllle curiosity.

Curiously enough a brutal murder wpu

committed by an American citizen on the
very clay on which the revised treaties
came into operation, and the trial of the

prisoner has afforded a good illus ra-

tio* of the operation of the criminal
cxxle. In itself the crime was un'nter-

estinfir— an affair worthy in its sordid
features of the choice quarter in which
it was committed, the "Blood Town,"

w*ich Rudyard Kipling has described in

his account of Yokohama. The murderer,

ln a fit of jealousy, killed two Japanese

girls and a young American who. had
supplanted him in the affections of one of

the women. He was at once arrested by

the Japanese authorities and from trat

moment until the day of the trial noth-

ing further could be learned concerning

him.

ALL PRELIMINARIES SECRET.
Neither the Inquest nor the preliminary

examinations were public, for Japanese

justice is based largely on the Fiench
plan, and proceeds about its task with

a mystery and secrecy that make an
Anglo-Saxon uncomfortable.

charge in very fine and grandiloquent

language. The procurator describes the
scene as if he had witnessed It, and
deals with the gory passages in thgpstyle
that the author of a shilling shocker
might well envy. This work of art is

launched at the prisoner at the opening

of his trial, and the president of the
court takes it as the basis of his examin-

atlORGANIZATION OF THE COURT.
And now as to the court and the

bench. The Yokohama chipo saibansho
(district court) is a big modern building

of brick, one of the best of its kind in

the empire, and of course immeasurably

superior to most courts in the provinces.
It is arranged in European style. In the
criminal section is the counterpart of the
dock, the barristers' table and the judges'
bench, all as they might be in an Eng-

lish court. But, at the same time, there
Is the usual Japanese air of forlorn un-

tidiness about everything. Incomparably
neat and tasteful in their native architec-
ture, their native dress and their native
gardens, the Japanese are hopeless when
they do things a l'Europenne. In this
fine large building, for example, floors

are filthy, walls are scribbled over with
foolish and dirty nonsense, gendarmes
and police smoke cigarettes in the corri-
dors and throw fag-ends everywhere, and
one even sees the barristers' table gar-

nished with a row of teapots!

The court consists of three judges, and

the procurator and the clerk of the court
occupy seats beside them. Their lordships

are all comparatively young men and ap-

parently as able and intelligent as can be

expected of officials who fulfill grave ju-

dicial functions at salaries of from £150

to £200 per annum. They wear gowns

much like those of English barristers,

but Instead of the horsehair wig the head
13 crowned with a black cowl, something

like that of a Catholic priest.

PRESIDENT CONTROLS IT.

Almost the whole of the examination is

ln the hands of the president. The bar

has a very subordinate part. Barristers
limit themselves to suggesting questions

and making applications; they do not

themselves examine witnesses; all ques-

tions are put through the presiding
judge. The propriety of any query the
latter may think fit to put is apparently
never questioned, the Japanese barrister
appearing to be very much less pugna-
cious and much more overawed by the
court than his British confrere. Less
time Is probably wasted than ln an Eng-

lish court, but there is no question as to

which system is the more fair to the

prisoner. '
Lastly, the judgment itself is a curios-

ity. If this case be any criterion, the
president of the court is at least as anx-
ious as the procurator to exhibit his liter-
ary powers. The sentence on this Araer-
can citizen—he was condemned to be
hanged—occupied two reams of American

characters and its translation would run

into six columns of a newspaper. The

advice of the English judge who said to
a young colleague, "Give your conclus-
ions, my dear fellow, but never your
reasons," is totally disregarded by the
Japanese official, whose "judgment" is
practically one long argument, with the
purpose of proving the correctness of his
flection.

brains scattered around, red blood well-
ing forth, long hairs drifting on the gory
gtieam."

A JAPANESE DECISION.

One peculiar feature of this judgment
has not received the attention it deserves.
