LMUID AIR.
Just Wliill It Is and How Its Prop-

erties Are Utilized.
Chicago Chronicle.

The general public seems to be in the
dark ns to the composition and properties
of liquid air, the newly discovered 9'e-
ment tliat has been much dis:u-f*ed of
late. It is just what its name indicates—
air, such as we breathe, made so coid
that it takes the form of water. . The fact
that nir can assume that form is a recent
discovery, aa is also the method cf ob-
taining- the Intense cold necessary to this
result. The temperature required Is Ic2
degrees below zero, a temperature farther
below the coldest arctic winter than that
is below a tropical summer. Yet pers'st-
ent efforts have at last developed a meth-
od by which it is readily produced. When
air is cooled down to thte degree it
chancres to a misty vapor and gradually
forms into drops that fall like rain to the
bottom "of the vessel containing it. By a
proper arrangement It may then be drawn
oft into an open receptacle ready for use.

When seen in an open vessel it might bo
mistaken for boiling water, as It s'mmera
and gives off a white vapor. When first
poured out it boils violently, throwing off
a cloud of vapor that rolls down the sides
of the vessel. But as soon as the r<-;c:p-
tacle has cooled to the temperature of the
liquid it quiets clown to a simmer, which
continues until all has evaporated ar.d
returned to air. This may require several
hours if care is taken to keep the vessel
away from every conductor of heat. But
if it be placed on a plate of iron, or even
poured out on n conductor, as Iron or ice,
it v.iH assumi-. the gaseous state so rapid-
ly as to amount to an explosion.

Northwest Patents.

As a freezing agent the power of liquid
air is terrific. It freezes pure a'cohol
very readily pnd freezes mercury so hard
that it may be used as a hammer to drive
nails into hard wood, and st thoroughly
Is the chill given that the mercury retains
the solid state for several minutes. It
will sear living flesh like a red hot iron
and may take the place of all chemical
cauterizing in surgery. As a refrigerator
liquid air will be easily controlled, and it
can be mads to lower the temperaturo of
a room very slightly or to produce a de-
gree of cold that no life could endure for
a minute. As an explosive it certainly
has great power, aril experiments already
made indicate that it may b? u<?M in both
gunnery and blasting, and it may thus
take the pla.ee of both gunpowder and
dynamite.

COTJET DRESS
Presoribed for Diplomats at the lias-

uian Capital.

New York Tribune.
a ripple of excitement In Ameri-

can diplomatic circles was caused by a
circular, issued under the personal In-
structions of the emperor by the Russiau
minister of foreign affairs, and which
reopens the much discussed question of
court dress for American diplomatic rep-
resentatives abroad. The circular for-
mally notifies all foreign embassies and
lections at St. Petersburg that the court
costume of a dark blue evening coat with
a velvet collar and brass buttons, white
or blue waistcoat and blue trousers, is
prescribed for all persons not otherwise
entitled to wear uniforms who attend
court ceremonies.

The Russian circular explicitly states
that the new regulations apply to all dis-
tinguished foreigners and accredited rep-
resentatives in Russia of .such countries as
have not adopted for their diplomatic offi-
cers specific uniforms or costumes.

It is stated by those In a position to
know that similar measures are likely to
be taken at the courts of Berlin, Copen-
hagen, The Hague and Brussels. It Is
well known that the plain black evening
dress worn by official representatives of
the United Stales Is not recognized at
St. Petersburg as suitable for occasions
of ceremony, and is looked upon by the
court chamberlains very much as those
assembled at a dinner party in New York
would regard a guest attired in tweed
and knickerbockers.

During an Informal exchange of views,
which preceded the Issuance of the Rus-
sian circular, already forwarded to the
state department at Washington, Mr.
Tower, the ambassador at St. Petersburg,
earnestly requested the Russian authori-
ties to adopt as plain a style for diplo-
matic officers as was consistent with the
requirements, in order to make It accord
with American views on the subject. The
Russian government accepted the sug-
gestion and prescribed a court costume
of cloth instead of velvet, a3 was orig-
inally contemplated.

THE EXtJAGEWKST OP THE UN-

FORTUNATE PRINCESS

REPORTED

SUDDEN DEATH (ft RUDOLPH

The Checkered Career In Austria of

Iviiiß l.<-o|x»l«IV Second Daughter

—Her Life Blighted by the Tras-
edy at Mayerlinu—Very Unpopular

With Royalty, and Snubhed l»y

Queen Victoria.

