Members of St. Agnes’ parish are
excited over what Is belleved to have
been an attempt to burn the parish

school house at i{ent and Lafond streets
last Saturday morning, The discovery of
the fire shortly after it started saved
the ‘building, but gevéral teachers sleep-
ing in the west wing of the building were
badly frightened, while the parishioners
are moré or less apprehiensive “that the
supposed incendiaries.may repeat the at-
tempt to destroy the school. The fire was
extinguished” before™ the building was
damaged to any extent.

The flre was discovered shortly’ before
1 o’clock by Officer Springer, of the Ren-
statlon. ‘The~fire ‘was- thent~burning
briskly in the rear of the school house,
having communicated to a stairway lead-
ing to-the second floor. It h¥@ -apparent-
Iy been started under the stairway, and
already the casements of * windows - on
both the ground  fior and the second
floor were in flames. Ii-was.known that
several sisters slept in the building, and
they were af onve ‘aroused, when an
alarm was turned in, bringing the fire de-
partment. Before the'-department _ar-
rived the flames had cracked tha glass
In the windows; and“but for-the-prompt
work on the part of the firemen would
have been raging inside of the building.

Many indlcations point to the flre hav-
ing been of an incendiary orlgin. - Officer
Springer was attracted to the scene by
a sound like an" explosion, and Father
Solnce, pastor. of the parish.-says there
was nothing about-the building to cause
such a nolse. He says there was no
fire in the furnace nor any-lghts burning.
Furthermore, the fire was on the outside
of the building, and there are no build-
irgs from which the fire might have
communicated near the rear of the
school house. After the blaze was ex-
tinguished an iInvestigation showed that
the fire probably started in a waste pa-
per box under the stairway. This box
is kept locked, but the top was dis-
placed, and it Is belleved. the noise.-heard
by Officer Springer was the breaking of
a board when the incendiaries ‘tore off
the box cover. There was material
enough in the box to start a lively fire,
and it is believed the incendiaries dropped
a lighted match among the papers, with
a view to creating the impression that
thefire started aecidentally.

Another fact that lends color to the In-
cendiary theory Is. that an attempt was
made Thursday night: to burglarize the
apartments of theesisters, and it is be-
lieved the waulkds¥e rcbbers-endfavored
to make their plans succéssful a” second
time by firirg _the building, hoping In the
excitement to*ransack the building. The
burglars visited the school about 2 .0'clock
Iriday morning.. The sistens. heand some
one prowling about the building, and
later were startled by hearing a door on
the ground floor forced open. They light-

do

ed the building throughout and the burg-

lars fled. In the morning the traces of
burgiars were plain. A door leading to a
closet had been pried open, but there was
no other door leading from the. closet
into the building and the burglars were
foiled. The attempted burglary. was re-
ported to the polire, and the fact that
Officer Bpringer .was keeping -watch for
a return of the robbers accounts for his
timely discovery of the fire.

Father Solnce says he s quite positive
the tire was started by some one with
malicioug intent. He says there are many
bad echaracters frequently seer in the
neighborhood ‘and thinks some of these
were planning to rob _the.school ;house
and the sisters’ apartments.

Capt. Jerry Strapp, who was acting In
the place of Assistant Firve .Chief-Irvine,
went to the f{ire, and, says. the; biaze at
the school house was of undoubted in-
cendiary origin. He says there was little
chance for the Btairway to thave caught
fire accidentally.

The school house is a two-story brick
building _ erectéd some yeafs ago at @
cost of $15,000. It Is insured for $9,000.

At the close of the forenoon session
vesterday in the First Presbyterian
church, Lincoln avenue and Grotto street,
of which Rev. John Sinclair is pastor,
John McCulloch, one of the elders of the
church, made a statement regarding the
poor health of the minister since he had
been the subject of a car accident some
weeks ago. He was assured, he said, that
every member of the congregation was
as sympathetic with their minister as
were the members of session, who had
expressed their feelings on the subject
in the resolution of sesslan which he
held in his hand and would put to the
coagregation for their Indorsemecnt. The
resolution read:

“It having been certified to the Session
by two physiclans of high standing in
St. Paul that their pastor, Rev. John
Sinclair. in consequence of his recent
street railway acecldent, {s meantime un-
fit for anything more than a minimum
of mental or physical work; thai almost
complete rest is imperative for his fu-

ture health, without which he will be
more or less crippled indefinitely; the
session therefore resolve, that, until he

has regained his strength, he shall not
take more than one service on Sunday
and do no more work during the week
than is absolutely necessary among the
gick; that for the conduct of the other
services and work of the congregation,
the session will be fully satisfied with
whatever provision their pastor, with
their aid, may be able {o make.

