The epidemics have been beneficial to l^e
human race, es they have brought be-
fore the people in a forceful way the
needs of precaution, and the valu.-; of
public laboratories.

Laboratories connected with fta'e
boards of health, with colleges, and ?spe-

ci illy with municipal boards of health
have bi»en springing up all <\yer the coun-
try, and are found to be or grea as-
sistance to physicians in diagno-ins? dis-
eases. In these laboratories, fiiph hcria
is studied and the proper methods of al.-
-rrinistering anti-toxin are discovered hy
experiment. The diagnosis of tubercu-
losis and of typhoid and malarial feers
can be made with great exactness.
Typhoid fever Is preventable, and if the
laboratories were made more op^n to

the general practitioners, that diseise
would be discovered in the very earliest
stages. Preventative measures should be
taken at the first onset of tW£ disease.

The laboratories have introduced mere
exactitude and better methods in the
boards of health, and have caused younger

and more active men to become interest-
ed in the work, and in geneial the tor.c

of the boards.
The meeting of the bacteriologists this

yea:- was a somewhat unusual occurrence,

but Mr. Welch stated that he hoped that

the meetings would be continued, and

that the laboratory committee, or what-
ever it might be called, should be con-
sidered a part of the association.

Tne other paper of the afternoon was by

Mrs. Ellen H. Richards, of Boston, on
the subject, "Education Institutions In
Relation to Expert and Commercial
Work." After speaking of the commer-
cial chemist, of the wide range of sub-
jects on which he may be asked to make
a report, and of the great value of the
work, she stated that there were great
opportunities for the expert to gain large
quantities of money by allowinghis name
to be used in connection with some spuri-
ous article. Mrs. Richards declared that
no expert should be open to such chances
and that especially should the college
professors be free from the love of money.
"Tho university chemist should not give
his services and should not charge less
than a man in a private laboratory, but
ifanything should charge more, as on ac-
count of his position he would be expect-
ed to be an expert, and so have very
competent assistants under him. The
n;ime of the university must be preserved,
and as a result there must be nothing
but the very best of work, and absolutely
no taint of advertising purposes.

The principal discussion of the morn-
Ing's session was on yellow fever. Dr. H.
B. Horlbeck, of Charleston, read the re-
port of the committee on the "Etiology
of Yellow Fever." Dr. Eduardo Liceaga
gave a description of the sanitary stations
about to be established in Mexico to pre-
vent the spread of the fever, and also read
a report on cases observed in Mexico. Dr.
Ismael Prieto, also of Mexico, presented
a report on the data for the bac-
teriological study of yellow fever, and
Dr. Narciso del Rio presented a report on
the necessity of making a complete and
general disinfection of a vessel in order
to make it efficacious, and proving that a
partial disinfection is useless. Yellowfever, as a preventable disease, was treat-
ed by Dr. Antonio Matlenzo.

A very interesting paper on "The In-
fluence of Forests on the Public Health,"
by Dr. Juan Brenna, of .Mexico, was readby Dr. Bracken.

Grantz Mine In Sonth Dakota Rich
In Gold.

DEADWOOD, S, D., Oct. 31.-Otto
Grantz has closed down his mine for thewinter, having taken out ore enough for
two more car loads, whicli willbe shipped
to Denver this week. Mr. Grantz expects
thar the ore will bring him $25,000 a car,
which is not as rich as the first carload,
which brought him $70,000. He is not go-
ing to ship the richest ore this time, but
has sacked it up in his cabin, and he in-
tends to treat this by hand in a laboratory
at Lead. Some of the sacked ore will run
half gold, and it will probably average
not less than $15,000 a ton. Mr. Grantz
has made an opening in the ground iust
seventy-five feet in length, and about
twelve feet in width, and he will net in
three carload shipments not less than$125,000. He has remaining on the dump
several carloads of ore that he will not
ship at all, but will leave until he gets
a plant of his own, it being a fine cyantfl-
ing ore. He estimates that he has $60,00t)
worth of this grade ore. This little hole

--000, and the mining of the rich ore has
scarcely commenced.

RICHMOND, Va., Oct. 31.-The torpedo
boat Shubrick was launched here today,
in the presence of President McKinl?y,
many members of his cabinet, Gov. Tyler,
of Virginia, and an immense ou'poiring
of people. The demonstration was
marred in some of its features by a
heavy rain storm. The civic carnival pa-
rade bad to be abandoned until tomor-
row, owing: to the weather, and the dtco-
raMons of the buildings presanted a be-
draggled and woe-begone appearance.
But the people, residents as well ap \is-
itors, from other Virginia cities and
points outside the state, who camo to
witness the launching and see the prepl-
eiit, were enthusiastic.

Mr. Mayor, Ladles and Gentlemen: I
am gad to meet my fellow citizens of
Richmond, and to join with them in the
interesting celt-b:a;i.n in honor of the
launching of the torpedo boat Shubrick,
built jn this city, of American material.,
by the labor of American workingmen,
for the use of the American navy. Icon-
gratulate builders and workmen upon
this evidence of their skill and Industry,
so creditable to the manufacturing com-
pany and so highly recommended by the
officers of the government.

