Are Fit for Military Duty, In the
Judgment of Adjt.Gen. Lambert,
rm Reported to the War Depart-

ment in Reply to Queries on the
Subject.

Adjt. Gen. Lambert has prepared a
statement answering the queries of Adjt.
Gen. Corbin regarding the availability
and strength of the national guard and
reserve forces of the state in an emer-
gency.

ARMY SENSATION/
Mistreatment of Returning Volun-

teers Is Alleged.
SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 4.-The megt

sensational report of a military board ofinquiry ever &cnt,to the war depthement
from^ this city has. been forwarded toWashington from the headquarters ofMaj. Gen. Shatter. The document con-sists of nearly 100 type-written pages, andcontains the severest kind of criticism ofthe methods employed by officers incharge of the sick soldiers who returned
from the Philippines on the transportstartar and Newport, on Oct. 10. Upon
Maj. Rafter, the surgeon of the Twen-
tieth Kansas volunteers, who came backon tha Tartar, the heaviest censure is
laid. Col. Metcalf, of the same regiment
who commanded the troopship, Gen
Funston being only a passenger is in-directly refeired to. Many other officersare given a hard measure of criticism,
but their names are being withheld untilthe war department sees fit to make
known the details of the report.

The board of Inquiry which has so se-
verely arraigned the transport servicewas apopinted by Gen. Shafter two
weeks ago, at the suggestion of Col. Al-
fred Girard, chief surgeon in the general
hospital at ;he Presidio. Col. Ghana's
desiro for an investigation wrs occa-
sioned by the deplorable condition inwhich he found the &lck men from thetransports Taitar and Newport. Therewere about forty of them, and nearly allw re suffering from dysentery. Threemen who came on these transports dieda few days aftr arrival. They were John
Fahisak and John A. Logan, of theFourth cavalry, and George W. Mills, of
the Twentieth Kansas.

LAWRENCE, Kan., Nov. 4.-When
shown the San Francisco statement GenM^tcalf today said:

"Regarding the care of the sick it isperhaps sufficient to say that Ineverheard a word of complaint from the sickon board the ship Tartar. Icalled daily
at the ship's hospital to inquire afterthe health of the men. and talked daily
with dozens of those who were more orless sick who needed medical attentionand special diet, but who were not sickenough to go to bed, and Inever hearda word of complaint or an expression of
want unsatisfied."

CENS^BTcONTRADiCTED.
Colombian Government Troops Have

Been Bndly Whipped.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, Nov t-Colom-bian advices, dated Oct. 81, and private

advices contradict the story received in
censored cables of the destruction of theinsurgent fleet, which now resolves itself
in toto the power of a few small boatsconveying 200 insurgents, of whom twenty
were killed. The others captured are
ashore.

A great battle was fought Oct. 30, ten
miles outside of Barranquilla, and re-
sulted in the defeat of the government
forces, with the loss of 300 killed and lOD
wounded. The army waa routed and its
equipments were captured.

A vessel haa arrived at Barranquilla
from Curacoa with COO insurgent rein-
forcements end a quantity of arms and
munitions. The revolution Is spreading
rapidly.

There have been several important de-
sertions from the government owing to
the disruption of the conservative party,
due to the financial troubles, with which
the ".iberals profess to be able to cope
should the revolution succeed.<^>

The street railway company yesterday

It is a most convenient
point for concentration and distribution
of troops by rail or water wherever they
are needed. Regarding the personnel of
the guard the following comment is
rna<l. : "Personnel is excellent; men are
educated. Intelligent and physically
tstrong, very deeply interested in their
work ana many of them graduates of mil-
itary schools, the larger percentage from
Faribault. The men as a rule make
