FOUGHT OUT AT THE POLLS.

But both towns mistrusted this deal,
and after several meetings of the board
and a great deal of wire-pulling the mat-
ter was fought out at the polls in the
fall of 1882, Miller winning by a small
nmajority.

B. F, Ives, brother-in-law of E. A.

He i{s the grand chaplain of the Masoniec
fraternity in this state. The St. Lawrence
lodge, by the way, was removed to Miller
some time ago, after a contest in the
grand lodge.

The legal phase of the last county seat
fight between Miller and St. Lawrence, in
1538, before the county board, was handled
by the ablest attorneys to be had by
both towns. The present attorney general
of South Dakota, Hon. John L. Pyle;
Hon. W. C| Arnold, of Huron, since a
congressman from Pennsylvania, and
Hon. Frank Goodykoontz, of Mitchell,
now deceased, represented Miller. Hon.
A. B. Melville, then of Huron, now of
Chicago, and Hon. J. H. Baldwin appear-
ed for St. Lawrence. After a brilliant
rforensic battle St. Lawrence won out, and
a vote was ordered for October of that
VeAar.

It would consume too much space to
recount the many thrilling incidents of
the exciting campaign which followed.

So anxious was St. Lawrence to win that, {

while dozens of men were riding the prai-
rie day and night, in a midnight confer-
ence her agents offered a Miller town-
site man the sum of $10,000 in cash and
a half interest In the townsite of St.
Lawrence if he would desert his town
and move to the rival. He declined the
offer, saying he could not thus betray his
friends who were fighting with him. The
answer, evidently prepared for just such
an emergency, was an additional offer of
a business lot each for ten of his Miller
friends and $200 in cash each to pay the
expense of moving their bulldings to St.
Lawrence. This was also declined, and
the fight went to the polls.

The vote of 2,000 in the courty was
nearly equally divided between the two
towns, St. Lawrence receiving about 10
majority. But as the law required a
two-thirds majority for removal, Miller
retained the coveted prize.

Each town had offered the county a

court house, grounds and necessary
building free, and in consequence the
county today owns a block of ground
and a brick court house, presented by

the citizens of Miller, moreover settling
the question of Hand county's seat ot
government. To which is also due the
very satisfactory fact to all taxpayers
that the county has no bonded indebted-
ness and its warrants are cash.
BEGINNING OF THE END.

This was the beginning of the end of
St. Lawrence, which is now rapidly ap-
proaching the last act of a wvanishing
city. From that time her energetic citi-
zens lost heart. They bonded the town
for artesian wells, but got little water
for their money. Gradually one man
after another gave up the fizht and
moved away, and a couple of years ago
the town began going very rapidly.
Buildings were emptied and after a time
came Into demand by Miller pecple and
farmers, and the business of hauling
buildings over the level prairle has been
an important industry for some time.

Upwards of one hundred buildings of
one kind and another have been moved
from SL. Lawrence, several were tern
down, including the opera house and a
three-stery hotel, and fire has removed a
number of cthers. The town at one time
had two flouring mills and eight or ten
grain elevators, all doing an active busi-
ness. Two good newspapers furnished
the lively literary end of pelitical and
county seat campaigns, and over thirty
business houses were actlvely engaged in
commerce. Frcm a rustling
town of over 00 people, St. Lawrence has
now declined to & village of eighteen or
twenty families,

In the complaint of St. Lawrence filed
in the Cross case now pending in the
state supreme court, the town’s as-
sess2d valuation In 1287 is given as $109,-
55, and in 1899 at $25.973, the latter sum
being just about equal to the bonded and
warrant debt. The fight now on before
the state supreme court is to prevent en-
tire dissolution of the town and the
saddling of this debt upon a few adjein-
ing farms, which were taken into the cor-
poration some- vears ago-to swell its fa-
cilities for bonding.

“And this is no single event in the In- |

teresting histcry of this young common-
wealth,  upon whose ‘prairies
sprung up as if by magic between the
rising and setting of a sun,” said Hon.
J. A. Bushfield, of Miller, to whom the
history of the rival towns is a well
known story. “Like . experiences are
noted in many places. Aberdeen, the
rustling metropolis of northern Scuth
Dzkota, absorbed Colmmbia, the cnce
thriving city and county seat of Brown
county.

“Faulkton, the present county capital
of Faulk county, enacted a similar drama
by absorbing La Foon, now but an ‘ir-
ridescent dream’ of that county’s first
seat of government.

