HEINLEIN NOT IN CONTEMPT.

Judge Otis Passes on the Question
of Witness Fees,

Edward F. Heinlein, the witness sum-
moned by subpoena to appear in the ciése
of Cox agalinst Bickel et al., and arrested
for his failure to respond when called as
a witness, has been discharged by Judge
Otis.

John Ives and W. H. McDonald con-
tended that Heinlein was not in -
tempt, seeing that he had not been pald
his witness fees In advance and that he
had, therefore, been released from any
ohligation to centinue in attendance upon
the court.” Ccunsel insisted that Heinlein
was bound only to attend on the one day
for which his fees and mileage had been
paid to him. i :

This writ of attachment, says the court,
must be s2t aside, and the respondent
discharged from custody; and, as a mat-
ter of fact, he was not by law required
to appea:; upon the trial of this cause for
any day save the day for which he had
been subpoenaed and his fee pnid. To
entitle u party to a writ of attachment
in such cas: it must be made to appear
that he has been duly served with a sub-
poena and that not only his mileage and
fees have been paid to him for one day's
attendance, but also that the witness
fees have been paid to him from day to
day unti' the case is called for trial; and
that, in case such per diem is not paid
in advance, he is relieved from further
attendance upon the court.

In case of a postponement of a cause
set for trial, Judge Otis suggests that if
the witness lives near the place of trial
the proper course would be to tender him
per diem and mileage for the day when
his attendarice will next be required, it
not being necessary to serve him again
with a subpoena.

If the distance from the place of trial
iz so great that heavy expense would be
involved, the witness may be patd hls
per diem from day to day, from the time
the cause Is continued until the day when
the witness is again required in court.

MAY REDUCE LIBRARY FINES.

Directors Consider the Advisability
of Such a Step.

At a meeting of the directors of the
public library yesterday President Bean
brought up the question of fines im-
posed on patrons -who retained books
after a stated period..~ The fine imposed
now is 8 cents per day, and President
Bean suggested 1t be reduced to 2 cents
per day. There had been numerous
complaints as to the high rate, and as
all other libraries in the country charged
less, the rules should be changed. Di-
rector Munn was of the opinion that
it was pure negligence on the part of
the bookholder if the volume was re-
tained longer than the week or ten
days allowed under the present rule. The
question was referred to the library com-
mittee for investigation, the statement
being made that about $60 per month was
received from this source.

Bills amounting to $1,900 were ordered
paid and the*secretary announced that
there was about $1,800 on hand, which
would all be required to meet pay rolls
and incidental expenses for the next two
months. In .view of this condition of
the fund no new books will be purchased
until ‘after.Jan. 1. Claims amounting to
$1,000 for work done on the new build-
ing were also approved.

The report of the lbrarian for Octo-
ber gave the following figures: Books
issued for home use, 17,006; visitors to
reading room Sundays, 404; visitors to
reference room Sundays, 136; registrations
canceled during the month, 6532; new
registrations, 525; total number entitled
to draw books Nov. 1, 10,190.. Fines col-
lected during the month, $68.82.

A lease between the board and J. H.

The firm will pay $100 for six
months, and $125 for five months.

COMMITTEE IN CHARGE OF CHAR-
TER AGITATION DID NOT
MEET YESTERDAY

TIME GIVEN TO SCHOOLS

All Pétitions Sent Out Had Not Been
Returned, and Delay Was De-
cided Upon—Committee Expected
to Get Together Today and Pre-
sent the Need for Charter Revis-
ifon Formally to the Court.

It would be possible to pass & law at
the next session of the legislature that
would give relief to our schools. Here-
tofore the trouble in passing a law that
would not be In contravention with the
constitutional provision prohibiting spe-
clal legislation, has not been inability to
frame such a law, but inability to frame
one that would be acceptable to the rep-
resentatives of the three large cities of
Duluth, Minneapollis and St. Paul, with
their network of special legislation and
different methods of levying and disburs-
ing the tax. .

There is in existence already a general
law levying a county one mill tax in ad-
dition to the local school tax levied in all
cities, towns, villages and school dis-
tricts throughout the state, and an
amendment making this two mills would
be perfectly legal, and I do not believe
it would meet with any very strong op-
position, as the local tax could be made
to ccnform to the increased county tax
to avold raising more money than was
needed in a locality where this was pos-
sible.

A two-mill county tax in Ramsey coun-
ty would give us an addition of over $93,-
000, which I understand would be ample
to run the public schools to the standard
which they have attained.

The main objection that would obtain
to this plan would come from small
school districts where the two-mill tax
would, together with the state appor-
tionment, make enough or nearly enough
without any local special tax, yet in or-
der to participate In the state apportion-
ment they must raise an amount equal to
said apportionment by local or speclal
tax, and this would raise a greater
amount than was needed. Such cases are
few, and I think the objection could be
overcome by remedial provisions as to
the participation in the state apportion-
ment.

P. J. Bmalley has received a large num-
ber of returns from the petitions sent
out through the schools and those printed
in the newspapers. In many instances
letters accompany the petitions, and all
express sympathy with the movement,
and a denunciation of Comptroller Mc-
Cardy’s attitude is noticed in many. One
man says: ‘““The charter {s very similar
to the head of the household making an

allowance of $0 per year to his wife,

when there are two in the family, and
after it has been raised to ten the al-
lowance remains the same.”
