WORKING GIRL’S WAGES.

Labor Commissioner Will Look Up
an Unpaid Claim.

Th2 labor commissioner has been called
upon by a domestic, whose home is at
Reed s Landing, to secure a portion of
back salary due the girl from a Minne-
apolis hotelkezper. There is a law which
makes it a jail offense to attempt to de-
fraud an emaployee out of money that
has been eained as wages, and Mr. Mc-
Hale will send one of his inspectors to
Minneapolis and attempt to get the girl’s
money for her. “It does not ocme proper-
ly within thz scope of this department to
collect unpald wages,” sajid Mr. McHale,
“but I think in this case we will s.e that
the law is enforced, at least. The girl
worked for twelve weeks and was to have
been pald $3 per week, making in all $38
due her, and she only recelved something
like $14.” >

An application was flled with Adjt. Gen.
Lambert for a widow's pension by Mrs.
J. Beulah Wasmus yesterday afternoon
The applcation ‘calls to mind the myste-
rious disappearance of Ernest Wasmus,
who was for a number of years a clerk in
the adjutant general's office of the de-
partment of Dakota. ©One day he
complained of a violent headache, put on
his coat and hat, left the office and has
never been seen since.Many different sur-
mises were made as to the manner of
his death, if he were dead, but his dis-
appearance is as' much shrouded in mys-
tery today es it was on the day he was
missed by his femily. Wasmus disap-
peared March 80, 1890, leaving his wife
with three small children to support. Mrs.
‘Wasmus went bravely to work, securing
a position as teacher in the Madison
school and educating her children to the
best of her means. °

Max Ernest Wasmus, her husband, was
originally sergeant in Company K, of the
Seventh ca.valryf and resigned as ser-
geant to take a detached position in the
adjutant general's office. Accompanying
Mrs. Wasmus' application are affidavits
from the colonel of the Seventh cavalry
and others as to Wasmus’ record and as
to the disability that he had incurred at
the time of his disappearance.

It was stated at the time that the do-
mestic relations .of the Wasmus family
were all that could be desired, and that,
in the absence of any cause for suicide,
the affair was'a niost unaccountable one
to the friends -of ' the family. Wasmus
had, however, Incurred some disability
since his enlistmert in the army in 1874,
and was subject to violent headaches.
Mrs.. Wasmug+is still teaching at the
Madison school ‘and lives in the Argyle
apartment house.

STREET SITE

‘BUT TABOO THE STREET NAME

Think if People Will Call It by An-
other Name the Public Will Not
Mind the Location So Much—Re-
port and Plat to Be Filed With
the City Clerk Today — Council
Still Hae Its Say.

The formal report of the special joint
councll committee, which has selected the
Eagle street tract for a market site, was
drafted yesterday. The report which is
signed by all of the members of the com-
mittee states that the Chestnut street
sita was selected owing to its being the
best locatlion considered. The words
“Chestnut street” site are used in the
report for the reason that several mem-
bers of the committee expressed the opin-
fon that the calling of the site the Eagle
street site had prejudiced the public to a
great exent against fit.

The plat accompanying the report shows
that there are 126,660 square feet in the
block, and that the assessed valuation of
the realty .and improvements 1is $40,060.
City Engineer Claussen submitted an esti-
mate, stating that it would cost $4,500 to
grade and flll the block to a leval with
the surrounding streets. There are forty-
one bulldings on the block, all of them
frame and none of great value. The city
engineer estimates that the buildings
could be sold and removed, and enough
money secured from the sale to pay for
the grading.

The report of the committee will be
filed with the city clerk today, and the
action of the committee given an omficial
publication. One week after the second
official publication the report will be con-
sldered by both branches of the council
separately, and if the report is accepted
by a two-third vote in each body, cone
demration proceed'ngs will be started.
The law provides for the appointment of
flve appraisers by the council, no two
of which shall be from the same ward.
This commission will fix the value of the
property to be taken and file the report
with the city clerk. Appeals can be taken
from the award of the appraisers by prop-
erty owners, providing the appeals are
made within ten days after the report
has been filed. In case of appeals from
the report the matter goes to the dis-
trict court, under the same law as in other
condemnation proceedings.

John A. Lovely, C. L. Brown and C. L.
Lewls, the newly elected justices of the
supreme court, were tendered a reception
last evning in th Minnesota club by the
Ramsey County Bar association. Over 150
attorneys. were present to welcome the
guestz of the evening.

There was an informal reception in the
parlor, while the members of the local
bar were being introduced to the guests
by President Ambrose Tighe, of the Bar
association, and then there was a little
meeting, held in the hall up stairs, at
which Mr. Tighe -presided. Among the
Jurists present were Justice Collins, Judge
Searles, of 8t. Cloud; Judge Kelly, Judge
Lewis, Judge Otis, Judge Jaggard and
Judge Bunn, of the district court; Probate
Judge H. W. Bazille, Judge Gorham
Powers, of Little Falls; Judge Sanborn,
of the United States circuit court of ap-
peals; former Judge Egan and former
Judge J. W. Willis.

In calling the meeting to order President
Ambrose Tighe remarked that the prinei-
pal objects of most bar associations was
to write the obituaries of the members,
but the Ramsey county association be-
lieved In adding the duty of welcoming
those distinguished jurists who do so
much to prevent law from becoming an
exact sclence. Adam Bede had once said
times were so hard Qe found it difficult to
clothe his thoughts, and it was for some-
what simlilar reasons that no member of
the local bar had been included in the list
of those who would be called upon to
speak.

“Lawyers,”” declared Judge Sanborn,'‘are
first speaker, congratulated the guests of
the evening and extended a hearty wel-
come to St. Paul, which he declared to be
the judicial capital of the Northwest. The
Bar assoclation, he said, was doing a
good work, and its members should be
active, assemble frequently, learn to know
and appreciate the members of the Ram-
sey county bar and recognize their indi-
vidual merits and industry.

“Lawyers,” declared Judge Sanborn,”
the the conservative, thoughtful men of
the community, and in the bar lles the
great safeguard of the republic.”

Judge Collins, who followed, welcomed
his new assoclates on the supreme bench
and incidentally extended a welcome on
behalf of the commission men of the
state, a reference that brought down the
house.

NEED OF FORESTRY.

Gen. Andrews ’l‘e_.lll the High School
About It.

Gen. C, C. Andrews, state fire warden,
yésterday dellvered-a 1 before the
students of Central high school, on “For-
estry,” accompanied - with stereopticon
views of Minnesota and German forests.
He sald, in part: N
* Forestry is the science of growing trees
for profit and should interest us in this
state because our climate and much of
the soll are peculiarly adapted for grow-
ing pine. The white pine loves good soll
and never is more beautiful and healthy
than when surrounded by such hardwood
neighbors as the li’ellc'w birch, the maple
ancf the eim and with a profusion of
shrubbery at its feet, but it is not an ex-
acting tree and will thrive on poor soil.
True economy demands—and it is a fund-
amental principle of forestry—that good
soll be reserved for fleld crops. It takes
elghty years to raise a crop of pine trees
on sandy soil. This is too long for in-
dividuals to wait for a crop, and If the
business is to be undertaken extensively
it must be by the state. Forestry {s
therefore a question which concerns the
public. The one great truth to be im-

ressed on the public mind is that we

ave in Minnesota about three million
acres of idle !and which is fit only for
bearing pine and which If planted with
pine and administered on forestry prin-
ciples would earn a net revenue of er
cent per anum compound interest on the
capital expeded in the work. The income
would be r.vauublo with the principal at
thehmutur ty of the crop. tt. the end og
