SO MARY L. SLIPKA CHARGES
AGAINST HER HUSBAND
HENRY

ST. ANTHONY HILL “TERROR,”

As He Is Popularly Designated,
Given a Bad Record in the Di-
vorce Complaint Filed Yesterday
in the District Court by His
Wife, Who Seeks to Be Freed
From Her Spouse.

Mary L. Slipka yesterday commenced
an action in district court for a divorce
from her husband, Henry Slipka, who is at
present serving a ninety-day sentence at
the workhouse on a charge of having as-
saulted Miss Julia Keefe, and whose sen-
sational attempt at escape at the ceniral
station led to his being shot by pursuing
officers. The cause alleged is cruel and
inhuman treatment and drunkenness.

According to the complaint the plaintiff
is thirty years old and her husband one
year older. They were married by Father
Rynda July 30, 1888, and have four chil-
dren ranging in age from ten to three.
Mrs. Slipka avers that her hushand has
treated her in a manner that endangered
her health and life. He frequently, she
says, twisted her hands so c¢ruelly as to
render them useless for several days and
has driven har from home for protection.

Christmas eve of 1893, Mrs. Slipka al-
leges, Henry wished her to drink out of a
bottle of wine and when she refused bat-
tered her with the hottle. June 12, 1899,
she avers, he struck her with a carpen-
ter’s plane, cutting her head open, chased
her out of doors in her night dress and
threw her in the mud and choked her.
Furthermore, she declares, he has been
addicted to drunkenness.

The defendant owns a home worth
about $200 at 5% St. Clair street and the
plaintiff asks that she be given the prop-
erty, the farniture and sewing machine
and the custody of her children. W. A.

WILL NOT INTERFERE

JUDGE LOCHREN’S DBECISION IN
THE EMERSON HABEAS
CORPUS CASE

GRINDELAND LAW IS VALID

At Any Rate He WIill Be Content
With That Assumption on the
Authority of the State Supreme
Court Until Some Higher Court,
After a Full
Otherwise.

Hearing, Decides

Judge Lochren yesterday In TUnited
States clrcult court rendered a declsion
discharginhg the writ of habeas corpus
sued out on behalf of Carroll C. Emerson,
the commission merchant, charged with
violating the Grindeland law. The matter
was made a test case by the commission

men, and in his decision, delivered orally

from the bench, the court said in part:

“As applied to interstate commerce it

appears that this act has been before
the supreme court of this state, and has
been sustained as constitutional. A war-
rant has been issued by the municipal
court of St. Paul, upon complaint made,
regular in its proceedings, and this court
on habeas corpus, under these eircum-

stances, 1s asked to determine that the

law which has been affirmed as valid by
the supreme court of the state of Minne-
sota, is invalid, and manifestly so, as to
warrant the court in discharging the
party imprisoned under it. I do not think
a ccurt has ever gone to that length.

“If the validity of this statute, or one
similar to it in its effect, had already
been passed upon by the supreme court
of the United States, and the court in
issuing the warrant had disregarded the
law as settled by the supreme court of
the United States, then this court would
be authorized to discharge the person im-
prisoned. Bm; I doubt if where the mat-
ter has not been passed upon by the court
of last resort, unless a very clear case
is made out, any such action by this court
would be warranted. It does not seem to
me that any of the cases cited hold that
a law of this kind is invalid. It has been
held that a stp.te' cannot interfere with in-
terstate commerce, and eannot pass laws
which are evidently intended to diserim-
Inate against interstate commerce-- and
canrot tax. interstate- commeérce. - It is
admitted in the argument, and so held
by the supreme.court of this state, that
this is not a revenue law, and the same
is apparent from-ithe fact that the fee is
but $1.

“It claims to be a law 16 regulate the
commission business, and if it is objec-
tionable at all it must be from the fact
that it interferes with the freedom of ‘in-
dividuals to’transict’ their own business
upon their own discretion and:upon their
own risk, and. that.it goes further than
our institutions and the theory of .our
government warrant in. the, direction .of
paternalism, by. previding for security to
persens .who Intrust articles of farm pro-
ducz to commission merchants. This aet

does not seem to.make any discrimination

-against interstate commerce, It is true, it
gives to persons in other states who may
deal with commission merchants in this
state ‘the same security as to our own
.cltizens, .neither more nor less, but as I
no. discrimination
against interstate commerce. - SRR

“It does not seem to me that a ecase is
presented that would warrant me in hold-
ing that this statute is invalid. The peti-
tloner will have to be remanded.”

