IT HONORS JORY KNOX

IN ITS WORK, AS IN ITS NAME, THE
PRESBYTERIAN CONGREGA-
TION AT HAMLINE

NEW CHURCH. .

DEDICATED

At Minnehaha and Asbury Avenue,
Yesterday, Was Formally Conse-
crated the New Building Which
Stands for the Westminster Con-
fession in the Field of Wesleyan-
ism—Dr, Meldrum the Orator.

The dedicatory services of Knox Prés-
byterian church ‘at Minnehaha street and
Asbury avenue, Hamline, yesterday aft-
ernoon were very largely attended, and
marked the culmination of long and ear-
nest work by the pastor, Rev. O. H. El-
mer, and the congregation. The services
were solemn and impressive. The dedl-
catory sermon was preached by Dr. A.
B. Meldrum, of the-Central Presbyterian
church. 2 2 5

The services opened with the singing of
the Doxology and a Scripture reading by
Rev. O. H. Elmer. Then a hymn was
sung, and H. A. Campbell read a sketch
of the church history.' ‘Miss Elizabeth
Wood sang, and Chairman A. N. Cralg-
head made the report for the bullding
committee, telling of the work accom-
plished and the struggles to build the
new edifice.

The dedicatory sermon by Rgv. A. B.
Meldrum was from the text: “That I
may apprehend that for which also I am
apprehended of Christ Jesus.” The ser-
mon was a powerful and eloquent argu-
ment for practical Christianity. A godly
life was the great essential of Chris-
tianity, declared the speaker. The chief
object of Christianity is not to get to
heaven and escape hell, but to lead a life
that by ‘example may bring others to

Christ. That, said Dr. Meldrum, is the
grandest Christianity that can be con-
ceived.

At the conclusion of the sermon, Jean
IE. Rounds submitted the report of the
finance commitiee, showing the congrega-
tion to be practically out of debt, with
a new 31,600 edifice all paid fer.- This re-
sult had been. accomplished only after
hard and faithful work. There .remain-
ed, however, -the ne@essity -for -raising
funds for the fitting up of the basement.
For this purpose $200 was needed, and,
with the assistincde of ‘Dr. Meldrum, thé
amoeunt was. raised with Hitle -effort,
There were several $10 subscriptions,
more of §5 and a -whole list of $2 and $1
donations. =

Al‘tgr the offering, J. Starkey sang, and
Rev. O. H. Elmer”delivered the dedica-
tory prayer. Then ;,h_g‘q?dgg?.tory hymn,
arranged by H. A. Campbell] was sung,
and the service-elosed .with_the benedic-
tion pronounced by the pastor.

The first society was formed in 1890,
when Rev."Joseph’ P. Dysart-and H. A.
Campbell, of Macalester college, made a
careful survéy of the field at-Hamline,
and found ‘twenty, familie§ who desired a
Presbyterian society organized, and who
expressed a+ willingnegsvto«aid in the
werk., June 15 the first service was held
at the residence of George Graham, with
tev. J. P. Dysart as the first pastor. Two
weeks later the Odd Fellows’ hall at
Hamline was secured, and the third serv-
Ice was held "therée. "The “hall continued
as the home of the church until Septem-
ber, 18%0. At the same time a Sunday
school was organized, at which the first
officers elected -were H. A. Campbell, su-
berintendent, which office he has ably fill-
ed up to the present time, with the ex-
ception of one year, and A. M. ‘Webster,
secrelary; George M: Graham took charge
of the Bible class, and Miss Grae Waufle
of the primary class. .- -

‘A change -of guarters was made on
Ocr_ 5, 1890, to the town hall, where the
society met.until the fall 6f 1898, when an-
other move was made Into the new Ma-
sonic hall, on Snelling avenue.

