‘BIG PUBLISHING HOUSE - BEING
NEEDLESSLY MIXED UP IN A
MICHIGAN SCANDAL

CORRUPTION IN LEGISLATURE

The State Agent of the St.” Paul
House Indicted, With Two Of-
cials of the Wolverine State Leg-
islature—General Manager Ames
Gives the History of Their Con-
nection With the Case.

What are termed by the Chicago Times-
Herald “three men of prominence’’ were
indicted last week by a grand' jury at
Lansing, Mich.,, on counts involving offi-
clal legislative corruption. Their names
are Willlam A. French, Edgar J. Adams
and Charles H. Pratt. French {s commis-
sloner of the state land office. Adams
speaker of the lower house of the Michi-
gan legislature and Pratt was, up to July
last, a travellng solicitor and salesman
for the West Publishing eompany, of St.
Paul. =

As an attempt has been made by cer-
tain Eastern newspapers to connect the
West Publishing company with the affair
in an Invidious light, a reporter for the
Globe yesterday saw Mr. C. W. Ames,
general manager of the company, and ob-
tained from him a statement of the com-
pany’s past relations with young Pratt.
Following is a concise history of
Michigan end of the case, as told by the
Chicago Times-Herald: -

Last August a rather dapper young
agent of the publishing house, who was

plqued at Speaker Adams, exhibited to |

several gentlemen in Grand Raplds sev-
eral. drafts, amounting in all to $20,000,
which he stated were in the handwrit-
ing -of Speaker Adams, but which were
signed by himself. This dapper young
man was Charles H. Pratt, who is now
under indictment here. He stated that
the drafts were drawn against the ac-
count of his employers in St. Paul, and
that the amount which they represented
was t0 be paid to Land Commissioner

French for 'securing the passage of the.

joint resolution and the adoption of the
company’'s books by the board of state
auditors of which French is a member. '
.When the grand jury was called Pratt
refused to confirm his story, and to
newspaper men he declared that he knew
nothing about the alleged transaction,
stating that his previous utterances were
intended to ruin Adams politically.

He adhered to his® story only during.

the first few minutes he was before the
grand jury, but he finally decided to lay
before the jury the details of the alleged
transaction. :
The existence of a contract between the
West Publishing company and Land Com-:
missjoner French was alleged. A copy of
this contract, which it is claimed was re-
turred to the company, has been found.
A letter purporting to have been wrif-
ten by a member of the West Publishing

company, asking Pratt to secure the con--

tract from French, has been offered be-
fore the grand jury.

Stenographic notes of letters dictated
by Pratt asking for the return of several
of the drafts which were claimed to have
been in the possession of Speaker Adams:
wer2 also produced. 4

This is all of the case in which the Wests

Publishing company is in any way inter-
ested.” As will be seen by the statement
of Mr. Ames, the trouble is a purely po-
litical imbroglio, involving Pratt and some
of his former friends in Michigan.

Mr. Ames said that Pratt had been the:
West Publishing company’s

since 1897. He had for territory the whole
state of Michigan. He was successfid in,
business, working on
was also a lawyer and considerable of a
politiclan. At one time, several-yéars
ago, he had been chief clerk of ‘the lower:
house of the Michigan legislaturé. “Some
‘time in December, 1898, he wrote the Sis
Paul firm that-he was in. politics and
deeply Interested in the.election of Edgar
J. Adams as speaker of the house, who:
was Subsequetitly “successful.” Following:
Adams® electton Pratt wrote that he be-
lleved - a. law~ could" be “enactéd, ~if a bill’
were properly: and judiciously drawn,. to’
.enable all the counties in .the .state to
purchase full sets of the law publications
of the West Publishing company. There
are eighty-five counties in the state.” Two
of these counties had dlready purchased
the law books direct from-the firm. Other
counties in California, Massachusetts and
Wisconsin had also done the same thing.
The sale proposed by Pratt would involve

