WASHINGTON, Nov. 28.—The finan-
cial bill prepared by the Republican cau-
cus committee which met at Atlantic
City last spring was today made public
by the committee. Its text follows:

A bill to define and fix the standard of
value, to maintain the parity of all
forms of money issued or coined by the
United States and for other purposes:
Be it enacted by the senate and house

of representatives of the United States

of America, in congress assembled:

That the standard unit of value shall,
as now, be the dollars, and shall consist
of twenty-five and eight-tenths grains
of gold, nine-tenths fine, or twenty-three
and twenty-two one-hundredths grains of
pure gold, being the one-tenth part of
the eagle. ; 1

Sec. 2. That all interest-bearing obli-
gations of the United States, for the pay-
ment of money now existing or hereafter
to be entered into, and all United States
notes and treasury notes issued under the
law of July 14, 18%, shall be deemed and
held to be payable in the gold coin of

the United States, as defined in section
1 of this act, and all other nblig;nh)ns!
public and private, for the payment of

money, shall be performed in conformity
with the standard established in said sec-
tion. Nothing herein contained shall be

construed or held to affect the present
legal tender quality of the silver dollars,
or of the subsidiary or minor coins, or
of the paper currency of the United

States, or the laws making national bank
notes receivable and payvable for certain
public debts and dues and obligations
between national banks.

ISSUE AND REDEMPTION.

Sec. 3. That there be established in the
treasury department as a part of the of-
fice of the treasurer of the United States
a dlvision to be designated and known
as the division of issue and redemption,
to which shall be assigned, under such
regulations as the secretary of the treas-
ury may approve, all records and ac-
counts relating to the issue, redemption
and exchange, as hereinafter provided,
of the several kinds of money. There
shall be transferred from the general
fund in the treasury of the United States,
and taken up on the books of said di-
visfon as a redemption fund, the amount
of gold coin and bullion held against
the standing gold certificates, the amount
of United States notes held against out-
standing currency certificates; the amount
of silver dollars held against outstanding
silver certificat the amount in silver
dollars. and silver bullion held against
outstanding treasury notes issued under
the act of July 14, 1890, and an amount
of gold coin and bullion, to constitute a
reserve fund equal to 25 per cent of the
amount, ooth of United States notes and

treasury notes issued under the act of !

July 14, 1880, outstanding. The gold and
sjlver coins and bullion transferred from
the general fund in the treasury as here-
in provided shall be increased or dimin-
ished, as the case may be, in accordance
with the provisions of this act, and in no
other way.

Sec. 4. That it shall be the duty of the
secretary of the treasury to maintain the
gold reserve fund taken up on the books
of the division of issue and redemption
as herein provided, and for this purposas

he may, from time to time. transfer to
such fund any monevs in the treasury
not oteewise appropriated, or may ex-

change any of the funds in the division
of issue and redemption for other funds,
which may be in the general fund of the
treasury, and, In addition thereto, he is
hereby authorized to issue and sell. when-
ever in his judgment it is necessary to the
maintenance of said reserve fund, bonds
of the T'nited States bearing interest at
4 rate not exceeding 3 per centum per
annum, pavable in gold coin at the end of
20 years, but redemable in gold coln at
the option of the United States after one
vear. But no transfer shall at any time
be made from the general fund of the
treasury to the division of issue and re-

demption that will reduce the general
fund below $50,000,000. That all United
States notes and treasury notes issued |

under the act of July 14, 1880, vresented
for redemption, shall be redeemed in gold

coin at the will of the holder. and all
sllver certificates presented for redemp-
tion shall be redeemed in accordance

with existing law. The secretary of the
treasury is authorized and required to use
said reserve fund in maintaining, at all
times, the parity and equal value of
every dollar issued or coined by the gov-
ernment, and if at any time the secretary

f the treasury deems it necessary, in

ot
order to maintain the parity and equal
of the United

States, he may, at his discretion ex-
change gold coin for any other money
issued or coined by the United States.
The notes and certificates so redeemed
or exchanged shall be held in and con-
stitute a part of said fund, and shall
not be withdrawn therefrom nor dis-
bursed except In exchange for an equiva-
lent amount of the coin in which said
notes or certificates were redeemed or
exchanged, excent as hereinbefore in this
section ‘provided. Nothirg in this act
shall be construed as repealing that pro-
vision of the act approved July 14, 1890,
which provides that *‘no greater or less
amount of such notes shall be outstand-
Ing at any time than the cost of the silver
bullion and the standard silver dollars
coined- therefrom, then held in the treas-
ury, purchased by such notes,”

SUBSIDIARY SILVER COIN.

