President Leavltt Corning, In Ills
OpeuluK AddreM, Inform* the
Members What Is Expected, na
Well a* What Already Has Been

Done— Xo Spirit of Antagonism

Toward Y. M. C. A. or Other Gyms.

The St Paul Athletic and Rowing club,
the amalgamation of the old St. Paul
Athletic club and the Minnesota Boat
club, made its debut last night under the
new name, with the first smoker of the
winter season. The event was attended
by 150 members, and a few invited
guests, and proved so popular an at-

traction that the officers of the club will
continue It as a monthly attraction. Dur-
ing the evening an informal reception
was held, at which the new officers had
an opportunity of making the acquaint-

ance of such members aa do not regularly
attend, after which an entertaining pro-
gramme was given.

The new club has a membership at
present of 450, with an excellent pros-
pect of increasing to the 600 mark be-
fore the first of the year. It has re-
cently acquired the property of the Min-
nesota Boat club, on Raspberry island,
including the real estate, club house and
effects of the old organization, and
with the opening of the river will carry
on the work of the oid boat club. The
winter quarters, Sixth and Cedar, have
been enlarged and improved, giving every
facility for athletic work.

The smoktr was held in the club gym-
nasium, the members assembling around
tables placed for their use, while cigars
were served. A string orchestra furnish-
ed music while the members chatted, aft-
er which C. C. Townsend, former presi-
dent of the St. Paul Athletic club, in-
troduced Leavitt Corning, president of the
new organization. Mr. Coming's re-
marks concerned the plans for the future
of the club and called out hearty ap-
plause. Said he:

"Under the new organization the ex-
cellent work of the St. Paul Athletic
club will be carried on with improved
facilities and extended opportunities. It
is our plan to maintain a high class
athletic club with moderate fees, to
which every young man of good moral
character may be admitted. The union
of the old athletic club and the Minne-
sota Boat club will enlarge the work and
extend it further than It has ever been
carried before and gives us opportunity
to win laurels In new fields.

"With the coming of spring-, the prop-
erty on Raspberry island, now owned by
the club, will be thoroughly improved
and overhauled. The boat club will be
put in shape and handball, tennis and
other grounds laid out. New boats will
be purchased and everything necessary to
the most efficient work of the club pro-
vided.

"We promise you that should the mem-
bership reach the 500 mark we will pro-
vide a swimming tank and plunge in the
present quarters before spring. Addition-
al improvements will be added from time
to time as the funds are at our disposal.
With a membership of 600 the financial
end of the management will become com-
paratively easy.
"I wish to add one more word concern-

ing organizations of a similar character
in the city and to refer particularly to
the Y. M. C. A. The officers and mem-
bers of this club cannot too strongly
deprecate any spirit of rivalry or any con-
tention of any nature whatsoever to mar
the spirit of clean, wholesome sport, the
furtherance of which should be the great
object of the club. We are rivals of no
organization or club, and our work is dif-
ferent and distinct from that pursued by
any other athletic organizatton in the
city. The officers suggest towards other
clubs and associations one attitude alone
—that of the most cordial friendship and
approval."

Following President Coming's address
lunch was served, after which Prof. New-
mann gave a piano selection, and Messrs.
Clair and Peasley a song and dance
specialty. Judge E. A. Jaggard addressed
the members, complimenting the club on
its rapid growth and the excellence of its
appointments and was followed by P. A.
Egan, president of the club before Its
amalgamation, who called for a con-
tinuance of the enthusiasm and energy
which marked the work under the old
management. Tony Snyder gave a vocal
solo and Prof. Florence rendered a piano

number.

Should Sot Be Charged to League,

Not a little speculation is being indulged
In as to what is going to be done at the
next meeting of the Western, or as it
is henceforth to ba known, the American
league, with respect to the making up
of the new circuit. While it has all along
been contended by the magnates that
thpre would not be any change in terri-
tory, as It is called, this year, except to
Rubstttuta some other town for Grand
Rapids in the league, suspicious cir-
cumstances have occurred to make more
or less dubious the oft repeated profes-
sions. Without recounting the host of
more or less plausible stories that have
been given widespread publicity with re-
gard to the future circuit to be com-
prised in the league, these may be deemed
worthy of serious consideration:

First, the seemingly authentic report
that Charles A. Comiskey has decided to
make a fight for a team In the Western-
American league in Chicago territory In
1900, In carrying out which he has, it is
authoritatively reported, leased grounds
on the "South side," Chicago, which will
be Improved next spring.

