ACCIDENTS BY ROADS,

Figures From the Railroad Commis.
sioners’ Annual Report.

A detailed accident statement prepared
by the rallroad and warehouse commis-
sion shows that on the twenty-six rail-
roads operating within the state there
have been killed during the past year 139
persons. The number 'of persons iniured
in accidents 13 692. The statement shows
a remarkable fact, in that with a large
number of fatal accidents, only one pas-
senger was killed. Witn employes of dif-
ferent roads the case was diffegent, &
being reported as having lost thelr lives.
The killed and injured details are as fol-
lows:

ALASKA GOLD ouUT®UT.

Statement of Amount dandled by a
Government Assayer.

he Great Northern has received the
following communication from F. A.
Wing, assayer in charge of the govern-
ment office at Seattle, concerning the
gold output in Alaska for 1900.

This office was opened on July 15, 1898.
Since that date there have been 8,203 sep-
arate individual deposits of bullion, ag-
gregating $18,505,000, one third of which
was received during the first fiscal year
ended June 30, 1899; the balance since that
time.

The comparative average values per
ounce of Klondike and Cape Nome gold
are as follows: §$16.50 per ounce, Klon-
dike; $18.50 per ounce, Cape Nome.

In my judgment the output for 1900 will
easily double that of 1839. In my prepara-
tions for next season I am anticipating
at least $20,000,000 for this office alone, on
a basis of $30,000,000 as the entire output
of Alaska and the Northwest territory.
W1 indications lead me to believe that
Cape Nome and its immedlate vicinity
will equal the Klondike in amount of
production.

APPOINTMENTS MADE.

Two of Them Follow the Resigna-
tion of Mr. Shieclds.

The resignation of Cornelius Shields, as
vice president and manager of the Spo-
kane Falls & Northern, has resulted in
two new appointments, which were an-
nounced yesterday in official ecirculars of
the Great Northern.

The amount paid ag-
gregated $4,751,577.71, and the disburse-
ments were for the purpose of taking up
the unpaid claims. Of the amount $821,-
897.10 was paid into the treasury of the
United States.

WAS NOT MALICIOUS,

No Presumptive Malice, Says the Su-
preme Court.

The Great Northern comes off victor in
the supreme court in and by virtue of a
decision rendered yesterday in a sult in-
volving the liability of the company for
keeping a record of causes for the dis-
charge of employes. The syllabus is:

1. H. Hebner, appellant, vs. Great North-
ern Railway Company, respondent.
Syllabus—1. Defendant railroad com-

pany Kkept a book in which was written

a record of each of its employes and if

¢ischarged, for what reason. Against
laintiff’s name in this book and under the

1eading of remarks appeared the words
‘“‘dismissed—insolent and abusive to com-
pany's patrons.” The only publication
of the words was that when plaintiff ap-
plied to the superintendent of telegraphs
for what is called a ‘service card’ the
book was brought to the office and read
by one clerk in the presence of another
and the superintendent and the plaintiff
that the card might be filled out. This
was done and the card as filled and on
which appeared the derogatory words,
was “ signed by the superintendent and
then handed to plaintiff. The record was
kept for the information of those whose
business it was to employ men for de-
fendant’'s service. Held, as a question of
law, that the communication was of a
privileged character and made upon a
privileged occasion, the prima facie effect
thereof being to overcome and rebut the
quality or element of malice and to cast
upon plaintiff, in an action for libel, the
necessity of showing malice in fact.

A communication to be privileged
must be made upon a proper occasion,
from a proper motive and must be based
upon reasonable or probable cause. When
o made in good faith the law does not
imply malice from the communication
itself as in the ordinary case of libel,
Actual malice must be proved before
there can be a recovery, and in the ab-
sence of such proof the plaintiff cannot
Tecover. x

3. Held in the case at bar that the evi-
dence failed to show want of probable
cause such as would justify a reasonably
prudent man in making the entry and
that the fact of malice essential to plain-
tiff's recovery was not established. Order
affirmed. olling, J.
