STATE FAIR ANNUAL REPORT

Secretary Randall’s Figures Show
That the State Agricultural So-
clety Has a Balance on Hand of

~ $15,000, After Expending Over
$10,000 in Repairs and Permanent
Improvements.

Becretary Randall yesterday submitted
the annual report of the Minnesota State
Agricultural soclety to Gov. Lind. The
report says of the 1899 fair:

The state fair has continued to grow.
There was an average increase of about
25 per cent in the exhibition departments,
and the attendance was much larger
than in previous years. Each department
has had careful attention, and each has
been representative, In a high degree, of
the industry intended to be portrayed
and benefited.

The new departure of the year has been
the lighting of the grounds and buildings,
keeping the buildings open durilng the
evenings and carrying out an evening
programme of amusements. Day events
only have been planned heretofore. Rc-
sults showed the wisdom of the new plan.
Busy people who cannot take time from

| business or labor during the day found

at night the opportunity for seeing the
falr, which has heretofore been denied
them. No carnival was held in either
city to divert attention. Exhibits and
attendance from both St. Paul and Min-
neapolis Increased, and both citles gave
the' fair a splendid support.

The amusement programme was strong
both day and night. The business men
of the two cities continued their guaran-
tee of the two $5,000 purses. These large
purses attract gaod horses from long dis-
tances, whose owners, after having de-
cided to come, bring other horses for
other classes with them, thus strengthen-
ing the whole race programme. These
men and the horses wouid not be here at
all if the ordinary purses were the only
inducements offered. In addition to the
trotting and pacing races there were run-
ning events, balloon ascensions, music,
etc., and at night there was the presenta-
tion of the spectacular fire works exhi-
bition, ““The Burning or Manila.”

More than the usual amount of work
has been done in repairs ‘and improve-
ments. The half-mile track, begun last
year, has been completed and fenced, and
the ground inclosed by it has been lev-
eled or sloped and seeded to grass. A
boulevard has been laid out across the
grounds; 1,200 trees set out; the exhi-
bition buildings painted. Roofs have been
repaired upon a number of buildings,

while others have been made new.

This work this
year has cost $9,725.30, and during the last

five years over $22,000 has been expendad