Once more comes the rumor from across
the water that Crown Princess Stephanit,
the unfortunate relict of Crown Prince
Rudolph of Austria, is to marry again,

and this time the gossips say that tha
solitary and unfriended daughter of the
house of Hapsburg is to unite her for-
tunes with Count Elmer Lonyay, former
minister of finance of Hungary. The ru-
mor has been persistently denied by

the newspapers of Buda-Peath, but Vi-

enna and Berlin sources as persistently
reaffirm It. The latest report is that the

betrothal will be officially announced in
a short time.

Since the tragic death of her husband,

STEPHANIE, ARCHDUCHESS OF AUSTRIA.

the Crown Prince Rudolph, the sympathy

which even royalty might extend to the
wronged and unhappy Stephanie has been
persistently withheld by the members of
various royal branches with which she is
connected by birth and marriage. In the

minds of the people, however, she haa

become greatly endeared since her widow-

hood. A daughter of King Leopold of
Belgium, she was popularly called "the
moss rose of Belgium" when she came to

Austria a3 the bride of tha 111-starred
Rudolph.

On the last day of January, ISS9, Europe

was shocked by the news that the Crown
Prince Rudolph had died a violent death.
Many were the rumors accounting for
thi& terrible tragedy. It is doubtful wheth-
er the whole truth will ever bet known,

and whether the death was caused by his
own hand or by the act of another is still
an open question. *

THE MAYERLING TRAGEDY.
What is known is that the crown prince

had a shooting box and bachelor's quar-

ters at Mayerling, which Is within a drive
of Vienna. On the very night of his death
Rudolph was seen in his box at the Im-

perial opera house in Vienna and drove

late at night to Mayerling. With the

crown prince was staying his equerries

and some friends, among them a yo«ng
lady, to whom Rudolph seems to have
been much devoted.

shallng refa~tory archduchesses at the
Hofburgr.

Her daughter, Princess Elizabeth, or
Lisl, as her fond parental grandpapa oalls
her, is fifteen years of age and is destin-
ed to marry, a couple of years hence, one
of her many Bavarian cousins. She is a
girl of considerable intellectual promises,
and her English governess speaks of her
apllities In terms of high praise.

IS NOT POPULAR.

Shortly after midnight the prince was

found dead In his room, his skull being

broken either by a stroke with some blunt
instrument or by a pistol ball. In the

house there was also discovered the dead
body of the young lady in question, the
Baroness Vetschera, killed by a revolver
shot. It was suggested that the un-
happy Rudolph had committed suicide,
but indications (the state of the wound
Itself) led strongly to a different surmise.
Various stories were told. Of the two
most generally accepted one made the
tragedy a case of douuie suicide; the
other attributed It to the vengeance of a
brother, who, being unable to challenge

the seducer of his sister, owing to his
rank, killed him and also his sister. The
story adds that the murderer was warned
that Ifhe kept out of the empire he would
not be followed..

However this may be, the emperor of
Austria behaved as a wise man and a
hero, as he has ever done. Of course, lies
were told to him at first, but when ha
saw through them he Insisted on the
salient facts being made public. The
body of the crown prince lay In state In
Vienna and the Imperial family assisted
at his burial. It concerned the nation that
he was dead and this the emperor wisely-
made known by the public exhibition of
his corpse. The special circumstances of
his death concerned none but his near
relatives.

STEPHANIE'S LIFE SINCE.

Of late years, with her widow's weeds
oast aside, Princess Stephanie has devot-
ed her energies, to a large extent, to the
public weal, and to the no small delight
of her venerable father-in-law, the em-
peror, has given ample proofs of her dis-
interested Interest and affection for hia
subjects of all classes of society. Her
Imperial highness figures conspicuously In
many a philanthropic movement. She
Is a warm patron of the fine arts, and is
eaid to be "at .everybody's beck and call
where there's real good to be done" with-
out first taking into consideration the
personal trouble It may Involve. The em-
peror, soon after Crown Prince Rudolph's
death, decreed that In all matters of court
etiquette she should continue to take
precedence of every high lady In the land,
the empress alone excepted. This deci-
sion gave rise to Jealousy. In the highest
quarters, the Portuguese spouse of the
then heir apparent, the emperor's eldest
brother, Archduke Carl Ludwlg. since de-
ceased, taking umbrage, which roaulted
In Archduchess Stephanie Invariably ab-

Princess Stephanie has long been the
most unpopular royal personage in Eu-
rope! Afflicted with a flighty, unbalanced
temperament, she has been a thorn in
the side of roj&lty, and, with the ex*-

ceptton of the Emperor and Empress of
Austria, no perjson has ever had even
a shadow of cor^trol over her.