“The session recognizes with gratitude
the hard and successful work their min-
fster has done among them since he
came to them twenty-one months ago,
and they recoghize” also' wifh' gratitude
the good hand of God with him when
placed in recent perilous circumstances.
They extend to him now their heartfelt
sympathy and promise especial co-opera-
tior in the work while his sickness con-
tinues, and though he ecannot perform
his ordinary duties for a time, they will
rejoice in the encouragement which his
occasional presence among them will im-
part, and their constant praver will be
that he may soon be restorad to them
ir his wonted heafth and vigor.”

The resolution was put to the congre-
gation and unanimously indorsed.

They Address a Platform Meeting
at the First M. E. Church on “The
Subiner.ed Tenth” — Redemption
to Be Found in Contact, Not in
"Neglect 6‘! the Slums—Criminal a
Produet of Surroundings.

Prison Sunday was observed at the
First Methodist church last evening by
two speclal addresses upon “The Sub-
mérged Tenth, or the Criminal Popula-
tion;',hy Dr. C. E. Rigzs and Dr. Helen
W..Bissell, -

‘- Viewing the subject from the stand-
point- of ‘an expert, Dr. Riggs stated that
environment and heredity were the two
powerful factors in creating and devel-
opitig “a criminal element. There was
no such thing as a criminal brain,
despite .the repeated attempts of experts
to prove the contrary. At a recent meet-
ing of neurologists the brain of a low
type negro had been placed alongside
that of % @istinguished attorney and no
one present was, able to make a distinc-
tion between the two; in fact, some made
the blunder to take the negro's for the
attorney’s. “The development of the
‘psychic traits has all to do with the
making of a criminal,” asserted Dr.
mggs,ﬁ-.{’;{n every person there are cer-
tain stigma, traitg of degeneracy, which
if ‘developed-either make ghe criminal or
idiat. All.depénds on heredity and en-
yironment, edpecially the latter. There

person. The comparison can be made
of the boy who is reared in a Christian
home by a Christian mother with a good
line of —ancestry and the child of the
slums whose heredity Is bad and whose
every surrounding is of a degrading na-
ture. Each-represents different grades
of society, but the same principle ap-
plies. Civilized people make the mistake
of trying to get away from the slums.
This is a mistake. It has been proven
that this same child of the slums if
taken out of the bad surroundings and
into the sunshine, with stronz moral in-
fluences and good food, will becoma a
strong man morally and physically. Then
again, if the other extreme is suited to
the conditions of the slums the bad en-
vironment works the same disastrous re-
sults as on ths child born of a degencrate
parentage. Environment i3 frequently
a greater influence than heredity. An
example can be taken in the case of
the old American colonies. Some of the
very worst foreign eelment came to cur
shores, yet through the religious and
moral surroundings they were made our
best citizens. If it were not for the
uplifting and sustaining influences of en-
vironment of the Christian faith and of
homes our stigmatic'propensities would
Sweep away our best Intentions.”

Dr. Helen W. Bissell in her remarks
celled special attention to the need of
an institution for reformation of women
in this state. In Massachusetts she held
a position as assistant physiclan in an
institution where 300 women were confin-
ed. Last year the Institution's record
showed that 151 of these women had been
placed in good homes and were living re-
spectable, chaste lives, and out of the
number but one proved unworthy of con-
fidence. When the women first come to
the ‘institutlon in very few cases were
they proficient In any of the domestlc
arts. In fact, many were unable to do
any of the ordinary duties of the house-
hold. When they come out they are fit-
ted for all kinds of home work, and are
thus made independent.

“In this state we have absolutely noth-
ing,” continued Dr. Bissell, “in the way
of an institution for women, and it is not
likely that we will have until a consti-
tutional amendment {s made. Under the
existing laws the judges cannot sentence
a woman for more than ninety days, and
that is far too short a time to accomplish
reformation. What can be done is to
look after the children in these families.
Qur friendly . visitor -finds many cases
where mothers are entirely unfitted for
the responsibilities of a family, and have
no knack for any kind of household work.
These visitors do a great deal of good.
In the absence of any ald from the Siate
let us give our sisters a chance.”