This is not the lirst contribution which
Richmond has made to our splendid
navy. She equipped the warship Texas,
with all her machinery, boilers and en-
gines, which were tried and tested with
eitire satisfaction in the brilliant nival
engagement in the harbor of Santiago,

when thit g^'ant vessel so gloriously as-
sist d in the destruction of Cervera's ileet,
winning a memorable victory, and has-
tening an honorable and enduring peace.
Iheartily rejoice with the people of

this g.eat city upon the industrial re-
viva1, and upon tho notable prosperity
it is feeling in all of its business enter-
prises. You are taking advantage of th«
commercial opportunities of the hour.
You are advancing in manufactures, ex-
lending your markets and receiving a
dfserved share of the world's trade.

The transportation companies were n^ver
so taxsd to handle the freight offered by
the peoP'e for transportation. The home
and foreign markets contribute to our
prosperity. Happily the latter has in-
creased without any diminution of the
former. Your locomotives go to R'ssia,
the watch casts from the little cltv of
Canton to Geneva; the bridges of Phi a-
delpbta spnn the Nile, the products of
the American farm and facto; y are car-
ried up.-*n every sea and find welcome in
most of the ports of the world.

My fellow citizens, two great historical
events, separated by a period of eighty-
four years, affecting the life of the repub-
lic and of awful import to mankind, took
place on the soil of Virginia. Both were
participated in by Virginians, and both
marked mighty epochs in the history of
the nation. The one was at Yorktown, in
1778, when Cornwallis surrendered to
Washington, which was the beginning cf
the end of the v.ar with Great Britain,
and dawning of independence and union.

The great Virginian, sage and patriot,
illustrious commander and wise states-
man, installed the republic in the family
of nations. It has withstood every shock
in war or peace, from without or within,
experiencing its gravest crisis in the Civil
war. The other, at Appomattox. was the
conclusion of that crisis, and the begin-
ning of a unification now happily full and
complete, resting in the good will and
fraternal affection of one toward another
of all the peonle. Washington's terms of
peace with Cornwallis secured the ul-
timate union of the colonies; those "f
Grant with T,ee the perpetual union of the
states. Both evenis were mighty gains
for the human family, and a proud career
for a nation of free men. Those were
triumphs in which we all have a share:
both are common heritage. The one made
the nat'on possible, the other the nation
imperishable.

A little later luncheon was served in
the dining1 room? of the hotel, some ?-r0
persons sitting down, anfl then the presi-
dential party were driven to the ship-
yard, the president being warmly chtviad
all along the route. At the yard an ;m-
--mense crowd had assembled. The pie i-
dent having been introduced from the
start by Mayor Taylor, spoke as fol-
lows:

Immediately after this ceremony the
president and party were driven to the
Jefferson hotel, and held an informal and
somewhat enforced reception in the
Franklin street lobby of the building Tt
is estimated that 1,000 persons snook
hands with him before the president
would permit the police to clear the way
for him to go to his private apartments.

Mr. Mayor and Fellow Citizens: Ionly
appear for a moment to give heailfe't

IMPORTANT TEST CASE.

Minnesota Sim r»-l;itlilcri of Mlnnc
iipoiis Concern Interested.

MADISON, Oct. 31.—The Wisconsin law
requiring a deposit of securities with the
state treasurer by building and loan as-
sociations incorporated in other states Is
to be tested in the United States supreme
court. The state law provides that all
building and loan associations incorpo-
rated in other states must deposit with
the state treasurer enough securities to
cover the shares sold to residents of this
state, and, according to that law, the
American Savings and Loan Association
of Minneapolis deposited $100,000 and later
went into insolvency. The receiver, Wil-
liam D. Hale, of Minneapolis, demanded
that the securities in the hands of the
state treasurer be turned over to him for
the use of the entire body of sharehold-
ers. The state supreme court refused,
holding that under the statute the assets
in t!-"f> hands of the Wisconsin officials
must he devoted to paying' the Wisconsin
shareholders of the company, and ap-
pointed lireceiver in this state to so ap-
ply the securities. Receiver Hale contests
this action and has applied to the United
States supreme court.

The case will be a test of a right of a
state to hold securities for the use of
the shareholders who resided in the state.

suitable to the needs. Ho said the de-
velopment of the fruit industry had

taken the place of tin- BUgar and rum
industry in the prosperity of the loland.

ADVERSE TO UNION.

Important Lnbur Deeliiion Rendered
at Fitt»lmrw.

PITTSBURG. Pa., Oct. 31.—An import-

ant decision was handed down today by
Judge White, of the county courts,

againsi labor unions. The case was one
•which caused a great deal of tummern In
labor circles all over the country. C. 1*
Flacus, a glass manufacturer of raren-
tum, Pa., brought suit against the officers
of the American Flint Glass Workers'
UH.'on to prevent them from inducing tl:e
apprentices of the plaintiff to join the
union. Tlie decision holds that the plain-
tiff has a right to operate his factory in-
dependent of the union, and that the de-
fendants have no right to persuade his
appi entices to become members of their
organization. Referring to alleged rules
of trades unions, which prevent a young
man from learning a trade without the
consent of the union, the judge says:

"Such rules and regulations of these
trades unioift strike at the first principles
of personal liberty in a free country; 'they
are oppressive and tyrannical; they are
palpably unjußt to individuals, and dan-