The history of these rival prairie towns,
ever within easy sight of each other, is

one of contention and feud in business,

to call for another vote upon relocating
the county seat.

A petition of 1,500 names |

of Hand county voters was secured and |

This was
followed by a remonstrance from Milier,
containing about as many signers as the
St. Lawrence petition, hundreds of men
having signed both papers, their signa-
tures on the remonstrance representing
men who had
about relocating the county seat,

A county seat fight, and there have
been a number of them in Dakota, is the
most intensely bitter contest that men
engage in. It is a red-hot state capital
fight drawn down and condensed into
the boundaries of a single county, where
men pass each other with ill-concealed
anger in word or look. and where a single
word may be echoed in a rapid and
earnest “gun play,” and this one between
Miller and St. Lawrence was no exception
to the general rule.

A BITTER FEUD.

Among the prominent characters taking
part In this bitter feud was Hon. A. D.
Hill, a Democrat and banker in Miller,
afterwards appointed recelver of the

United States land office at Huron by
President Cleveland. He became a part

owner of the townsite of Miller, but is
now a resident of Seattle, Wash.

One of the most prominent workers in
behalf of St. Lawrence was Hon. J. H.
Jaldwin, state engineer of irrigation un-
der. Gov. Mellette and Gov. Sheldon. He
is now a resident of Miller, having moved
his buildings from St. Lawrence to the
county seat. For many years Mr. Bald-
win had charge of the townsite affairs
of St. Lawrence, and was perhaps the
most persistent worker in that town's
interest.

Missouri river in Walworth enunty, now
has no place upon the map.

Mrs. Minnie Fish-Griffin and Herman
Diestel Are His Stellar Compan-
ions in a Fine Programme Open-
ing the Artists’ Conecert Series.

The initial concert in the artists’ series

was given last night at the People's
church. Nearly every seat on the main
floor was occupied and there was a fair-
sized crowd in the gallery.
AIt would have been difficult for the
management to have selected four more
capable artists, in their respective lines,
than those who took part in the concert
last evening. Their auditors, decidedly
chilly at first, were roused rapidly to little
spontaneous bursts of applause that be-
came warmer and warmer until, before
the programme was concluded, each par-
ticipant had received an ovation—an ova-
tion not given because it was the ulti-
mately correct thing to do, since the
artists had been much heralded, but an
ovation delightfully spontaneous and un-
restrained.

Mr. Van Eweyk can do some unusual
and most artistic things with his baritone.
He showed this in Loewe's dramatic
“Archibald Douglas.” Virile passion,
deepest sorrow .and then resignation; it
was all expressed in this somewhat tre-
mendous selection, and then gleaming
through it all was a plaintive, almost
feminine under current of tenderness
that set the emotions tingling. The num-
ber was finely rendered, but it was Weid's
dashing “Hunting Song” and Chadwick’s
passionate little chanson, ‘“Sweetheart,
Thy Lips- Are Touched With Flame,” that
gained for the singer two warm ovations.
Schubert’'s ‘“Der Wanderer,” and, by the

way, Mr. Van Eweyk sings better in
German than in English, Italian or

French—and Hook’s “0, Listen to the
Volce of Love” completed his solos. A
small defect in the baritone’s singing is
that he does not seem to open his
mouth sufficiently. This does not lessen
the volume by any means, but produces

an effect of restraint, noticeable in his
more ambitious werk.

Mrs. Minnie Fish-Griffin, soprano, sang !

some arias and sang them well, but
it was Clay’s plaintive old English bal-
lad, “Sands of Dee,” that in very truth
touched the hearts of her audience and
after her voice died away held them &p-il-
bound for a second. Mrs. Griffin’s voica
is of fine timber, tender and strong and
sure, and into everything she sung last
night she infused a vivid ecoloring, most
femininely characteristic. Her aria from
Gounod’s ““Queen of Sheba” at once dra-
matic and dainty. A plai ve little
number, Massenet's “Elegie,”” was sung
with ’cello obligato by Mr. Diestel. Tha
sad air echoed by the instrument was
sung with entire naturalness, and hencs
with unusual artistic effect. Mrs. Grif
fin's, other numbers were ‘“The Nightin-
gale Has :a Lyre of Gold,” Foote, and
Dr. Arne’s “The Lass With the Delicate
Adr.”