-Emil Geist, :the owner of property ‘at
the northwest ‘corner “of  Sixth street
and Smith avenue, fled’ objections to the
assessment for repaving with sandstone
East Sixth street, from Smith to College
avenue.

In his objections Mr. Geist says: *“The
street was paved in July, 1353, with a
thick bed of broken rocks and curb stones
placed ‘on _each side of the street for
which he was assessed and paid $344.50.
As soon as the improvement had been
made it was attacked by sewer diggers,
employes of the gas and water company,
each of whom had permits-to dig into the
street anywhere and make openings as
y The
street 'was never properly repaired by the
different gangs of workmen nor by the
city. L

“In 1891, the street, contrary to the
wishes of the owners, was repaved with
pine blocks, and granite curbing put in,
for which he paid $859.85. The pavement
soon underwent the same treatment from
the water, gas and other workmen and In
a short- time the wooden pavement was
much worse for wear and tear and in ap-
pearance than the first pavement had
been in a longer pericd of time.

‘“The present sandstone pavement for
which he had been assessed $1,132.93 had
not been finished more than four weeks
when a gang of workmen from the 8t.
Faul Gas company dug two holes five feet
square to make repairs on defective sys-
tem pof pipes.” g

In view of these facts and further that
the charter glves the right only to pave
end not repave, Mr. Geist protests against
paying the assessment.

The assistant corporation attorney in-

HIS PRISON CAREER SUPPORTS
DOUBTS AS TO HIS CON-
s VERSION

That Cunning Profession Which
Saveéd His Neek From the Halter
_Not Thoroughly Bormne Out by His

-:Recent .Behavigr at Stillwater.

.Reports from. Stilwater are to the effect
that Claus A. Blixt, .the murderer of
Katherine Ging, 'whose sudden conver-
siony‘professed; ' resulted in two ‘‘confes-
sf6ns,”" widely  varying in detail, within
two hours and ‘a half, has lost much of
that transfigured light which the attor-
neys for the prosecution spoke of finding
in that face.

There were some who doubted the ef-
ficacy and genuineness of Blixt's conver-
sion, especially when the first confession
was shown to be clearly false, and the
second one was viewed with suspicion in
some quarters.'as to the details, which
were ‘not.entirely. corroborated.

But, with his Bible in his cell, and his
staical grin on his face, Blixt's neck was
saved: from the hemp that strung Hay-
ward,“and hé went to the state prison,
where his course has been an interesting
study for the prison officials.

At first Blixt was deeply penitent, ap-
parently, and determined, seemingly, by
his good conduct to atone, if such were
possible, for the sin of the past. He felt
the situation keenly, and when visitors
came to the engine room, where he was
installed by reason of his mechanical
skill, he was wont to hastily withdraw
into the boiler room and close the door
behind him.

But as the visits of the curious to the
engine roem grew very frequent, com-
pared with the trips through the other
parts of the prison, the smile -‘which had
transfigured his face at the time that he
made one or both of his confessions was
changed for a self-satisfled expression,
apparently due to the consciousness that
even in the enormity of his crime he had
won a little distinction. His hasty. exlits
to the stoke holée were more frequent. A
mask of stolid indifference greeted the
curious lookers-on. Ultimately, the grow-
ing sense of his “importance resulted in
developing in the Blixtlan demeanor a
surly disposition which was entirely at
variance with the humility with which the
followers of the Man of Nazareth are ex-
pected to bear thelr burdens. Indeed,
there has leaked out from the prison the
information that Blixt seemed to become
possessed of the idea that, as he seemed
to be the card which drew the visitors
to the engine room, he had thereby ac-
quired some proprietary interest therein,
and his importance became unbearable
by the unconvicted officials of the prison,
Blixt was put out into the shop, where he
would be under the watchful eye of a
guard all the time, and the halo was
stripped off his regenerated (?) soul.
Warden Wolfer, who was at the capitol
yvesterday, says that Blixt is manifesting
a little moré meekness and modesty now.
Possibly he will endeavor to take advan-
tage of the new warden and get himself
made a trusty. For those who have come
closest in contact with Blixt have well
formed ideas that he is more cunning than
pliant and that the hypnotic theory on
which his defense was planned would
have been delightfully psychological but
of some gquestion morally.