Sept. 15, 1890, the full organization of the
church took place and Mr. George Gra-
ham was elected a ruling eller. At this
time Willlam Murphy and Mrs. William’
Murphy united with the church by letter,
and A. W. Craighead,” Mrd. ‘AW Craig-
head, Miss Jennle Waufle -and Migs May
Kenworthy® 6n " profession. The name of
Knox Presbyterian churéh was suggested
by A. W. Craighead and was adopted by
the society on Aprils18; 1891 =

Rev. J. P. Dysart continued as pastor
until July 1, 1891, when. he resigned the
charge and was succeeded by Rev. R. E.
Hawley, whe retained the pastorage until
April, 1833. At this time it was decided
to unite with the Warrendale church un-
der one pastorate if the way was clear,
Services were maintained from Marech 29
to July 1, the Rev. C. H. McCreery acting
as supply.

At about this time the Knox and War-
rendale churches united. in extending a
call to the Rev. O. H. Elmer, which he
accepted, and he was duly installed the
first and only pastor of Knox church.

Having been moved from place to place
so many times, about a year ago at a
meeting held in the Hamline reading room,
it was decided to build, and committees
were appointed. On lots: H. A. Camp-
bell, R. F. Marvin, Mrs. J. E. Rounds;
on subgcriptions, E. W. Kaley, Mrs.
Willlam Murphy, J. E. Rounds, Miss
Beile Holly; on building; Willlam Mur-
phy, A. N. Craighead, R. Moffatt and
Claude Cottier. - e

The result of the earnest work of the
committees, with the assistance of the
entire congregation, was the securing of
a suitable site and the erection of the
commodious frame church edifice which
was dedicated yesterday.. The site was
donated, in part, and the building itself
cecst 31,600. Everybody helped in the work
and the women 6f the congregation have
for the past three years been laylng aside
money with which to purchase the car-
pets, chzirs and . curtains. The building
stands today practleally out of debt.

There are 1isolated vegus,
of course, which are better, but they are
few and far between. I managed, by dil-
igence and perseverance, to szcure over
600 bales of the exceptionally good Vuel-
tas, which will enable us to Kkeep the
Seal of Minnesota up to its present high
standard.

“Havana is today the cleanest city I
ever saw. The military authorities have
1,240 men employed in street cleaning, and
I éid not bear of a single case of yellow
fever. The Spaniards want the Ameri-
cans to remain. So do the merchants of
all classes. But the Cuban spoilsmen
want them to get out. =

“The customs are rigidly administered.
In my trunk I had three suits of clothes,
and a quantity of chirts sufticient to last
for the entire trip.

CITY NISSION CAUSE

IT IS THE TOPIC OF DEVOTED IN-
TEREST IN THE EPISCOPAL
CHURCHES

RALLY AT CHRIST CHURCH

It Was Held Last Night to Recelve
Reports ¥From the Loecal Field,
and Ehﬁec@)ly From the Misgion
Meetings Held in the Morning at
the Various Churches in Behalf
of the Cause.

The annudl raHy of the City Mission so-
ciety of the Episcopal churches of the city
was held at Christ church last evening, a
large audience peing present, while at
the morning' services of the varlous
churches speeial collections were taken up
to further the work of the organization.

It was thg wish of the board of direct-
ors that a fund. of $1,500 be collected to
carry on thé work during the next year,
but the amgurit ueallzed fell considerably
short of that as’indlcated by the reports
made by thé& rectors at the evening meet-
ing. o 3

A large number of the clergy were pres-
ent, as well as lay members of the board
of directors. . Among them were Rev. C.
D. Andrews, Rev. D. W. Rhodes, Rev. W.
C. Pope, Rev. Charles Holmes, Rev. G. H.
Ten Broeck, Rev. Harvey Officer, Rev. E.
H. Schlueter and Rev. Earnest Dray. The
lay committee that has aided the work
of the pastors so materially is as follows:
Christ church; S. M. Hayes, J. D. Arm-
strong, R. B. Whitacre, Dr. John Mec-
Lean, C. J. Ingles; St. Paul's church, W.
J. Sleppy, J. 1. Jellett, S. F. Forbes; St.
John's church, W. F. Myers, F. W. Stur-
tevant and A. M. Eddy; St Peter's church,
W. L. Cullen, J. ‘R. Kearney; St. Clem-
ent’s, F. O. Osborne; St. Mary's, W. C.
Evans; St. James’, George F. Bryan;
Church of the Good Shepherd, E. H.
Hale; Church of the Messiah, H. C. Con-
yers; St. Philip's, W. J. Utley; Ascnsion,
F. L. Bayard; St. Bonifacius’, Albert
Mueller; Mission of the Nativity, Joseph
R. Langdon. :