about $75,000 for the books then stipulated.,

It was urged by Pratt that this plan
would give to each county in the state a
valuable law library and at no advanced
cost above the regular price. Subse-
quently Pratt wrote the West Publishing
company that he needed monéy for ex-
‘penses, expressly stipulating in his letfer,,
‘which is:on-file in the St. Paul office of
the firm; that he wanted the moneéy ‘ds
an advance on his commissions  for le-
gitimate expenses, and- not for boodling’
purposes.. -He stateéd that he desired- to
rent a house in Lansing. - According to
this the firm, during ' a period of ‘three
months, advanced Pratt $600. Subsequent-
“ly Pratt again wrote, stating that pros-
pects for the bill's passage were good
and that he wanted to hire assistance,
and asked for mere money, a considera-
ble sum. This was refused, and he again
wrote, stating that he merely desired to
employ subagents and would pay them
out of his own pocket, the amount to be
-deducted from his commissions. If-the
West Publishing -company would guaran-
tee the pay of these agents he would ‘go
ahead and make satisfactory terms with
them.

Meanwhile changes and amendments in
the bill authorized the purchase of other
lines of law books and would resu't in a
contract invelving between $120,000 and
$150,600. It was estimated that Pratt's
regular commissions arising from the cale
of such a quantity of law bhooks would
amount to from $8,000 to $10,000 a year.
In view of this fact the West Publishing
company agreed to deposit a guarantee
fund of $20,0 in a St. Paul bank, stipu-
lated solely on the sale of ihe books, and
as regular commission on that sale, and
also that Pratt must not employ any one
who could not legally give him assistance
in making the sale, This guarantee for
commissions was drawn in triplicate, one
copy was glven to Pratt, cne was depos-
ited with the $20.000 in the First Nationai
bank, St. Paul, and another was held by
the West Publishing company.

The bill failed to pass the Michigan
legislature by a very narrow margin and
with its failure were wiped out Pratt's
anticipated commissions. The guarantee
given Iratt became vo!d, and in this
guarantee #t was expressly stipulated that
-*“1f Pratt did anything unlawfully, cr
without the full knowledge of the West-
Publishing company, or anythicg con-
trary to instructiors,” it was to become
void anyway.

“So far as the drafts are concerned,”
sald Mr. Ames, “we know nothing about
them and never heard of them until we
read the papers. There was no money
here in St. Pau'! due Pratt and a draft
would have been thrown out had it been
presented. The bank here, In which was
deposited the $20,006 guarantee fund,
asked us to write for Pratt's cony of
the guarantes and we did so, but he did
not, nor has he since, returned .it to us,
So far as this man William A. French is
concerned I never heard of him until
within the past few days, and then only
through the newspapers. Of the entire
trouble which Pratt is now having back
in Michigan, I Xnow ncthing whatever of
the merits of the case. Our relations
with him were purely of a business char-
acter, paying him his ccmmission on
sales, when earned, and, at times, ad-
vancing him money for expenses. Mrom
what T read Pratt is not indicted on any
ceunt involving an attempt to dispose of
any fraudulent drafts. He knew that no
money was due kim In St. Paul and that
-drafts would not have been honored. So
far as the West Publicshing company is
corcerned the whole transaction has been
lionest and above beard and in the guar-
aniee deposited in the bank, we are pro-
te?t’?“(lla at every point.”

THEIR BUSY NIGHTS

BURGLARS ARE DOING THEIR BEST |

T TO GET EVERYTHING THAT
IS LOOSE

FOUR HOMES ARE RAIDED

Night Working Gentry Are Respect-
ers of No Conditions of Geography
or Soclal Position, but Beset the
Social Set of St. Anthony Hill and
the Hard-Working Dressmaker
Alike, Without Apparent Fear.