Sec. 5. That the secretary of the treas-
ury is hereby authorized to use, at his
discretion, any silver bullion in the treas-
ury of the United States purchased under
the act of July 14, 1840, for coinage into
such denominations of subsidiary silver
coin as may be necessary to meet the
public requirements for such coins, and
any gain or seigniorage arising from this
coin shall be accounted for and paid
into the treasury. Whenever any silver
bullion purchased under the act of July
14, 1890, shall be used in the coinage of
subsidiary silver coin, an amount of
treasury notes issued under said act equal
to the cost of the bullion contained {n
such coin shall be canceled and not re-
issued.

Sec. 6. That the secretary
ury is hereby authorized and qdirected
to cause all worn and uncurrent sub-
sldiary silver coin of the United St}.tes
now in the treasury, and hereafter re-
ceived, to be recoined, and to reimburse
the treasurer of the United States for the
difference between the nominal or face
value of such coin and the amount tha
same will produce in new coin from any
moneys in the treasury not otherwise
appropriated. So much of the joint reso-
lution: approved July 22, 1876, relating to
issue of silver coin, as limits the aggre-
gate amount of subsidiary silver coin
and of, fractional currency outstanding
at any time to $50.000,000, be and the
same is hereby repealed.

Sec. 7. That the United States notes
July 14, 1890, hereafter issued or reissued,
shall be of such denominations, not less.
than $1, as the secretary of the treasury
may prescribe. Silver certificates shail
hereafter be issued or paid out only in
denominations of $1, $2 and $, against
silver dollars deposited in the division of
issue and redemption, or in exchange for
silver certificates of denominations ex-
ceeding $5.

BANK CIRCULATION.

Bec. 8. That section 5159 of the Re-
vised Statutes of the United States be

of the treas-

and the same is amended so as to read
as follows:

“‘Section 5159. KEvery
having complied with the provisions of
this title preliminary to the commence-
ment of the banking business, and before
it shall be authorized to commence busi-
ness under this title, shall transfer and
deliver to the treasurer of the United
States, as security for its clrculatins
notes, any United States registere
bonds, bearing interest, to an amount
where the capital is $150,000 or less, not
less than one-fourth of the capital, and
$50,000 where the capital is in excess of
$150,000. Such bonds shall be received by
the treasurer upon deposit, and shall be
by him safely kept in his office until they
shall be otherwise disposed of in pur-
suance of the provisions of this title, and
such of those banks having on deposit
bonds in excess of that amount are au-
thorized to reduce their circulation by
the deposit of lawfyl money as provided
by law: Provided, that the amount of
such cireulating notes issued to any na-
tional banking -association having on de-
posit United States bonds to secure cir-
culation at the passage of this act, or
which may hereafter deposit such bonds
to secure circulation, shall not exceed in
any case the par value of the bonds de-
posited as herein previded.”

Sec. 9. That every national banking
association shall pay to the treasurer of
the United States in addition to the
taxes imposed by an act approved July
13, 1898, entitled ‘*‘An Act to Provide Ways
and Means to Meet War Expenditures
and for Other Purposes,” each half vear,
in the months of January and July, on or
bhefore the 13th day thereof, a tax of one-
tenth of 1 per centum upon the value of
its franchise, as measured by the ag-
gregate amount of its capital, surplus
aind undivided profits, upon the last day
of the calendar month next preceding.
Sections 5214,5215,5216 and 5217 of the Re-
vised Statutes of the United States are
hereby repealed. But nothing in this sec-
tion contained shall be construed as to
in any manner release any national bank-
ing association from any liability for
taxes or penalties incurred prior to the
passage of this act. In order to enable
the treasurer to assess the taxes imposed
by the provisions of this section eash
assocfation shall,within ten days from the
urst days of January and Juily of each
yvear, make a return, under the oath of
ts president or cashier, to the treasurer
of the United States, in such form as
the treasurer may prescribe, of the
amount of its capital, surplus and un-
divided profits, upon the last day of the
calendar month preceding. Every - as-
sociation which fails to make such re-
turn shall be liable to a penalty of $200,
to be collected either out of the interest
as it may become due such association on
the bonds deposited with the treasurer,
or at his option in the manner in which
penalties are to be collected of other
corporations under the laws of the United
States. Whenever any association fails
to raake the return herein required, the
taxes to be paid by such association shall
be assessed upon such an amount as the
treasurer may determine to be the true
amount of capital, surplus and undivided
profits of such asscciation. Whenever an
association fails to pay the taxes impeos-
ed by this section, the sums due may be
coliected in the manner provided for the
collection of United States taxes from
other corporations, or the treasurer may
reserve the amount out of the interest,
as it may become due, upon the ‘bonds

deposited with him by such defaulting
association. 3
Sec. 10. That section 5138 of the Revised