Second, the fact that Thomas J. loftus
has been engaged to manage the Chicago
National League club for next season,
which necessitates his withdrawal from
the league, so-cilled.

Third, the report that his franchise In
the- Western-American organization has
been sold to Charles A. Comiskey, who
now has two franchises In this league,
v.lth one of which, seemingly, he proposes
to "break into ' Chicago. What he pro-
poses doing with the other is a matter of
conjecture yet with all but ComiaKey,
and It Is by no means certain that he has
that definitely decided, even in his own
mind.

The membership of the Western-Ameri-
can league for 1900 miy be reasonably
figured out as including the following, all
of whom, so far us known, have fulfilled
all their obligations to the league:

ganized in February, 1896, on a five-year
term. The league was originally organ-
ized in 1594 for one year, with Indianapo-
lis, Kansas City, Sioux City, Minneapo-
lis, Detroit, Toledo, Milwaukee and Grand
Rapids as component cities. That league
closed with the year, and at the opening
of 1895, Comiskey became a member, Wat-
kins, who had managed Sioux City, selt-
ing Comiskey his players, to go to man-
age Pittsburg. The troubles of Dennis
Long, at Toledo, and later, at Terre
Haute, made more trouble, in 1895, as,
indeed, did the internecine troubles of
the Barnes-Martin-Murphy triumvirate in

and in 1896 the present
league was organized for five years, with
Goodnow et al. superseding the Murphy
regime in Minneapolis, and Tom Loftus
coming in with Columbus. Grand Rapids
gave way after 1597 to Schuman, of
Omaha, who subsequently let the club
go to St. Joe, and Franklin, of Buffalo,
came in with 1899.

Now it is rumored that there is danger
of the league "tossing" Saulpaugh out.
This Is based on a misapprehension. If
there hr danger of Saulpaugh being froz-
en out, It is not from the league, but
from the fact that Clarence holds but a
minority stock interest in the club, the
majority of the stock being controlled,
according to the best information ob-
tainable by the Globe, by A. A. Nagle,
as agent for the owner, the estate of the
late Marcus P. Hayne. It is reported
that some people who are more interested
in another city than in Minneapolis have
been trying to buy the Nagle stock with
the idea of removing to Louisville. That
would give Mr. SauJpaugh, of Mankato,
his choice of following the club-to Louis^
vllle or dropping out.

There is not known to be any disposi-
tion on the part of the other members
of the league to get rid of Saulpaugh,
even if they had the power, which is se-
riously doubted, as long as he fulfills his
obligations to the league, which he has
done.

DECLARE FOR GOLD
Continued from First Page.

coin or paper, at the present standard,
the standard of the most enlightened na-
tions of the earth."

The repeated declarations of President
McKinley are also quoted, including his
famous speech in New York at the begin-
ning of I^9B, in which he declared that
the people's purpose in favor of sound
money "must be given the vitality of
public law."

The declaration In the Republican plat-
form and the subsequent effort of Presi-
dent McKlnley relative to an internation-
al agreement, it is declared, were made
in good faith, but the attitude of the
leading nations and the constant fluctua-
tions In the value of silver bullion render
such an agreement practically impossible.
The mechanism of the new division of is-
sue and redemption is explained, and it
is declared that the different funds re-
ferred to such a division as they stood in
September last are as follows:

1. Gold coin and bullion, represented
by outstanding gold certificates, $135,-

--2. United States notes, represented by
outstanding currency certificates, $16,-

--100,000.
3. Silver dollars, represented by out-

standing silver certificates, $405,197,504.
4. Silver bullion, represented by out-standing treasury notes. $a 1,167,280.
5. Gold coin and bullion, equal to one-

fourth of tho United States notes ($346,-
--961,016) and treasury notes ($91,167,280),
outstanding, $109,462,074.

The first four items enumerate the spe-
cial deposits dedicated to specific pay-
ments. As these obligations are met the
deposits are correspondingly reduced.