The memory of the tragic death of Ste-
phanie's husbanb is ever present with
his relatives. "Whether he was murder-
ed or whether he committed suicide has
never been positively settled, but his slay-
Ing of the Counvtess Vetsera In January,
1889, has left a b&t that even royalty can-
not efface, and t»e Bqanßal Is still openly
discussed despite all'attempts to smoth-
er it.

Slnco her. hushand's death the crown
princess has avoided. Vienna as much as
possible. Most of her time has been spent

at Bozen, where she.is permitted to keep

her daughter, the Archduchess Elizabeth,

by Tier side. The tJhttd Is dearly beloved
by Austrians, by whom she is affection-
ately known throughout the country as
the "Kleine Frau." The princess has fre-

quently asked to take her. child abroad
with her, but for reasons best known to

the royal family this has never been per-

mltted.
SNUBBED BY QUEEN VICTORIA.
Through all her troubles Stephanie ha»

retained her beauty, Todtfy, although In

her thirty-eighth year, she is still come-
ly. Her child is now fifteen years old and
is said to inherit her beauty.

The slights put u&<#rt~jjtfi* -unfortunate
princess have been many and marked.
Even Queen Victoria, whojs noted for

her gentleness and forgiving disposition,

has not shown much sympathy for her.
It was only a short time ago that the
queen, at the Cowes regatta, intimated
that the presence of Stephanie.would not

be agreeable to her. The princess, how-
ever, Ignored the intimation and postfd

down to the regatta-and was royally
snubbed.

Prince Batthyany, although the Inti-
mate of her husband and for a long while
her defender, openly insulted her at th«
Cowes regatta In 1895. Immediately upon
her arrival he withdrew his yacht Step-

hanie from the entries and sold her to
a Frenchman for a ridiculous price on
condition that the buyer take the boat
away at once. What provoked the insult
no one has ever known.

Like other royalties, Stephanie haa dab-
bled in literature. ' Her most recant work,
"Lacronta," a historical sketch, was »d-
--mirably written and illustrated—all by

hor own hand—and had a considerable
sale.

Stephanie is the second daughter of the
king of the Belgians. On several oooa-
sions it has been 'reported that she was
about to marry again, but the reports

have had their rise in her caprices. Her
younger sister, Clementine, Is betrothed
to Prince Albert of Belgium, her cousin,

.: COMMEECIAL CONGRESS.
Trade Intercourse With. Sooth

American Countries the Topic.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 28.—The Inter-
national Commercial congress today con-
tinued the discussion of subjects relating
to trade intercourse between the United
States and South American countries.
Salvador Echegray, delegate from Mex-
ico, read a paper detailing the growth of
that country from a commercial stand-
point. Imports,he said.during the last fis-
cal year, amounted to $107,000,000, and the
exports, $139,000,000. In a quarter of a cen-
tury of peace, the speaker said, Mexico
has constructed 10,000 miles of railroad,
and Improved all her ports and built new
ones, and has added largely to the wealth
of the country.

Miguel J. Romero, of Venezuela,
read an interesting paper o"n "Intellectual
Intercourse as the Basis for the Progress
and Union of the American Hemisphere."
Senor Romero recommended the organiza-
tion of an educational association com-
posed ofactive, permanent members from
all the American countries —men posses-
sed with the idea of intellectual advance-
ment, the material progress, and the
union of the American continent—an or-
ganization which would deVote its ener-
gies to the founding of schools, museums,
libraries, newspapers, etc. —purely Ameri-
can He also advocated the teaching of
the Spanish language in American public
schools.

ductive—Revrult* Mutiny After
Brief Endurance of Their Priva-
tions — Raids of Bald Knobbera
Finally Destroy the Undertaking-.