Bishop Gilbert’'s report of the society’s
work reviewed what had been accom-
plished during the year closed. The noon-
day Lenten service for business people
was continued last year and was well
attended. The departure was more and
more popular as the people became better
acquainted with it. The society supported
the work at St. Stephen’s, in the West
Seventh street- district, South St. Paul,
Highwood and St. Paul Park; at Holy
Faith mission, on East Seventh street,
and at North §t. Paul: The work among
the ‘Germans had been very successful
at St. Bonifacius’ parish, which was also

_supported by ‘the union, and that at St.

Philip’s devoted to colored people. Among
other things, the society, in addition to
paying its current expenses, had wiped
out .a debt of $250 of long standing.
Rev. G. H. Ten Broeck, rector of St.
Mary’s, spoke for forty minutes of the
mission work in St. Paul. He told how
five small congregations that had been
nurtured by the mother church as mis-
sions for a number of years had risen to
all the dignity of churches, and, in some
cases, self-sustaining and independent
.of the mission society. Speaking from a
moral standpoint, the speaker said that
every large city needed the influence of
the church in- its lowest places. He'urged
purity in pdlitics, not as a clergyman,
but as a citizen and a yoter, and argued
that every man should vote, and in so
doing make,, the highest, and best use
of his right to elective,franchise. Large
cities were: going .backward except. in
numbers, heithought, and ‘the only thing
that would prove effective in reforming
a city or community' 'was the churches.

‘Heé pointed “out: the ‘éxceltent work the

‘sinﬁll missions had done in their limited
eld. : % :

Mr. Ten Broeck specially. commended
the missions and: those who supported
them, both by their time and through
their substance! ‘“There are no more de-
voted ' and noble congregations in our
city,” sald' he, . “than these young
churches. They are infused with all the
life of youth, and in every community
where thHey have been established the in-
fluence, of Christ’'s precepts has worked
a great change with the people. To those
who give their Hves up to greed and get-
ting, life turns out to be an empty bub-
ble. But those whose faith is founded in
Christ’s teachings, and who take pleasure
in making others happy, are the ones
who are themsélves happy - and con-
tented.” = ;

Rev. Charles Holmes, rector of Ascen-
sion church, spoke briefly of the material
side of the question. The morning col-
lectlons netted $631, contributed by the
St. Bonifacius’, §15;
St. 'John’s, $190; St. Paul's, $132: Christ
church, $75; St. Clement’s, $180.50; Ascen-
Highwood,
$20; Messiah, $28; St. Paul Park, $4;
Church of the Good Shepherd, $19. Several
churches had not made returns, and when
all the collectlons had been accounted for
the total would be close:to $1,000, -

The congregation heard a ten-minute
talk from Rev. E. H. Schlueter, in charge
of St. Philip’s mission, for colored people,
The speaKer reported that nearly $1,100
was In sight for a church building. It
was very probable, he thought, that a
new bullding would be started in the
spring. Just at present services were be-
ing held in an old saloon. When meetings
were first held there the odor of strong

ROBBERS USE ETHER

WHILE THEY RAID THE APART-
MENTS OF MRS. GLASGOW, A
DRESSMAKER

FORT SENSATION

STREET'S

Early Yesterday Morning a Dress-
maker, There Resident, Awoke to
Find Herself Half Stupefled by
Ether and Her Belongings of Val-
ue Carried Off by Miscreants Who
Forced an Entrance to Her Room,

A daring and successful burglary was
perpetrated with the use of ether early
vesterday morning at the home of John
Daugherty, a painter Hving at 374 Fort
street. Thieves entered the house, forced
open a door, rendered Mrs. Glasgow, a
dressmaker, occupying apartments on the
second floor, unconscious with ether, and,
after ransacking the house, succeeded in
escaping with $31.35 in money, a coat,
plush cape and .a quantity of other plun-
der. The affair was reported to the police
early yesterday and an attempt made by
the detectives to hush the matter up.