“Kast side, west side, all around the
town,” seems to be the motto of the
burglars who are at present making life
a burden to the police department, and at
the same time terrorizing residents
throughout the city. Not a night passes
but the burglars maks & raid on resi-
dences in some part of the city, and after
cperating in West St. Paul Sunday night
they returned, last night, to the St. Anth-
ony hill distriet, where they broke into
-the home of J. 'W. Martin, 634 Holly ave-
Jne:

The robbery was committeed during the
absence of the family. Only a tiny Fox
Terrier pup was at home and, judging
from tha. appearance of the canine, it
would have fared better had it also been
absent, .as the robbers appeared to have
beaten.and kicked the little brute almost
to death. The burglars secured an en-
trance after the same manner employed
in all of the recent robberies, namely, by
forcing open a window, using a “Jimmy,”
the tell tale marks ¢f which are always
found on the sill. Once inside they low-
ered ths windows and went to work
searching the house. They sécured one
purse containing $4.50, another containing

50 cents, and stole 2 handful of pennies |

from a child’s bank and were probably
rarsacking a writing desk in the parlor,
when Mr. and Mrs. Martin returned
hormte, shortly before 10 o’clock. That the
burglars were interrupted is evident from
the fact that none of the silver tableware
was disturbed, nor had they gotten as far
in ‘their search as the second story of
the house. - : o 3

Mr. Martin says the neéighborhood in
which he lives gets but little police pro-
tection. He says a policeman is_seldom
seen in the vicinity. Mr. Martin says
his' neighbors frequently tell him of coal
and wood being stolen from ‘their prem-
ises, while last Thursday ‘night, Charles
Mann, living at 610 Holly avenue, awoke
to discover a burglar trying to remove
the storm sash from his bedroom window.
Mr. Mann frightened the burglars away,
but that the maraudecrs have little féar
of the policé'is indicated by their return
to the same nelghborhood last evening.

The residence of Fred W. Foot, the at-
torney, 509 Portland avenue, was ran-
sacked by the burglars Sunday evening.
Mr. and Mrs. Foot were awsy from home

when the burglers paid their visit. The
same “jimmy’- ‘that: has. done such ;
steady service lately pried open a

rear window and went through the place,
Mr. Foot discovered the robbery yesters
day morning, when he found the place in
reckless disorder, but from -the fact that
he missed no valuables upon a hurried

| investigation, it may be-the burglars were

frightened away . without securing any
plunder. Mrs. Foot is still absent .and
antil her retura it will not be accurately

-known what was stolen.

At the residence of W. H. Hunt, 42
West Delos street, the.burglars forced

of, the family,. between 7 and.8 o’clock
Sunday evening, and ransacked the prem-
ises. Here the robbers appeared to be
in search of easily portable articles of
-value only, such as money and jewelry,
disdaining-:other kinds of booty. In a
-bureau drawer they found $6.60 in.cash,
;while: in ,an.up- gtairs rgem -they..appro-
priated a gold ring.. After turning every-
thing upside down in the dining room. the
burglars concluded that the only articles
wanted - was -a large -silver spoon, and
left . the:rest of the tableware for the
owner to put back in place. -
When the burgiars went to the home
of Willlam PBarnet, 9 West Colorado
street, ‘they found a window unlatched
and gained easy access. The Barnet fam-
ily was away, and the burglars had am-
ple opportunity to search the house. This
they did in a reckless manner, breaking
open bureaus and closets and rummaging
-through every place suspected of con-
taining. valuables.  In. all of their other
raids the burglars passed up articles .of
.wearing apparel,.-but one of the gang evi-
-dently was struek.with the pattern of a

 ALLEMANNIA’S DEBTS.

Jacob Copalovich Secures ..Judg-
ment In the Muniecipal Court.

Judgment for $400 in favor of Jacob Co-
palovich was yesterday entered in the
municipal court against the Allemannia
bank. The judgment is based on certif-
icates of deposit, and practically hoids
that the bank is not reorganized.

The plaintiff in the suit was in business
with his brother, with whom he had $700
deposited in the Allemannia bank when it
closed its doors. When the bank was re-
organized Copalovich refused to accept
the new time certificates of deposit, be-
cause they were drawn in the firm name,
Afterward the brothers divided their
claim, and Jacob brought sult.

During the trial the officers of the bank
submitted a brief geing to show that the
claim of Copalovich Bros. had been com-
promised by the agreement in the district
court and was to be paid in four equal
installménts. One of these payments was
due and was tendered in open court, but
was refused by the plaintiff, who con-
tended that the alleged reorganization of
the bank had been declared void by the
district court.

In the decision Judge Hine, in effect,
upholds the above contention, referring to
the decision of Judge Bunn, that is vir-
tually the same.