Statutes Is hereby amended so as to read
as follows:

“Section 5138. No association shall be
organized with a less capital that $100,000,
except that banks with a capital of not
less than $50,000 may, with the approval
of the secretary of the treasury, be or-
ganized in any place, the population of
which does not exceed 6,000 inhabitants,
and except that banks with a capital
of not less than $25,000 may, with the
sanction of the secretary of the treasury,
be organized in any place, the population
of which does not exceed 2,000 inhabitants.
No assoclation shall be organized in a
place the population of which exceeds
50,000 persons with a capital of less than
$200,000.""

SINGLE STANDARD ARGUMENT.

The report of the committee on the
bill has been prepared by Representative
Overstreet, of Indiana, who introduced
the original bill of the monetary commis-
sion in 1898, and has been distributed
to each Republican member of the house.
Mr. Overstreet frankly admits that the
committee ‘‘did not consider the general
subject of banking, nor did it attempt
to arrange a complete system of finance,
but confined its labors to those subjects

pledges of the Republican party and the
general policy of the administration.”
It was felt, the report declares, “that
the strengthening of the public credit by
the removal of all doubt concerning the
practice and policy of the government rel-

i ative to the unit of value, is of paramount

importance.”

It is pointed out that there can be but
one standard at one time, but that the
convenience of commerce is promoted by
the use of different methods of exchange,
convertible into the standard. The re-
port continues:

“When the standard shall be permaneng-
ly established, and all doubt of its sta-
bility removed, the parity of all our
money will be fully recognized, and the
kind of money in which payvments shall
be made will rarely, if ever, be the sub-
ject of dispute. When certainty shall

! take the place of doubt, and the integri-

ty of our credit be as fixed as the honor
of the nation, the national debt can be
readlly refunded at lower interest rates,
and future loans negotiated with ease
upon better terms than ever before.
“The rapid development of American
trade and Its vast expansion, bringing
our people into close relations with the
leading nrations of the world, makes it
imperative that the standard of value
in which settlements are made shall be
the best known to the highest civiliza-
tion, and shall safely appeal to the in-
telligent and successful experience,
‘‘Recent events, shaped by causes be-
yond our control, bearing obligations
which national honor requires shall

be
courageously discharged, open new fields
for American statesmanship. Channels

of trade vet unknown to American enter-
prises and avenues of commerce yet to
welcome American products, will surely
result. Such conditions emphasize the
necessity for a standard of value which
shall remain firm throughout the vicis-
situdes of competitive trade. Its perma-
nency and stabillty should be above sus-
picion. Its security should bae absolute,
Some question of experience might be
ralsed, if the proposition were new, or
we were assuming a position at variance
with other nations. But the gold stand-
ard is recognized by all leading nations,
and this bill merely reaffirms the policy
maintained by us for over sixty vears
and if passed will place the subject for-
ever beyvond dispute.”

GOLD RESERVE,

It is pointed out that the treasury
October had a gold reserve of over $250.-
000,000, and that there is more gold 1n
the country now than ever. The ad-
vantages which this situation creates
are thus described:

‘‘The present conditions are most favor-
able and the time most opnortune fgr
clear and unequivoeal adoption of the
gold standard.

FOUGHT FOR LIFE

AMERICAN SOLDIERS ON TRANS-
PORT MANUENSE SAVE THE
SHIP FROM SINKING

BAILED CUT WITH BUCKETS

ENGINES FAILED TO WORK, AND
THE SHIP ROLLED HELPLESS
IN THE SEA

ONE ENGINEER IS ARRESTED

Col. Webb Hayes the Chief
Would Also Have iteen Placed in
Irons Had There Been
to Take His Place—Ship Might
Have Been Lost in a Typhoon buat
for the Daring of the Troops.