MAINTAININGSTANDARD.
The scope and purpose of the provisions

for maintaining the standard by the sale
of bonds and the exchange of money are
thus set forth by Mr. Overstreet:

"In the absence of a law providing pro-
tection to tho gold reserve, it is always
subject to encroachment in expenditures
to meet the general expenses of the gov-
ernment. Whenever such encroachmentappears probable;"a fear has arisen that
the government may not be able to meet
its demand obligations, and a run upon
the reserve for trw redemption notes Hasfollowed. This situation is responsible
for the so-called, 'endless chain.' By
separating the reserve fund from the gen-
eral fund, and prohibiting its use except
for the rc-demption of United States notes
and treasury rotes, the dangers to which
it has been so greatly subjected will be
removed. These demand notes are beingredeemed in gold now, and always havebeen, and no additional burden is im-posed upon the government. It is sought
to simplify and legalize the practice, and
create a division in the treasury wherethe wh^le business of redeeming notesmay be transacted, and to establish com-plete confidence in the redemption of our
demand obligations.

"Section 4 of the bill seeks to provide
a complete safeguard to guarantee the
permanent maintenance of the gold
standard, by authorizing the secretary of
the treasury, whenever it is necessary
for such maintenance, to Issue and sell
bonds of the United States, payable ingold coin, and for the exchange of gold
coin for any other money issued or coin-
ed by the United States, should the sec-retary of the treasury deem such ex-
change necessary in order to maintain
the parity and equality of money value ofthe United States. The legalizing of thegold standard and provision for theequality of all forms of money at a paritywith tha standard, will so remove all
doubt of the soundness and integrity ofour money that there will be little oc-
casion for the exchange of one kind ofmoney for the other. And yet, in order
to make complete guarantee for any con-
tingency that may arise, authority to thesecretary of the treasury to meet such
emergencies, should they arise, by thesale of bonds and the exchange of any
money issued or coined by the UnitedStates, is deemed advisable.

'The provision in this section that no
note or certificate once issued shall be
withdrawn, except for an exchange of anequal amount o*, cs^n for which suchnote or certificate was redeemed, will putan end to the so*«Clled 'endless chain 'which has embarrassed the government
in tho ever recurring redemption ofgreenbacks. There can be no contractionof currency under this .system for thereason that wheiva note or certificate is

WANT NO CIVIL GOVERNORS

Conservative Leader.* of tlie Cabaa
Patriots Assert That There Will
Be No I'prisinyr if the American
CoiiKress Define* a Policy for
Cuban Independence—Otherwise,
It Is Hinted, Trouble Must Come.

HAVANA, Nov. 2S. — Although there
has been a great deal of exaggeration
with reference to risings in different
parts of the island there is no doubt that,
despite ihe tranquility of the country,
some apprehension exists lest within the
next few months some trouble should
occur in the event that the United States
congress does not give definite assur-
ances respecting the future of Cuba. It
is asserted that many of the police, espe-
cially members of the rural guard, have
for several weeks been paying a frac-
tion of their salaries to a fund intended
for use in case of an outbreak against
the United States. Information to this
effect has been brought to headquarters
by persons who have usually proved re-
liable. It has also been reported that
recruiting for future emergencies is in
progress in various parts of the island.

The best opinion, official and non-offl-
clal, reject the Idea, however, that there
will be any trouble before the first of
the year. The authorities do not believe
there is any need for alarm, and the
Spanish papers, referring to the alarm-
ist reports, say these are put into circu-
lation by those who are opposed to a"
civil government. The extremist papers
do not allude to the reports. With a few
exceptions leading Americans, Spaniards
and Cubans refuse to talk on the subject
for publication.

Gen. Collaso, a veteran of the Cuban
army, and now editor of El Cubano, who
fairly represents the views of the Cuban
revolutionary leaders, said today:

"Judging from personal letters which
I have received from Pinar del Rio, and
recent interviews I have had with promi-
nent revolutionary leaders from that part
of the country, I feel justified in saying
that at present Cuba is perfectly tranquil,
although, as the result of Gen. Ludtow's
recent statements, and as to the prob-
ability of a civil government, great ten-*
sion exists. Our people are waiting for
a general declaration by the United
States congress. No one would be so
foolish as to prejudice the case by start-
Ing a rebellion until we have heard what
congress will do. Cubans regard the
question as almost vital."

Gen. Coli-aso asks the Associated Press
to deny, in his name, that there is any
intention on the part of the Cubans totake to the woods. There is, however,
a movement on foot in Havana to form
a monthly subscription list to defray the
expenses of four or five Cubans who
would travel through the United States
and urge the granting of absolute inde-
pendence.