Down in Taney county, Missouri, not
far from the Christian county line. Is the
site of what was once a co-operative
colony. The sandy fiat, called in the
old days a "post oak flat," lies in the
divide between Swan creek and Little
Beaver and is about six miles north of
the town of Forsyth. The colony was
never a success, but it has an interesting
history in connection with the Bald Knob
raids of some fifteen years ago. The very
nature of the soil, bleak, rugged and un-
productive, prevented the realization of
the dreams of the dupes of the founder.

This founder was an Englishman named
Henry E. Sharpe, who had become filled
with the "Looking Backward" notion and
yearned to put theories into practice. He
had been over the greater part of the
wcrld, had served in the East Indian
army as an officer and had added Oriental
philosophy to the dream of co-operative

industries. He came to America a short
time before this venture and went
speedily to work.. He is spoken of as a
very plausible fellow who won many a
recruit for his venture by sheer glibness

of tongue. He met, wooed and won a
rich widow of New York named Mrs.
Sallade. She furnished the money to buy

the site and for a time vigorously ad-
vocated her husband's schemes.

Sharpe bought the land, recorded his
deed and then went on a missionary tour
of the East. He formed the Taney County

Integral and Co-operative society, induced
a number of families to come West and
set up in the dreary Ozarks. He got out

attractive literature representing the
society as already in a flourishing con-
dition before a single recruit had arrived
on the ground. Half a dozen smail houses
were put up for temporary homes, but
tho big lyceum was still a dream. It has
nevai been constructed. These individual
shacks were pointed out by him as the
original homes of the colonists as object
lessons showing how the communistic
ideas had grown.

But the illusion of the dreamers could
not long endure the severe test of ex-
perience, and the enchantment of a co-
operative life soon began to fade away
and leave the colonists face to face with
prosaic conditions. There was more work
than play, and this constant toil earned
very few material comforts. Each morn-
ing the men learned from the bulletin
board the duty that had been assigned

them by the director. The assignment

of tasks was made arbitrarily. There was
no common council held to discuss the
various capabilities of the workers. The
manager determined whether Smith
shculd plow In field No. 1 or No. 2 and
naired the man that must hoe In the
garden _or cut firewood. All duties were
not alike arduous and a trip to the post-

office for the colony mail was more desir-
able than an assignment to dig a cellar,
and thus discontent and envy naturally

arose over the distribution of service.
Individualism was annihilated by the
necessary despotism of an arbitrary man-
agoment.

When the colonists began to murmur
and talk of leaving they found that their
Investment could not be taken out of the
community. The founder of the colony

had looked after that Important matter

in framing the constitution of the society.

All individual property brought to the
community became a part of the com-
mon wealth and those who should grow
tired of the co-operative plan must go
out empty-handed.

The spirit of insubordination grew more
pronounced from day to day, as none of

the promised benefits of co-operation

wore realized. It was a lonely life for

the families who had left tho bustle and
excitement of a great city and the young
folks found the little colony duller than
even the tenement houses of New York.
At evening no band of musicians enter-

tained the villagers. The site for the col-
ony lyceum remained a vacant lot grown
up in summer time with dog fennel and

cockle burrs. There -were no holidays,

no pleasant pastimes, no dream life on
the dreary "flat," and tho once hopeful
converts to the theory of co-operation

became sullen and mutinous.

But the most serious" misfortune to the
co-operative scheme came when Mrs.
Sharpe ceased to be her husband's disci-
ple and patroness and refused to lend fur-

ther financial aid to his socialistic work.
Sharpe then quit the field of propaganda
and took upon himself the direct man-
agement of the colony. But the move-
ment had already reached a hopeless

state of decline. No more recruits could

be secured. The failure of the scheme

was known abroad* and each day the col-
ony became a heavier loss to its proprie-
tor. Sharpe had not money to meet the

necessities of the community, and indi-
vidual effort became the only reliance of

the people.

One of the members of tho colony open-
ed a little store on the old plan of still-
ing merchandise tor profit, and he soon
got Into trouble with two Taney county

desperadoes who wanted to buy a pair
of boots on credit. In the quarrel that

followed the merchant was shot and a
stray bullet struck his wife, who hap-

pened to be in the store when the firing
began. The young men who committed
this outrage were Frank and Tubal Tay-

lor, afterward lynched l>y the Taney

County Bald Knobbers at For&ylh. The
hanging of the Taylor brothers, which oc-
curred within a week after tho shooting

of the merchant and his wife, inaugurat-

ed the Bald Knobber rule in Taney coun-
ty, and Capt. Nat Klnney, the chief of

the organization, soon became dictator of
affairs about Forsyth.