There are several roomers on the second
floor of the house and the front room
is occupied by Mrs. Glasgow. She went
down town Saturday evening and carried
about $31.35 with her {n her purse which,
when she retired, she placed under her
pillow, according to her usual custom.
The front door down stairs, as usual, was
left open for the convenience of the room-
ers, but Mrs. Glasgow was careful to
lock the door of her room.

About 4 o'clock she partly awoke and
was consclous of a feeling of great de-
pression. Then she heard a noise on the
stairway and this restored her to her
senses. She was sick and dizzy and went
to the window for fresh air. She found
that the window had been partially
raised. This aroused her suspicions and
she lighted a lamp to discover that she
had been the victim of burglars. Upon
her pillow lay a pilece of cotton cloth
that had been saturated with ether and
everything in the room was turned up-
side down. Bureau drawers had been
pulled out and their contents ransacked
and the pocketbook which had been un-
der her pillow was gone, together with
its contents. Other things taken were a
coat belonging to Mrs. Glasgow, valued
at about $12.50, a plush cape, and a quan-
tity of broadclth goods that she was:
about to make up into a dress.

The frightened woman awoke the
household, and an investigation disclosed
| that entrance to the room had been ob-
tained ‘by prying the lock. A piece of
light dress goods was found on the stairs,
and in the hallway, lying on its face, was
the alarm clock that had been in Mrs.
Glasgow’sroom. There were apparent evi-
derfices that the marauders had prowled

through the lower part of the house, al-
though nothing was missing.

Mrs. Glasgow reported the burglary to
the police in the morning, and Detective
Campbell, who made an investigation,
stated that the job was undoubtedly done
by professionals. He believed that the
window had been opened to admit suffi-
cient air to avert serious consequences
from the ether, which, judging from the
condition of the cloth used, had been
liberally administered.

The Daugherty household last night
was barricaded in every conceivable man-
ner to prevent a recurrence of the
episode. .

“I hear so many stories of bold bur-
glaries being perpetrated around town
that I am determined to take no more
chances,” saild Mr Daugherty.

Mrs: Glasgow’s nerves weré consider-
ably shaken by the fncident. She said
last night in telling of her experience:
“I cannot imagine how anyone could have.
known that T had the money in my pos-
session. It seems strange to me that they
should have picked out a door dressmaker
and carried off everything she had. They
ransacked all of my belongings. I rec-
ognized the smell of the ether after I
regained my senses. 1 am thankful that
I came out with my Iife. I think the men
prcbably came in between 2 and 3
o'cleek.”

WHEELS OF INDUSTRY STOP.

Thieves Steal Huge Belts From Os-
good & Blodgett Factory.

\Vhen the whistles blew, signaling the
men to go to work, at the Osgood &
Blodgett factory, in East St. Paul, Satur-

wheels, clanking of machinery and whirl-
ing of pulleys, while the employes set-
tied themselves at whichever of the big
machines they were asslzned to operate.
But seven of the machines failed to run.
The wheels overhead spun around, show-
ing that the engine out back of the
factory was performing its proper funec-
tions, and some of the smaller machines
within responded to the operators’ touch,
but the seven larger machines stood still.