MANILA,Nov. 28.—When the Manuense
anchored in Manila bay this morning,
thirty-three days from San Franclsco,
there were several feet of water in her
hold and 400 grimy, greasy, hungry, ex-
hausted soldiers and sailors had been
passing buckets of water since Nov. 17,
night and day. First Assistant Engineer
Dunleavy was under arrest and, accord-
ing to Col. Webb Hayes’ official report,
the chief engineer would also have been
under arrest if there had been any one
to replace him. The colonel's report also
declares that the captain of the vessel
told him that the only thing that brought
them through was the fact that the men
were greenhorns and falled to realize their
danger, while experienced seamen would
have deserted their ship and taken to
the boats in midocean.

The Manuense is a chartered ship, fly-
ing the British flag. She belongs to a
firm of Which Senator Perkins, of San
Francisco, is alleged to be a junior mem-
ber. The officers say the firm bought her
for $45,000, and they claim efforts were
made to sell her to the government for
$150,000. She started from San Francisco
accompanied by the transport Pekin,
which carried the remainder of the regi-
ment, and encountered heavy seas to
Honolulu without accident. After start-
ing it developed that she was under-
manned, and soldiers had to be detailed
to act as firemen, coal passers and wait-
ers, and to do other work. Before reach-
ing Honolulu the crew concluded that the
ship was not safe and the majority agreed
to desert. Though they were closely
watched, many of the crew succeeded in
getting away and the Manuense proceed-
ed with less than half a crew.

The captain, on Nov. 17, toid Col. Hayes
that the vessel had sprung a leak, and an
Investigation resulted in finding several
feet of water in her hold. The steam
pumps were tried, but failed to work,
and there were no hand pumps on board.
However, forty-six buckets were found,
others were improvised, and the soldiers
not employed in working the ship were or-
ganized into five shifts and, stripped and
forming lines, they began baliling, the offi_
cers working with the men, passing the
buckets which were sent up to the deck
by a windlass. The longest time a shift
could stand’ it was two hours, and often
the period was not longer than half an
hour.” The bailing continued until the
ship anchored here.

The same day the leak was discovered
the machinery collapsed and the electric
lighting plant and evaporating, distilling
and refrigerating apparatus failed to
work. There were no lamps, and the few
candles found were exbausted after a few
days. During the last week the passage
of the Manuense was in utter darkness
at night. She had been rolling in heavy
seas all the way, but Nov. 22 she encoun-
tered a typhoon and pitched and tossed
alarmingly.

LOST IN A STORM.

The Pekin became separated from the
Manuense in the storm, the water rose
rapidly, and the baling force was doubled.
But the buckets were gradually smashed
and barrels and boxes were substituted
for them, the men working in darkness,
planks and pieces of iron shafting bzing
violently washed among them. The fire-
men could oniy feed the fires by being
lifted on the shoulders of the other men,
through water waist deep. The typhoon
lasted two days and a half, and in the
midst of it the engines stopped. The offi-
cers then held a council and found that
there were 420 persons on board, with life-
boat accommodations for 213.

In the meantime the men below, ig-
norant of their extreme peril, were pass-
ing buckets and singing ‘“What the hell
do we care,”” while the ship rolled help-
lessly on the ocean with hatches closed.

TYe heat was intense until the typhoon
passed, and then the Pekin, which had re-
traced her course about seventy miles,
came alongside the Manuense, which
was rolling so heavily that the soldiers in
the hold could at each roll see the Pekin
through the hatches overhead.

Col. James J. Pettit, commander of tha
Thirty-first volunteer regiment, ordered
the Manuense to proceed to Guam and
awalt orders, but the captain of the
Manuense demurred because, it is said,
the government was renting the ship for
$500 per day.

Throughout the remainder of the voy-
age the engines of the Manuense failed
repeatedly, and the s'hip would roll for
a few hours whiie the engines were
repairing. Then the steamer would pro-
ceed again for a few hours.

The meat and vegetables rotted becausa

-.of the failure of the refrigerators and
were thrown overboard.

VWATER SUPPLY EXHAUSTED.

After the storm the water sugplied to
the ship at Honolulu had to be used
for the boilers, and there was little or
none for drinking. In fact it is asserted
that during the last week of the voy-
age the men lived almost entirely on
whisky, beer and hard tack.

The officers and soldiers were utterly
exhausted when they reached Manila.
They deelare the engineers were grossly

incompetent. The officers also say the
behavior of the troops was  beyond
praise. For days they worked in the

dark, suffocating hold, with water some-
times up to their shoulders and plank
moving about, dangerous to life and
limb. The officers took the lead at bal-
ing, and encouraged the men. The cap-
tain of the ship promised the men %c¢
a day for baling, but he now proposes
to pay them $1,50. The soldiers talk of at-
taching the ship. The regiment will pro-
ceed to Zamboanaga, on the island of
Mindanao.