At a largely attended mass meeting
yesterday, in Rodas, province of Santa
Clara, the mayor was requested to in-
form the military government that the
people of the district did not desire a
civilian governor.

Gov. Gen. Brooke has issued an order
directing that the issuance of lottery-
tickets through the custom house shall
meet with the same penalty as if the
tickets were sent in by mail.

Son of th« Cuban Patriot Dlscasaes

NEW YORK, Nov. 28.—Carlos Garcia,
eldest son of Gen. Calixto Garcia, and a
brigadier general in the Spanish-Cuban
war, is in New York. He represents the
element in Cuba which desires to obtain
civil government for the island. He mitoday that the opposition to the proposed
new government which has buddenly man-
ifested Itself in Cuba grows out of mis-
conception of the plan of the Americans.
He said also that it was fostered by Cu-
bans now in office.

"These men," said Gen. Garcia, "have
misrepresented facts to the poor and ig-
norant classes. They have led the excita-
ble people to believe that they (the office-
holders), native Cubans though they are,
are to be thrown out of office and suc-
ceeded by American politicians. To these
men can be traced most of the unrest
that has prevailed in the island, and thatnow stands in the way of a much-needed
reform. They came into power when Gen.
Brooke assumed control as a military
governor. He deposed ail officials in p:>w-
er and appointed Cubans who were then
on the ground—all that was left of our
scattered people.

"The military system of government, inmy opinion, is too harsh, too domineer-
ing, it is not delicate enough in its work-
ings to prevent friction between itself
and the people. To prevent friction it is
necessary for the United States to with-
draw its military force and eet up a civil
government. It will not only be a for-
ward step, but it will give an opportunity
to set things working.

"No provisions have been made for
schools. Only the universities have re-
ceived assistance. This has left the chil-
dren idle. Little has been done for the
courts. The higher courts have been bat-
tered and the lower ones neglected. In
the postal and customs departments Unit-
ed States officials have trained the native
Cubans well, and they are able to assumecharge of these departments. This is an
evidence of good faith on the part of theUnited States, and should be .sufficientanswer to the opponents of civil govern-
ment.

"All we nsk is to ba given a chance to
prove to the United States that we are
able to govern our country well. Take
away your soldiers, especially the colored
ones, who are a source of continual ex-
citement to the Cubans; set up the civil
government, give the people a chance to
vote, and the Cubans will demonstrate
that they can take care of themselves."

evils arising from industrial combines,
and advocating- improved election laws
and other reforms. The address, In part,
says:

The undersigned Republicans solicit
your co-operation in efforts within the
party to obtain:

First—The statutory prohibition of free
passes on railroads.

Second—The repeal of tho power of the
supreme court to decide that any steam
or electric road which its promoters de-
sire to build is unnecessary and hostile
to the public good.

Third—A primaries law, governing the
caucuses and conventions of the political
parties.

Fourth—The discontinuance of the col-
lection for alleged campaign expenses oflarge sums of money from officeholders,
the treasuries and owners of railroads
and other sources and the promotion of
honest election methods.

Fifth—The suppression of the evils
arising from trusts.

Under the head of trusts, the address
advocates the universal application in
the state and nation of the principle of
unrestricted competition, which is the life
of trade, and the basis of all prosperity
in society, and the election of members
of the legislature and congress who will
enforce these principles.

NO POLITICAL PILL.

Gov. Dyer, of Rhode Island, on Sew
Possessions.

NEW YORK, Nov. 23.—Speaking at a
banquet tonight in his honor at the Re
publican club, Gov. Eiisha Dyer, of
Rhode Island, said:

"Our new possessions, with their mar
velous possibilities, belong to the people
of the United States. They have b^en
bought with their treasure and sealed
with their blood. They belong to no po.
litical party, but to the whole nation, and
their offices and emoluments are not to
be parceled out as political gifts. The
ablest men that we have are none too
able to be charged with the adminisira-
tion of their affairs. To secure the con-
trol of those new responsibilities it is
absolutely necessary that the policy of
the administration in this most vital Ques-
tion should be distinctly defined.

"The days of political pulls should come
to an end. No man should be rewarded
for what he has done for the party, but
for what he can do for the state. Will
you Republicans in New York set the
pace for the rest of the country?"