Sharpe. the colony proprietor, would
not brook the rule of the regulators, and
he was warned to hold his tongue about

the Bald Knobbers or leave the country.

The reformer was a man of dauntless
spirit, and had never yielded to intimi-

dation. Ho armed himself with two ri-
fles, barricaded his doors for a night at-
tack, and sent Klnney word that he wag

ready to receive a visit from the worst
members of his regulating legions. Sharpe

was never molested. *

The colony dragged on several years
through the Bald Knobber period and
Sharpe became very poor. The breach
between him and his New York wife
widened and she finally began a suit for
a divorce, claiming at the same timo the
Taney county property, on the ground
that her money had bought the land. A
bitter correspondence was carried on be-
tween the manager of the colony and the
owner of the New York plaiting estab-
lishment, in which Mrs. Sharpe charged

that her husband had grossly violated
the postal laws of the United Stales.
She came to Springfield, prosecuted the
socialist leader In the district federal
court and had him convicted. Sharpe
was sent to the Nevada, Mo., Jail, and
his wife got a divorce. While her di-
vorce suit was pending Mrs. Sharpe
published a pamphlet detailing her hus-
band's alleged immoral career. She se-
cured a share of the colony property and
that ended the co-operative scheme on
the little Ozark piateaa.

who infest certain quarters of the city.

But upon closer examination it is seen to

be a modern Implement of slow suicide
turned to uses of actual, swift murder.

The case is made of aluminum, which
itself slips into a tight-fitting chamois
bag. It is about the size of a waistcoat

pocket. Touching a spring, a series'of
queer Implements are disclosed, each in

its separate compartment. There is the
syringe proper, silver plated, and showing

slight usage.
The needle commonly used for morphine

does not appear to have done service,

however, while a longer needle, with a

barrel attachment, shows outer marks of
use. Within it are traces of some deadly

chemical.
The mechanism is so clever that from

this barrel a needle may be projected with
certain aim for some considerable dis-

tance with, sufficient force to penetrate

the skin. As the hollow interior of the

needle is filled with a deadly potion, a
simple prick or abrasion of the cuticle, at

the time escaping notice, may be capable

of producing slow torture or death long

after the crime was committe-.i.
"You remember." said the deputy war-

den. "that In Balzac's novel. 'Cousin

Bette.' a Brazilian uses some such Imple-

ment upon the woman who was unfaith-
ful to her vows to him while he was in

South America undergoing 1 hardships to
make her Parisian life so gay. In this
case, however, Balzac, with wonderful
skill, makes the villain use a serum of a
species of South American leprosy instead
of a poison in the implement, which, in-

stead of a syringe airgun like this one,
was a ring like that with which Capella

Blanca, the beautiful Venetian favorite,

ktlled off her undesirable suitors in the
sixteenth century.
"Ifthe nature of the coagulated matter

within the glass tube shows traces of a
poison, like prussic acid, for Instance, the
effects upon a victim would be proven
deadly and sure. But if, with a refine-
ment of cruelty, the potion proves to be
the microbes of sme pathogenic toxin,
then the European origin of the mur-
derous implement would be patent.

"In this country but few persons have
access to isolated places where there are
men suffering from virulent diseases, or
where the germs are kept In culture in
th laboratories of bacteriological study.

A chemical analysis will be made of the
contents of the tubes, and, if found to
contain deadly germs or alkaloids, a thor-
ough investigation will be made, and the

"The usual instruments used by crooks
are cf a clumsy kind, from self-cocking 1

revolvers to crude slung shots. This is
the first time an implement has come to

our notice that bears such evidence of tho
reilnement of the art of homicide as to
defy autopsical investigation on its vic-
tim. It is worth a careful study as show-
ing a new phas? of criminal life and tha
influence of foreign models. So far oniy

the prison physicians and experts have
given the instrument an examination, but,
as it leads to a distinctly new phase of
crime, we shall push the investigation to
the utmost.

"The owner, William Keenan. sentenced
to eight months in the penitent?ary for
grand larceny, will be free on Nov. 13.

He will be questioned and watched. There
was evidently some solicitation In h's
mind with regard to the instrument, for
he sent a former "pal1 an order for it.