The difficulty was soon discovered.
There were no belts connecting the larger
machines with the overhead power pul-
leys. Investigation showed that the belt-
ing had been steclen. Burglars had en-
tered ths factory during the night and
carried off the belts. The stolen property
is valued at $130." From the evidence at
hand it was seen that the burglars had
cut the belting from the pulleys. Near
a rear door were found the tracks of a
buggy, showing that tha thieves had evi-
dentty taken their booty away in a
vehicle as it was too heavy to carry.
There are two night watchmen at the
factory and the thieves must have been
unusually daring to accomplish their
raid so successfully.

STOLEN FREIGHT FOUND.

City Detectives Locate a “Plant” in
a Barn on Eighth Street.

Detectives Murnane and Sweeney last
evening recovered part of the property
stolen from a *“Soo’ freight car, in the
railroad yards, near the Lafayette ave-
nue bridge Saturday evening. Earlier in
the day Detective Sweeney and Officer
Cashman arrested Frank Moran, alias
McGraw, on the charge of being one
of those who had robbed the car. Among
the articles recovered were seventy pairs
of shoes, seven new hats and a box of
cigars.

Just how the police located ‘‘the plant’
is a matter of speculation, as the au-
thorities are loth to tell where they got
the “tip.”” Last evening Detective Mur-
nane went to a barn at Eighth and Wil-
llus streets and there found three gunny
sacks containing the stolen property. The
“find’® was taken to the central station,
where it will be held until properly
identified.

ATIONS THAT HAVE GONE

LITERARY GEMS

SPOILED

Their Mechanieal Reproduction
Faulty and, in Some Cases at
Least, Misleading — King James’
Version Plainly Demanded a Re-
vision by the Scholars of the Cen.
tury Now Closing. ;

“The Bible” was the subject of the
lecture delivered by Prof. Richard J.
Moulton, of Chicago, last evening at the
Park Congregational church under the
auspices of the New Century club Prof.
Moulton dwelt entirely upon the Bible
from the literary standpoint, without en-
tering into the question of the insp.ration
of the book, as he stated in opening.

“The study of HHterature is a study of
forms,” sald Prcf. Moulton. “The 1nt-
erary study of the Bible discloses that it
is a literary masterpicce  filled with
eples, lyric poems and history. The forcs
and light of the various passages of
Seripture eannct be brcught out without
studying from the literary standpoint,
Literary study of the Bible is not merely
a matter of form. The matter of the
spirituality of the Bible is important, byt
a clear grasp of outward literary points
is an essential to a thorough understand-
ing. ;

“The plain Christian, as an example,
sits down to a study of the Bfble in a de-
votional spirit. As he reads, he tries to
bring his soul into harmiony. He is not
quite as safe as he thinks. He may hLe
reacding a passage in Job, for instance.
He thinks he is reading God’s own wWOrds,
but if he turns back the pages, he may
find that the preceding chapter begins
“Then answered Eliphaz.” The plain
Christian gces wrong because he neglects
to take into consideration ths dramatic
form.

“We say that Shakespeare says:
‘Woman, thy name is frailty.” Shakes-
beare does not say =o. He puts the words
Into the mouth of one of his characters
and the sentiment is by no means that of
the author. His personal writings betray
an entirely different spirit.

“It may be asked, how comes it that
this literary study of the Bible is a new
thing at the end of the nineteenth cen-
tury? I will tell you. For the past twen-
tveeenturies the Bible has been used sim-
ply as texts for ccmment. The Bihle -has
lost its literary form by passing through
this long period where it afforded only
texts for disputations. We. in the nine-
teenth century are possessed of the hizh-
est literary appreciation that the world
has ever known. The Bible remains the
worst printed book in the world. The
type and paper miay be execellent, but the
fact remains. Suppose a volume is made
up of essays, poems and historical con-
tributions by the grandest litérary schol-
ars. Then the printer takes it and cuts it
up intn paragraphs, arbitrary ‘divisions
and even cuts out the titles. That is the
literary form in which we find the Bible.
This is the reason’why Lhe litéerary study
of the Bilile is a new thing. . It was mors
than a century after King James' version
was promulgated before the distinction
between prose and verse.-was diseovered.”