TRANSPORT OFFICIALS PUZZLED.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 28.—Transport
officials at this port are at a .loss t
explain the alleged unseaworthy condl-
tion of the transport ‘Manuense, whose
arrival at Manila was reported today. A
representative of the Associated Press
interviewed a number of officials today,
and in every instance the alleged un-
seaworthiness, undermanned and under-

provisioned condition of the vessel was
ridiculed. It was statéd that the Man-
uense was in first-class condition when
she left this port on Ott. 2. Her en-
glnes had been thoroughly overhauled,
and her fittings were fn the best of
condition. She was ‘thoroughly pro-
visioned in the cabin, enough supples
being taken for a six monthg trip. Her
hold was full of supples for the sol-
diers, and the officlals are at a loss to
explain the alleged shortness of the food
supplies. That she was undermanned is
absolutely denied, beeause had she been
clearance papers from this port would
not have been issued. As a general
rule transports leaving this port are, if
anything, oversupplied with working
crews. Ty

Regarding the alleged uhseaworthiness
of the vessel, It can be stated that she
was thoroughly inspected by the treasury
department and was passed as in flrst-
class trim. Lloyd's local inspector, Capt.
Metealf, also inspected the vessel and
passed her. The local inspectors of hulls
and bollers made 2 thorough examination
and found her engines in exceilent condi-
tion. .

OFFICIAL COMMENT.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 28.—War depart-
ment officials are surprised at the in-
formation contained in the Manila dis-
patch concerning the condition of the
transport Manuense, which has just ar-
rived at Manila. They are at a loss to
acccunt for the deplorable state of af-
fairs which is said to have existed on the
ship, as they say every precaution is
taken before the transport vessels leave
the United States to see they are prop-
erly and adequately manned and sup-
plied with commissary stores.

FILIPINOS DEFEATED.

Col. Bell Scores a Decisive Vietory
in 2 Mountain Fight.

MANILA, Nov. 29.—Col. Pell has defeat-
ed and scattered the hrigades of Gen. Ale-
jandrino and Gen. San-Miguel. The en-
gagement took place on the summit of a
mcuntain, th2 insurgents being so con-
fident of the impregnabillty of their posi-
tion that they had their families with
them. The Americans captured all the
enemy’s munitions and artillery.

State Trust Company Takes Posses-
sion of All Publications.

NEW YORK, Nov. 28.—The State Trust
company, as trustees of the first mort-
gage of Harper & Bros., issued, today,
the following notice: H

TWO JURORS LACKING.

Progress Made in Preparation for
Trial of Molineux.

NEW YORK, Nov. 28—At the close of
today’'s session of the trial of Roland R.
Molineux there were ten jurors in the
box. Two jurors were ‘seeured today,
about fifty talesmen being examined.
Jurors 9 and 10 are: Hdward Billings,
member of the brokerage and banking
firm of W. B. Barbour & Co., thirty years
of age, single, and a member -of nu-
merous clubs, including the Union league
and University; Manhelm Brown, mil-
liner, forty-seven vears of age, married.

Both the prosecution and defense used
several peremptory challenges today,
while opposition to ecircumstantial evi-
dence and the death penalty played the
same prominent part-as it has regularly
in securing the release of the talesmen
from jury duty.

In all about 420 tdlesmen have been ex-
amined, this being the third week of the
trial.

SAVED THE TRAIN.

COEUR D'ALENE MINERS.

Against Their Treatment
Adopted at New York Meeting.
NEW YORK, Nov. 28.—At a meeting to
protest against the treatment of the
Coeur d’'Alene miners at Wardner, Idaho,
held at Cooper Union tonight, under the
auspices of the Central Federated union,
resolutions were adopted protesting
against the action of the Wardner au-
thorities in imprisoning miners, and con-
demning tihie war department at Washing-
ton and demanding of the president of
the United States™that the miners have a
speedy trial by jury.

CHAMPLONS OF SILVER

EXECUTIVE CCMMITTEE OF THE
SILVER REPUBLICAN ORGAN-
IZATION CONFERS

MR. BRYAN IS TFAVORED

Chairman Charles Towne Delivers
an Address in Which He Inveighs
‘Against the Tendency of the Me-
Kinley Administration Toward
Absolutism—National Convention
Is Discussed.

CHICAGO, Nov. 28.—Informal discussion
by members of the executive committee
of the national silver Republican commit-
tee and chairmen of the state committees
at the meeting held heie today developed,
as the consensus of purpose, adherence
to the Bryan Democracy “if the right
men are neminated.” There was no dis-
sent from the opinion that as the presi-
dential candidate, William J. Bryan would
be the right man.

Most of the session was devoted to hear-
ing reports of the condition of silver Re-
publicanism in the various states. Ex-
Gov. Altgeld was present by invitation,
and was grected by a rising salutation

from the me¢ting. He made a brief ad-

dress, In which he paid a high tribute to
the patriotism and dlsinterestedness of
the siiver Republicans.

Chairman J. G. Johnson, of the execu-
tive committee of the Democratic nation-
al committee, and S8am B. Cook, the head
of the Democratic press bureau, were
visitors.

Chairman Charles Towne made an ad-
dress, in which he inveighed against the
tendency of the McKinley administration
towards absolutism.

Senator Teller, of Colorado, said that
the drift of the Republican party was
away from its original prineiples, and that
if he had not quit the party in 189 he
would have had ample cause to do so
since then.

Senator Teller returned to Morrison,
Ill.,, tonight, where he will have his
thanksgiving dinner with his mother.

Before leaving he said, in answer to the
avestion as to whether anti-imperialism
will overshadow silver:

‘““No, nothing can put silver in the
background. The imperialistic matter is
likely to be entirely settled within the
next six months.”

He implied that the country had al-
ready expanded, and that the anti-ex-
pansion c¢ry would be about a dead issue
by next June.

Ex-Senator Dubois, of Idaho, said he
had no doubt the silver vote drawn from
the Republican party wculd be largely
increased at the next election owing to
the frank pro-gold stand taken by the
leaders of the party. *“Fasion with Dem-
ocrats and Populists,” asserted the sen-
ator, “is, In my opinion, a certainty.
That is, we confidently expect those par-
ties ‘to unite’ on a- man whom we can
suppert—itke Bryan. I see no pcssibility
of a gold Democrat's nomination, but in
such an event we would put up our own
independent tickett and would have a re-
spectabie vote in the electoral college.”

STRONGHOLDS, BUT SUFFER
SEVERE LOSSES b

FACED A WITHERING FiRE

ARTILLERY DUEL FAILING TO DiS«
LODGE BOERS, AN ASSAULT
WAS ORDERED

INFANTRY LED THE WAY

Hill After Hili Was Carried, but Not

Without Appalling Casualties
. Among the Forees of Gen.
Methuen—Boers Retreated in

Good Order, Taking Their Six
Cannon With Them.

ORANGE RIVER, Monday, Nov. 27.—
The British arms have achieved a bril-
liant victory. The enemy, strongly ine
trenched, held a range of hills commande
ing both sides of the railway at Rool
Laagte, near Gras Pan.

The Lancashires, under Lewis, recone
noitered in an armored train on Friday.
The Boers shelled the train and killed
Lewis and a private.

Gen. Methuen then advanced. His cole
umn made & detour and bivouacked for
the night at Simon's Plains, three miles
from the Boer position. At daybreak the
advance began, the guards forming the
reserve. The column debouched on the
plain eastward of the Boer kopjes. The
Boer guns opened fire. Two batteries of
British artillery, posted on each side,
shelled the Boers, practice being good on
both gides.

The Boers stuck tenaciously to their
positions, firing steadily and accurately.
The duel, which constantly became hot-

ter, lasted three hours. The Boer shells
wounded several men of the naval
brigade.

Finding 1t impossible to displace tha
Boers by artillery, Gen. Methuen resolved
upon an infantry attack. A brigade of in--
fantry, including the Yorkshires, the
Nerthamptons, the Northumberlands and
the Lancashires, with the naval brigade
on the right, gallaptly stermed the Boep
positlons, in the face of a withering fire,
and carried hill after hill, the brigads
under Col. Money eapturing the main
position against a terrific fire, but suf-
fering severely.

The Boers were shelled during the final
retreat’ and must have log' heavily, but
they succeeded in getting away north-
ward with their six guns. The British
were badly in need of more cavalry,

STRICT CENSORSHIY:

LONDON, Nov. 20.—Virtually the only
fresh news from the front is contained in
the dispatches of Gen. Forestier-Walker
to the war office.
